Mathematics

From the mind of God

Did you know that mathematics could be racist, and that there is such a thing as ‘white math’? A claim is being made in some US academic circles that to insist that there is a correct answer to a statement like ‘2 + 2 = x’, is inherently racist, and that mathematics needs to be made antiracist. An organization1 funded by the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation has published a document entitled, “A Pathway to Equitable Math Instruction Dismantling Racism in Mathematics Instruction“2. The document’s Letter to Reader states, “The framework for deconstructing racism in mathematics offers essential characteristics of antiracist math educators and critical approaches to dismantling white supremacy in math classrooms by visualizing the toxic characteristics of white supremacy culture … with respect to math.”

Mathematics is one form of God’s thought. 

Bertrand Russell (1872–1970) a prominent anti-Christian philosopher and mathematician,3 a professed atheist,4 and Sergiu Klainerman, a professor of mathematics at Princeton University,5 among others, would disagree with the premise that mathematics is inherently racist. From a Christian perspective, we can add the fact that the basic principles of logic and mathematics cannot be racist nor are they in any way subjective human constructs, because they come from the perfect (Psalm 18:30) and holy (1 Samuel 2:2; Revelation 4:8) mind of God. Let us explore the reality that mathematics comes from the mind of God. 

In Genesis 1–2, the narrator (God) uses concepts of mathematics embedded within the account without expounding the conceptual depth which underlies these concepts. For example, the enumeration of the days of Creation Week in Genesis 1 and 2 (Genesis 1:5, 8, 13, 19, 23, 31; Genesis 2:2) may appear to be rather routine. After all, we count from our earliest days—a child counts the number of days until his or her birthday. Some writers have observed that the use of the ordinal adjective (‘second’, ‘third’, etc.) with the word ‘day’ indicates that God is speaking of standard 24-hour days, and that the use of the cardinal (‘one’) and ordinals to number the days of creation demands a sequential chronological reading of the text. However, while this is true, they often fail to observe that the use of the ordinals indicates that the enumeration of the creation days is of fundamental importance. In addition, Genesis 5 implicitly uses addition, such as in the statement, “When Seth had lived 105 years, he fathered Enosh. Seth lived after he fathered Enosh 807 years and had other sons and daughters. Thus all the days of Seth were 912 years, and he died.” (Genesis 5:6–8)—i.e., 105 + 807 = 912.

Another use of a fundamental mathematical concept in Genesis 1 is the inclusion of entities in sets (e.g., six days of creative activity and “two great lights” [Genesis 1:16]). Sets are based on the abstract concept that assumes the existence of universals and not merely particulars by which each entity is viewed as independent from all others. A universal is the grouping of instances by their consistent characteristics or qualities. For example, when God later spoke to Adam and told him that he could eat from every tree in the garden, but one (Genesis 2:16–17), he used a universal to describe a set and Adam would have understood the concept to include grapes from vines, berries from bushes, and pears and nuts from trees. Universals are usually grouped into three classes: types or kinds (e.g., boats, birds, or chairs), properties (e.g., heavy, big, or small), and relations (e.g., parent, higher, colder). Since we use universals all the time, we may not understand an inherent difficulty with their existence. The problem of universals has perplexed philosophers from the earliest days.6 The challenge is how to account for their existence: Are they real? Do they exist independent of particulars? Can they exist if the universe is merely the product of random events in a material universe? Are they purely constructs of language?

The correspondence between abstractions—mathematical concepts such as ordinal counting and sets—and phenomena in nature is difficult for materialistic naturalists to explain. If mathematics is purely an invention of human minds, then it is a challenge to explain the correspondence between a mathematical equation and what happens in the natural realm.7
The efficacy of mathematics is astounding. With calculations, men and women guided the Apollo missions to the moon, can triangulate on signals generated by ‘black’ boxes to find a lost airplane at the bottom of the ocean, and can synchronize computers 20,000 kilometers apart so that they receive e-mail messages correctly. A materialistic naturalist cannot explain why pure abstractions—e.g., trigonometric equations, can have such an effect on the physical universe. 

The existence of counting and mathematics is evidence that the universe was created by an intelligent designer—the God of the Bible. The laws of mathematics (e.g., commutative, associative, and distributive) come from God’s mind. Mathematics is one form of God’s thought—others include descriptive (Genesis 1), naming (Genesis 1:5), animating (Genesis 2:7), visualizing (Exodus 25:40; Exodus 26:30), and logical (Isaiah 1:18). The laws of mathematics exist in God’s mind and were not affected by the Fall of man into sin. The laws of mathematics are therefore perfect (Psalm 19:7) and can be derived without error. Of course, this does not mean that accountants and engineers (and others), affected by the Curse (Genesis 3:17–19), will always perform their arithmetical calculations without error.

Unbelievers can use the mechanics of mathematics without being able to explain what counting is or provide a logically consistent reason for why mathematics works, particularly when applied to natural systems. The problem is that their worldview claims that the universe came into existence by chance and has no non-material dimension (e.g., everlasting human souls). The fact that materialistic naturalists count and use complex mathematics to accomplish amazing things illustrates that they live in practical terms as if there is a God behind the universe, while denying His existence (Romans 1:18).8
When we examine the laws of nature (e.g., the Law of Gravitation or Coulomb’s Law of Electric Charge), we quickly discover that they are based on mathematics and that they model how God has chosen ordinarily to govern the universe; not how He must govern it—the laws of nature are descriptive, not prescriptive. The fact that nature can be described mathematically has been a continuing surprise to those who cannot think beyond their presuppositions of materialistic naturalism. They have difficulty explaining why there is a connection between physical reality and abstract mathematics. The fact that there is, indicates that the universe is more than the sum of its parts and is the product of intelligent thought. 

Attributes of God are reflected in mathematics. For example:

· His infinity is hinted at by endless number sequences such as found in π (pi).

· His orderly precision and logical nature are displayed in the order and logic of mathematics, a system to which no human invention can compare. For example, the exponent in Newton’s Law of Gravitation (F = Gm₁m₂/r²) has been studied in numerous experiments and is a perfect 2 (to better than 1 part in a trillion). Also, in every right(-angled) triangle, the square of the longest side (hypotenuse) always equals the sum of the squares of the lengths of the other two sides—as expressed in the Pythagorean Theorem (a² + b² = c²).

· Similarly, his beauty can be observed through the formal symmetry and patterns in mathematics. For example, Euler’s equation eiπ + 1 = 0 combines the five most important mathematical constants into one equation.9

· His omnipresence can be seen in the correspondence between nature and mathematics. For example, we can model vocal and instrumental sounds in mathematical terms and reproduce them in our mp3 players using a digital signal processor. Or the circumference of all circles is 2πr, no matter how small or large the circle is. Both of these would be impossible if mathematics were merely an invention of man’s mind. Mathematicians did not invent math. For instance, calculus was not invented by Newton or Leibniz, it was discovered10 by them. Mathematical reality lies outside of mankind and is not invention or art, it is a study of the order God has put into the entire universe.

· His unity is seen in the system of mathematics which has order, unifying principles, rules that make sense, and an amazing interconnectedness. Clearly a deliberateness is evident in mathematics. For example, π is linked to the set of all odd numbers:
π⁄₄ = 1 – ⅓ + ⅕ – ⅟₇ + ⅟₉ – ⅟₁₁ + … (the Madhava–Leibniz formula). 
Also, ratios between consecutive numbers in the Fibonacci sequence (0, 1, 1, 2, 3, 5, 8, 13, 21 …) approach the golden ratio φ (phi). This is the number such that the equation φ² - φ - 1 = 0 gives a φ of 1.618 …, which is precisely the ratio of the radius of a circumscribing circle to the side of a regular inscribed decagon (10-sided figure). The unity of mathematics has been called ‘remarkable’, ‘surprising’, ‘unexpected’, ‘mysterious’, ‘a miracle’, and ‘astonishing’, by those who have no belief in God.
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Fibonacci numbers can be seen in botany. The arrangement of the whorls on a pine cone (left) and the petals of a sunflower (right) follows a sequence of Fibonacci numbers. 

· While God’s unity is seen in mathematics, so also is his diversity (in a Trinity)—in a single system that can be used to describe human behaviour, calculate stresses on a building foundation, predict hurricane behaviour, and model the revolution of the planets.

· The fact that God is a communicator is shown through mathematics’ ability to provide complex, specified information such as is evidenced when vocal and instrumental sounds in a musical presentation can be represented in mathematical terms, stored in digital form (zeros and ones), and reproduced again in analog form as puffs of air with high fidelity, using computer chips called digital signal processors.

God’s truthfulness is observed in the constancy of equations such as 2 + 2 = 4. 

· His power is demonstrated through what can be accomplished with mathematics—to synchronize traffic flows, describe musical scores that stir the heart, and define monetary systems that allow modern economies to function.

· His truthfulness is observed in the constancy of equations such as 2 + 2 = 4. Since all truth is ultimately God’s truth, anything which is true reflects God’s nature.

· God’s consistency (unchangeableness) is shown from the fact that the results of calculations applying mathematical equations will never change anywhere in the universe. The fact that even atheists believe in the consistency of mathematics is evidenced by advocates of SETI (Search for Extra-Terrestrial Intelligence) who expect that someday we will receive a radio signal from outer space that is based on a regular pattern such as counting by binary numbers.

Only people with a Christian worldview can understand that mathematics reflects the logical, ordered, and good mind of God. As one of His forms of thought, God thinks mathematically. So, the existence of mathematics declares to mankind that God is behind the order in the universe. We can count and perform mathematical calculations because we are image-bearers of God, (Genesis 1:26–27) and can think God’s thoughts after Him. The notions that there are such things as ‘white math’ and that mathematics is ‘racist’ is utter foolishness (Romans 1:22), as is any idea that mathematics is a mere human construct or invention. In addition, such an approach to mathematics, which eliminates the demand for precision and objectivity, is a disservice to those who can benefit from learning to apply mathematics correctly.

Trump’s 1776 Commission to Reassemble, Tackle Critical Race Theory in History Education

Members of the 1776 Commission, which President Joe Biden disbanded on his first day in White House, are reportedly set to meet again with a renewed focus on combating the teaching of U.S. history based on the Marxist critical race theory.

The advisory commission was established by the Trump administration in November 2020 to celebrate and promote the principles enshrined in the nation’s founding documents. It is commonly seen as a response to The New York Times’ controversial 1619 Project, which argues that the United States was founded as, and remains today, a racist nation.

Nearly four months after its dissolution, the commission regained attention when a leading member spoke against a Biden administration’s proposal to prioritize funding education programs that promote the 1619 Project and critical race theory, an ideology rooted in Marxist class struggle but with an emphasis on race, with the goal of dismantling all institutions of American society, which it deems as tools of racial oppression.

“The Proposed Rule should be withdrawn, just as individual states, which actually have the authority over the nation’s K-12 educational system, should oppose race-based pedagogy as part of their curricula and even if attempted to be imposed by the federal government,” Matthew Spalding, the executive director of the 1776 Commission, wrote in a letter to the Education Department.

“On behalf of my fellow Commissioners, I submit and draw your attention to Appendix III of The 1776 Report,” Spalding added. The appendix explains why race-focused narratives like the 1619 Project and critical race theory are “fundamentally incompatible” with the principles of the Declaration of Independence, which connects liberty-loving Americans everywhere regardless of their race.

“Proponents of identity politics rearrange Americans by group identities, rank them by how much oppression they have experienced at the hands of the majority culture, and then sow division among them,” the document reads. “While not as barbaric or dehumanizing, this new creed creates new hierarchies as unjust as the old hierarchies of the antebellum South, making a mockery of equality with an ever-changing scale of special privileges on the basis of racial and sexual identities.”

In an interview with Washington Examiner, Spalding said that members of the 1776 Commission will convene next week in Washington on the campus of Hillsdale College. One of their topics will be critical race theory, which sees racism in all aspects of American life.

“When we start going about dividing people by groups, by social identities, and especially by identities that deal with race, and we’re starting to make those kinds of divisions, all Americans should get very nervous,” said Spalding. “It’s a departure away from the historic grounding of civil rights in America, which is that we all are equal.”

The commission’s first and last report, commonly referred to as the 1776 Report, was taken down after Biden’s inauguration. It can still be found on the publicly archived Trump White House and Hillsdale College websites.

Red States Lead the Charge In Lowest Unemployment Rates

Red states, along with lone Democrat-controlled Vermont, topped the charts in lowest unemployment rates in April, while blue states recorded the highest jobless rates, according to the Commerce Department.

In a Friday release, the Commerce Department announced that the top five states with the highest unemployment rates in April were Hawaii (8.5 percent), followed by California (8.3 percent), New Mexico and New York (8.2 percent each), and Connecticut (8.1 percent). All five states have Democrat trifectas, meaning that the state houses and senates, as well as the governorships, are Democrat-controlled.

At the same time, the top four states with the lowest jobless rates in April all have Republican trifectas: Nebraska, New Hampshire, South Dakota, and Utah, with 2.8 percent each. Vermont, whose state house and senate are Democrat-controlled while the governorship is Republican, came in fifth, with an unemployment rate of 2.9 percent.

Overall, 31 states had unemployment rates lower than the U.S. national average of 6.1 percent, with 26 of them red. Of the 19 states and the District of Columbia that had jobless rates higher than the national average, 14 are blue.

Meanwhile, the three the largest year-over-year unemployment rate decreases from April 2020 to April 2021 occurred in blue states: Nevada (-21.5 percentage
points), Michigan (-18.7 percentage points), and Hawaii (-13.4 percentage points), with another 10 states experiencing declines of 10 percentage points or more.

The Commerce Department’s state unemployment report came as Federal Reserve officials and new Dallas Fed data have begun lowering expectations for May jobs growth in the United States as business hiring plans continue to outrun the supply of people able or willing to work.

Dallas Federal Reserve President Robert Kaplan said Friday that hiring difficulties have continued through May, and will likely lead to another weak jobs report following the lower-than-expected 266,000 positions added in April. The next jobs report is due for release on June 4 by the Labor Department.

A survey published by the Dallas Fed on Friday also pointed to weakening job growth.

That has been attributed to a number of factors including ongoing unemployment benefit payments and a lack of child care, and “these structural issues, which we saw in the report for April … all those tensions are not going to go away” immediately, Kaplan said at a Dallas Fed conference on technology. “We think you are going to see another odd or unusual report. … Businesses are telling us they got plenty of demand but they cannot find workers either skilled or unskilled.”

Fed officials had hoped to see a “string” of months in which a million or more new jobs were added to U.S. payrolls, helping the country quickly claw back the 8.2 million positions still missing from before the pandemic.

Business groups and Republican leaders have blamed generous unemployment benefits, expanded under President Joe Biden’s $1.9 trillion American Rescue Plan, for discouraging people from taking jobs.

In response to business hiring woes, Republican governors in at least 22 states have moved to drop the federal unemployment benefit boost.

Déjà vu: Biden to deploy 'army' of IRS agents

Hiring more tax collectors to target wealthy with audits

President Biden's plan to raise taxes to boost IRS funding in order to target the wealthy for audits could be a winner for Republicans in the 2022 midterm elections, according to top advisers in the Trump administration and the former president's campaign.

The Washington Times reported a conservative advocacy group called the Coalition to Protect American Workers is spotlighting the Biden plan in an ad campaign targeting vulnerable Democrats, warning the president wants to deploy an "army" of tax collectors to harass taxpaying citizens.

The Trump campaign’s chief pollster, Tony Fabrizio, told the Times the hiring of new agents got the strongest negative reaction among administrations tax proposals.

"The top message here is: voting to raise taxes in order to spend $80 billion so the IRS can hire more tax collectors," he said, referring to polling he did for the coalition.

When Biden was vice president, many conservative figures accused the Obama administration of targeting them with politically motivated audits. And Obama's IRS infamously targeted tea party, conservative and Christian groups that opposed his campaign, delaying or blocking their applications for tax-exempt status.

Voters skeptical
Among the districts where the messaging for the 2022 campaigns was tested was Georgia's 7th, represented by Carolyn Bourdeaux, and New Jersey's 5th, represented by Josh Gottheimer.

Fabrizio said voters generally don't believe their taxes will stay flat when there is talk of tax reforms.

The coalition has an ad that states: "The new America — where congressional Democrats want to defund the police and Biden wants to add thousands of IRS agents."

Will a boost in IRS funding be a winner for Republicans?

While Biden insists only the wealthy will see their taxes raised, the numbers don't add up, contends Marc Short, a top aide to Vice President Mike Pence in the Trump administration who now is one of the leaders of the Coalition to Protect American Workers.

Increasing the corporate tax rate from 21% to 28% generates about $700 billion in a best-case scenario, but the total tax plan is near $3 trillion, he pointed out.

White House press secretary Jen Psaki this week once again insisted that the tax plan is about the wealthy paying their "fair share," promising that "middle-class Americans who are working hard, paying taxes, putting food on the table" won't be impacted.

The Times reported the White House has said that audit rates won't go up under Biden's IRS enforcement plan for people making less than $400,000 per year.

But the administration estimates that the bolstered enforcement could help generate $700 billion to $1.3 trillion for the federal government.

Needed: Parents to supervise school boards

Should 'investigate what their tax dollars are funding'

Follow the money, and the infiltration of critical race theory into the country’s tenth-largest school district tracks back to Purchase Order No. 8500457546.

In that transaction, dated Feb. 8, 2021, Fairfax County Public Schools agreed to pay the Leadership Academy, an "equity" consulting firm based in Long Island City, N.Y., $49,600 in an "informal competitive process," according to documents received by Parents Defending Education, a new national advocacy group, in response to a Freedom of Information Act request. The Fairfax County school district hired the outside group for its new "Anti-Bias Community Engagement Policy," including the cost of doing "survey and policy work."

Recently, Fairfax County parents – including both of us – got a look at the survey, which is available for anyone to take online. It asks respondents biased, unscientific leading questions about upending a policy that requires teacher impartiality in discussing "controversial issues" and creating a new "Anti-Racist, Anti-Bias Curriculum." That supposedly anti-biased curriculum consists, in reality, of the divisive and racist ideas of critical race theory, which judges people based on the color of their skin.

"I was sick to my stomach reading the questions," wrote one of the many concerned parents who filed an incident report with us at Parents Defending Education. We have launched a portal so that local parents and community members can send comments to the superintendent, school board, and school district officials, demanding that the district ditch this survey and put a halt to the work of indoctrination.

Away from public view, the plan has been months in the making. On January 27, days before signing the purchase order, school board member Karl Frisch led a virtual board "work session" on "Anti-Bias and Anti-Racism Education," and school district officials danced around the details of what it would cost to hire an outside consultant. The county’s new chief equity officer, Lisa Williams, spoke about the virtue of hiring an "external partner." She called it a "win-win situation."

This opaque paper trail detailing spending for sweeping changes, including a possible "Letter of Reckoning with Racism," underscores how much transparency depends on parental scrutiny. When one of us asked tough questions at a board meeting last week, the video went viral. Then, this week, the matter of the survey led both of us – and other parents – to speak at the school board’s public hearing on the budget to demand explanations about the waste and abuse of taxpayer funds.

Do parents need to supervise school boards?

Attempting to defend itself, the school district said that the work "falls under an Exception to Competitive Procurement as allowed by the Fairfax County Purchasing Resolution which states 'Procurement for single or term contracts for goods and services not expected to exceed $200,000 as identified by the Purchasing Agent.'" Confusingly, it added, "The department is required to solicit at least four (4) written competitive proposals by sending the solicitation to known sources. This is a one-time engagement, and nothing has been paid to date."

The purchase order said the agreement was in response to a January 29 proposal by the Leadership Academy, two days after the "work session," for the "revision of the controversial issues policy and the development of a new policy commissioning anti-bias and anti-racism education." Fairfax County Public Schools has not released the request for proposal or the contract. We have asked for these documents.

In another act lacking transparency, the school district quietly inked a multiyear "acceptance agreement" on March 11 with the Leadership Academy, just weeks after purchasing its "survey and policy work" and before the survey went out to parents. The deal set up the New York consultants with a contract for four years and five months of "leadership development training" – with three additional option years – and for work that adds up to about $700,000 in services if the school district buys the most basic options.

Yet the school district preposterously claims that the "estimated value of the contract" is a mere $80,000 – even though a proposed single line item for "Customized, Deeper Touch Professional Learning" runs to a cost of at least $240,000.

The Fairfax County school district is often a bellwether of what is occurring in communities nationwide. Parents across the country should be vigilant. They should engage their school boards and investigate what their tax dollars are funding and whether it has anything to do with the priorities of their communities. A new poll reveals that voters overwhelmingly reject indoctrination in classrooms, with 70 percent of respondents disapproving of teaching students that “their race is the most important thing about them.” Clearly, our local school boards need parental supervision.

FDA: 'Vaccine hesitant' can't use antibody test to prove immunity!

Feds now insist protection from virus comes only through vaccination

Many Americans who have chosen not to get one of the experimental COVID-19 vaccines because of the risks have hoped that testing positive for antibodies could substitute for being vaccinated, providing a virtual "vaccine passport."

But the Food and Drug Administration issued guidance this week stating a vaccine is still needed to confirm immunity from the COVID-19 virus.

The FDA acknowledged that antibody tests "can play an important role in identifying individuals who may have been exposed to the SARS-CoV-2 virus and may have developed an adaptive immune response."

"However, antibody tests should not be used at this time to determine immunity or protection against COVID-19 at any time, and especially after a person has received a COVID-19 vaccination."

The FDA said that antibodies provided by the vaccines are superior to the antibodies developed from being infected by the virus, providing needed protection that the regular antibodies do not.

But that's contradicted by empirical study data, Yale University epidemiologist Dr. Harvey Risch told WND.

He pointed to a massive study in Israel finding that people who had tested positive for the novel coronavirus in the previous three or more months had at least as much protection against new infection, hospitalization and death as vaccinated people.

"People become immune by surviving infection," argued Risch, professor of epidemiology in the Department of Epidemiology and Public Health at the Yale School of Public Health and Yale School of Medicine.

Should antibodies prove immunity?

In an email to WND, he explained that serum antibodies and T-cell antibodies – the white blood cells that attack infections – demonstrate past history of infection.

Risch said the FDA is correct that antibodies from infection are not the same as post-vaccination antibodies.

But this is irrelevant, he contended.

"These natural antibodies are proof of past infection," said Risch. "Past infection is extremely strong evidence of immunity."


'Irrational' to vaccinate children
Risch joined Dr. Peter McCullough, a professor of medicine at Baylor University, on Thursday night in an interview with Fox News host Laura Ingraham.

Both have testified to the U.S. Senate, decrying the federal government's politicization of health care during the pandemic, curbing or blocking the availability of cheap, effective treatments for COVID-19 such as hydroxychloroquine and ivermectin.

Asked by Ingraham to comment on Dr. Anthony Fauci's recommendation in a TV interview this week that children as young as 4 get vaccinated, Risch said it's "irrational."

Young children do not get very sick from COVID, they don't spread the virus, "and they certainly do not die" from it, he argued.

"So, neither they nor the society around them has any interest in vaccinating them," said Risch.

But they can be harmed by the vaccines, he said, pointing to cases reported to the Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System database, or VAERS. Among them were a 15-year-old who had a heart attack, a 2-year-old who died a day after the vaccination and a 6-month-old who died after receiving the vaccine through the mother's breast milk.

"So, children have no reason to die from vaccination that isn't going to help them or the society either," Risch said.

McCullough warned that the randomized vaccine trials excluded people who had been infected with COVID. That means there is no safety data and no indication of the effectiveness of the vaccine for people who have been infected, he said.

Further, there are two studies from the U.K. and one from New York City that show higher rates of adverse events for recovered COVID-19 patients who are vaccinated.

"There's no evidence of benefit and only evidence of harm," he said.

'Deaths follow vaccination'
On Tuesday, French virologist and Nobel Prize winner Luc Montagnier said that vaccinating a population while a pandemic is ongoing is an "enormous mistake."

He explained in an interview translated and published by the RAIR Foundation USA that the vaccinations are producing new variants, similar to how viruses adapt to antibiotics.

"You see it in each country, it's the same: in every country deaths follow vaccination," he said.

Montagnier called mass vaccination against the coronavirus "unthinkable" and a historical blunder that is "creating the variants" and leading to deaths from the disease.

"It’s an enormous mistake, isn’t it? A scientific error as well as a medical error. It is an unacceptable mistake," he said. "The history books will show that, because it is the vaccination that is creating the variants."

Your passport, please
Meanwhile, the concept of a "vaccine passport," or some way to prove vaccination, is gaining ground.

Fauci said at a Bloomberg Businessweek conference on Thursday that he expects many U.S businesses, including cruise lines and airlines, to require customers to show proof of vaccination to receive service.

He pointed out that, already, several universities have announced they will require students to be vaccinated before returning to campus this fall.

"There are organizations, particularly universities and colleges who are saying, not withstanding what the federal government is requiring, if you want to come into campus and be in in-person learning, you're going to have to show proof of vaccination," he said.

In Oregon, the state health office is requiring workspaces, businesses and "faith institutions" who want to lift their mask mandate in accordance with the new CDC guidelines to have a policy for checking the COVID-19 vaccination status of visitors and patrons who don't want to wear a mask.

In contrast, Florida is among the states that have banned local businesses from requiring proof of vaccination.

Santa Clara County, California, has ordered businesses to report the vaccination status of all of their employees.

The businesses them must "comply with the rules for personnel who are not fully vaccinated," as required under the County Health Officer's May 18 order.

Under the order, any employees who refuse to disclose their vaccination status will be assumed to be unvaccinated and subject to mask mandates and other restrictions.

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‘1619 Project’ Has No Place in South Dakota, Kristi Noem Says

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South Dakota Gov. Kristi Noem has voiced stern opposition to teaching the “1619 Project” curriculum in the state’s schools.

Noem, a Republican, took to Twitter on Friday to criticize the “1619 Project,” saying it “claims that America was founded on racism and slavery, not on an ideal of equality. It seeks to incorrectly re-frame the nation as a story of ‘us versus them’ rather than ‘We the People,'” she wrote.

The “1619 Project,” inaugurated with a special issue of The New York Times Magazine, attempts to cast the Atlantic slave trade as the dominant factor in the founding of America instead of ideals such as individual liberty and natural rights. The initiative has been widely panned by historians and political scientists, with some critics calling it a bid to rewrite U.S. history through a left-wing lens.

Noem said that, according to many historians, the “1619 Project’s version of American history is full of errors and misstatements that should be avoided, not embraced.”

“The 1619 Project relies upon the concept of Critical Race Theory to further divide students based on the color of their skin,” Noem wrote. “This is inappropriate and un-American. It has no place in South Dakota, and it certainly has no place in South Dakota classrooms.”

In a recent interview on NTD’s “Focus Talk,” Yiatin Chu, an Asian mother of two and co-chair of the New York chapter of the Foundation Against Intolerance and Racism (FAIR), described critical race theory as pushing the idea that disparate outcomes, such as academic competency scores, can be reduced to a single variable—race. Advocates of the theory, which she said is increasingly being taught at pre-college levels, push the socialist notion of equality of outcome, and blame differences in outcomes on entrenched privilege while dividing people into “oppressors” and their victims, the “oppressed.”

Noem’s remarks come as Republicans across the nation are trying to prevent the teaching of critical race theory, and are expressing concern about the Biden administration prioritizing the funding of educational programs that incorporate the ideas of the “1619 Project” into their teaching of U.S. history and civics.

In a proposed new rule (pdf) released April 19, the Education Department outlined new priority criteria for a $5.3 million American History and Civics Education grant, as well as exemplary materials for K-12 educators to use. Specifically, the Education Department cited the “1619 Project,” and critical race theorist Ibram X. Kendi’s “antiracist idea” as leading examples of the kind of content it wants to use taxpayer dollars to promote in history and civics classrooms across the country.

Thirty-seven Republicans led by Senate Minority Leader Mitch McConnell (R-Ky.) on May 6 penned a letter to Education Secretary Miguel Cardona urging him to remove the 1619 Project from federal grant programs, arguing that it skews American history for divisive political ends.

“Our nation’s youth do not need activist indoctrination that fixates solely on past flaws and splits our nation into divided camps. Taxpayer-supported programs should emphasize the shared civic virtues that bring us together, not push radical agendas that tear us apart,” McConnell and his GOP colleagues wrote in the letter (pdf).

Nikole Hannah-Jones, creator of the 1619 Project, responded to the GOP criticism of the project during an interview with MSNBC on May 3, saying the 1619 curriculum being allowed in schools is a matter of free speech.

“This isn’t a project about trying to teach children that our country is evil, but it is a project trying to teach children the truth about what our country was based upon, and it’s only in really confronting that truth—slavery was foundational to the United States, we, after the slavery, experienced 100 years of legalized discrimination against black Americans,” said Hannah-Jones. “Mitch McConnell and others like him want for our children to get a propagandistic, nationalistic understanding of history that is not about facts, but it is about how they would want to pretend that our country is.”

Mary Grabar, author of the upcoming book “Debunking the 1619 Project: Exposing the Plan to Divide America,” argued in an interview on Epoch TV’s “Crossroads” program that the 1619 Project skews American history for divisive political ends.

Earlier in May, Noem signed a pledge that aims to restore “patriotic education” in response to the push to teach critical race theory in the school curriculum.

“Teaching our children & grandchildren to hate their own country & pitting them against one another on the basis of race or sex is shameful & must be stopped. I’m proud to be the 1st candidate in America to sign ‘The 1776 Pledge to Save Our Schools,” Noem wrote.

Texas Senate Passes Bill That Bans Critical Race Theory From Classrooms

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The Texas state Senate passed a bill Saturday that prohibits schools from mandating the teaching of critical race theory (CRT).

House Bill 3979 doesn’t mention CRT by name, but apparently aims to ban the controversial quasi-Marxist ideology in public and open-enrollment charter schools.

According to the bill text, teachers, administrators, or employees from state agencies, school districts, and open-enrollment charter schools are prohibited from teaching students that one race is inherently superior to another race or sex or that an individual is inherently racist, sexist, or oppressive, by virtue of his or her race or sex.

A teacher “may not [be] compelled to discuss current events or widely debated and currently controversial issues of public policy or social affairs” in social studies curriculum in Texas history, U.S. history, world history, government, civics, social studies, or similar subjects, according to the bill.

If teachers choose to discuss the above topics, they must explore those topics from diverse and contending perspectives and can’t give deference to any one perspective.

The bill also requires the State Board of Education to adopt civic education to help students’ understanding of the moral, political, and intellectual foundations of the American, U.S. history and tradition, and the founding documents of the United States.

The Lone Star State’s lower chamber passed the bill on May 11 but will have to approve it again in alignment with revisions made by the state Senate.

CRT—which espouses the idea that race is not natural, but socially constructed to oppress and exploit minorities—is an offshoot of the quasi-Marxist critical theory social philosophy that was promoted by the Frankfurt school of thought.

Then-President Donald Trump signed an executive order banning CRT training in federal agencies in September 2020, with the White House describing it as “anti-American propaganda.”

However, the socialist ideology has been embraced by President Joe Biden and his administration. Biden reversed Trump’s September 2020 executive order after entering the White House and pushed CRT training on all fronts.

The Biden administration’s efforts triggered widespread pushback from federal and state Republican lawmakers, conservatives and related organizations, and parents.

The Texas Public Policy Foundation applauded the state legislature’s move, saying it will protect students.

“This is a huge win for Texas students. We will not allow state-funded racism in our schools or permit our students to be used as political props … Texas should also redouble its focus on teaching proper civics and ensure students get the full and true history of our state and our country,” Tom Lindsay, the institution’s distinguished senior fellow of higher education and constitutional studies, said in a statement.

Texas Gov. Greg Abbott’s office didn’t reply to an email from The Epoch Times asking if the governor will sign the bill into law.

However, Texas Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick said in a statement on April 28 after the passage of a similar bill, Senate Bill 2202, that CRT has no place in Texas schools.

“Texans reject critical race theory and other so-called ‘woke’ philosophies that maintain that one race or sex is inherently superior to another race or sex or that any individual, by virtue of his or her race or sex, is inherently racist, sexist or oppressive,” he said. “These divisive concepts have been inserted into curriculums around the state, but they have no place in Texas schools.”

Florida Teacher Gets Fired Over CRT Ban, but Parents Still Concerned Over Textbooks

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A Duval County teacher has been terminated from classroom instruction for refusing to remove a Black Lives Matter banner from the wall outside her classroom, violating Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis’ ban of Critical Race Theory (CRT) in public schools.

A Duval County, Florida teacher Amy Donofrio was terminated from her position as a Language Arts teacher at Robert E. Lee High School for—as Florida Education Commissioner Richard Corcoran described—having “an entire classroom memorialized to Black Lives Matter,” reported Action News Jax on May 17.

“The commissioner referred to censure, firing, and termination in his answer at Hillsdale College,” Cheryl Etters, Interim Director of Communications for the Florida Department of Education (FDOE), told The Epoch Times. “All are recommendations he makes to the Office of Professional Practices Services on an ongoing basis and are well within his power.”

The FDOE’s “Office of Professional Practices Services (PPS) investigates misconduct by educators who hold a Florida Educator Certificate or a valid application for a Florida Educator Certificate.”

“In referring to the Jacksonville case,” Etters clarified to The Epoch Times, “he used ‘terminate’ to indicate the decision to terminate the teacher from classroom instruction. This was done by the district, and the commissioner was in agreement. Obviously, the commissioner possesses significant authority to ensure every child has access to a world-class education free from indoctrination.”

Donofrio is suing (pdf) the Duval County Public School system and High School Regional Superintendent Scott Schneider, claiming her termination for not adhering to the principles outlined in Rule 6A-10.081 of Florida’s Administrative Code violated her right to free speech. She is demanding a jury trial.

According to the principles outlined in the rule, teachers “shall not intentionally expose a student to unnecessary embarrassment or disparagement,” and “shall not harass or discriminate against any student on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, age, national or ethnic origin, political beliefs, marital status, handicapping condition, sexual orientation, or social and family background and shall make reasonable effort to assure that each student is protected from harassment or discrimination.”

“Governor DeSantis has made clear his position on CRT,” Executive Office of the Governor Press Secretary Christina Pushaw explained exclusively to The Epoch Times on Wednesday. “It is divisive, irrational, and has no place in our classrooms. CRT is rooted in Marxism, an anti-American ideology that has caused untold suffering and death everywhere it has been implemented. Moreover, CRT teaches discrimination based on ethnicity and racial background.”

“The governor has zero tolerance for state-sanctioned racism,” Pushaw emphasized, stressing that DeSantis adheres to the same principle expressed by Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. in that he “believes that every child should learn to judge people not by the color of their skin, but by the content of their character.”

“That’s why the governor has taken bold steps to make Florida the national leader in civics education,” Pushaw added. “The Civic Literacy Excellence Initiative that Governor DeSantis announced in March ensures that Florida’s curriculum will expressly exclude CRT.”

Using $106 million of the state’s portion of the Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief Fund provided through the Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriation Act, the Civic Literacy Excellence Initiative is the governor’s proposal “to make Florida a national leader in civics education.”

Among other incentives, the program will reward Florida teachers who complete training and earn the Civics Seal of Excellence endorsement with a $3,000 bonus.

Florida Parents Share Their Thoughts

Textbooks containing CRT subject matter, coming soon to Florida’s classrooms, are raising concerns for parents.

“I’m a Florida resident with children in Florida public schools and I am in full support of Gov. DeSantis and his position on critical race theory,” Lisa Jeannine Smith of Navarre, Florida, told The Epoch Times. “We have a race crisis that has been created in the mind only by the mainstream media and few powerful, yet feckless leaders in our government who must create a crisis to fix, as one does not exist in present day.”

“I want my kids learning about math, science, language arts, history, and geography, among other things,” Hernando County, Florida resident and parent Jose David shared with The Epoch Times, “not about a leftist agenda.”

“I feel that it’s an important move for Gov. DeSantis to get involved in something that is critical for young people,” David explained. “They are easily influenced in schools and radical race theory, in essence teaches them that this country was founded on racism, that our whole system was based on racism, white supremacy, and all this nonsense. So, I feel it’s very important that he got involved.”

“It’s one thing to cover history or current events. But it’s another thing to praise a group like Black Lives Matter that, in my view, is doing absolutely nothing for the black community. So, when you sit there and vilify police officers to impressionable young kids, I just don’t think that’s good anywhere. I think it’s a good move for DeSantis to address this.”

Keith Flaugh, Managing Director of Florida Citizens Alliance (FCA), is pleased by the announcement by DeSantis that CRT will have no place in Florida’s public schools. However, he is concerned about the content of textbooks, which are soon to be adopted in Florida’s public school system.

“We’ve been huge supporters of a number of things DeSantis has done,” Flaugh told The Epoch Times. “We think he’s doing a great job on a lot of fronts, and we certainly applaud his words when he declares critical race theory as ‘whacko theory’ and being banned in Florida. The trouble is, those words have to mean something. Since we have every school district in Florida buying these English Language Arts textbooks right now—that will be in the classrooms for the next four to six years that are full of critical race theory—how does the governor maintain any credibility by saying he’s banned them when, in fact, critical race theory is rampant in the new textbooks they’re buying?”

“These textbook manufacturers are the same publishers that gave us Common Core and they are very progressive,” Flaugh asserted.

In February 2020, at the direction of DeSantis, the Department of Education released the proposed Florida B.E.S.T. (Benchmarks for Excellent Student Thinking) Standards for English Language Arts and Mathematics (pdf), and announced that “Common Core has been officially eradicated from Florida classrooms.”

“So, what they’ve done is a halfway job of meeting those best standards. But they’ve infused into the English Language Arts curriculum and textbooks—that these school districts are buying—a really strong dose of critical race theory and all its tentacles. So, what they’ve ended up with is approved English Language Arts textbooks that are full of critical race theory and—as the governor puts it—‘other whacko theories.’”

When The Epoch Times asked Pushaw how the governor proposed to eliminate CRT from the classroom with textbooks laced with CRT, she said “the Florida Board of Education guides the implementation of policy around public K-12, community college and state college education in our state.”

“The Department of Education will release more detailed information about plans to ensure that Florida schools are not indoctrinating children with destructive ideologies like CRT,” Pushaw added, assuring The Epoch Times she will follow up “when those details become available in the next few weeks.”

What is Critical Race Theory?

According to Middle Tennessee University’s First Amendment Encyclopedia “Critical race theory is a movement that challenges the ability of conventional legal strategies to deliver social and economic justice and specifically calls for legal approaches that take into consideration race as a nexus of American life.”

However, according to Christopher F. Rufo—senior fellow at the Manhattan Institute and founder and director of Battlefront, a public policy research center—CRT “is an academic discipline, formulated in the 1990s, built on the intellectual framework of identity-based Marxism.”

“Critical race theorists have constructed their argument like a mousetrap,” Rufo explained in a March 2021 edition of Imprimis for Hillsdale University in a piece titled: “Critical Race Theory: What It Is and How to Fight It.”

“There are a series of euphemisms deployed by its supporters to describe critical race theory, including ‘equity,’ ‘social justice,’ ‘diversity and inclusion,’ and ‘culturally responsive teaching,’” Rufo explained.

“Diversity trainers will make an outrageous claim, such as ‘all whites are intrinsically oppressors’ or ‘white teachers are guilty of spirit murdering black children,’ and then when confronted with disagreement, they adopt a patronizing tone and explain that participants who feel ‘defensiveness’ or ‘anger’ are reacting out of guilt and shame.”

According to Rufo, critical race theorists are “masters of language construction,” who “realize that ‘neo-Marxism’ would be a hard sell. Equity, on the other hand, sounds non-threatening and is easily confused with the American principle of equality.”

“Our Constitutional Republic was founded on the concept of equality,” Flaugh noted to The Epoch Times. “But if you delve into the difference between how progressives use the words equity, versus equality, equity is ‘equal outcomes,’ not ‘equal opportunity.’”

Intellectually, one could come up with lots of arguments that show CRT is nothing more than a massive excuse to bring down any socioeconomic system that doesn’t deliver equal outcomes for everyone. 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The U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) says it’s investigating reports of heart inflammation in teenagers and young adults who have received the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus vaccine.

Noting that there have been “relatively few” reports of “mild” cases of myocarditis, the agency said that its COVID-19 Vaccine Safety Technical Work Group should investigate and communicate the findings to vaccine recipients.

The agency said that vaccines using the mRNA technology—from pharmaceutical companies Pfizer and Moderna—appear to be causing the issue. Vaccines using mRNA, which are relatively uncommon, use messenger ribonucleic acid (RNA) to create a protein that prompts an immune response within an individual, while Johnson & Johnson’s vaccine instead uses an adenovirus that was rendered unable to replicate.

The reports of myocarditis have been mostly in adolescents and young adults—and are more likely to occur in males. The symptoms also show up after the second dose, about four days after vaccination, the CDC’s Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices said in a statement dated May 17.

“Most cases appear to be mild, and follow-up of cases is ongoing,” the agency said in the statement, adding that the advisory’s “members felt that information about reports of myocarditis should be communicated to providers.”

It didn’t say how many individuals were affected and recommended further investigation.

“Further information should be collected through medical record review about potential myocarditis cases that were reported into VAERS,” according to the CDC, referring to the Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System. “Information about this potential adverse event should be provided to clinicians to enhance early recognition and appropriate management of persons who develop myocarditis symptoms following vaccination.”

Dr. Amesh Adalja, a senior scholar at the Johns Hopkins Center for Health Security, told Reuters that some vaccines can cause myocarditis and said it’s important to monitor if it’s related to the COVID-19 shots.

“Vaccines are going to unequivocally be much more beneficial outweighing this very low, if conclusively established, risk,” he said.

“It may simply be a coincidence that some people are developing myocarditis after vaccination,” Dr. Celine Gounder, an infectious disease specialist told The New York Times. “It’s more likely for something like that to happen by chance, because so many people are getting vaccinated right now.”

The Israeli Ministry of Health said in April that it’s monitoring a small number of cases of people developing heart inflammation after getting Pfizer’s vaccine.

But in April, CDC Director Dr. Rochelle Walensky said that officials found no link between COVID-19 vaccines and myocarditis among members of the military.

“We have not seen a signal, and we’ve actually looked intentionally for the signal in the over 200 million doses we’ve given,” she said on April 27.

Pfizer and Moderna officials didn’t immediately respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment.
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News Analysis
The Chinese Communist Party (CCP) has been pushing its digital currency project in recent years. The CCP’s central bank has been conducting research on digital currencies since 2014. In August 2019, a report by the CCP’s mouthpiece Xinhua News Agency said that the Central Bank’s Digital Currency Research Institute, established in 2017, had so far “applied for 74 patents involving digital currency technology.” Another Xinhua report in October 2019 revealed how much importance the CCP attached to digital currency and blockchain technology. According to the report, Xi Jinping, the CCP’s leader, suggested during the 18th collective study session of the Politburo that blockchain technology needs to “play a bigger role in building China into a cyber power, developing the digital economy, and helping economic and social development.”

Following that, in 2020, the CCP’s Ministry of Commerce issued a document requiring 21 provinces and municipalities to implement a “General Pilot Program for Comprehensively Deepening the Innovative Development of Service and Trade.” One of the tasks listed in the program is to “carry out digital renminbi (yuan) currency pilot projects in Beijing, Tianjin, Hebei province, the Yangtze River Delta, Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area (GBA), and eligible pilot areas in central and western China.”

Since then there have been reports in the CCP’s media about the piloting of the digital yuan currency in a number of places, including two cities—Shenzhen and Changsha—and Hainan province in southern China. Cities in eastern China included in the program are Shanghai and Suzhou. Qingdao and Dalian are two cities from northern China to be tested with the digital currency project. Other cities and areas include Xi’an (northwestern China), Chengdu (southwestern China), and Xiongan New Area (in Hebei province, about 90 miles south of Beijing).

At the CCP’s National People’s Congress held in March this year, the CCP explicitly proposed to “build a new advantage in the digital economy” and “actively participate in the formulation of international rules and standards for digital technologies such as data security, digital currency, and digital taxation.”

With a strong push to digitize its currency, active participation in setting international standards, and the starting of testing cross-border digital payments, it is clear that the CCP’s ambitions extend beyond its national borders.

CCP Seeks ‘One Globe, Two Systems’

Liang Xinjun, a Chinese expert in the field of virtual and digital money and former co-founder of Fosun Group, said in a speech on April 30 that “realizing seamless conversion of sovereign digital currency (Digital Currency Electronic Payment, or DCEP in short) and community digital currency in more countries, and then realizing global payment circulation, is a financial solution of the ‘One Globe, Two Systems.’”

The sovereign digital currency, or DCEP, that Liang refers to is a digital form of the yuan issued by the People’s Bank of China, which has exactly the same functions and attributes as fiat banknotes, is backed by the sovereign credit of China, and has an unlimited legal tender.

Community currency, a currency issued by a specific community itself, can only be circulated in a specific community based on the acceptance of community members. It has developed from traditional plastic cards to cellphone virtual currency software to the current blockchain technology and has also developed into digital currency.

The “One Globe, Two Systems” that Liang mentioned is a CCP saying and refers to both the communist totalitarian system represented by the CCP and the western democratic system represented by the United States that have coexisted in the world.

Liang’s words revealed the CCP’s ambition to establish its own financial digital system.

The CCP’s Global Financial Hegemony Ambition

The CCP set up CIPS (Cross-border Inter-bank Payment System), which is its own yuan-based cross-border payment system, similar to SWIFT (Society for Worldwide Interbank Financial Telecommunication) in Shanghai in July 2015. According to the CIPS website, “as of the end of 2019, there were 33 direct participants and 903 indirect participants in the CIPS system, an increase of 74 percent and 413 percent respectively from the initial launch.

“The system now covers 94 countries and regions on six continents, and CIPS’s business actually covers more than 3,000 banking legal entities in 167 countries and regions.” By 2021, “the cumulative payment amount reached 151 million yuan, and the business covers many countries and regions such as Hong Kong, Malaysia, Australia, and South Africa.”

But the CCP also realizes that it is not in a position to immediately threaten the U.S. dollar in the current international payment system. The CCP’s vigorous push for digital currencies and strict regulation of cryptocurrencies seems to prove that it is increasing its efforts of research and promotion in these areas in order to use them as a financial weapon against the United States.

Dovey Wan, founding partner at Primitive Ventures, “a global venture investment firm with a focus on blockchain and related technologies,” published a long article on Coindesk on May 17, 2019, titled “Digital Renminbi: A Fiat Coin to Make M0 Great Again.”

There are some interesting quotations from her article that are worth noting.

“Contrary to what many think, China does not oppose blockchain technology,” said Wan at the beginning of her article.

Wan was of the opinion that the digital Chinese currency can have great political and economical influence. “If successful, this digital RMB (yuan) project could expand the [CCP] central bank’s influence over both the domestic and international economy. It has broad implications for the geopolitics of money and for the future of private cryptocurrencies such as bitcoin,” she wrote in her article.

In her analysis, blockchain technology can help the CCP’s digital currency project.

“Thanks to blockchain’s traceability and programmability,” she wrote, “PBOC [People’s Bank of China, the CCP’s central bank] can write rules at the code level regarding where digital RMB can and cannot flow to.”

“If it wants to cool down the housing market, for example, it can simply set a program preventing digital RMB from entering the real estate sector,” she wrote.

“A digital RMB could even strengthen China’s influence overseas,” she added.

“If the One Belt One Road initiative succeeds, a digital, borderless, stable currency could facilitate international trade among its 60-plus member countries. This, coupled with the fact that China is the biggest creditor to Venezuela and it holds over 14 percent of African countries’ sovereign debt, would position it to offer a digital RMB as the next reserve currency of emerging-market economies.”

The promotion of a digital Chinese currency would, she wrote, “be highly synergetic with China’s rigorous effort of de-dollarization: reducing U.S. dollar asset in both its foreign exchange reserve, largely increasing its gold reserve and selling off U.S. Treasury debt … these moves could increase tensions between U.S. and China and might even force the U.S. to pursue a similar digital model for the dollar.”

An article published on Sina’s website, one of the CCP’s online mouthpieces, also revealed one of the hidden purposes of the CCP using its digital currency and blockchain technology.

In a September 2020 article, it was said that “digital money is only the surface, but a resetting of the payment network is the far-reaching ambitious plan.”

The article argues that the CCP is targeting SWIFT, “the ubiquitous currency settlement network behind the hegemony of the U.S. dollar,” because “it is the technical support for the dollar to become the U.S. dollar,” and because “this is the technical support for the U.S. dollar to become U.S. gold.”

The article also argues that “the reset of a payment system is much more important than constructing a digital currency.” The article continues, “If this open-source system of DCEP is done well enough that other countries can safely and quickly issue and transfer their local currency on this public chain, then it will be easy to build a new financial system … That would be a ground-breaking achievement.”

The article noted that “the dollar-dominated fiat world is in constant financial crisis and should have more benign competitors.” It said that the CCP’s “DCEP has a more flexible open module,” and seeking DCEP dominance “should be China’s biggest ambition on digital currency.”

Some recent statements by Li Bo, deputy president of the CCP’s central bank, seem to echo the importance the CCP places on blockchain technology-based digital currencies like bitcoin and cryptocurrencies such as stablecoins.

Li Bo said in an April 18 speech at the Boao Forum for Asia that the central bank is studying regulatory rules for cryptocurrencies such as bitcoin and stablecoins.

“Any stablecoin that wishes to become a widely used payment instrument in the future must be subject to strict regulation,” Li Bo said.

In general, a stablecoin is a cryptocurrency that is collateralized by the value of an underlying asset.

Yu Jianing, the rotating chairman of China’s Communications Industry Association Blockchain Specialized Committee, also said that stablecoins are one of the important blockchain technology applications that have the potential to revolutionize the global payment system.

Whether it is digital currencies, or blockchain, or stablecoins, the CCP wants to keep them under its control and to use them as its tool to change the global financial order.

Responses From the US

As reported by The Epoch Times in April, Kyle Bass, founder and chief investment officer of Dallas-based Hayman Capital Management, warned that the CCP was using its digital currency as “a Trojan horse against western democracies.” He said that “the free world needs to outlaw it.”

Peter Thiel, founder of PayPal, voiced his concern over the CCP’s use of cryptocurrencies. “Bitcoin should also be thought [of] in part as a Chinese financial weapon against the U.S.,” he said at a virtual event held for members of the Richard Nixon Foundation.

“It threatens fiat money, but it especially threatens the U.S. dollar,” he was quoted as saying by Bloomberg on April 8.

U.S. Sen. Cynthia Lummis (R-Wyo.) said in a social media statement on May 19 that “China is already rolling out a digital yuan in select cities, and they want to use it ultimately to undermine the position of the U.S. dollar in the financial world. This is a national security issue, and if the U.S. does not respond, we will be left behind.”

New Hampshire Auditors Say Vote Discrepancies Largely Caused by Ballot Fold Effect
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Election auditors Windham, New Hampshire, are saying that some of their latest findings are “large enough to account for discrepancies” in the Nov. 3 election results for four state representative seats.

Auditors said they found “experimental confirmation that if the contest is undervoted, a fold through a vote target can create a vote.”

“Something we strongly suspect at this juncture, based on various evidence, is that in some cases, fold lines are being interpreted by the scanners as valid votes,” Mark Lindeman, who is part of the audit team, told WMUR.

Harri Hursti, another auditor, wrote on Twitter that testing proved folded ballots were misinterpreted by machines.

“Test decks proved that foldings across a vote targets is misinterpreted as additional phantom votes or subtracts votes due to false overvotes,” he wrote in a post.

Auditors finished the hand recount on May 21. The audit began on May 11.

AccuVote didn’t respond to a request for comment about the audit authorization. The AccuVote machines’ intellectual property is owned by Dominion Voting Systems.

Windham’s four state representative seats were all won by Republicans on Election Night. The presidential election was not an item for this audit.

Democrat candidate Kristi St. Laurent, who lost by a narrow margin of 24 votes, requested an audit (pdf) claiming that the machines were improperly programmed, and that double voting was involved.

As a result, New Hampshire’s Republican Gov. Chris Sununu, signed a bill last month that gave authorization for forensic analysis and a comprehensive recount of the 2020 election votes in Windham related to optical scanning AccuVote machines.

An automatic recount was done, resulting in St. Laurent losing 99 more votes after a hand recount. Meanwhile, four Republicans gained about 300 votes each.

The other three Democrats gained between 18 and 28 votes.

The audit team said that more issues could be involved besides folded ballots being misinterpreted.

“The fold effect is large enough to account for discrepancies, but might not be all that’s going on,” the team said on Twitter on May 22, adding that  “75 folded ballots voted straight Republican. Only 48 votes recorded for them. Folds generated overvotes. This is machine used on Election Day [for] most absentee ballots.”

Another machine was found to have “an even more dramatic problem” by the auditors, who said that only 28 percent of the votes for Republican candidates were counted.

“The work is not completed yet. While the folding seems to be a strong contributor it clearly is not the only factor,” Hursti said on Sunday. “For example: We have observed vastly different error rates on two machines processing the same ballots. Work continues.”

Legal Group Led by Stephen Miller Asks Pentagon to Release Records Over Concerns of Politicization in Military

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America First Legal (AFL), a group led by former Trump adviser Stephen Miller, requested records from the Pentagon as part of efforts to determine whether the department was monitoring and targeting certain service members based on their political ideology.

The group on Friday sent a Freedom of Information Act request asking the department to release records relating to “policies or plans to monitor or survey the social media accounts of uniformed service members, contractors, and/or civilian employees.” It also asks for information on any pilot programs, working groups, or steering committees developed or tasked to do the same.

In its letter, the group said that its request stems from concerns of “multiple and facially credible reports of ‘anti-conservative purges’ within DOD.” It cited the Space Force’s recent move to relieve Lt. Col. Matthew Lohmeier over allegations that he was “politically partisan” when he denounced the spread of Marxism in the military.

Lohmeier was relieved of command of the 11th Space Warning Squadron over “public comments” in an interview the department deemed to be “partisan political activity.”

The comments, which were made in a podcast, warned about the spread of Marxist ideology within the military and the detrimental consequences of Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin’s agenda to push critical race theory.

The group alleges that the department may be “weaponizing” an instruction related to the handling of dissident and protest activities of service members to target political conservatives and Christian members of the military.

“It appears hyper-partisan civilians may be weaponizing this Instruction to facilitate deeply racist and offensive ‘Critical Race Theory’ principles, to undermine the military’s traditional apolitical role, and to support an ‘ideological cleansing’ of political conservatives and believing Christians from the military,” the group alleged in their letter (pdf).

The Pentagon did not immediately respond to The Epoch Times’ request for comment.

The request is also asking for records that contain the words “extremism,” “extremist,” “extremist groups,” “extremist activity,” “extremist activities,” “extremist material and content,” “social media forums and platforms,” “actionable information,” and “concerning behaviors.”

It is also asking for information related to “the continuous monitoring or surveillance of any military personnel for ‘extremist material’ or ‘extremism.'”

Miller said in a statement that his group’s actions seek to stop “the infiltration of woke politics and leftist political agendas into our military.”

“Such intrusions not only threaten military readiness but also demean and denigrate our courageous warriors,” he said. “The duty of the administration is to support our brave warfighters and ensure the military’s unquestioned status as the most dominant, powerful, overwhelming and lethal fighting force in the world—one that forever strikes mortal fear into the hearts of our enemies.”

“Trying to use the military as a vehicle for social engineering, woke politics, or political agendas is antithetical to the military’s mission, unit cohesion, and the role of the armed forces in our constitutional republic,” he added.

Critical race theory, which is rooted in Marxism, has been heavily promulgated throughout academia, entertainment, government, schools, and the workplace in recent years, coming to new prominence following the rise of far-left groups such as Antifa and Black Lives Matter. Some employers have included concepts from the doctrine—which some claim teaches that the United States is a fundamentally racist country and that one race is inherently superior to another—in their “racial and cultural sensitivity” training.

The Pentagon earlier in the year ordered an “extremism stand down” to address concerns about extremism in the ranks of the U.S. armed forces.

In a recent interview with Newsmax, Lohmeier said all service members were asked to watch a video with content based on The New York Times’ 1619 project, which he says “insists that our country is evil.”

“And I reject the premise or the basis of all of our diversity and inclusion training and I’m not opposed to diversity or inclusion, although it depends on how we define terms,” Lohmeier said.

“The premise or basis of all of that should be the foundational ideals that we have codified in the Declaration of Independence and the Constitution, not critical race theory, which makes race the view or the lens through which the entire world is interpreted. And so these videos that we’ve had to watch here at our base teach us just that.”

He also denied accusations that he was politically partisan when discussing the contents of his self-published book that exposes what he said was Marxist ideology within the force.

New Poll Data Shows Trump Rising Big Time!
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In 2016, we had the privilege of advising then-candidate Donald J. Trump from the primaries through election day.

The Republican establishment didn’t think he would win. He beat them for the Republican nomination. The Washington, D.C. establishment didn’t think he could win in November 2016.

Our latest monthly May national poll of 1,000 likely 2022 voters, modeled after the 2020 turnout, conducted May 13 through 17, shows that good old President Biden is still skating along with a net positive job approval, but it’s down from last month – 56% approve, 43% disapprove.

President Biden’s favorable to unfavorable ratings are closer 53% to 46%. Biden is net unfavorable among independents 47%-51%, whites 44%-56%, voters over 55 47%-53% and men 47%-52%.

But who could dislike an old guy who gets much more positive media coverage than his predecessor?

However, Vice President Kamala Harris appears to be paying a public opinion price for being in charge of the border, but not visiting the border, let alone regaining control of the border from the Mexican cartels, drug smugglers and human traffickers.

As of today, less than half of all voters, 47%, are favorable to Kamala Harris while 48% are unfavorable to her.

Voters who are undecided for Congress are net unfavorable 35%-50%; independents 40%-52%; white voters 38%-57%; voters over 55 40%-56%; married voters 42%-54%; men 41%-54% and suburban voters 43%-52%.

This must be very concerning for Democrats. Especially because in this poll we brought back a question that we had asked before the election last year with nearly the same results:

"Joe Biden was 78 when he was sworn in and will be 82 at the end of his term. How likely is it that Vice President Kamala Harris will be president before the end of Joe Biden’s four-year term?"

Among all voters two thirds, 64%, said it’s likely that Kamala Harris will be president to finish Biden’s term.

Even among Biden voters 51% and among Democrats 50% said it’s likely Harris will be president.

It’s no secret to the majority of American voters that Joe Biden will not serve his full term.

Therefore, it’s no surprise that Kamala Harris is the leading Democrat in their 2024 primary with 35% of the vote to Michelle Obama 16%, Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez 7% and Pete Buttigieg 6%.

As we have seen in previous months the impeachment, relentless media attacks, censorship and persecution of President Trump have backfired among Republican primary voters.

Three quarters, 73%, of all Republican primary voters, which includes independents who vote in GOP primaries, want to see Donald Trump run again in 2024.

That’s an amazing statistic.

If Donald Trump runs again Republican primary voters would support him 82%-13% and they would vote for him in the general election 83%-11%.

President Trump has near unanimous support in the base.

In a crowded field of 16 potential 2024 Republicans President Trump swamps them with 57% of the vote to distant second place Mike Pence 10%, Ron DeSantis 8% and at the bottom of the list Liz Cheney gets 1%. Some announcement bounce for the Wyoming Congresswoman.

Without President Trump in the 2024 primary, the leading candidates are Mike Pence 19%, Ron DeSantis 18%, Donald Trump, Jr. 13% and Ted Cruz 12%.

Now here comes the explosion of liberals. When we asked a simple presidential ballot between Donald Trump, the Republican, and Kamala Harris, the Democratic candidate, Trump leads Harris 49% to 45%.

Most notably Trump leads Harris among independents 48%-42% and suburban voters 52%-42%, but he also takes 39% of the Hispanics and 17% among African Americans.

Making matter worse for the Biden Democrats, the economy is cooling off in public opinion. Last month the majority of voters said the economy was getting better 52%-39%. This month better has fallen to better 49% and 43% say worse. The majority of voters, 50%, say we’re in a recession. Only 42% say we are not in recession. The direction of the country has stalled at 49% right direction to 46% wrong track.

As the virus recedes as a top issue to 16%, reopening the economy and other economic concerns rise to 27% and fixing immigration has risen to 12%.

Voters still favor smaller government with fewer services over larger government with many services 48% to 37%. Free market capitalism continues to dominate big government socialism 64%-15%.

It’s early to look at 2024, but with the Democrats and liberal media apologizing for their polling failures of 2020, if they take a poll based on the actual 2020 turnout, they are not going to like what they see. Donald Trump is leading Kamala Harris for President.

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China Responds to Report of Wuhan Lab Staff Becoming Sick Before COVID-19 Outbreak

The Chinese regime denied on Monday that lab staff in Wuhan were infected with COVID-19 before the pandemic, in response to a question about a WSJ report.

On May 23, the Wall Street Journal reported on an undisclosed U.S. intelligence report about three researchers at the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV) who sought hospital care with COVID-19-like symptoms in November 2019—one month before the onset of the “patient zero” identified by the CCP regime.

The regime asserted again that the CCP virus originated outside China.

Zhao Lijian, the spokesman of the Chinese Foreign Affairs Ministry, accused the United States of releasing the CCP virus from Fort Detrick military base in Maryland during a news briefing in Beijing on May 24.

Zhao ignored the fact that the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, commonly known as novel coronavirus, started infecting people in Wuhan, central China’s Hubei Province, where the WIV is located, in late 2019. All of the first patients in other countries were infected weeks later and were connected to Wuhan directly or indirectly.

Zhao repeated the CCP’s claim that: “The WIV hadn’t been exposed to novel coronavirus 2019 before Dec. 30, 2019. Until now, the staff and students at WIV keep a zero-infection record.”

On Jan. 15, the U.S. state department released a fact sheet about the WIV, in which it said: “The U.S. government has reason to believe that several researchers inside the WIV became sick in autumn 2019, before the first identified case of the outbreak, with symptoms consistent with both COVID-19 and common seasonal illnesses.”

Dr. Anthony Fauci, head of the U.S. National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases (NIAID), told PolitiFact on May 11 that he is now “not convinced” that COVID-19 developed naturally.

Dr. Rochelle Walensky, director of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), said in Senate testimony on May 19 that it “certainly” was “one possibility” that the CCP virus could have originated in a laboratory.

White House Press Secretary Jen Psaki said at a press briefing on May 24 that the government still needs to do more research. “We don’t have enough information to draw a conclusion of the origins. There is a need to look into a range of options. We need data, we need independent investigation.”

The WSJ Report

WSJ reported on Sunday that the undisclosed intelligence report provides fresh details on the number of researchers affected, the timing of their illnesses, and their hospital visits, which “adds to calls for probe of whether [the] virus escaped [the] lab.”

The newspaper spoke to two different unnamed current and former officials who are familiar with the report.

One described the report as “potentially significant but still in need of further investigation and additional corroboration,” while the other said: “The information that we had coming from the various sources was of exquisite quality. It was very precise. What it didn’t tell you was exactly why they got sick.”

WSJ reported that the three researchers received hospital treatment in November 2019, more than one month before the first announced COVID-19 patient by the Chinese regime.

This isn’t the first time information about three WIV researchers getting sick in autumn 2019 has been released.

Dutch virologist Marion Koopmans told NBC News on March 11 that she had learned of three researchers falling sick at the lab, but felt it “is certainly not a big, big thing.”

David Asher, a senior fellow at the Hudson Institute who specializes in financial policy and Asian strategy, said at a Hudson Institute seminar on March 17: “I’m very doubtful that three people in highly protected circumstances in a level three laboratory working on coronaviruses would all get sick with influenza that put them in a hospital or in severe conditions all in the same week.”

Asher said: “We have to understand that they were nagged in bat borne, live bat research at the Wuhan Institute,” There’s a possibility that this is “the first known cluster that we’re aware of, of victims of we believe to be COVID-19.”

Since the early stage of the first COVID-19 outbreak in Wuhan, there has been a hot discussion about whether the CCP virus escaped from the WIV.

Facing such questions, the WIV refused to share its raw data, safety logs, and lab records about their work on coronaviruses in bats.

Shi Zhengli, the WIV virologist nicknamed “Bat Lady” for her research on coronaviruses of bat origin, rejected the lab leak hypothesis, as well as denied the connection between the WIV and military.

In February 2020, Chinese researchers wrote in a research article (pdf) that the CCP virus is “96 percent identical at the whole-genome level to a bat coronavirus,” which Shi’s team collected from Yunnan Province. Official documents show that Shi and the WIV have participated in the project that cooperated with military leaders for years.

Florida Becomes 23rd State to End $300 Unemployment Benefit Boost to Ease Business Hiring Woes
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Florida officials announced an end to the $300 weekly federal pandemic unemployment compensation supplement on May 24, making the Sunshine State the 23rd state to opt out of the jobless boost in a bid to encourage people to get back to work amid a labor shortage and a booming economy.

The Florida Department of Economic Opportunity (DEO), the state’s employment agency, made the announcement in a release, with people no longer eligible to receive the $300 weekly supplemental Federal Pandemic Unemployment Compensation payment starting June 27.

While Florida is ending the $300 supplement, it is maintaining its participation in other federal unemployment programs—such as the Pandemic Unemployment Assistance, Pandemic Emergency Unemployment Compensation, and Mixed Earners Unemployment Compensation—which expire in September. An early end may be in store for Florida’s participation in these programs, too, the employment agency suggested, as officials “carefully” monitor job posting and industry hiring trends.

The decision to withdraw from the jobless boost was in part prompted by April labor market data, which showed that total private-sector employment in Florida increased by 18,800 jobs, with nearly half a million job postings available in the state for job seekers.

“Florida’s economy has bounced back tremendously with over 460,000 jobs available throughout our state and the strongest economic conditions in the nation,” Dane Eagle, DEO secretary, said in a statement. “Florida’s employers are also seeing employment growth, as more Floridians, including some who completely left the workforce, are now eagerly reentering the workforce.

“Transitioning away from this benefit will help meet the demands of small and large businesses who are ready to hire and expand their workforce.”

Florida business leaders have been sounding the alarm on hiring difficulties.

“Even though our industry is open for business, we are facing a dire labor shortage,” Florida Restaurant and Lodging Association President and CEO, Carol Dover, said in a statement. “Strong demand, coupled with this staffing shortage, has left many businesses forced to limit operating days and hours in addition to reducing capacity in both food service and lodging.

“Ending the supplemental $300 FPUC payment will help the industry regain pre-COVID levels.”

With the move, Florida joins 22 other Republican-led states in dropping the $300 weekly federal jobless benefit boost sometime this summer—all in a bid to encourage employment amid sky-high levels of job openings and business hiring woes.

Alabama, Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, Idaho, Indiana, Iowa, Mississippi, Missouri, Montana, New Hampshire, North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, South Carolina, South Dakota, Tennessee, Texas, Utah, West Virginia, and Wyoming all plan to end the $300 boost, while 19 of the states also plan to opt out of the other federal unemployment benefit programs.

The degree to which the federal weekly unemployment boost is creating a disincentive for people to take jobs has become a matter of heated debate. Business groups and Republican leaders argue that the payments are having a substantial impact, while members of the Biden administration—including President Joe Biden and Treasury Secretary Janet Yellen—argue that their impact is negligible.

	Here is my view of the stock market. There is a massive, unprecedented amount of cash flooding the world now, with the consumer savings at extraordinary levels. The various governments around the world have flooded their systems with additional massive cash flows. The Biden administration is letting the far left run wild with radical left spending programs. All of these things have combined to create a massive excess of savings in the world, and in the US. There is now not even a real lack of cash for the unemployed who in most cases are making a lot more not working than if they worked. Sixteen states have ended the $300 so there is hope. Result. There is no real alternative for all that cash to go anywhere other than savings accounts or the stock market. Bonds make no sense and will continue to be losers for a long time as the economy heats up and rates rise. Commodities are too hard for most of us to understand. Emerging markets are still far from getting on top of the virus due to slow vaccinations. India being the prime example. Real estate is not readily accessible to most, other than a REIT, or their own home. So the only real place for all that cash is the stock market to earn a return. For that reason I believe stocks have a way to go in the short run, and possibly for much longer. One of the most prominent, and by far, smartest people I know in Wall St, believes the amount of cash will keep the market going up for two to three more years. The reason the market went down last week was taxes are due May 17, so there was massive tax selling. That was exacerbated by the inflation report, and the reality that rates will go up from here. The Fed is likely to move sooner than they have said. 
Hopefully all of you who have been telling me how Bitcoin is a currency and that crypto is the next huge thing, have learned your lesson about the reality of crypto this week. It is a complete make believe worth only what some other sucker is willing to pay. It is magic money. It is not genuine digital currency, and the Chinese and Musk just proved that to everyone. One day there will be real digital currency from the Chinese, then others, but that is not in any way the same as Bitcoin or Dogecoin..
I believe the power is now shifting to a point where McConnell is going to be able to mostly stop the radical left agenda, and the massive added spending, and the taxes. I think moderate Dems realize this is a loser for them, and makes no sense, and I believe there is now pushback from them. I have no basis for that belief other than gut instinct. I think Manchin is really going to hold on the filibuster, and that is the difference. Biden met with the R’s this past week because the Dems sense they don’t have the votes to shove through any more multi-trillion programs, and now with full release to reopen as I have been predicting in May, the economy will boom. The only things holding back the full boom is the excess $300, plus all the other subsidies keeping people from going back to work, plus the teachers unions who now have no argument. The consumer spending will now ramp up to levels never before seen, and corporate profits will soar beyond consensus. The spend may shift from goods to services like travel, or beauty salons. As a measure of how bad the debt is, annual Federal spending is now at 31% of GDP, about the same as in WWII.
A few other data points. Banks have so much excess reserves they are under no pressure to foreclose and can afford to do more modifications. Treasuries are still negative real rates given the still low rates and increased inflation. One result of still low cost of capital and the massive flow of cash looking for deals is, cap rates are still very low by historic standards and will likely remain low for a while. As inflation of building materials has skyrocketed, the replacement cost of all sorts of buildings has jumped as well, making buying existing a better prospect than building new in many cases. Industrial values never really changed, hotels are back in many cases to 2019 values as travel ramps up, and multi is back to 2019 values. Retail remains down and is likely to remain down for quite a while. Now that everything is reopened, online shopping growth is back on trend and slowing growth. The coming heavy emphasis of the administration means major new allocations of spending by corporations to lobbyists and campaign contributions. In DC it is all about the money. Due to Covid killing a lot of old people early, a lot of grandchildren -600,000 is estimate, received substantial inheritances early.
Here in Longboat the local diner had to close one day a week for lack of staff. The waitress said she has talked to numerous people and they are just sitting home collecting for the government instead of working. There are help wanted signs everywhere, but no takers. She also said in talking to tourists from other states, that she hears it is no better anywhere else. That extra $300 plus the other government handouts are stopping millions from going to work. Everywhere I go from FL and now back in the Hamptons there are help wanted signs everywhere. Yet the Dems and Moody’s still claim the $300 plus all the other goodies does not have much provable effect. Reality about high taxes on the wealthy. When the top rate was 91% in 1962, only 447 payers paid that rate out of 71 million payers. The top 1% paid only 16% of their income. The bottom 50% paid 7% of the total. Today it is 3.4%. In 1945, under wartime taxes, the top 1% paid 23.5% of their income in taxes. Now it is 25.7% In 1986 when the top rate was dropped to 28%, but loopholes were closed, revenue to Treasury grew as the economy expanded and asset sales surged. As the top rate fell from 91% in 1962 to 28% in 1988, the percentage of income paid in taxes by the top 1% and top 10% actually increased to 20% from around 15%. That means as tax rates declined by 2/3, the percentage taxes paid by the top earners increased by 1/3. In 2020 the top 1% paid on average 25.7% tax which is close to the average of the last 25 years despite tax reform in 2017. Wealthy Americans, the top 10%, actually pay a higher percentage of total income taxes received by the federal government-45.1% - than those same top 10% in Germany, France and Sweden. The top 10% earn 33.5% of taxable income and pay 45.1% of all taxes. A progressivity ratio of 1.35 in the US vs Germany at 1.07, France at 1.1 and Sweden at 1.0. So wealthy Americans are the most fair progressive taxed people in the world. We more than pay our fair share compared to every other western nation. Liz Warren and the Dems are full of BS.
Corporate tax rates across the developed world are low and the economies had been growing well until the virus. Now the administration needs to try to justify high taxes so they turned to a international tax base to justify higher US taxes. I predict it will not happen. Too many countries do not want it, and it is too complicated to put into effect.
Pay a lot of attention to demographics going forward. The US birth rate is dropping materially. That impacts economic growth. It in time creates labor shortages. It also means there are more older people who are no longer productive and who collect cash instead of create cash for the government. It also makes it harder to get political will to deal with pensions and Medicare costs. Healthcare eats more of spending. As the demographics change we can not afford the vast entitlement programs the left is trying to put in place as there is simply not enough tax payers to cover the no longer tax payers. With 50% paying only 3.4% of all taxes, the numbers just do not work. The US labor force grew well as women did not have as many babies and went to work. That is now over as a force in labor force growth. The overall US labor force grew only 2.0% over the past decade. Due to the pandemic, a lot of people retired earlier than they otherwise might have, which means more labor shortages. That means higher labor costs which means more inflation and more investment in technology to reduce the need for humans. Due to the one child program, China now has a reducing population of working age. That will get worse. That means rising labor costs in China, and more movement of production to other countries in Asia. Since China has no immigration, they are headed to material problems because the are short tax producers and they have hundreds of millions of old people now needing medical and other care. This is a real issue for China over time. Over the past couple of decades, many more women entering the labor force, and older people continuing to work, grew the US labor force and kept labor costs lower. That surge is now over.
There is no way Putin did not know about the Colonial cyberattack. So what is Biden’s response. 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Doctors, Parents Sue HHS Over COVID-19 Vaccine Emergency Use Authorization in Children Under 16

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A number of doctors and parents have sued the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) and its secretary, Xavier Becerra, in a federal court, seeking to prevent the expansion of the emergency use authorization (EUA) of COVID-19 vaccines from including children under 16 years old.

America’s Frontline Doctors—a nonprofit organization—and parents filed a motion for a temporary restraining order in U.S. District Court for the Northern District of Alabama on May 19, saying “every plaintiff with children or patients in the target age group stands to be immediately and irreparably harmed by the extension.”

The motion is against HHS and its relevant subagencies and personnel, including but not limited to the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), National Institutes of Health (NIH), Becerra, the HHS Assistant Secretary for Preparedness and Response, and the HHS Vaccines and Related Biological Products Advisory Committee.

“We’ve never seen this level of side effects for any vaccine without the FDA taking action,” Dr. Angelina Farella, pediatric medical director for America’s Frontline Doctors, said in a statement. “The Rotavirus vaccine was pulled for 15 cases of non-lethal side effects and the Swine Flu vaccine was pulled for 25 deaths. But now, by the CDC’s own data, we are seeing a 12,000 percent increase in deaths with these vaccines and they’re still talking about giving this to our kids.”

According to the CDC’s own medical and scientific data, in the last four months, more than 4,000 deaths tied to COVID-19 vaccines were reported as opposed to 1,500 total deaths in the previous ten years for all vaccines, the statement pointed out.

Dr. Farella said that children are at statistically zero risk for COVID-19. The data shows that the survivability rate for COVID-19 patients under the age of 20 is 99.997 percent.

“There is no public interest in subjecting children to an inoculation program, in order to protect them from a disease that simply does not threaten them,” said the plaintiffs’ leading attorney Lowell H. Becraft. “Children are inherently incapable of providing informed consent. Neither the children, nor their parents, can possibly give informed consent to these vaccines, since the DHHS Secretary has failed to make … even the minimum statutory disclosures regarding risks and alternative treatments.”

The FDA expanded the use of Pfizer’s COVID-19 vaccine to children as young as 12 on May 10, saying the vaccine is safe and offers strong protection for younger teens.

Two days later, the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices, which offers assistance to the CDC, voted unanimously to approve the use of the Pfizer vaccine on children aged 12 to 15.

“For vaccination to do its job, we must do our critical part. That means vaccinating as many people as possible who are eligible,” CDC Director Rochelle Walensky said at the time.

Pfizer further announced at the time that it’s been evaluating the safety and efficacy of its vaccine in children 6 months to 11 years of age.

“We all would like to put COVID-19 behind us, but we must be responsible about it as physicians, parents, and as a nation. People are being misled here and we need to ensure that we don’t rob our children of their future because of a rush to administer a vaccine that has not been fully tested and approved,” Dr. Teryn Clarke, Executive Communications Director for America’s Frontline Doctors, said in the statement.

Researchers are concerned that spike proteins from the vaccines could cause disease even without the virus, cross the blood-brain barrier, and could increase auto-immune disorders, according to America’s Frontline Doctors’ statement.

The plaintiffs said in the petition that they’re not against COVID-19 vaccines and that most or all of them have been vaccinated in the past.

Last week the CDC said it’s investigating reports of heart inflammation in teenagers and young adults who have received a vaccine against the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus.

At least 18 teens and young adults in Connecticut were hospitalized for myocarditis, or heart inflammation, after receiving COVID-19 vaccines.

“Our health and medical experts still continue to convey that it is the right step for 12 to 15-year-olds to get vaccinated, that these are limited cases,” White House press secretary Jen Psaki told reporters on Monday, indicating that President Joe Biden had been notified of the reported cases. “And that, obviously, the risks of contracting COVID are certainly significant, even for people of that age.”

Over 77,000 children under the age of 12 have received at least one shot as of May 24, according to the CDC. Another 2.1 million between the ages of 12 and 15 have gotten at least one jab.

HHS didn’t respond to a request from The Epoch Times for comment.

The corporate press spent much of the pandemic dismissing the theory that COVID-19 could have accidentally leaked from the Wuhan Institute of Virology because former President Donald Trump talked about it, according to Washington Post senior reporter Aaron Blake.

“It has become evident that some corners of the mainstream media overcorrected when it came to one particular theory from Trump and his allies: that the coronavirus emanated from a laboratory in Wuhan, China, rather than naturally,” Blake wrote in an analysis piece published Monday. “It’s also true that many criticisms of the coverage are overwrought and that Trump’s and his allies’ claims invited and deserved skepticism.”

Blake explained that the media was justified in being skeptical of the lab leak theory because Trump and former Secretary of State Mike Pompeo had leaned in “hard” to the theory without providing “even piecemeal evidence” to support their claims.

“Given everything we know about how Trump handled such things, caution and skepticism were invited,” Blake wrote. “That (very much warranted) caution and skepticism spilled over into some oversimplification, particularly when it came to summarizing the often more circumspect reporting.”

 “Given how the Trump administration handled intelligence, there is very little doubt that, if some kind of proof had existed, Trump would have pushed hard for its release,” Blake added. “Trump could have done so whenever he wanted. It never happened. The best evidence for it has emerged a year later, with Trump out of power.”

But evidence pointing to the legitimacy of the lab leak theory was printed in the pages of the Washington Post as early as April 2020, when its opinion columnist Josh Rogin revealed that the State Department sent two cables in 2018 warning of safety and management issues at the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV). One of the cables stated the WIV’s work on bat coronaviruses represented the risk of a new pandemic.

And one of the Washington Post’s quoted experts, Rutgers University molecular biologist Richard Ebright, told the Daily Caller News Foundation in April 2020 that it was entirely possible that COVID-19 could have been unleashed into the human population due to a leak from the WIV.

Rogin was also one of the first to highlight that one of the most outspoken American scientists that spoke out in defense of the WIV during the early stages of the pandemic, Dr. Peter Daszak, had a potential conflict of interest due to his longtime collaboration with the lab.

Daszak was responsible for orchestrating a statement in The Lancet medical journal in February 2020 that condemned “conspiracy theories” suggesting COVID-19 doesn’t have a natural origin.

A spokesman for Daszak would later reveal to The Wall Street Journal in January that the statement, which was cited by numerous news outlets — and by fact check organizations to censor unwelcome inquiries — during the onset of the pandemic, was meant to protect Chinese scientists.

The corporate press has made an abrupt about-face in its framing of the lab leak theory in recent weeks after spending the better part of the year casting down the origin theory as a baseless conspiracy.

Blake pointed to reporting from The Wall Street Journal on Sunday that three researchers from the WIV became so sick in November 2019 that they became hospitalized as the latest piece of evidence pointing to the legitimacy of the lab leak theory.

The Journal’s report came months after Trump’s State Department released a fact sheet on Jan. 15 that claimed that “several researchers inside the WIV became sick in autumn 2019, before the first identified case of the outbreak. The symptoms were reportedly consistent with both COVID-19 and common seasonal illnesses.”

Another early critic of the theory, Dr. Anthony Fauci, told PolitiFact in May that he was “not convinced” when asked if he was “still confident that it developed naturally.”

PolitiFact also retracted a fact check from September 2020 in May that had called a Hong Kong virologist’s claim that COVID-19 was a lab-created virus a “debunked conspiracy theory.”

An editors’ note explaining why PolitiFact removed the fact check from its website stated that the assertion from experts at the time that the virus could not have been manipulated is “now more widely disputed.”

Shut down the Jan. 6 gulag
Michelle Malkin decries continued solitary confinement of charged protesters
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If you listen to Democrats and anti-Trump liberal Republicans like Sen. Mitt Romney and Rep. Liz Cheney, you'd think that nothing was being done about the breach of the U.S. Capitol on Jan. 6. Never mind the FBI's all-out hunts and raids across 44 states. Never mind the continued detention of an unknown number of pro-Trump supporters. Never mind the more than 2,000 criminal charges brought by federal prosecutors against nearly 500 Americans arrested over the past four months.

Nope. Absolutely nothing is being done, the gaslighters insist, so these partisan opportunists are pushing forward with their witch-hunt commission to uncover the "facts."

Republicans are right to oppose this charade and the continued weaponization of Jan. 6. It's not about finding the truth. It's about foisting the same old false narratives about conservatives on the public. It's about holding every Republican and Trump supporter accountable for the violent or reckless actions of a few.

Elizabeth Warren and Dick Durbin have criticized.

Defense attorney Marty Tankleff, who represents two Jan. 6 detainees being held in the Washington jail and is aiding in the defense of a third, has raised the alarm over the un-American conditions of solitary confinement imposed on MAGA rally-goers. "These are individuals who are only accused of crimes," he told me, "being held in 23-hour lockdown" and denied basic amenities.

If there is one lawyer in America who understands what it's like to endure human rights violations in prison, it's Tankleff. At age 17, the New York lawyer and adjunct professor at Georgetown University was himself wrongfully accused and convicted of the murder of his own parents. He spent nearly 18 years clearing his name and amassing evidence and witnesses that his father's former business partner had orchestrated a hit on his parents. Tankleff's conviction was overturned in 2007; he won two multimillion-dollar wrongful conviction civil suits, earned his law degree and was sworn in to practice law in New York in 2020.

"I've lived it," Tankleff told me. He survived abuse by prisoners and guards, withstood administrative segregation, and overcame psychological and physical torture in prison. "I rarely like to bring it up," he points out, "but I was charged with double murder, and I was out on bail," while his clients and other Jan. 6 defendants remain locked up in an American gulag. He understands firsthand the frustration of Jan. 6 defendants whose public protestations in the courtroom have been used against them. "When you see some of the outbursts in court, you can understand it. I can feel their frustration. If you can't see your attorney, you can't review the materials against you. It's troubling to me."

Tankleff is also keenly aware of the inflammatory rhetoric against the accused that deprives them of due process and a fair trial. "To me, it's clear that we have created an environment where when people describe what happened on Jan. 6, they've described it as a riot or an insurrection, and they attach those labels to people who have been accused. We're in an environment where none of these people have been convicted of a crime. When you start labeling a riot or insurrection to what happened at the Capitol to individuals, you're already prejudicing the public. You're already tampering with the jury pool for anyone who wants to have a jury trial."

But for Tankleff, "the biggest issue is the inability of those who are incarcerated to aid in their own defense. There's hundreds of hours of video, and there's no way the Department of Corrections is going to allow either lawyers to sit there for hours after hours or those who are incarcerated and denied bail to get laptop computers (which has been done in cases throughout this country) where you can actually provide all the discovery on laptops. To me, none of the individuals should be denied."

There is no good reason to keep these defendants locked up pending trial. "There are plenty of safeguards that could be implemented to protect the return to court of many of these individuals," Tankleff argues. "And if they were granted bail, they would have an opportunity to go to their lawyers' offices, aid in their own defense, review the discovery and really understand the accusations against them."

We don't need a Kabuki commission. We need action: Release the tapes. Free the Jan. 6 defendants. Shut down the American gulag.

In an interview with Epoch TV’s “Crossroads,” Dershowitz, a former Harvard Law School professor, expressed concern over Lohmeier’s dismissal, as well as other incidents such as the removal of former President Donald Trump from Twitter, Facebook, and other Big Tech platforms in January following the Jan. 6 Capitol breach.

The Space Force on May 19 relieved Lohmeier from the 11th Space Warning Squadron over allegations that he was “politically partisan” when he denounced the spread of Marxism in the military during an interview.

In explaining his dismissal, the department said Lohmeier made “public comments” deemed to be “partisan political activity.” Lohmeier in a podcast warned about the spread of Marxist ideology within the military and the detrimental consequences of Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin’s agenda to push critical race theory.

Critical race theory, which is rooted in Marxism, has been heavily promulgated throughout academia, entertainment, government, schools, and the workplace in recent years, coming to new prominence following the rise of far-left groups such as Antifa and Black Lives Matter. Some employers have included concepts from the doctrine—which some claim teaches that the United States is a fundamentally racist country and that one race is inherently superior to another—in their “racial and cultural sensitivity” training.

Like Marxism, it advocates for the destruction of institutions, such as the Western justice system, free-market economy, and orthodox religions, while demanding that they be replaced with institutions compliant with the theory’s ideology.

The legal scholar and author of the new book, “The Case Against the New Censorship: Protecting Free Speech From Big Tech, Progressives, and Universities,” accused Democrats and Big Tech companies of engaging in censorship.

“We’re in a very, very dangerous situation now where the left, which has enormous influence on American universities, has enormous influence on social media, has enormous influence on certain kinds of politics in the media, are trying to suppress free speech, and they’re succeeding, and we have to fight back,” Dershowitz said.

Big Tech companies such as Facebook, Twitter, and Google are today engaging in “massive censorship” that endangers the freedom of speech itself, Dershowitz said.

“That’s not good for the country, it’s not good for the Constitution, it’s not good for freedom of speech. It’s not good by any standards, and it has to stop. And we the consumers have to demand that Facebook and YouTube and Twitter stop this censorship,” he continued.

Twitter executives have indicated that Trump—who had about 90 million followers on the platform—will remain suspended indefinitely, while Facebook’s “Oversight Board” ruled earlier this month to uphold his ban but set a time limit on it.

The companies have also drawn intense scrutiny for perceived political bias and alleged unbalanced moderation of users’ content. Critics say much of the companies’ moderation in the past year has unfairly targeted conservative speech and speech from individuals deemed to be supporters of Trump.

Meanwhile, groups on the other side of the aisle have been taking issue with how social media companies are operating, claiming that the Silicon Valley companies have failed to adequately address misinformation that is being proliferated online.

“What Donald Trump tweets—I may disagree with every single word he says—but he has the right to say it. And more importantly, people forget the First Amendment has two aspects, one, the right of the speaker—Donald Trump to speak—that’s one part of it,” Dershowitz said.

“But the second part, which is largely ignored, is the right of you and me the public to hear and read and see what he has to say to accept it or reject it in the marketplace of ideas,” he added. “When you ban a speaker, you also ban his viewers and listeners from having access to that speech, and that’s an equally dangerous aspect of violating free speech rights.”

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Georgia Gov. Brian Kemp issued an executive order Tuesday that bans state agencies, state service providers and state properties from requiring Georgians to prove they have received the COVID-19 vaccine.

The Republican governor’s “Prohibition of COVID-19 Vaccine Passports” order also states that a vaccine passport will not be required for entry into the state, and that state immunization records can’t be shared with any public or private company for the purposing of creating such a program.

“Today’s executive order makes clear that vaccine passports will not be utilized in state government,” Kemp said in a statement. “While I continue to urge all Georgians to get vaccinated so we continue our momentum in putting the COVID-19 pandemic in the rearview, vaccination is a personal decision between each citizen and a medical professional—not state government.”

According to data from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, Georgia ranks eighth-lowest nationwide in terms of COVID-19 vaccination rates for people aged 12 and above. Kemp on March 25 made eligible all Georgians 16 and older for COVID-19 vaccination.

Other states to prohibit COVID-19 vaccine passports in recent days include Iowa and Alabama. Iowa Gov. Kim Reynolds signed House File 889 into law on May 20, while Alabama Gov. Kay Ivey signed Senate Bill 267 (pdf) into law on May 24.

Governors from Texas, Idaho, Arizona, South Dakota, Montana, South Carolina, and Wyoming have also issued executive orders to ban COVID-19 vaccine passports, while Utah, Arkansas, and North Dakota have passed bills into law to deal with the issue.

Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis first issued an executive order in early April and then signed a bill into law in May to ban vaccine passports.

Vaccine passport systems have come under fire recently for concerns over data security, individual freedoms, health care privacy, and dividing society into classes.

On May 17, the White House insisted that it won’t back or implement a COVID-19 vaccine passport system, and that the decision will be ultimately left to businesses.

“It has not changed our view that the federal government will not be playing that role,” White House Press Secretary Jen Psaki said in response to a question about the matter last week. “The private sector may, and it may prompt the private sector moving forward on actions, which is where we think it is appropriately situated.”

Mike Lindell Received Death Threats, Pillows Splattered With Fake Blood: Lawyers
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A district judge in Washington D.C. ruled that MyPillow CEO Mike Lindell can keep his address a secret after Lindell’s lawyers said it would put him at risk of death threats or other attacks.

Documents filed earlier this month by his attorneys said Lindell reported at least seven individuals to police in Chaska, Minnesota, and said that people had “directly threatened Mr. Lindell’s life or physical safety.” MyPillow’s headquarters are located in Chaksa.

Other than threatening phone calls, his lawyers said that he received a box of pillows—in reference to his business—splattered with fake blood, according to the court filing.

“Lindell reasonably believes that publicizing his residential address would, in all likelihood, put him at risk of imminent harm,” Douglas Daniels and Trey Mayfield, the attorneys, said in a filing.

U.S. District Judge Carl Nichols in Washington, D.C., ruled in Lindell’s favor that he does not have to publicly reveal his address in court documents.

The lawyers also cited Jeremiah Pilon, the deputy general counsel for MyPillow, who said that an individual repeatedly called the company’s call center and made threats saying they would kidnap and decapitate Lindell, a prominent supporter of former President Donald Trump who made a number of claims regarding the Nov. 3 election.

Pilon said, according to the documents, that police patrolled the MyPillow office as a result. Pilon also said that in December, amid a push to file lawsuits relating to the election, a “threatening box” was sent to the Chaska MyPillow headquarters.

“The box was open on top and contained two MyPillow bed pillows that had been slit open and splattered with a red-colored substance intended to look like blood,” Pilon wrote in the documents, according to Business Insider. The box had the message attached, reading: “Mike Lindell Loves Murderers.”

The documents were filed in relation to a February defamation lawsuit brought against Lindell from Dominion Voting Systems, which alleged that he made repeated, false claims about the company after the November election.

In March, Lindell said in an interview that he has not been back to his home in Minnesota for about two months due to safety concerns.

“I absolutely move around to undisclosed locations,” the CEO said. “I haven’t been back to Minnesota, and anybody out there that is looking for me, I haven’t been back there in two months,” he added. “I can’t go back there.”

Lindell’s and MyPillow’s Twitter accounts were also suspended earlier this year, leading Lindell to create a social media platform known as Frank or sometimes FrankSpeech.

Lindell also said in March that Twitter at one point seized control of his own personal account: “They took my Twitter, they were running my Twitter, not just taking it down. … They were retweeting things making it look like Mike Lindell was OK with stuff.”

The Epoch Times has contacted Lindell for comment.

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Clinton-Era Treasury Secretary Warns Inflation Is Primary Risk to Economy, Not Excessive Slack
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Larry Summers, who served as treasury secretary under President Bill Clinton and director of the National Economic Council under President Barack Obama, has issued a stark warning that inflation, rather than “excessive slack” in the economy as it bounces back from the pandemic recession, has now become the chief risk.

Summers penned an op-ed in The Washington Post on May 24, in which said that “even six months ago, it was reasonable to regard slow growth, high unemployment, and deflationary pressures as the predominant risk to the economy.”

But the recent stream of economic data, including a sharp rise in the consumer price index, record-high levels of job openings, business hiring difficulties, growing wages, and an economy growing at its fastest pace in decades, strongly suggest that inflation is looming ever larger as the key risk, he argued.

“Now, the primary risk to the U.S. economy is overheating—and inflation,” he wrote.

“This is not just conjecture,” Summers wrote. “The consumer price index rose at a 7.5 percent annual rate in the first quarter, and inflation expectations jumped at the fastest rate since inflation indexed bonds were introduced a generation ago. Already, consumer prices have risen almost as much as the Fed predicted for the whole year.”

Inflationary pressures are growing due to a demand boost fueled by some $2.5 trillion in savings households have built up during the pandemic, trillions of dollars in federal fiscal stimulus, frothy equity, and real estate markets, and the Federal Reserve’s asset purchasing program and commitment to keeping rates near zero into 2024, he said.

While crediting the “aggressive” COVID-19 containment policies and “strong” fiscal and monetary policies for helping the U.S. economy recover faster than other industrial nations from the pandemic lows, Summers cautioned that the newly emerging conditions, including labor shortages and projections that suggest unemployment could fall below four percent over the next 12 months, “require new approaches” from policymakers to sidestep a sharp economic contraction.

“Starting at the Fed, policymakers need to help contain inflation expectations and reduce the risk of a major contractionary shock by explicitly recognizing that overheating, and not excessive slack, is the predominant near-term risk for the economy,” he said.

“Tightening is likely to be necessary, and it is critical to set the stage for that delicate process,” he added, referring to the Fed’s monetary policy, currently “loose” and expansionary with rock-bottom interest rates and aggressive bond buying.

‘Talking About Talking About Tapering’

Summers’s warning comes as Fed policymakers have begun to acknowledge they are closer to debating when to pull back some of their crisis support for the economy, even as they say it is still needed to bolster the recovery and employment.

“We are talking about talking about tapering,” San Francisco Federal Reserve Bank President Mary Daly told CNBC on Tuesday, referring to the potential reduction of the Fed’s $120 billion in monthly asset purchases. Those bond buys, together with near-zero interest rates, are aimed at easing borrowing costs and encouraging hiring and investment.

“I want to make sure that everyone knows that it’s not about doing anything now,” Daly added. She noted that while she is “bullish” about the fall, the economy is still more than 8 million jobs short of where it was before the pandemic, which is still not over. “Right now, policy is in a very good place … we need to be patient.”

Earlier Tuesday, Fed Vice Chair Richard Clarida also opened the door to talking about the Fed doing less—at some point. “It may well be … there will come a time in upcoming meetings we will be at the point where we can begin to discuss scaling back the pace of asset purchases,” Clarida told Yahoo Finance. “That was not the focus of the April meeting. It is going to depend on the flow of data.”

This suggestion that talking about tapering could become appropriate is a shift from just a month ago when Chair Jerome Powell said it was “not yet” time to even contemplate having that conversation.

Fed policymakers have promised to give markets plenty of notice before changing policy, to avoid a repeat of the “taper tantrum” spike in bond yields after former Fed Chair Ben Bernanke surprised markets by flagging a reduction to the Fed’s bond-buying in 2013.

Since their April meeting, two regional Federal Reserve bank presidents have publicly urged that the discussion begin soon, and others have highlighted the risks should a current round of price increases become a more embedded cycle of inflation.

The Fed has promised it won’t raise rates until the economy is back to full employment and it sees inflation reach two percent and poised to rise above that level.

That stance worries some economists, including Summers, who believe the Fed has become too relaxed about inflation and is setting the stage for a painful round of abrupt, inflation-fighting interest rate increases that could also push the economy back into recession.

Most Fed policymakers have stuck to the view that the recent rise in inflation will prove transitory, blaming rising prices on supply and labor market bottlenecks that will in time get worked out.

But not all Fed officials are fully convinced. Speaking late Monday, Kansas City Fed President Esther George noted the “tremendous” amount of fiscal stimulus that has been pumped into the economy and said she is “not inclined to dismiss today’s pricing signals or to be overly reliant on historical relationships and dynamics in judging the outlook for inflation.”

Clarida on Tuesday said he believes that the Fed will be able to curb any outbreak of inflation with tough talk and more modest rate hikes that would allow economic growth to continue.

The Fed will get new inflation data on Friday, with forecasters expecting that prices for personal consumption goods excluding food and energy rose at a 2.9 percent annual rate in April. That would be the highest reading since June 1993 and beyond the Fed’s two percent inflation target.

How Zuckerberg Millions Paid for Progressives to Work With 2020 Vote Officials Nationwide

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In the months leading up to November’s election, voting officials in major cities and counties worked with a progressive group funded by Facebook founder Mark Zuckerberg and its allies to create ballots, strategically target voters and develop “cure” letters in situations where mail-in ballots were in danger of being tossed out.

The Center for Tech and Civic Life, or CTCL, provided millions of dollars in private funding for the elections that came from a $350 million donation from Zuckerberg and his wife, Priscilla Chan. The CTCL gave “COVID-19 response” grants of varying amounts to 2,500 municipalities in 49 states.

In exchange for the money, elections divisions agreed to conduct their elections according to conditions set out by the CTCL, which is led by former members of the New Organizing Institute, a training center for progressive groups and Democratic campaigns.

A CTCL partner, the Center for Civic Design, helped design absentee ballot forms and instructions, crafted voter registration letters for felons and tested automatic voter registration systems in several states, working alongside progressive activist groups in Michigan and directly with elections offices in Georgia and Utah.

Still other groups with a progressive leaning, including the Main Street Alliance, The Elections Group and the National Vote at Home Institute, provided support for some elections offices.

Facebook, with the CTCL, was also part of the effort, providing a guide and webinar for election officials on how to engage voters. Included were directions to report “voter interference” to Facebook authorities. The company also provided designated employees in six regions of the U.S. to handle questions. Together, the groups strategically targeted voters and waged a voter assistance campaign aimed at low-income and minority residents who typically shun election participation, helping Democratic candidates win key spots all over the U.S.

The little-explored roles of CTCL and other such groups emerged in emails and other records obtained by RealClearInvestigations and public documents secured by conservative litigants and groups, including the Foundation for Government Accountability, which has filed more than 800 public records requests with elections offices accepting the grants.

Previously, the Zuckerberg-funded effort has been described in generally positive terms, notably when NPR reported in December on “How Private Money From Facebook’s CEO Saved The 2020 Election”—in the face of the coronavirus pandemic, President Trump’s doubts about the legitimacy of the process and “Congress’ neglect.”

Conservatives take a more critical view of the effort. “This private funding has never been done before,” said Hayden Dublois, a researcher at the Foundation of Government Accountability. “We hear about dark money and corporations buying ads, but never have we seen hundreds of millions of private dollars going into the conducting of elections. And states didn’t have any laws on the books to stop it.”

Numerous Trump supporters contend that the 2020 presidential election was rigged or even stolen but have produced little concrete evidence to prove it. But their suspicions aren’t likely to be dispelled by the efforts of the private progressive groups, however legal.

They are among other notable instances of monied interests underwriting public governance and affairs for political ends. In 2018, RCI reported that a New York University School of Law program funded by billionaire Michael Bloomberg had placed environmentally minded lawyers in the offices of Democratic state attorneys general to challenge Trump administration policies. And examples of private efforts to steer cash-strapped public education are numerous, from the Koch charities on the right to more recent race-conscious programs on the left emphasizing the legacy and centrality of white racism in society.

Zuckerberg did not respond to an emailed request from RCI for comment. In a post-election interview, he praised Facebook’s security work during the election and singled out its policing of “misinformation.” He noted working with polling officials to watch for information that might lead to “voter suppression” and said Facebook had strengthened its enforcement “against militias and conspiracy networks like Q-Anon.”

Facebook has banned Trump from its platform and has delisted individuals—many of them conservatives—for espousing views about the election that it insists are “misinformation.”

‘Curing Absentee Ballots’

According to court documents filed by the Thomas More Society, a conservative law firm, the Zuckerberg-funded CTCL allowed elections departments to use grant money to buy vehicles to transport “voter navigators.” The group filed unsuccessful lawsuits in several states before the election, contending the private funding created unconstitutional public-private partnerships. Several other suits remain active.

The election department in Green Bay, Wis., promised as part of its CTCL grant of $1 million that it would employ the vote navigators to “assist voters, potentially at their front doors, to answer questions … and witnessing absentee ballot signatures,” according to documents filed in legal complaints in Wisconsin by Erick Kaardal, a Minneapolis-based lawyer who has worked on the Thomas More Society lawsuits.

Caleb Jeffreys, one of at least two voter navigators in Green Bay, described his duties as including “curing absentee ballots.” Jeffreys, now a city employee in Green Bay according to his LinkedIn profile, did not respond to an interview request.

Tiana Epps-Johnson, founder of CTCL; Whitney May, director of government services for CTCL; and Hillary Hall, senior adviser to state and local election officials for the National Vote at Home Institute, did not respond to interview requests.

Navigators in Green Bay were also part of voter registration efforts, emails show. They worked closely with a local nonprofit group, which requested that public employees work on voter registration events. At least two city employees attended with equipment to conduct voter registration and help people apply for an absentee ballot.

Agents from CTCL trained poll workers in Georgia and paid for other individuals to count and tabulate ballots in Wisconsin, which was won by President Trump in 2016 and President Biden won in November by 20,000 votes.

Emails show that Michael Spitzer-Rubenstein, a fellow with the National Vote at Home Institute, directed Green Bay city employees in gathering and counting absentee ballots on Election Day, and that he was granted access by the city to secured areas and served as an on-site contact for the department on election night.

Rubenstein, who did not respond to a call seeking an interview, also provided help in “curing” ballots that were turned in without the appropriate information, including a signature or address.

Dozens of states require voting clerks to inform voters if their ballot has been filled out incorrectly, giving the voter a chance to fix the ballot and have it accepted. In Wisconsin, that practice is encouraged but not mandatory, under the reasoning that it can drain manpower from other tasks.

But with the grant money provided by CTCL, additional manpower made the time-consuming task feasible, freeing up money for more voter recruitment and outreach.

In Lansing, Mich., the elections department used its $443,000 grant to buy more absentee ballot drop boxes and mail absentee ballot applications to every registered voter.

In Georgia, the grants were used to expand curbside voting and conduct “the necessary voter outreach … to promote absentee voting and encourage higher percentages of our electors to vote absentee,” according to a grant application.

Documents Inspected by RealClearInvestigations Also Showed:

In Lowndes County, Ga., CTCL grant money was used to pay $15,000 in attorney fees through June. A county elections official told RCI that the money was paid to lawyers handling public records requests stemming from the elections, a process that she expects will last into the summer.

CTCL was “very lenient regarding what we could spend the money on,” Deb Cox, Lowndes County elections supervisor, said. “They put virtually no restrictions on it as long as it relates to the election.”

Mahoning County, Ohio, spent $3,500 on a student to monitor Twitter and Facebook and “report any bad actors that may want to disrupt our operations,” one local official stated in its grant report. Grant money was also spent to produce a training video for elections workers.

Election officials in Lorain County, Ohio, paid an $8,100 Verizon bill and spent $24,000 on a van at a local car dealership. The van was used to transport equipment between a warehouse and the elections department, an elections official told RCI.

In Boone County, Mo., the elections department used $3,000 of the COVID grant to make a rap video and buy radio spots. “We did a rap video to appeal to younger, first-time voters,” Brianna Lennon, Boone County clerk, said. “We wanted to keep it popular in a format that would have the most appeal to young voters.”

Elections departments received millions of extra dollars in federal aid in 2020, including $400 million in CARES Act funding and $425 million in federal Help America Vote Act grants.

Despite the influx of public money, elections departments across the U.S. were hamstrung because of the pandemic, said Ben Hovland, a Trump appointee to the U.S. Election Assistance Commission, which administers grants to the states.

Hovland Praised the CTCL for Providing the Money to Run Elections.

“This was a very unique set of circumstances, and what you heard from election officials was that this [private] money was going for the basics of trying to help people vote, keeping people safe, postage—really the basics,” Hovland said.

He was unaware of the spending on rap videos, trucks, lawyers, vote navigators and phone bills with the private money.

“That runs contradictory to what I’ve heard from most election officials,” he said. “But every jurisdiction runs their election differently, and each has its own way to spend money, so I can’t speak to any of that. It wasn’t federal funds. It wasn’t taxpayer money.”

As to the need for the money, not all jurisdictions that received a CTCL grant used it. The elections office in Miami-Dade County, Fla., received $2.4 million from CTCL, but did not spend it immediately, instead receiving a six-month extension to use the money. Several other municipalities did not spend the entirety of their grants and have received extensions.

Boosting Democratic Turnout

Vote margins in many of the areas receiving CTCL funding showed increased Democratic voter turnout, part of a strategy to boost the margins enough in Democrat-friendly areas to overcome Republican margins.

President Trump took the reliably Republican state of Missouri in 2020, but President Biden increased the Democratic presidential vote and won Boone County by 7,000 votes. Hillary Clinton had a 5,000-vote margin in 2016.

In Webb County, Texas, which received $2.8 million from CTCL, voter registrations increased by 10,000 over 2016. The new recruits in the South Texas county voted for President Biden by a two-to-one margin.

In Fairfax County, Va., which received $1.4 million in CTCL funding, Democrats increased voter turnout by 65,458 compared with a 10,564 increase by Republicans in 2020 versus 2016. The state, which trends Democratic, went to Biden.

While seven states have passed legislation this year prohibiting or limiting elections departments from accepting private funding, far more allow it and “it will certainly continue,” said Kaardal, the Minneapolis-based lawyer.

Kaardal contends the plan by these operatives, working in league with some election officials, was to increase the absentee ballot turnout among demographic groups that favored their candidates and to offset the margins by Republicans, typically in areas outside cities.

“It was a pay-to-play scheme, where in exchange for taking this money, the CTCL gets to tell them how to run the election,” he said. “And it will happen again in 2022.”

In Texas, U.S. District Judge Amos Mazzant III, an Obama appointee, ruled in favor of the private funding with a stance that was typical among the judiciary in various federal districts and states.

“Ultimately, plaintiffs complain that people with different political views will lawfully exercise their fundamental right to vote,” Mazzant ruled. “That is not a harm. That is democracy.”

It’s a democracy embraced by elections officials across the U.S. who called the 2020 elections the most secure ever.

Paul Adams, elections supervisor in Ohio’s Lorain County, is eager to accept more private grant money after his department received $435,000 for the fall election.

“If anything like this came along in the future, I would certainly apply,” Adams said. He’s convinced the CTCL is a nonpartisan group trying to make voting safe and easy, and can’t understand why some states are trying to halt private money in public elections.

“I don’t think it’s the grants these people are mad about,” Adams said. “It’s more a matter of where they came from.”

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Biden shut down review of COVID-19 origins launched under Trump, report says

An investigation into the origins of the novel coronavirus pandemic that was launched late in the Trump administration by then-Secretary of State Mike Pompeo was shut down by the Biden administration, according to senior State Department officials who spoke to CNN.

CNN noted the existence of the investigation and its abrupt end "comes to light amid renewed interest in whether the virus could have leaked out of a Wuhan lab with links to the Chinese military."

CNN's sources said the investigation by Pompeo and was an "honest effort to probe what many initially dismissed: that China's biological weapons program could have had a greater role in the pandemic's origin in Wuhan."

It was being run mostly out of the State Department's arms control and verification bureau, the report said. It was shut down when Biden officials raised questions about the findings.

"Sources involved in the Trump-era inquiry rejected criticisms over the quality of their work and told CNN their objective had been to examine scientific research and information from the U.S. intelligence community which backed the lab leak theory and shone more light on how it could have emerged in the lab," the report said.

The Wall Street Journal reported Sunday that three researchers at the Wuhan Institute of Virology got sick with COVID-like symptoms in November 2019 and sought hospital care.

Both Pompeo and President Trump had discussed evidence that supported a leak from the Wuhan lab, which had received a $600,000 subgrant from the U.S. overseen by Biden medical adviser Dr. Anthony Fauci.

CNN sources said one focus of the short-lived investigation was whether the "lab leak" was in any way connected to China's biological weapons program. The subject was reviewed under the State Department's ordinary review of countries' compliance with arms control treaties.

Is Biden trying to hide the true origin of COVID-19?

CNN cited critics who said they didn't like the investigation because it was being done in relative secrecy.

One former State Department official told CNN: "They basically conducted it in secret, cutting out the State Department's technical experts and the Intelligence Community, and then trying to brief certain senior officials in the interagency on their 'tentative conclusions' even before they'd let the department leaders they worked for know an investigation was underway at all."

An unnamed source said the investigation was "just fishing" to justify pre-determined conclusions. Then-Assistant Secretary Chris Ford recommend caution regarding the findings of the investigation.

"Pompeo put out a statement as the Trump administration was leaving office that said the U.S. had determined collaboration between the Wuhan lab where Covid-19 research has been conducted on bats, and secret Chinese military projects. The process behind declassifying the intelligence in that statement took weeks, and certain details were scrubbed from the final version which was put out, sources familiar with the process told CNN. The State Department's small group looking into the lab leak theory contributed to that fact sheet, but most of its information came from the U.S. intelligence community, sources told CNN," the report said.

The Biden administration has insisted that the World Health Organization, which already has conducted a joint investigation with Beijing concluding the pandemic had a natural origin, should lead a new, more thorough probe.

Judge Rejects CNN’s Motion to Dismiss Dershowitz Defamation Lawsuit
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A federal judge rejected a motion made by CNN this week to dismiss a defamation lawsuit filed by Harvard University law professor Alan Dershowitz.

CNN presented an abridged version of remarks made by Dershowitz to the Senate during former President Donald Trump’s first impeachment trial, which “is not accurate, to the extent that it omitted a crucial qualification: that an illegal motive for a quid pro quo would be corrupt,” U.S. District Judge Raag Singhal, a Trump nominee, wrote in his 22-page ruling.

At issue is a Jan. 29, 2020, broadcast on CNN which featured hosts employed by the network, as well as panel guests—including other CNN employees—discussing arguments made that day during Trump’s impeachment trial.

While Dershowitz spoke for more than five minutes to answer a question from Sen. Ted Cruz (R-Texas) on whether “quid pro quo” arrangements are used often in foreign policy, CNN focused on a single sentence from his answer before claiming that the law professor was arguing that a president could do anything, including illegal acts, if he believed his re-election was in the public interest.

But Dershowitz stated in another portion of the answer that “the only thing that would make a quid pro quo unlawful is if the quo were somehow illegal.”

CNN attempted “to falsely paint Professor Dershowitz as a constitutional scholar and intellectual who had lost his mind,” Dershowitz stated in his $300 million defamation lawsuit.

In its motion to dismiss, lawyers for CNN stated that “Dershowitz’s disagreement with CNN about the meaning the words he spoke on the Senate floor is just the type of political debate involving matters of profound national importance that is central to the American values of self-governance; it is not grounds for a defamation lawsuit.”

The lawyers further said CNN’s reporting was protected because it was pertaining to a government proceeding, that CNN “cannot be held liable for reporting—verbatim—what Dershowitz actually said to Congress,” and that the remarks made by CNN employees are non-actionable because they were opinions based on testimony from the impeachment proceedings.

Dershowitz panned the motion as an attempt to skip a trial, arguing the broadcaster “is essentially making a pitch for this Court to be the jury and decide the case on the merits right away.”

The case boils down to CNN and its paid commentators falsely telling an audience of millions of people that Dershowitz went before the Senate and told members “that an American President can commit crimes and be immune from impeachment so long as the president believed his reelection was in the public interest while he was committing the crimes,” he wrote in a reply to the motion.

“The complaint alleges that CNN and all of the commentators knowingly lied when they said this and that they knew they were lying when they said it. If the evidence proves plaintiff’s allegation, then each commentator committed unlawful defamation and CNN is both vicariously and primarily liable for damages. It really is that simple,” Dershowitz said.

Singhal sided with the plaintiff.

Because CNN’s abridged version of Dershowitz’s remarks omitted a crucial qualification, its commentators’ statements “are not based upon a fair and accurate summary of Dershowitz’ statement to the Senate,” Singhal said.

The network’s claim of protection by fair privilege is null because it didn’t correctly portray the official proceedings, according to the judge, who wrote that the CNN broadcasts didn’t meet the standard of presenting “a fair and accurate report of the source documents.”

Additionally, the remarks put forth by CNN employees weren’t pure opinion, Singhal said, citing an appellate court ruling that found the distinction that comments can sometimes be a mixture of opinion and fact and, in this case, could be “reasonably construed as defamatory.”

“At this stage, the Court concludes that Dershowitz’ Complaint meets the plausibility standard for alleging a false statement of fact,” the judge said, before noting that CNN played Dershowitz’s entire statement earlier in the day.

Attorneys for Dershowitz and CNN didn’t respond to requests for comment.

A joint scheduling report in the case is due by June 21. Dershowitz is seeking a jury trial.

Senate Passes Hawley, Braun Bill for Biden Admin to Declassify Intel on Wuhan Lab
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The U.S. Senate has unanimously passed a bill that seeks to require President Joe Biden’s administration declassify all intelligence relating to the origin of COVID-19, including information about what happened at the Wuhan laboratory at the start of the pandemic.

Republican Sens. Josh Hawley (Miss.) and Mike Braun (Ind.) submitted their proposal, known as the COVID-19 Origin Act of 2021, to require that the Director of National Intelligence (DNI) declassify to Americans U.S. intelligence on the alleged links between China’s Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV) and the origins of the CCP virus last month. The bill was passed by unanimous consent.

Hawley told the Senate floor on Wednesday that the bill gives an opportunity to the American public to evaluate the evidence for themselves, adding that this is only the first step.

“They deserve it. Their government owes it to them, and it’s time to act,” Hawley said. “And the American people deserve something else. They deserve to have this government hold accountable that nation which started this virus, whose lies about this virus turned it into a global pandemic, whose lies about this virus prevented our country and many others from being able to address it effectively in time—of course I’m talking about China.”

If enacted, the documents that could be declassified could pertain to activities performed by the Wuhan Institute of Virology with or on behalf of the People’s Liberation Army, coronavirus research or other related activities performed at the Wuhan Institute of Virology prior to the outbreak of COVID–19, and information about researchers at the Wuhan Institute of Virology who fell ill in Autumn 2019.

The DNI will then be required to present a report to Congress containing the declassified information within 90 days of the bill’s potential enactment.

The DNI’s press office did not immediately respond to The Epoch Times’ request for comment.

Sen. Braun added, “President Biden must declassify all U.S. intel related to the Wuhan lab and COVID-19 pandemic, so the American people and independent researchers can get answers.”

This comes as calls for a new probe into the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus ramps up amid widespread concerns that the pandemic may have stemmed from a laboratory accident.

Earlier this week, Health and Human Services Secretary Xavier Becerra, in remarks to the virtual 74th World Health Assembly, called for the WHO to launch a “transparent” second phase to the investigation.

“Phase 2 of the COVID origins study must be launched with terms of reference that are transparent, science-based, and give international experts the independence to fully assess the source of the virus and the early days of the outbreak,” he said.

The comments come after The Wall Street Journal reported on May 23 that three researchers at the Wuhan Institute of Virology were hospitalized in November 2019 with symptoms consistent with seasonal flu and COVID-19, the disease caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus. The newspaper cited unnamed U.S. government sources familiar with a previously undisclosed U.S. intelligence report.

White House press secretary Jen Psaki, when asked about the matter on May 24, said that the Biden administration has “repeatedly called for the WHO to support an expert-driven evaluation of the pandemic’s origins that is free from interference or politicization.”

“Now, there were phase one results that came through. We were not—during that first phase of the investigation, there was not access to data, there was not information provided. And now, we’re hopeful that WHO can move into a more transparent, independent phase two investigation,” Psaki said.

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Facebook No Longer Banning Posts Suggesting COVID-19 Was Man-Made
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Facebook announced Wednesday that posts pushing the hypothesis that COVID-19 is man-made will no longer be banned on the platform.

“In light of ongoing investigations into the origin of COVID-19 and in consultation with public health experts, we will no longer remove the claim that COVID-19 is man-made from our apps,” a Facebook spokesperson told Politico.

“We’re continuing to work with health experts to keep pace with the evolving nature of the pandemic and regularly update our policies as new facts and trends emerge,” the spokesperson added.

The social media company in February announced in a blog post that it would take down posts that contained what it called false information about COVID-19, the disease caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, including that COVID-19 is man-made, and that vaccines could be dangerous.

Facebook said at the time that it would remove accounts, pages, and groups that share the claims repeatedly.

It comes after infectious disease expert Dr. Anthony Fauci admitted that he is now “not convinced” that COVID-19 developed naturally, and called for a deeper investigation into the origins of the virus.

Early reports about an outbreak of the CCP virus first appeared in China’s central city of Wuhan in late 2019, when a cluster of cases was reported by state-controlled media to be linked to a local wet market. More than a year later, the origins of the virus remain unknown, though the possibility that the virus leaked from a laboratory at China’s Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV) is now receiving wider recognition.

Since Fauci’s admission, President Joe Biden has ordered the U.S. Intelligence Community (IC) to ramp up efforts to probe the origins of the virus.

“After I became president, in March, I had my national security adviser task the Intelligence Community to prepare a report on their most up-to-date analysis of the origins of COVID-19, including whether it emerged from human contact with an infected animal or from a laboratory accident,” Biden said, adding that he wanted the IC to “redouble” their efforts in investigating the origins of the virus.

“As of today, the U.S. Intelligence Community has ‘coalesced around two likely scenarios’ but has not reached a definitive conclusion on this question,” the president added. “Here is their current position: ‘while two elements in the IC lean toward the former scenario and one leans more toward the latter—each with low or moderate confidence—the majority of elements do not believe there is sufficient information to assess one to be more likely than the other.’”

In denial of clear video and photographic evidence, a Hamas leader confronted by a British reporter insisted the terrorist group did not fire "a single rocket" from densely populated civilian areas in the Gaza Strip during its 11-day onslaught against the Jewish state.

Sky News Middle East correspondent Mark Stone asked Hamas co-leader Mahmoud al-Zahar: "You are firing rockets and missiles from civilian areas here in Gaza at civilians in Israel. That's not acceptable, that's a war crime."

Al-Zahar replied: "No single rocket was sent from a civilian area. We [fired] most of the rockets from the border."

But Stone pressed further.

"That’s not true, though, is it? Because we've seen video of rockets being fired from within the built-up area of Gaza City at Israeli communities."

Al-Zahar changed the subject: "This is not against Israeli communities. This is against Israeli occupation. This is against Israeli aggression."

Even groups that are anti-Israel, such as Human Rights Watch, have acknowledged the video evidence that Hamas routinely fires rockets from civilian areas, using Palestinian civilians as human shields.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu long has charged that Hamas commits "double war crimes" by firing from heavily populated civilian centers into Israeli towns.

The Gaza director of the U.N. Palestinian relief organization, UNRWA, which is no friend of Israel, acknowledged the sophistication of the IDF's precision strikes to minimize civilian casualties:

Al-Zahar claimed Hamas attained "victory" in the 11-day conflict by striking civilian population centers in Israel.

"The new element is the degree of the resistance movement, particularly in Gaza, to attack the Israeli targets at very important points, including most of the overcrowded area in the civilian society. So for how long the Israeli will accept that, I think this is the main issue," he told Sky News.

The Hamas leader was asked if Israel had a right to exist.

'No," he said.

Alabama Gov. Kay Ivey Signs Law Banning Curbside Voting
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Alabama Gov. Kay Ivey signed two laws on Wednesday for a “free, fair, and highly ethical” election process; one for revising the process of updating voter addresses and another to ban curbside voting.

“Our freedom of speech is rooted in our ability to vote, and a strong election process is what sets our democracy apart from every other country in the world,” Ivey said in a statement. “I appreciate the bipartisan efforts of Rep. Allen and Rep. Scott to ensure Alabama’s election process remains free, fair, and highly ethical.”

Both laws take effect immediately.

Democratic State Representative Roderick Scott introduced House Bill 314 (pdf), which revises the process of updating voter address changes in a bid to improve the maintenance of voter roll integrity.

Republican Representative Wes Allen introduced House Bill 285 (pdf), which bans drive-through or curbside voting.

Proponents of curbside voting claim that the method expands voter access, especially for the elderly or disabled. Opponents argue that it opens doors to voter fraud.

The bill requires that voting machines must be installed and operated “within the interior of an enclosed building designated as a voting place.” It further requires that election officers or poll workers not take ballots into or out of voting places, except when performing authorized duties “that include only the pre-election and post-election transporting of ballots to and from voting places as part of established election procedures.”

“Since taking office, we have always prioritized securing the chain of ballot custody,” Alabama Secretary of State John Merrill said in a statement. “By keeping the ballot in the hands of the voter, we ensure each vote is counted accurately, honestly, and independently from any poll worker or third party.”

Merrill said that handicap-accessible voting machines would still be available at all polling places and absentee offices. Voters with qualifying disabilities may also apply for an absentee ballot.

During the general election last year, Merrill banned curbside voting because he thought it was “illegal” and led to “the chain of custody is then broken.”

Some voters and civil rights groups sued Merrill. A federal court ruled against him, and a circuit court upheld the order.

However, the Supreme Court ruled in favor of Merrill on Oct. 21, 2020, permitting his ban of curbside voting and voter ID requirements.

Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis said that people moving to Florida from other states are “overwhelmingly” registering as Republicans, and that includes Democrats who fled their states due to COVID-19 restrictions.

“The media, at the beginning of this, said Florida’s bad, and I think it’s because they want to damage [former President Donald] Trump in Florida, they want to damage me. So, they just kept saying it was bad,” DeSantis told Fox News on May 26. “And even though the facts didn’t say it, like literally last April, they’re saying Florida is doing worse than New York.

“New York was like 10 times worse.”

DeSantis, a Republican, has resisted lockdowns, in a move that has drawn criticism from some Democrats and corporate media outlets. In recent months, the governor has issued executive orders or signed bills ending statewide mask mandates, local emergency orders to necessitate lockdowns, and preventing so-called “vaccine passport” systems from being implemented—actions that have been near-universally praised by conservatives.

“And so I think what it did is the people that buy those phony narratives for these media, they probably aren’t coming to Florida. But most people see through it. But the people that see through it, they think like us. And so, I think a lot of these people are coming. I think they are registering as Republicans overwhelmingly,” DeSantis said. “And I also have come across a lot of people who, quite frankly, were Democrats. The lockdowns turned them into Republicans.”

He was responding to a comment from Fox News’ Sean Hannity, who noted that a number of people from New Jersey, New York, and California have left their states due to lockdowns and left-wing politics for Republican-led states such as Florida.

The governor said he’s “come across a lot of people” who said they were Democrats but are now Republicans because of school lockdowns caused by teachers’ unions’ decisions.

“People say, ‘I was a Democrat because of education, and I’m in California, and they’re locking my kids out of school. I come to Florida, they’re in school.’ People are free. People are happy,” he said.

“If you have a political party that puts the interest of teachers’ unions over the interest of kids being able to just access an education at all, that tells you all you need to know about the modern Democrat Party.”

There has been growing speculation that DeSantis may attempt to run for president in 2024 if Trump doesn’t. Last week, DeSantis provided hints about his future in politics.

“I can tell you this: In the state of Florida, with me as governor, I have only begun to fight,” DeSantis said in Pittsburgh, according to a CNN report.

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Wisconsin Nov. 3 Election Will Be Investigated by Retired Officers: Assembly Speaker
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Wisconsin state Assembly Speaker Robin Vos says he’s hiring retired police officers to probe aspects of the 2020 presidential election, joining efforts in Republican-led states to look into the contest.

Vos, a Republican, told local news outlets that he will hire three retired officers to work with an Assembly committee that has investigatory powers to review the election. Vos said that there were thousands of complaints made after the Nov. 3 contest in Wisconsin—which was narrowly won by President Joe Biden—that need to be investigated.

“We need to have a fact basis to continue to show the public in Wisconsin that, number one, we continue to take these irregularities seriously, and that at the end of the day, the laws that we proposed are based on facts in addition to anecdotes,” Vos told the Wisconsin State Journal, adding that he believes Biden won the election but pointed to “irregularities” in how it was carried out.

In the interview, Vos singled out how the Center for Tech and Civic Life, which is mostly funded by Facebook’s Mark Zuckerberg, got involved in several cities. Wisconsin’s five largest cities received some $6.3 million from the group, which also provided funding to about 200 municipalities across the state, the Journal Sentinel reported.

The retired officers and committee will spend three months reviewing all the tips that were received and will focus more time on the most credible ones, Vos told the newspaper.

“Is there a whole lot of smoke or is there actual fire? We just don’t know yet,” he said. “A sizable chunk of people believe the election was illegitimate. And democracy cannot flourish if both sides don’t believe in the end both sides had a fair shot.”

The move comes as auditors who were approved by the Arizona GOP-led Senate are reviewing more than 2 million ballots in Maricopa County, and amid other similar efforts across the United States. Last week, a judge in Georgia ruled to unseal absentee ballots that were cast in Fulton County during the 2020 election for a review.

Vos noted the controversy surrounding the Maricopa audit and said he wanted to prevent a similar situation from unfolding in Wisconsin. That’s why, he said, he hired former law enforcement officials.

“My hope is that they come back and they build the case to show Gov. [Tony] Evers and the Democrats who are in the ‘Casablanca’ mode—’Nothing to see here,’ ‘everything’s fine,’ ‘they just want to suppress the vote.’ No. These are professional investigators,” Vos told the Sentinel.

Since the election is over, Vos said there’s no way to overturn the results in favor of former President Donald Trump.

“The election’s already over,” he said. “My job is to be frustrated with the result, which I am, especially with what’s going on in Washington, D.C. … My job is to say where are the laws being followed, where are they not? If they’re not being followed, how can I fix it?”

Ann Jacobs, a Democrat who heads the Wisconsin Elections Commission, told the paper she’s concerned about Vos’s investigation.

“I think it’s unfortunate that the Legislature is using its resources to investigate what has already been thoroughly investigated, and it is my hope that instead they could work toward expanding opportunities and ease of voting for Wisconsin voters,” she said.

The Elections Commission didn’t immediately respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment.

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McConnell Urges GOP Senators to Vote Against Jan. 6 Commission
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Senate Minority Leader Mitch McConnell (R-Ky.) urged fellow GOP senators to vote against the creation of a 9/11-style commission largely supported by Democrats that would investigate the origins of the Jan. 6 Capitol breach.

Speaking on the floor of the Senate on May 27, McConnell argued that the commission, which was approved in the House earlier this month, would create a partisan and slanted investigation against former President Donald Trump. The proposed commission, in its current form, would have the power to issue subpoenas.

“I do not believe the additional extraneous commission that Democratic leaders want would uncover crucial new facts or promote healing,” he said. “Frankly, I do not believe it is even designed to do that.”

McConnell last week signaled that he won’t support the bill, suggesting that it won’t clear the 60-vote threshold to overcome a Senate filibuster. Sen. Richard Burr (R-N.C.), who voted to convict Trump in February during his second impeachment trial, has also said he won’t vote for it, noting that the Department of Justice and other congressional committees are already investigating the incident.

“I will continue to support the real serious work of the criminal justice system and our own Senate committees, and urge my colleagues to oppose this extraneous layer when the time comes for the Senate to vote,” McConnell said on the floor.

Several moderate GOP senators, including Mitt Romney (R-Utah) and Susan Collins (R-Maine), said they want to create the commission and appeared to want bipartisan support. Romney became the first Republican senator to say he would vote in favor of the bill.

“I want to have a commission. The House bill needs to be improved. And one of the flaws of the House bill is that it has the chairman essentially appointing all of the staff,” Collins said on May 26. “For the commission to be successful, it has to be nonpartisan and we know that if it’s stacked with partisan staff, that it will get off to a bad start.”

Reiterating some of his comments from last week, McConnell stated on May 27 that he would prefer to allow the DOJ to continue its work, noting that more than 400 arrests have been made in connection to the Jan. 6 incident.

“The attorney general has indicated that this investigation will remain a top focus, multiple Senate committees are conducting their own bipartisan inquiries, and the role of the former president has been litigated exhaustively—exhaustively—in the high-profile impeachment trial we had right here in the Senate several months ago,” he said.

Democrats such as Senate Majority Leader Chuck Schumer (D-N.Y.) claim that Republicans are only trying to block the bill because the commission would create unfavorable conditions for them during the 2022 midterm elections.

“The Democratic-led Congress is not going to just sweep Jan. 6 under the rug. The truth will come out,” Schumer told reporters on May 25.

He may seek to bring the measure to the Senate floor as soon as this week, Senate Majority Whip Dick Durbin (D-Ill.) said on May 26, Politico reported.

Another 15% said they give up $1-$10 and 6% said $11-$20.

Another handful would add $10 to that figure, but "a whopping 75% of respondents were not willing to pay more than $50 a month," the report said.

FEE said, "One need not extrapolate very far from this data to conclude that essentially zero American households are willing to pay $600,000 a year for a 'Green New Deal'-style big-government climate change agenda."

Facebook Whistleblower Leaks ‘Vaccine Hesitancy’ Censorship Documents

A Facebook whistleblower has leaked documents that appear to expose the tech giant’s plans to censor content that show COVID-19 “vaccine hesitancy.”

Whistleblower Morgan Kahmann, a former data center technician for Facebook, revealed his identity in an interview on Fox News’ “Tucker Carlson Tonight” after first coming forward to the investigative journalism non-profit Project Veritas with the internal documents.

He says the company’s documents detail a plan to curb “vaccine hesitancy” on a global scale.

Kahmann, who says he has since been suspended by the company for coming forward, told Carlson on Thursday night that content that the company deems to show hesitancy toward COVID-19 vaccines are flagged by its algorithms and assigned a “score” to determine whether it should be removed.

“Anything that questions the vaccine or the narrative regarding the vaccine, which is, you know, everyone should get the vaccine and the vaccine is good and you’re not going to get many bad side effects, anything outside of that realm is basically considered under ‘vaccine hesitancy’ by Facebook’s algorithms,” Kahmann said.

“They’re afraid of what people might conclude if they see that other people are having negative side effects. They think that this is going to drive up vaccine hesitancy among the population and they see that as something that they have to combat.”

Kahmann said that he decided to come forward because he “wouldn’t be able to live with myself” after seeing the documents that outline what appears to be a censorship campaign by Facebook.

“My moral compass says that is not the right thing to do because basically, the users at Facebook are not aware that this is going on, and if you’re using Facebook or a social platform and they’re censoring the content of your comments unbeknownst to you, I think that’s highly immoral,” he said.

“I believe that any consequences that are bestowed onto me by Facebook as a result of this leak and these documents that I leaked to Project Veritas—I think that all of these consequences don’t really weigh much when it comes to having to live with myself,” Kahmann said. “I saw these documents and I had the opportunity to, you know, show the public this and what’s going on behind the scenes.”

In explaining Facebook’s flagging system in greater detail earlier, the suspended Facebook employee told Project Veritas’s James O’Keefe that comments are given a “Vaccine Hesitancy Score” by an algorithm.

“Facebook uses classifiers in their algorithms to determine certain content … they call it ‘vaccine hesitancy.’ And without the user’s knowledge, they assign a score to these comments that’s called the ‘VH Score,’ the ‘Vaccine Hesitancy Score,’” Kahmann told O’Keefe. “And then, based on that score, will demote or leave the comment alone depending on the content within the comment.”

He said during his interview with Carlson that he was “suddenly” told to stop working, had his company belongings and access badge taken from him, and was taken to his car. He was told that the company would schedule an “investigatory meeting” at some point in the future but said that meeting has since been “canceled.”

Facebook didn’t immediately respond to a request for comment by The Epoch Times.

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‘Critical Race Theory Is the New Racism,’ Says Texas Public Policy Foundation Scholar

A scholar at the Texas Public Policy Foundation, a conservative think tank, told The Epoch Times’ “Crossroads” program that he believes Critical Race Theory (CRT) “is the new racism,” while praising a bill being finalized in the Texas state legislature that would ban “racial scapegoating” and other objectionable practices that he attributed to the theory.

Thomas Lindsay, a distinguished senior fellow of higher education and constitutional studies at the Texas Public Policy Foundation, said that there are CRT-inspired programs “being instituted down to the third grade, where they’re telling third-grade children that because of the color of their skin, they are oppressors, meaning that because of the color of their skin, they’re bad.”

“That used to be called racism,” he said. “And unfortunately, critical race theory is the new racism.”

CRT—which espouses the idea that race is not natural, but socially constructed to oppress and exploit minorities—is an offshoot of the quasi-Marxist critical theory social philosophy that was promoted by the Frankfurt school of thought.

Then-President Donald Trump signed an executive order banning CRT training in federal agencies in September 2020, with the White House describing it as “anti-American propaganda.”

After taking office, Biden reversed Trump’s September 2020 executive order and has pushed CRT training on a number of fronts.

Proponents of Critical Race Theory have argued that it’s needed to demonstrate what they say is “pervasive systemic racism” and to facilitate rooting it out.

The Biden administration’s efforts have triggered widespread pushback from federal and state Republican lawmakers, conservatives, and related organizations, as well as parents.

“Parents are incredibly upset that their children are being told that if they’re white, they are by definition oppressors, and if they’re black, they’re by definition oppressed,” Lindsay said in the interview.

He also praised House Bill 3979, which passed the state Senate on May 22 but, as of Thursday, had not yet been finalized as some amendments continue to be scrutinized. While the bill doesn’t mention CRT by name, it apparently aims to ban the quasi-Marxist ideology in public and open-enrollment charter schools.

According to the bill text, teachers, administrators, and employees from state agencies, school districts, and open-enrollment charter schools are prohibited from teaching students that one race is inherently superior to another race or sex or that an individual is inherently racist, sexist, or oppressive by virtue of his or her race or sex.

Lindsay said the bill “prevents any teaching of students and any teacher training that uses racial scapegoating or racial stereotyping or sexual scapegoating or sexual stereotyping.”

He added that the measure also does several things “on the positive side,” namely requiring all Texas students to study the Declaration of Independence, the Constitution, Federalist Paper essays 10 and 15, excerpts from Alexis de Tocqueville’s “Democracy in America,” and the first Lincoln-Douglas debate.

“That’s going to give them that information about our founding principles that they’re going to need to understand current events,” Lindsay said.

He said the Texas bill came in response to the Biden administration’s April proposal to fund history and civics programs that promote Critical Race Theory or related curricula.

In a proposed rule, released on April 19, the Education Department outlined new priority criteria for a $5.3 million American History and Civics Education grant, as well as exemplary materials for K-12 educators to use. Specifically, the department cited the “1619 Project,” and critical race theorist Ibram X. Kendi’s “antiracist idea” as leading examples of the kind of content it wants to use taxpayer dollars to promote in history and civics classrooms across the country.

The “1619 Project,” inaugurated with a special issue of The New York Times Magazine, attempts to cast the Atlantic slave trade as the dominant factor in the founding of America instead of ideals such as individual liberty and natural rights. The initiative has been widely panned by historians and political scientists, with some critics calling it a bid to rewrite U.S. history through a left-wing lens.

David Harsanyi sees duplicity in pols' reactions to Marjorie Taylor Greene remark

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Republican Jewish-space-laser kook Marjorie Taylor Greene offered up a nonsensical Holocaust analogy the other day, comparing vaccine passports to yellow stars worn by Jews during the Holocaust. Though Greene has problems grasping historical context, she apparently possesses the ability to induce the entire left wing to pretend they are offended by dumb Nazi analogies.

It's a quick turnaround. The media spent four years acting like the 2017 inauguration was akin to von Hindenburg handing power to Hitler. What am I saying? They're still doing it. This very week you can read, for example, a Chris Cillizza piece headlined, "A majority of Republicans are living in a fantasy world built around the Big Lie." The "Big Lie" – highly popular among Democrats (and Donald Trump) – is, of course, referring to a tactic the Nazis deployed against their political enemies. No one seemed upset when President-elect Joe Biden claimed Ted Cruz was a latter-day Goebbels spreading the "Big Lie." If challenging the legitimacy of an election is tantamount to fascistic disinformation, Democrats have been running the Ministry of Public Enlightenment and Propaganda for the past five years.

Let's face it: Taylor Greene is a rank amateur at playing the Nazi card. We have been drowning in reductio ad Hitlerum. "Donald Trump increasingly compared to Adolf Hitler," explained a CBS News piece that treated Trump's asking attendees at a rally to raise their hands and pledge to vote as if it were Nuremberg. "Is it wrong to compare Trump to Hitler?" asked a Philadelphia Inquirer columnist this past January. The answer? "No." "Don't compare Donald Trump to Adolf Hitler. It belittles Hitler," noted a Washington Post op-ed. "Trump's last days and the echo of one specific Hitler analogy," wrote pundit Ishaan Tharoor. "I'm beginning to see what happened in Germany," said four-time Godwin's Law champion Jim Clyburn. Jerry Nadler is no slouch on the matter, either.

There are endless iterations of this theme. I could do this all day.

When Jamil Smith, a writer for Rolling Stone, tweeted, "First, they came for the undocumented," he was conjuring up the famous poem by Martin Niemoller – "First they came for the socialists, and I did not speak out" – a Nazi who had a change of heart once he was sent to a concentration camp. "First they came …" is prevalent among the Trump-is-Hitler crowd. Russian collusion expert Benjamin Wittes had the temerity to plug his friend, former FBI director James Comey (found to have violated DOJ and FBI policies), former deputy director of the FBI Andy McCabe (found to have illegally leaked information to The Wall Street Journal and then lied about it), and Lisa Page and Peter Strzok (FBI agents who conspired to undermine an election) into Niemoller's poem, as if these media darlings, who never had to seriously worry about their safety or comfort, should be compared to those forcibly taken from their homes and families to work, at best, as slave laborers.

Where was Chuck Schumer when Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez diminished the suffering of millions of dead Jews by comparing holding facilities on the Southern border to concentration camps? At the time, several media personalities attempted to defend the congresswomen by pointing out that the idea of a "concentration camp" predated the Holocaust – as if Ocasio-Cortez were conjuring up images of the Boers rather than Buchenwald. But it was the congresswoman who stressed that we should be "concerned enough with humanity to say that 'Never Again' means something and … that concentration camps are now an institutionalized practice in the Home of the Free."

Of course, the greatest manifestation of "Never Again" – clearly a phrase referring to the Holocaust – is the state of Israel, an entity Ocasio-Cortez works tirelessly to undermine and besmirch. Yet, Democrat leadership, which has yet to utter a single word of rebuke concerning the far more consequential anti-Semitic incitement of its progressive wing, feigns great outrage over Greene's comments. Republicans have condemned Taylor Greene. Hamas-boosting Squad members get to preen with Nancy Pelosi on the cover of Rolling Stone.

Last month, according to CBS News, around 3,200 migrant children were being held in Border Patrol facilities – a record – with almost half being held past the three-day legal limit. There was no performative outrage this time around. No correlations between the border agents and Schutzstaffel. Instead, we had a national conversation about the complexities of border enforcement.

Don't get me wrong; there's plenty of Nazi-like despotism and nascent authoritarianism in the world. Plenty of people sound like real Nazis. And if your argument is that a bit of hyperbolic rhetoric is a good way to hammer home a political point, that's fine. Then that's the new norm for everyone.

But anyone who believes American government is comparable to Nazis is either dishonest or historically illiterate. "Well," Nazi analogists will explain, "the Holocaust didn't happen overnight, you know!" True. And I suppose that's exactly Greene's point, as well. You and she have much in common.

Blacklisted Chinese Surveillance Equipment Companies Secure Regional US Governments as Customers
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More than 300 different U.S. government organizations—among them city, county, and town governments, as well as schools—have purchased cameras and surveillance systems from two blacklisted Chinese tech companies since August 2019, according to government contract data.

The two companies are Hikvision and Dahua Technology, and their recent business deals with U.S. local governments were reviewed by IPVM, a Pennsylvania-based video surveillance research firm, based on government contracts obtained through GovSpend, a technology company based in Florida. On May 24, IPVM published its findings in partnership with TechCrunch.

Buying equipment and services from Hikvision and Dahua is an issue due to cybersecurity and human rights concerns associated with the two tech companies. In fact, federal agencies are prohibited from buying from the two companies due to significant national security risks outlined under the National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) of 2019. The prohibition went into effect in August 2019.

Hikvision and Dahua were also among a group of China-based companies added to the U.S. Commerce Department’s blacklist in October 2019 over their roles in supporting the Chinese Communist Party’s human rights abuses in China’s far-western Xinjiang region. U.S. companies are required to apply for a special government license before they can do business with blacklisted companies.

The Chinese regime’s crackdown on ethnic and religious minorities in Xinjiang—subjecting them to abuses including torture, sterilizations, political indoctrination, and forced labor—has been denounced as “genocide” by Canada, the Netherlands, the UK, and the United States.

Most recently in March, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) designated Hikvision and Dahua as companies posing a threat to U.S. national security. Three other Chinese companies receiving the same designation were Huawei, ZTE, and Hytera Communications.

Despite the NDAA ban and federal warnings, Hikvision and Dahua have continued to make inroads into the U.S. market at the state and local level. Regional governments are only prohibited to use federal funds to buy from the two companies.

According to IPVM, one of the biggest spenders was Baldwin County school district in Alabama, which spent over $1 million to buy 144 Hikvision thermal cameras from a local supplier in July 2020. These cameras were to be installed at 48 local schools to screen people for fever.

In August last year, the Fayette County Public Schools in Georgia paid $494,000 for 70 thermal cameras. In the following month, the school district confirmed to IPVM that all purchased cameras were operational at all of its schools.

TechCrunch reported that Kern County in California was the only municipality that responded to the outlet’s question about Hikvision and its alleged connections to human rights abuses. Ryan Alsop, chief administrative officer for Kern County, told TechCrunch that he was “not familiar at all with the issues you’re referencing with regard to Hikvision.”

According to IPVM, Kern County spent over $15,400 in June 2020 on surveillance dome cameras and related equipment for its probation department offices.

Modesto City Schools, a school district in California, spent $256,500 on eight Dahua cameras and equipment in October 2020, according to IPVM. Additionally, the city government in Modesto spent an undisclosed amount to outfit 55 buses with thermal scanners from Hikvision.

Modesto City initially used federal funds to make its Hikvision purchase, unaware that doing so violated NDAA prohibitions, according to IPVM. The city later told IPVM that they “processed to move the expenses to an alternate funding source.”

Sen. Mark Warner (D-Va.), chairman of the State Intelligence Committee, told TechCrunch that Chinese companies are never “truly independent” from the CCP, in response to the IPVM findings.

“So, when these American entities buy this equipment, they should know that not only are they supporting companies facilitating repression in China, but that the data gathered via this surveillance gear can be shared with the Chinese Communist Party,” Warner stated.

He added, “Americans should also be concerned about how the CCP is working to collect data of U.S. citizens through a variety of tactics. We need to educate Americans, including local government entities, on the risks of buying this type of equipment and its moral and security implications.”

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Black Lives Matter Co-founder Patrisse Cullors Steps Down As Executive Director After Criticism Over Finances
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Black Lives Matter co-founder Patrisse Cullors announced on May 27 that she is stepping down from her role as executive director of the movement’s foundation following criticism over the foundation’s finances and her personal wealth.

Cullors, 37, told the Associated Press that her departure, which is effective Friday, had been planned for a year and had nothing to do with the personal attacks she has faced from far-right groups or any disputes within the movement.

She said she is leaving to focus on other projects, including the upcoming release of her second book and a multi-year TV development deal with Warner Bros.

“I’ve created the infrastructure and the support, and the necessary bones and foundation, so that I can leave,” Cullors told The Associated Press. “It feels like the time is right.”

Cullors’ resignation comes just one month after The New York Post reported she had purchased “four high-end homes for $3.2 million” in the United States since 2016, all of which were in predominantly white neighborhoods.

She had also looked into purchasing a residence in the Bahamas at an ultra-exclusive resort where Justin Timberlake and Tiger Woods both have homes, according to the Post.

At the time of the report, the Black Lives Matter Global Network Foundation issued a statement saying that they had not paid for Cullors’s house.

However, the report prompted Hawk Newsome, the head of Black Lives Matter Greater New York City, to call for an independent investigation into the foundation’s finances.

Cullors told AP on Thursday that the reports had no influence over her decision to resign from her role as executive director.

“Those were right-wing attacks that tried to discredit my character, and I don’t operate off of what the right thinks about me,” she said.

The BLM Foundation told AP in February that it had raised $90 million amid last year’s racial justice protests following the murder of George Floyd in Minneapolis, Minnesota.

The foundation said it ended 2020 with a balance of more than $60 million, after spending nearly a quarter of its assets on operating expenses, grants to black-led organizations, and other expenses.

In its April statement, the foundation said that Cullors had received $120,000 between 2013 and 2019 for duties such as serving as spokesperson and engaging in political education work.

“As a registered 501c3 non-profit organization, [the foundation] cannot and did not commit any organizational resources toward the purchase of personal property by any employee or volunteer,” the foundation said. “Any insinuation or assertion to the contrary is categorically false.”

However, critics of the foundation contend more of that money should have gone to the families of black victims of police brutality who have been unable to access the resources needed to deal with their trauma and loss.

Following Cullors’s departure, BLM is bringing in two new interim senior executives; Makani Themba, Chief Strategist at Higher Ground Change Strategies, and former executive director of The Praxis Project; and Monifa Bandele, Chief Operating Officer at Time’s Up Foundation. Both women have been supporters and advisors of Black Lives Matter since its inception.

“I think both of them come with not only a wealth of movement experience, but also a wealth of executive experience,” Cullors told AP.

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Federal Government Taking ‘Very Close Look’ at Vaccine Passports for Travel: DHS Secretary
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Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Secretary Alejandro Mayorkas said the federal government and his agency will evaluate whether to use a “vaccine passport”-type system for travelers coming into and out of the United States.

The DHS is the agency that oversees the Transportation Security Administration (TSA), which screens passengers at all U.S. airports.

In an interview with ABC News on Friday, Mayorkas said that the United States is “taking a very close look” about the possibility of requiring vaccine passports for international travel.

“We’re taking a very close look at that, you know, one of our principles that has guided us throughout this pandemic is the value of diversity, equity, and inclusion, and making sure that any passport that we provide for vaccinations is accessible to all and that no one is disenfranchised,” Mayorkas said, referring to restrictions being implemented during the pandemic.

The secretary said that such a system—which has been flagged by civil liberties groups as a potential invasion of privacy—is designed to get people vaccinated against COVID-19.

“There’s an underlying point here, of course, which is everyone should get vaccinated,” Mayorkas said.

The European Union, some Asian governments, and the airline industry are scrambling to develop COVID-19 vaccine passports to help restart international travel. Those governments working on systems that would allow travelers to use mobile phone apps to prove they’ve been vaccinated, helping them avoid quarantine requirements at their destinations.

Mayorkas’ comments may run counter to what White House press secretary Jen Psaki told reporters earlier this month when she reiterated that the Biden administration still does not support any federal vaccine passport-type systems.

“It has not changed our view that the federal government will not be playing that role,” Psaki said in response to a question from reporters earlier this month. “The private sector may, and it may prompt the private sector moving forward on actions, which is where we think it is appropriately situated.”

And in March, Psaki said that there “currently an interagency process that is looking at many of the questions around vaccine verification” and added that a “determination or development of vaccine passport or whatever you want to call it will be driven by the private sector” rather than the federal government.

Vaccine passport-type systems have become a point of controversy, with several Republican-led states banning state and local governments from implementing them. Some states have also moved to prevent private businesses from using passport systems as well.

In Florida, Gov. Ron DeSantis, a Republican, signed an executive order that barred vaccine passports, saying that vaccines are not “required by law” and that “vaccination records are private health information” that shouldn’t be shared by a mandate. He has also argued that those systems would separate individuals into “un-vaccinated” and “vaccinated” classes.

Gingrich says America should hit China with 40% tariff
'Responsible for the death of millions'
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Former House Speaker Newt Gingrich

America should hit China with tariffs of up to 40% for allowing the COVID-19 pandemic to escape, race around the globe and kill millions.

So believes former House Speaker Newt Gingrich, a Fox News contributor who commented this week after the idea that the virus emanated from a Chinese virology lab that was doing experiments on bat viruses gained popularity.

That theory had been discounted for the last year by legacy media outlets, and social media giants online banned people from even referring to it.

Analysts concluded it largely was because President Trump at the time immediately suspected Chinese malfeasance of being at the heart of the viral catastrophe and bluntly said so.

Which resulted in Gingrich's comments.

He said not only does the U.S. government need to hold China accountable, there need to be resources to compensate families for the loved ones lost to the pandemic.

Should America hit China with a 40% tariff?

He said, "The Chinese have lied to the World Health Organization, they have lied to the planet. They've now closed down the opportunity to have any kind of serious investigation…

"China is responsible for the death of millions. For economic crises across the planet. For disrupting the entire world system and the Chinese ought to be held accountable."

He said, "What we ought to do I think is establish a 30 or 40% extra tariff on all Chinese goods. Put that money into a fund to pay off the families. Allow the families to sue just like you would for any kind of industrial problem… We are gonna charge the Chinese an extra tariff for being bad actors and we’re gonna keep that tariff on until we raise enough money to pay off every American family."

The Daily Mail reported a former State Department official who led a task force investigating the origins of the coronavirus also is calling for sanctions against China.

David Asher said the genetic structure of the virus -- a bat coronavirus combined with elements from one that infects pangolins – backed his hypothesis that the pandemic was triggered by a laboratory accident.

He suggested the evidence pointed to a leak from a biological weapons program at the Wuhan Institute of Virology.

The Daily Mail explained he cited the lack of evidence supporting natural evolution and China's "great wall of deceit, lies and disinformation" all led back to the laboratory.

Reports have confirmed three staff members of the Wuhan institute sought medical help for COVID-like symptoms in November 2019, weeks before China released information about the pandemic.

Biden has ordered American intel agencies to come up with a report on the source of the COVID virus in the next 90 days.

U.S. voting population predicted to become 'less white and more Republican'
Pollster confirms coalition that carried Obama's 2nd term 'has fractured'

Marco Rubio and Rick Scott gathered reporters in a conference room early Thursday morning at the National Republican Senatorial Committee for a light breakfast, a PowerPoint presentation, and a paradigm shift.

The vaunted “coalition of the ascendant,” that mix of young voters and minority voters and white college-educated voters who together carried Barack Obama to a second term, has fractured. Projected demographic changes will continue but will not lead to permanent Democratic majorities. Anyone looking to forecast the future of American politics should look to red Florida, not blue California.

At least so said GOP pollster Curt Anderson, who laid out the findings of a new NRSC survey of Hispanic voters in battleground states. The top line from his 34-page slide deck? “The coalition of the ascendant is descending.” The proof? The two senators sitting at the table who won election in a Sun Belt state that has become “substantially less white and more Republican.”

The moment for their multiethnic, multiracial working-class coalition has arrived, Republicans hope, and Hispanic voters are the key. “They said how well Marco would do because he is of Cuban descent,” Scott said, noting how Rubio won 48% of those voters in his 2016 race, “but when I did it, they said, ‘Well, there is something different about Florida.’ If you look at these poll numbers, it is not. If you look at these poll numbers, Hispanics across the country are Republicans.”

The GOP theory of the case ahead of the midterms, where Republicans must not only defend 20 of their own seats but also flip at least one Democratic seat to retake the Senate, sounds simple. “If Republicans reach out to them,” Scott said of Hispanics, “we are going to win.”

The survey of 1,200 Hispanic likely voters in Arizona, Florida, Georgia, Nevada, North Carolina, Pennsylvania, Ohio, and Wisconsin, conducted by OnMessage Strategies, is welcome news to a party that went, in just four years, from unified control of Washington to banishment in the electoral wilderness. It shows an increasingly conservative Hispanic population open to the culture wars that Donald Trump waged.

Will the U.S. voting population become "less white and more Republican"?

92% (11 Votes)

8% (1 Votes)

These voters reject socialism and favor the free market by a margin of 63% to 17%, a sentiment that holds roughly the same among all Central and South American subsets.

They agree also, 67% to 28%, with the widespread angst that the nation is in decline and fear their children will not enjoy the same opportunities. About four out of five say that public schools are failing, while two-thirds worry that too many Americans are “losing our traditional values centered on faith, family, and freedom,” and agree that “cancel culture has gotten out of hand.”

The in-house numbers dovetailed with the biography of Rubio, himself a second-generation Cuban American. “The argument from the left is that this country is a place that has not been good for people, other than the majority, over much of our history,” he said. “And Hispanics just don't buy it. And the reason why they don't buy it is very simple: They know what life is like in another country.

 “You can just imagine it, right? You came from Venezuela, you came from Cuba, or you came from Nicaragua, or you’re Colombian, and you saw what happened in those countries,” he added. “Now you put your kids in schools where they try to teach them that Che Guevara was some kind of hero?”

Rubio admitted that his message might be lost on some, perhaps the white college-educated slice of the ascendant coalition who “have the luxury of imagining” some “utopian country somewhere that has a better history and a better life than America.” This is not, he insisted, the case for a majority of Hispanics.

“When you have come from somewhere else, and you know what life is like in another country, you know how special this country is,” he said. “You sure as hell don't want to live in a second country where those things are lost.”

That sentiment could explain why the Trump campaign saw a significant boost from Hispanic voters last November. As the New York Times reported, a postmortem analysis by the Democratic research firm Equis Labs showed that the outgoing president improved on his 2016 numbers in 2020 by winning about one in three Latino voters nationwide.

To underscore that point during his slideshow in the NRSC conference room, Anderson flashed a quote from Democratic pollster David Shor. “One important thing to know about the decline in Hispanic support for Democrats is that it was pretty broad,” Shor told New York magazine, no doubt to the delight of Republicans. “This isn’t just about Cubans in South Florida. It happened in New York and California and Arizona and Texas. Really, we saw large drops all over the country.”

Rubio and Scott are convinced this phenomenon can repeat itself even without Trump on the ticket – or even on the campaign trail. Scott, the NRSC chairman, conceded, however, that the former president would make up his own mind about the role he would play as the GOP tries to take back the Senate, saying, “He’s going to get involved where he is going to get involved.”

The presentation comes as Rubio faces a Senate challenge from Florida Rep. Val Demings, one of the many 2022 Democratic candidates making a point of Republicans’ efforts to block the creation of a congressional commission to investigate the Jan. 6 Capitol riots.

“I don't get asked about Jan. 6,” Scott told RealClearPolitics when asked if the events of that day have any effect on the GOP courtship of Hispanic voters. “…What people do say is, ‘I want to make sure the election is fair. Do you think our election laws are going to make sure the next election is fair?’ They ask that.”

Rubio followed up: “You know what people think? They think a bunch of crazy people, violent people, committed crimes. They should be arrested. They should be prosecuted. If convicted, they should serve time in jail. That's what's happened. That's what they think should happen.”

Other issues are at the forefront of voters’ minds, Rubio and Scott said, pointing to polling that showed 72% of Hispanics agreed that “we need to control the border” and “stop the surge of illegal immigration.” Nearly half of those voters, according to NRSC numbers, said the border crisis made them “less likely to support Democrats” in the midterms.

The surge, Rubio said, has already turned many Hispanic voters off to the Biden administration. “They think it's completely induced and created by this administration, by its attitude and by its behavior and the words they put out even before they took public policy measures,” he insisted. And according to Scott, “what Biden has done is killing the chance to get immigration reform.”

Both believe that the demographic trends will favor Republicans in the long run as Hispanic Americans become a larger portion of the electorate. They are pro-immigration and at the same time have called for better border security.

 “No one is talking about being anti-immigration,” Rubio explained. “We are just saying there has to be a way to do it that is orderly and legal and organized, not chaos, which is the system we have in place right now.”

Schumer to Force Senate Vote on Sweeping Election Reform Bill

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The Senate will vote on a bill that would dramatically change how elections are run next month, the body’s top Democrat said Friday.

S. 1, also known as the For the People Act, will be voted on during the last full week in June, Senate Majority Leader Charles Schumer (D-N.Y.) told Democratic colleagues in a memorandum.

Schumer called the bill, which mirrors a version the House of Representatives passed in March, “legislation that is essential to defending our democracy, reducing the influence of dark money and powerful special interests, and stopping the wave of Republican voter suppression happening in states across the country.”

The act would federalize components of the election system, eliminating nearly all qualifications such as photo identification. It would also require states to implement a system of automatic voter registration and to allow same-day registration on any day voting is allowed.

Critics have promised to bring a flood of lawsuits if it’s passed by the Senate and signed into law by President Joe Biden.

“In my state in Oklahoma, we have great voting engagement. We want to make it easy to vote and hard to cheat. S1 takes away a state’s ability to hold people accountable for cheating,” Sen. James Lankford (R-Okla.) told colleagues on the Senate floor this month.

Sen. Cindy Hyde-Smith (R-Miss.) has described the bill as “a massive federal takeover of elections.”

Democrats largely support the legislation.

“The freedom to vote is fundamental to all of our freedoms. It is how Americans control their government and hold their elected officials accountable,” Sen. Amy Klobuchar (D-Minn.) told a Senate Rules Committee hearing on May 11.

“The For the People Act is about setting basic national standards to make sure all Americans can vote safely in the way that works best for them, regardless of what state or zip code they live in. The For the People Act is about reducing the power of big money in our elections by ending secret spending by billionaires and special interests. And the For the People Act is about making anti-corruption reforms to ensure all politicians work for the people, not for themselves,” she added.

Schumer told reporters on Capitol Hill that at two recent caucus lunches, “it was made clear how important S1 is to the country, to our Democratic majority, and to individual senators, and those discussions are going and I have a lot of faith in them.”

The Senate is currently divided in half, with 50 Republicans and 50 Democrats or nominal independents who regularly vote with Democrats. Passing a bill requires 60 votes.

Schumer also plans on bringing other pieces of legislation up for a vote when the Senate reconvenes on June 7, including the Paycheck Fairness Act, which would direct the Department of Labor to study pay disparities between men and women and make information on the disparities available to the public.

He also held open the possibility that the upper chamber will consider gun control legislation. He also said he may force another vote on the bill that would establish a commission to investigate the Jan. 6 Capitol storming. The Senate rejected the measure earlier on Friday.

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Senate Passes Resolution Urging Probe to ‘Get to the Bottom’ of CCP Virus Origin

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The Senate on Friday passed a bipartisan resolution calling on the World Health Organization (WHO) to act with “extreme urgency” to investigate the origins of the CCP virus, demanding full and transparent access to records in China, which senators accused of stonewalling and a “cover-up.”

The resolution, introduced by Sens. Roger Marshall (R-Kan.) and Kirsten Gillibrand (D-N.Y.), calls for an immediate, comprehensive, and transparent investigation that would be mandated by the World Health Assembly, the governing body of the WHO, with access to all relevant records, samples, and personnel in China.

The probe “must fully explore all possible sources of the COVID-19 pandemic, including exclusively ‘natural’ zoonosis in the wild, human contamination in an animal farm, and a research-related accident,” the resolution states (pdf).

It also demands the United States and its global allies and partners get involved in the probe “if China continues on its path of cover-up and obfuscation,” a joint statement from the two senators reads.

“It’s outrageous that a comprehensive investigation on the origins of COVID-19 has still not been carried out,” Marshall said in a statement, which comes as the World Health Assembly convenes virtually for a series of meetings between May 24 and June 1.

“We must get a full investigation into the outbreak,” Marshall said, adding, “if China continues on its path of cover-up, we must begin planning a full investigation, including with partners around the world.”

“The Chinese must show us the data and be transparent with the world—and if they don’t, we will fight to get to the bottom of this outbreak,” Marshall added.

Gillibrand doubled down on insisting that Beijing’s “obstruction is completely unacceptable.”

“Our resolution makes clear that the U.S. believes that the previous WHO investigation was flawed, that there must be accountability, and all potential origins of this virus, including a lab leak, must be investigated fully,” Gillibrand added.

The first WHO study into the origins of the CCP virus concluded with a report in March stating that the virus likely spread to people through an unknown animal, but WHO Director-General Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus said the mission to study the origin of the virus didn’t adequately analyze other theories.

“As far as WHO is concerned, all hypotheses remain on the table. … We have not yet found the source of the virus,” Ghebreyesus said at the time.

On May 25, the United States urged the WHO to launch a fresh probe into the source of the CCP virus, highlighting the need for transparency.

“Phase 2 of the COVID origins study must be launched with terms of reference that are transparent, science-based, and give international experts the independence to fully assess the source of the virus and the early days of the outbreak,” said Health and Human Services Secretary Xavier Becerra in remarks to the 74th World Health Assembly.

More than a dozen nations, including the United States and the European Union, have raised concerns about the phase one WHO study into the origin of the virus, pointing to the report’s significant delay and China’s refusal to share crucial raw data.

President Joe Biden announced on May 26 that he has ordered a closer intelligence review of what he characterized as two equally plausible scenarios of the origins of the CCP virus—one natural, the other a lab leak.

The laboratory at the heart of the controversy is housed at the Wuhan Institute of Virology, in Wuhan, China. It has surged into the spotlight amid concerns that the CCP virus may have originated there, rather than by making a natural jump from bats to humans.

Republican members of the House Intelligence Committee argued in a May 19 report (pdf) that it’s more likely the virus escaped from the lab.

The CCP has denied any link between the virus’s origin and the Wuhan lab and has pushed the “natural zoonotic” hypothesis—that the virus was transmitted to humans from an animal host. However, Beijing has so far failed to identify the original animal species that supposedly passed the virus on to humans.

Further, the Chinese regime has claimed that the virus originated outside China. At a May 24 press briefing, Zhao Lijian, the spokesman of the Chinese Foreign Affairs Ministry, accused the United States of releasing the virus from Fort Detrick military base in Maryland.

In the face of questions about the origins of the CCP virus, the Wuhan Institute of Virology has refused to share its raw data, safety logs, and lab records about their work on coronaviruses in bats.

Biden’s Proposed Budget Lifts Ban on Federal Funding of Abortions

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President Joe Biden’s $6 trillion budget proposal for 2022 notably excludes the Hyde Amendment, a law that has for decades blocked federal funding for abortions under Medicaid, unless the unwanted pregnancy endangers the mother’s life or was the result of incest or rape.

Before the Hyde Amendment took effect in 1980, an estimated 300,000 abortions were performed each year using taxpayer funds. Since the amendment is a “rider” to the annual appropriations bill and not permanent law, it must be renewed by Congress each year, giving lawmakers the opportunity to modify its language or do away with it entirely.

Republicans have unsuccessfully sought to make the ban permanent, while Democrats have tried to scrap the prohibition. Biden’s decision to exclude the amendment from his budget proposal sets up a possible fight in Congress, with Republicans likely to argue for its inclusion.

“It breaks with decades of settled precedent by calling for direct taxpayer-funded abortion,” House Minority Leader Kevin McCarthy (R-Calif.) said Friday, commenting on Biden’s move.

Groups advocating for easier access to abortion hailed the exclusion of the Hyde Amendment, while pro-life groups condemned it.

“For more than four decades, the Hyde family of pro-life policies has kept American taxpayers out of the abortion business, with the Hyde Amendment itself saving nearly 2.5 million lives,” said Marjorie Dannenfelser, president of pro-life group Susan B. Anthony List, in a statement. “The Biden budget throws that longstanding, bipartisan consensus out the window to fulfill a campaign promise to the radical abortion lobby.”

“The majority of Americans remain opposed to taxpayer-funded abortion,” she added. “We urge our congressional allies to be fearless in fighting to preserve the common-ground Hyde principle and to reject any budget that omits vital pro-life protections.”

Alexis McGill Johnson, president and CEO of Planned Parenthood, a group that advocates for easier access to abortion, called Biden’s move a “historic step in the fight for reproductive freedom,” while urging a permanent repeal of the amendment.

“With 500+ abortion restrictions introduced at the state level this year and an abortion case directly challenging Roe at the Supreme Court, we need an admin that will boldly support reproductive freedom in every way possible,” McGill Johnson added.

Biden supported the Hyde Amendment for most of his political career, but changed his position in 2019 while campaigning for president.

While abortion is legal in the United States, regulations vary from state to state, with some using public money to cover abortion and others prohibiting the practice.

The U.S. Supreme Court has agreed to hear a case that could overturn Roe vs. Wade, the 1973 ruling that legalized abortion nationwide.

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Rep. McCaul Calls CCP Virus Origin ‘Worst Cover-Up In Human History’
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Rep. Michael McCaul (R-Texas), the lead Republican on the House Foreign Affairs Committee, on Sunday said it was “more likely than not” that COVID-19 originated from a lab accident, calling it the “worst cover-up in human history.”

“I do think it’s more likely than not it emerged out of the lab, most likely accidentally,” McCaul said during an appearance on CNN’s “State of the Union.”
“Let me say, this is the worst cover-up in human history that we’ve seen resulting in 3.5 million deaths, creating economic devastation around the globe.”

His remarks come amid calls for a deeper probe into the origins of the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus following widespread concerns that the pandemic may have been sparked by a laboratory accident in China’s central city of Wuhan. President Joe Biden has ordered the U.S. Intelligence Community (IC) to ramp up efforts to investigate the virus’s origins.

Infectious disease expert Dr. Anthony Fauci admitted last week that he’s now “not convinced” that COVID-19 developed naturally, and called for a deeper investigation into its origins.

Early reports about an outbreak of the CCP virus first appeared in Wuhan in late 2019, when a cluster of cases was reported by state-controlled media to be linked to a local wet market. More than a year later, the origins of the virus remain unknown, although the possibility that the virus leaked from a laboratory at China’s Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV) is now receiving wider recognition.

The Wall Street Journal reported on May 23 that three researchers at the WIV were hospitalized in November 2019 with symptoms consistent with seasonal flu and COVID-19. The newspaper cited unnamed U.S. government sources familiar with a previously undisclosed U.S. intelligence report.

“That was suppressed by the Chinese Communist Party,” McCaul said, referring to the hospitalizations of the three researchers.

McCaul said Biden’s calls for a deeper probe into the origins of the CCP virus were “long overdue,” and called on the United States to “pull our supply chain” out of China as a “punitive” response.

“My response to this whole thing is supply chain. We need to pull our supply chain out of the region, that being medical supply, rare earth mineral supply,” the lawmaker said.

He also warned that the president’s investigation could be inconclusive because “they [Beijing] have destroyed everything at the lab.”

White House press secretary Jen Psaki, said on May 24 that the Biden administration has “repeatedly called for the WHO to support an expert-driven evaluation of the pandemic’s origins that is free from interference or politicization.”

“Now, there were phase one results that came through. We were not—during that first phase of the investigation, there was not access to data, there was not information provided. And now, we’re hopeful that WHO can move into a more transparent, independent phase two investigation,” Psaki said.

Sen. Johnson: No COVID-19 Vaccine Because High Levels of Antibodies
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Sen. Ron Johnson (R-Wis.) is not getting a COVID-19 vaccine for now because he still has high levels of antibodies against the virus that causes the disease.

Johnson and Sen. Rand Paul (R-Ky.) both contracted COVID-19, which is caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, last year.

“In my case, I just recently had an antibody test and I have the same level of antibodies as the doctor who prescribed me the test who had just gotten two doses of Moderna,” Johnson told Epoch TV’s “American Thought Leaders.”

The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) this month advised against using antibody testing to determine immunity from the CCP virus.

“Antibody tests can play an important role in identifying individuals who may have been exposed to the SARS-CoV-2 virus and may have developed an adaptive immune response. However, antibody tests should not be used at this time to determine immunity or protection against COVID-19 at any time, and especially after a person has received a COVID-19 vaccination,” Tim Stenzel, director of the Office of In Vitro Diagnostics and Radiological Health in the FDA’s Center for Devices and Radiological Health, said in a statement announcing the new guidance.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) recommends people who recovered from COVID-19 get a vaccine.

“That’s because experts do not yet know how long you are protected from getting sick again after recovering from COVID-19,” the agency says.

A growing body of research, though, indicates that those who had COVID-19 and recovered retain immunity for months, if not years.

Researchers funded by the National Institutes of Health (NIH), for instance, found that people who recovered developed a strong immunity against the disease for up to eight months after infection. Missouri researchers recently found people retained immune cells producing antibodies for months after recovery.

“Last fall, there were reports that antibodies wane quickly after infection with the virus that causes COVID-19, and mainstream media interpreted that to mean that immunity was not long-lived,” senior author Ali Ellebedy, an associate professor of pathology & immunology, of medicine and of molecular microbiology at Washington University School of Medicine in St. Louis, said in a statement.

“But that’s a misinterpretation of the data. It’s normal for antibody levels to go down after acute infection, but they don’t go down to zero; they plateau. Here, we found antibody-producing cells in people 11 months after first symptoms. These cells will live and produce antibodies for the rest of people’s lives. That’s strong evidence for long-lasting immunity.”

Johnson lamented what he sees as official guidance from the government that does not line up with the science on the issue.

“For some reason now the FDA has come out with a guidance or report saying that if you have antibodies, that’s no proof of immunity. Why is the FDA CDC, and NIH’s default position on those of us that have been previously infected, that chances are you probably don’t have immunity? Why would they say that? It’s just not true,” he said.

“Almost every other virus that we know that once you’ve had the disease, you’re immune from it, and certainly if you have an active case of the disease you sure don’t want to get the vaccine, and yet we have this big push to vaccinate everybody, regardless of medical need or potential harm that might come of possibly vaccinating somebody who’s been previously infected or currently having a case of COVID,” he added.

Paul has offered a similar view, saying he will not get a vaccine until he sees “evidence that people who have already had the infection are dying in large numbers, or being hospitalized or getting very sick.”

Johnson pointed to a recent study from Israel. Researchers there found that protection against infection, hospitalization, severe illness, and death were similar in percentage between those who received a COVID-19 vaccine and those who had COVID-19 and recovered.

“Our results question the need to vaccinate previously-infected individual[s],” they wrote.

“There’s a study just published out of Israel that shows that those of us that were previously infected have as good if not better immunity than the vaccine, and that would make a lot of sense,” Johnson said.

“The vaccine is really designed based on the spike proteins to identify those; when you’ve had the disease your immune system identifies the entire coronavirus, which is why people with the SARS 1 17 years later appear to be immune to SARS 2 even though SARS 2 is only 80 percent genetically identical to SARS 1. So, the common sense, just basic medicine, would indicate that if you’ve already been infected with the virus, your immune system is going to be pretty capable of warding off a reinfection.”

Lab Leaks Happen ‘All the Time,’ Virus Origins Need Investigation, Former FDA Commissioner Says
BY TOM OZIMEK
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Dr. Chris Gottlieb, former commissioner of the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), said on May 30 that uncovering the true origins of the CCP virus is key to helping identify potential gaps in safety protocols and reduce the risk of future pandemics.

Speaking on CBS’s “Face the Nation,” Gottlieb said that lab leaks happen frequently and that accurately pinpointing how the pathogen came to infect humans has important implications for safety measures that could prevent another outbreak.

“These kinds of lab leaks happen all the time, actually,” Gottlieb told the outlet. “Even here in the United States, we’ve had mishaps. And in China, the last six known outbreaks of SARS-1 have been out of labs, including the last known outbreak, which was a pretty extensive outbreak that China initially wouldn’t disclose that it came out of a lab.”

Gottlieb said the theory that the CCP virus leaked from a lab, rather than making a natural jump from animal to human, has been building steam.

“We’ve done an exhaustive search for the so-called intermediate host, the animal that could have been a host to this virus before it spread to humans. We have not found such an animal,” Gottlieb said, adding that the theory that the virus emerged at a food market in Wuhan, China, has also been “fully disproven.”

The case for the lab leak theory is further buoyed by circumstantial evidence pointing to known issues at the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV), the facility at the heart of the controversy, he said.

“We know that that lab was poorly constructed, had poor controls,” Gottlieb said. “We know the lab was engaging in very high-risk research, including infecting transgenic animals, animals with fully human immune systems.”

“We know they were working with SARS-like viruses that have never been disclosed before. And now we have new evidence that some lab workers became infected right at the time that this virus was believed to be first introduced.”

A recent report in The Wall Street Journal cited unnamed U.S. government sources familiar with a previously undisclosed U.S. intelligence report indicating that three researchers at the Wuhan institute were hospitalized in November 2019 with symptoms consistent with seasonal flu and COVID-19.

The CCP has denied any connection between the virus’s origins and the Wuhan lab, and has pushed the “natural zoonotic” hypothesis—that the virus was transmitted to humans from an animal host, though, as Gottlieb noted, no intermediate host has been found.

In addition, the Chinese regime has claimed that the virus originated outside of China. At a May 24 press briefing, Foreign Ministry spokesman Zhao Lijian accused the United States of releasing the virus from the Fort Detrick military base in Maryland.

Amid questions about the origins of the CCP virus, the WIV has refused to share its raw data, safety logs, and lab records about its work on coronaviruses in bats.

“China could provide evidence that would be exculpatory here,” Gottlieb said.

That evidence would include giving access to blood samples from the Wuhan lab staff, as well as other lab records, including some of the original viral source strains.

“They’ve refused to do that,” Gottlieb said.

He also said the COVID-19 outbreak speaks to the need for viewing “public health through the lens of national security,” and urged U.S. intelligence services to become more involved.

“Traditionally … we’ve relied on international conventions and scientists working together, multilateral agreements to try to assess the risks and try to uncover these kinds of outbreaks. I think we also need to get better surveillance in place and use our tools of national security to help engage in that mission as well,” Gottlieb said.

His remarks come amid mounting calls for a “phase two” probe into the virus origins that would be authorized by the World Health Organization (WHO), after the health agency’s first report into the matter was met with widespread criticism. The United States and more than a dozen other nations raised concerns about the phase one WHO study, pointing to the study’s significant delay and China’s refusal to share crucial raw data.

President Joe Biden announced on May 26 that he has ordered a closer intelligence review of what he characterized as two equally plausible scenarios regarding the origins of the CCP virus—one natural, the other a lab leak.

Chinese Leader Xi Jinping Lays out Plan to Control the Global Internet: Leaked Documents
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Chinese leader Xi Jinping personally directed the communist regime to focus its efforts to control the global internet, displacing the influential role of the United States, according to internal government documents recently obtained by The Epoch Times.

In a January 2017 speech, Xi said the “power to control the internet” had become the “new focal point of [China’s] national strategic contest,” and singled out the United States as a “rival force” standing in the way of the regime’s ambitions.

The ultimate goal was for the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) to control all content on the global internet, so the regime could wield what Xi described as “discourse power” over communications and discussions on the world stage.

Xi articulated a vision of “using technology to rule the internet” to achieve total control over every part of the online ecosystem—over applications, content, quality, capital, and manpower.

His remarks were made at the fourth leadership meeting of the regime’s top internet regulator, the Central Cyberspace Affairs Commission, in Beijing on Jan. 4, 2017, and detailed in internal documents issued by the Liaoning Provincial Government in China’s southeast.

The statements confirm efforts made by Beijing in the past few years to promote its own authoritarian version of the internet as a model for the world.

In another speech given in April 2016, detailed in an internal document by the Anshan City Government in Liaoning Province, Xi confidently proclaimed that in the “struggle” to control the internet, the CCP has transformed from playing “passive defense” to playing both “attack and defense” at the same time.

Having successfully built the world’s most sprawling and sophisticated online censorship and surveillance apparatus, known as the Great Firewall, the CCP under Xi is turning outwards, championing a Chinese internet whose values run counter to the open model advocated by the West. Rather than prioritizing the free flow of information, the CCP’s system centers on giving the state the ability to censor, spy on, and control internet data.

Countering the US
The Chinese leader acknowledged the regime lagged behind its rival the United States—the dominant player in this field—in key areas such as technology, investments, and talent.

To realize its ambitions, Xi emphasized the need to “manage internet relations with the United States,” while “making preparations for fighting a hard war” with the country in this area.

American companies should be used by the regime to reach its goal, Xi said, without elaborating on how this would be done.

He also directed the regime to increase its cooperation with Europe, developing countries, and member states of Beijing’s “Belt and Road Initiative,” to form a “strategic counterbalance” against the United States.

The Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) is a massive infrastructure investment project launched by Beijing to connect Europe, Asia, Africa, and the Middle East through a network of rail, sea, and road linkages. The plan has been criticized by the United States and other Western countries as a conduit for Beijing to increase its political and commercial interests in member states while saddling developing countries with heavy debt burdens.

The BRI has also pushed countries to sign up to “digital silk road” projects—those involving information and communications technology infrastructure. At least 16 countries have signed memoranda of understanding with the regime to work in this area.

Three-pronged Strategy
Xi ordered the regime to focus on three “critical” areas in its pursuit of controlling the global internet.

First, Beijing needs to be able to “set the rules” governing the international system. Second, it should install CCP surrogates in important positions in global internet organizations. Third, the regime should gain control over the infrastructure that underlies the internet, such as root servers, Xi said.

Domain Name System (DNS) root servers are key to internet communications around the world. It directs users to websites they intend to visit. There are more than 1,300 root servers in the world, about 20 of which are located in China while the United States has about 10 times that, according to the website root-servers.org.

If the Chinese regime were to gain control over more root servers, they could then redirect traffic to wherever they want, Gary Miliefsky, cybersecurity expert and publisher of Cyber Defense Magazine, told The Epoch Times. For example, if a user wants to go to a news article about a topic deemed sensitive by Beijing, then the regime’s DNS server could route the user to a fake page saying the article is no longer online.

“The minute you control the root, you can spoof or fake anything,” he said. “You can control what people see, what people don’t see.”

In recent years, the regime has made headway in advancing Xi’s strategy.

In 2019, Chinese telecom giant Huawei first proposed the idea for an entirely new internet, called New IP (internet protocol), to replace the half-century-old infrastructure underpinning the web. New IP is touted to be faster, more efficient, flexible, and secure than the current internet, and will be built by the Chinese.

While New IP may indeed bring about an improved global network, Miliefsky said, “the price for that is freedom.”

“There’s going to be no free speech. And there’s going to be eavesdropping in real-time, all the time, on everyone,” he said. “Everyone who joins it is going to be eavesdropped by a single government.”

The proposal was made at a September 2019 meeting held at the International Telecommunications Union (ITU), a U.N. agency responsible for setting standards for computing and communications issues that is currently headed by Chinese national Zhao Houlin. New IP is set to be formally debated at the ITU World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly to be held in March 2022.

Miliefsky said the plan is unlikely to gain widespread support among countries, but may be adopted by like-minded authoritarian states such as North Korea, and later by countries that signed onto BRI and are struggling to repay its loans to China.

This would accelerate a bifurcation of the internet, what analysts such as former Google CEO Eric Schmidt have dubbed the “splinternet,” Miliefsky said. “The communist net and the rest of the world.”

The Epoch Times has reached out to Huawei for comment.

Importing Talent
According to the document, Xi ordered the CCP regime to set up “three ecosystems”—technology, industry, and policy—to develop core internet technologies.

Having skilled workers was key to this plan, with Xi directing that talent should be hired from around the globe. This would be done through Chinese companies, Xi prescribed.

He told Chinese firms to “proactively” invite foreign “high-end talents,” and to set up research centers overseas and hire leading ethnic Chinese and foreign specialists to work for them.

Meanwhile, Xi asked the regime to set up a professional training system in China, which can systematically develop a highly skilled workforce in the long run.

He also directed officials in each level of government to guide Chinese companies to develop their business plans to align with the regime’s strategic goals, and encourage capable enterprises to take the lead in developing innovations in core technologies.

Enterprises were to be educated in having “national awareness and safeguarding national interests,” Xi said. Only then should the regime support and encourage their expansion.

Because talent and critical technology are concentrated overseas, the Chinese leader also ordered authorities to support the development of a group of multinational internet companies that can have global influence.

Turning the Internet Red
Xi, in his 2016 speech, described all online content as falling into three categories: “red zone, black zone, and gray zone.”

“Red zone” content refers to discourse aligned with the CCP’s propaganda requirements, while “black zone” material falls foul of these rules. “Gray zone” content lies in the middle.

“We must consolidate and expand the red zone and expand its influence in society,” Xi said in a leaked speech in August 2013. “We must bravely enter into the black zone [and fight hard] to gradually get it to change its color. We must launch large-scale actions targeting the gray zone to accelerate its conversion to the red zone and prevent it from turning into the black zone.”

Inside China, the CCP has a stranglehold on online content and discussion through the Great Firewall, a massive internet censorship apparatus that blockades foreign websites and censors content deemed unacceptable to the party. It also hires a massive online troll army, dubbed the “50-cent army,” to manipulate online discussion. A recent report found that the CCP engages 2 million paid internet commentators and draws on a network of 20 million part-time volunteers to carry out online trolling.

Freedom House, in its 2020 annual internet freedom report, labeled China as the world’s worst abuser of online freedom for the sixth straight year. Chinese citizens have been arrested for using software to circumvent the Great Firewall and punished for posting comments online unfavorable to the Chinese regime. In a now-notorious incident during the early stages of the pandemic, whistleblower doctor Li Wenliang was reprimanded by police for “rumor-mongering” after warning colleagues in a social media chat group about a SARS-like virus in Wuhan City.

In the 2017 remarks, Xi told the regime to develop a larger group of “red” online influencers to shape users’ perceptions of the CCP. He also called for an expansion of the 50 cent army to operate both inside and outside of China’s internet.

Since the pandemic, the CCP has sharply escalated its efforts to influence online opinion overseas. Using large networks of troll accounts on Twitter and Facebook, the regime has been able to propagate and amplify propaganda and disinformation on topics such as the pandemic, racial tensions in the United States, and the regime’s oppression of Uyghur Muslims in Xinjiang.

China's social-credit system invades North America

'There are consequences for low-scored individuals'
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China expert Gordon G. Chang, a Gatestone Institute distinguished senior fellow, reports that there now are 60 surveillance cameras watching 30 tables, and their occupants, at the Haidilao Hot Pot restaurant in Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada.

They're significant because the images they capture are fed directly to China, as part of the more than 600 million cameras that nation's Communist regime has installed and operates to monitor the behavior of … everyone.

"Beijing will, at some point, be able to assign a social credit score to just about everyone on the plant," Chang explains. "Yes, it is true that its officials have yet to overcome the obstacles – mainly bureaucratic – in knitting together a China-wide social credit system for individuals, but it is just a matter of time before they succeed."

Much of the West hasn't paid a lot of attention yet to China's social credit scores.

They began in 2014 when China's State Council set guidelines for the system, which was to be operational by 2020 – it's now expected to be fully implemented by 2025.

There are feeds from some 626 million surveillance cameras and smartphone scanners and other sources that eventually will "assign to every person in China a constantly updated score based on observed behaviors. For example, criticizing Chinese ruler Xi Jinping in a social media posting would result in the lowering of an individual's score," Chang reported.

"There are consequences for low-scored individuals. As officials say, the purpose of the system is to 'allow the trustworthy to roam everywhere under heaven while making it hard for the discredited to take a single step.' People with low scores have been denied social services, mortgages, and even the right to board trains and planes. There are also 'interconnecting repercussions for family, friends, associates, and businesses both in and outside China,' [Ina] Mitchell, an investigative journalist and co-author with [Scott] McGregor of the upcoming The Mosaic Effect, tells Gatestone."

And now those monitors are being activated outside China.

Will the social-credit system become the norm in the U.S.?

He explained the restaurant manager, Ryan Pan, said the cameras are there to "people track" for China's "social credit system."

The facility is part of a chain of nearly 1,000 such restaurants worldwide.

"Why did Beijing select Ryan Pan's restaurant for such intensive collection of information? For starters, it is in British Columbia's most important city for China. 'Vancouver,' says Mitchell, 'is a gateway for the Chinese Communist Party into North America where they engage in pervasive foreign interference activity, mobilizing overseas United Front units to strategically lure political and business leaders using financial inducements and other incentives to promote the Party's agenda,'" Chang wrote.

Further, that restaurant is near the facility serving a Huawei Technologies executive.

The move is a clear indication China wants "to keep tabs on the rest of the world."

Previously, he said, between 2012 and 2017 that nation downloaded – secretly – data from the computers at the Beijing-donated and Chinese-built headquarters of the African Union in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia through ... Huawei servers.

And Beijing's desire for data prompted it to give tens of billions of dollar to Huawei so that company, the world's largest maker of telecom networking gear, is integral to 5G networks.

That fifth generation of wireless communications "makes possible the Internet of Things, which will connect virtually all the world's devices, from cars to toasters to pacemakers," he said.

So far, Canada has not responded to the active camera monitoring, even though the province's Personal Information Protection Act does not allow the operation, he said.

"So far, the Haidilao Hot Pot restaurant — and China — have gotten off scot-free," he said.

"China's Communist Party wants to know everything that happens everywhere. So far, the Western democracies do not seem to be putting up much of a fight," he said.

DeSantis on Notion of Systemic Racism in America: A ‘Bunch of Horse Manure’

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During an appearance on Fox News’ “The Ingraham Angle,” Republican Florida Governor Ron DeSantis said that America is not a systemically racist country, calling the notion “a bunch of horse manure.”

“Give me a break. This country has had more opportunity for more people than any country in the history of the world,” DeSantis said.

“And doesn’t matter where you trace your ancestry from. We’ve had people that have been able to succeed and all. And here’s the problem with things like critical race theory that they are peddling. They are basically saying all our institutions are bankrupt and they’re illegitimate. Okay, so how do you have a society if everything in your society is illegitimate?” said the governor.

DeSantis noted that critical race theory is getting banned in Florida public schools.

“It’s a very harmful ideology, and I would say really a race-based version of a Marxist-type ideology. So we banned it here in our schools in here Florida. We are not going to put any tax dollars to critical race theory. We want to treat people as individuals, not as members of groups.”

“There’s no room in our classrooms for things like critical race theory. Teaching kids to hate their country and to hate each other is not worth one red cent of taxpayer money,” he said in March.

On April 27, Reps. Doug Lamborn (R-Colo.) and Jeff Duncan (R-S.C.) wrote a letter (pdf) to Education Secretary Miguel Cardona saying that they have “deep concern” about a criterion prioritization recently proposed for a $5.3 million American History and Civics Education grant, which would give higher concern to courses that include the New York Times’ 1619 Project and the teachings of critical race theorist Ibram X. Kendi.

“Students should learn about the uniqueness and greatness of the American systems and the challenges we have overcome as a nation,” the letter reads. “It is therefore counterproductive and even dangerous to allow our vulnerable school children to be taught the falsehoods prevalent in the 1619 Project or in Ibram X. Kendi’s ‘How to Be an Anti-Racist.'”

Former President Donald Trump is floating the idea of running for president in 2024 and might consider DeSantis as a running mate.

“I endorsed Ron, and after I endorsed him, he took off like a rocket ship,” Trump told Fox Business on April 29. “He’s done a great job as governor. I’m saying what I read and what you read, they love that ticket. Certainly, Ron would be considered. He’s a great guy.”

Voters Advance 2 Republicans, No Democrats in Texas Special Election Runoff Race

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Two Republicans will advance to a runoff as the top two vote-getters in the race for Texas’s 6th Congressional District, after no one in the 23-candidate field won an outright majority of votes on May 1.

Republicans Susan Wright, wife of the late Rep. Ron Wright, finished with 19 percent of the vote, while Jake Ellzey garnered 14 percent. Democrat Jana Lynne Sanchez finished third with 13 percent and conceded on May 2.

The development will ensure that a Republican will win the seat to represent the northern Texas district following Ron Wright’s death earlier this year. The date of the runoff hasn’t yet been announced.

The district covers some southeastern parts of Fort Worth along with some rural areas. The race was seen as the first competitive federal election since President Joe Biden took office.

“Democrats have come a long way toward competing in Texas but we still have a way to go,” Sanchez said in a statement. “Unfortunately, tonight we came up short, and two Republicans will be competing to represent this Congressional district.”

On May 1, Wright issued a statement after her victory: “Let’s go win this!” She also used a hashtag for “Make America Great Again,” Trump’s campaign slogan.

On Feb. 7, then-Rep. Ron Wright died of COVID-19 complications, although he had battled cancer for years.

“It’s been challenging at times, but the work goes on and he would want me to do what he did, which is engage with voters, hear what they have to say, and talk to them, so that is what we are doing,” Susan Wright said, according to local media, referring to her late husband.

Trump had endorsed Wright, telling supporters she “will be strong on the Border, Crime, Pro-Life, our brave Military and Vets, and will ALWAYS protect your Second Amendment.”

Democrats had hoped to flip the seat after former President Donald Trump drew a smaller number of votes in the district than he did in 2016. Trump won the district by 3 points in 2020, down from 12 points in 2016.

“Although a Democrat is not advancing to the runoff, yesterday’s incredibly close margins showed that voters are invested in electing Democrats, and are fighting for the representation their communities deserve,” Texas Democratic Party Chairman Gilberto Hinojosa said in a statement on May 2.

“The new Democratic South is rising, and we will continue to rally our movement to take back our state—including as we look toward the 2022 governor’s race,” Hinojosa added. “We’re ready to build Democratic power, ready to defeat Texas Republicans, and ready to elect leaders who defend our rights and put Texans first.”

Clergy vote 'no confidence' in election vendor Dominion

Write to warn county elections officials they are 'playing with fire'
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Members of the clergy in one Ohio county, representing Baptist, Pentecostal, Lutheran, Methodist and independent congregations, have written to county officials warning of their "no confidence" in elections vendor Dominion.

They say, in fact, the county is "playing with fire" by working with the company.

"An honest and secure election process is vital for civic participation," explains the letter signed by 72 members of the clergy in Richland County. "Proverbs 22:1 says, 'A good name is rather to be chosen than great riches.' As local clergy, we believe the following claims by the election machine vendor and its recent conduct raise serious red flags. This tarnished reputation casts doubt over whether this vendor can be a good-faith partner for future elections."

The letter notes that Dominion Voter Systems claims its systems do not rely on internet connectivity, but "this statement appears to be false."

"Ten independent cybersecurity experts specializing in voting systems found larger voting systems in many states connected online, leaving the voting system at risk," they explained. "In fact, the vendor in question even admitted they put modems in some of their tabulators and scanners. Those modems connect to cell phone networks, which in turn, connect to the internet."

Second, the company admitted it "does not recertify its software when threats to its code are discovered."

"Of specific interest to Richland County, the state of Texas denied certification of the vendor in question's Image Cast X 5.5 ballot marking device due to concerns over its vulnerability to fraudulent and unauthorized manipulation."

The letter also suggests Dominions statements about the lack of remote access to voting machines is not supported, and it openly "demonstrated animus toward one presidential candidate during his election campaign."

"The vendor in question's own Voting Systems Officer of Strategy and Security made multiple social posts prior to the 2020 presidential election assuring that this specific candidate would not win," they wrote.

"Unfortunately, sincere questions about the voting system administrated by the election machine vendor have led to intimidation of eyewitnesses who provided sworn affidavits. Requests to have these voting machines forensically audited has also led to unmerciful litigation of individuals totaling billions of dollars; an action which the vendor in question boasts about on its own website," they warned.

Those actions "will ultimately lead to voter suppression."

They ask if citizens, if they question future results, "also be subject to these same bullying tactics by the election machine vendor?"

They charge that the "seeds of distrust" already have been sown by the vendor, and a nearby county as well as the state of Louisiana have ended their deals.

"Due to the recent revelations on its reputation of non-transparency and dishonesty as an election system administrator, we give Dominion Voting Systems 'a vote of no confidence,'" the pastors wrote.

Front Lines Ohio reported the ministers suggested "that under the recommendation of the Richland County Board of Commissioners, the Board of Election replace the election machine vendor to reassure the public local elections are as secure as can be." 

"A false balance is an abomination to the LORD, but a just weight is His delight," quoted Pastor Chad Hayes.

The report explained, "The Ohio clergy say the Republic's days are numbered if citizens are not actively participating in the election process. According to Pastor Les Farley, 'The Bible says the heart is deceitful above all things. If there is no accountability in the election process, a candidate or a political party unchecked will try to win by any means possible, by hook or by crook. We need to get involved.'"

Teachers told to give fake curriculum to parents who complain of 'indoctrination'

'Prior to the pandemic you didn't send everything home or have it available'

Amid complaints from parents that their children are being "indoctrinated," a Missouri school district official is advising English teachers to create a fake curriculum and keep the real one hidden.

The real one is focused on "antiracist" activism and issues of "white privilege," the Daily Wire reported.

The author of the memo is Natalie Fallert, the literacy speech coordinator for grades 6-12 in the Rockwood School District, serving several towns west of St. Louis that are overwhelmingly white.

She told middle and high-school English teachers in the district that parents had been complaining "we are pushing an agenda," "we are pushing Critical Race Theory (I had to look this one up!)," "we are making white kids feel bad about their privilege," we are "stereotyping," "we are teaching kids to be social activists" and "we are teaching kids to be democratic thinkers and activists."

The controversial curriculum included "Intersectionality 101," a video produced by the Southern Poverty Law Center. A handout for fifth-graders teaches "Michael Brown was murdered just steps from his mother's home in Ferguson, Missouri." And it says: "Disruption is the new world order. It is the way in which those who are denied power access power."

The complaints have come, the Daily Wire noted, as online teaching under COVID-19 protocols enables parents to see classroom instruction for the first time.

The assignments are now visible to at-home learners in a tool called Canvas. So Fallert has a solution:

This doesn't mean throw out the lesson and find a new one. Just pull the resource off Canvas so parents cannot see it …

Are students being harmfully indoctrinated in government schools?
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Keep teaching! Just don't make everything visible on Canvas. This is not being deceitful. This is just doing what you have done for years. Prior to the pandemic you didn't send everything home or have it available. You taught in your classroom and things were peachy keen. We are going old-school. …

You could Duplicate an entry/lesson in Canvas (making 2 copies) Publish ONE for the whole class that is a LEAN version of the lesson. The "original" that has all the stuff on it, can be published and only assigned to specific students (IF NEEDED), OR you could specifically email those students a copy of what they need.

The reason I say "make a copy" You can publish the NEW one that has less information on it. Then for that kid who is all virtual and needs to full lesson, you can publish it and assign it ONLY that kid…

Anything that "could" be picked apart I would suggest using this above approach… Again I wouldn't throw it out, but you could just not give them access to the story.

When you get to Power Imbalances – You might remove the two examples and just go over them in class (same as above). …

I hate that we are even having to have this conversation. 29 days and counting!

When parents learned of Fallert's memo, Shelley Willott, assistant superintendent of learning and support services, engaged in damage control.

She sent out an email to parents on April 23 expressing "regret" for the memo and declaring the district views parents as "allies" in the education of "our children."

"Yesterday an email was sent to middle and high school English Language Arts teachers from a district-level staff member that suggested teachers hide or alter content visible to parents in our learning management system," Willott wrote. "We want to assure you that the message was not reviewed or approved by anyone before it was sent. Asking teachers to conceal anything from parents does not reflect the mission, vision and values of the Rockwood School District and is counter to the goals set forth in our strategic plan, The Way Forward."

Willott acknowledged the memo "impacts the trust that is crucial for our partnership to be successful."

"Although we cannot share specifics related to a personnel matter, we can assure you that we find the email unacceptable, and it is certainly being addressed," she said.

District spokesman David Morrison told the Daily Wire classroom materials will continue to be posted online. And the district will train educators "on how to curate books so that teachers are giving students a wide variety of choices in their learning materials." He said teachers will be asked "to provide parents with book choices before a unit of study starts and information about read alouds that will be done in the classroom as part of regular communications with parents (i.e. weekly newsletters)."

'A disaster for this country'
The Biden administration, meanwhile, has submitted a new rule that would fund critical race theory in public schools.

Stanley Kurtz, writing for National Review Online, warns it would be "a disaster for this country."

"Put that new rule together with the massive federal Civics Secures Democracy Act that pushes both leftist 'action civics' and Critical Race Theory, and K–12 education in America will be transformed beyond recognition."

"Action civics" is a style of education described as learning by doing, with a focus on "collective action."

Kurtz, a senior fellow at the Ethics and Public Policy Center who has taught at Harvard University and the University of Chicago, said the way to stop the "power play" is through state legislation that keeps both action civics and critical race theory out of K–12.

He has formulated a legislative proposal called the Partisanship Out of Civics Act that does both, noting that most states are considering bills that bar only CRC.

On Monday, as WND reported, Idaho became the first state in the nation to put a bill on a governor's desk that would ban critical race theory in public schools.

Action civics is just as dangerous as critical race theory, Kurtz contended, "and in fact is directly allied with it."

He pointed out that the "new ultra-woke Critical Race Theory-inspired teaching standards in Illinois even encourage teachers to substitute 'social justice work' and 'action civics projects' for traditional testing when determining a student’s grade."

Kurtz warned that if the federal Civics Secures Democracy Act passes before the start of the 2022 state legislative session, it may be too late to keep action civics and critical race theory out of the states.

FBI Spied on Giuliani, Trump ICloud Communications During Impeachment Push: Giuliani
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Former New York City Mayor Rudy Giuliani said that the FBI surveilled his and former President Donald Trump’s iCloud chats during impeachment hearings in 2019.

In an interview over the weekend, Giuliani, whose home was searched by federal agents last week, said that his lawyer, Robert Costello, was told by the U.S. Attorney’s Office in Manhattan that the alleged wiretapping took place.

“He asked [the prosecutor] to repeat it because he couldn’t believe it was true,” he told WABC radio in New York. “To me they just trashed the president of the United States.”

When House Democrats launched their impeachment inquiry against Trump over his phone call with Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky, Giuliani, who had been Trump’s personal attorney, said he was communicating with the president.

“Meanwhile, the Justice Department, while I’m defending him on that with others, invaded my iCloud,” Giuliani said. “I can’t fathom that would be done to an ordinary citizen,” he said. “The president doesn’t have any more rights than anybody else, but he doesn’t have any less. To me, they just trashed the president of the United States like he has no constitutional rights.”

Elaborating, Giuliani said he carried out a number of conversations with the president that could ostensibly be retrieved from the Apple-based system that backs up emails, text messages, photos, documents, and much more.

“Unless these people have no ethics or any sense of what it means to be a lawyer, what you do when you do that, people who listen to this now say how can I trust talking to my lawyer,” he said. “The government may come in and start listening to it or might try to see text of memoranda.”

The Epoch Times has contacted the Department of Justice (DOJ) for comment.

Last week, after agents searched his home and confiscated several electronic devices, the former mayor disputed allegations that he represented a foreign national.

“I never represented a Ukrainian national or official before the United States government. I’ve declined it several times. I’ve had contracts in countries like Ukraine. In the contract is a clause that says I will not engage in lobbying or foreign representation. I don’t do it because I felt it would be too compromising,” Giuliani told Tucker Carlson on Fox News on April 29.

DOJ officials didn’t immediately respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment following the raid.

In late 2019, amid the first House impeachment inquiry against Trump about a conversation he had with Ukraine’s president in July of that year, prosecutors charged two alleged former associates to Giuliani, Lev Parnas and Igor Fruman, with unrelated crimes regarding alleged campaign finance violations. Giuliani had legally represented Parnas.

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Judge Rejects Democrats’ Bid to Immediately Halt Arizona 2020 Election Audit
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An Arizona judge on April 28 rejected an attempt by the Arizona Democratic Party to immediately halt an audit of the 2020 election in the state’s largest county.

Maricopa County Superior Court Judge Daniel Martin said Democrats didn’t provide “substantive evidence of any breaches or threatened breaches of voter privacy.”

The lawsuit, filed just before the audit started last week, may ultimately succeed, the judge added. But it fell short of the “strong likelihood” of succeeding standard required for a temporary restraining order.

Martin also expressed doubt that the balance of hardship in the case or public policy favors the plaintiffs—two factors that are needed to grant the order.

Arizona Democrats must now decide whether to seek a review of the ruling from a higher court or to advance to an evidentiary hearing to try to make their case for an injunction.

Lawyers for the party had argued that Cyber Ninjas, one of four firms hired by the Arizona Senate to conduct the audit, didn’t properly train their personnel and hadn’t implemented plans for security procedures, such as securing ballots.

But the exhibits they entered, including local news reports alleging lax security at the Arizona Veterans Memorial Coliseum in Phoenix, where the audit is taking place, didn’t contain enough evidence to convince the judge to halt the process.

Martin said he took into account how the audit has already started and that halting it would cause a “significant disruption.”

Earlier in the proceeding, the judge ruled against Cyber Ninjas’ attempt to file under seal documents the company described as sensitive. The company failed to show an overriding interest exists that supports filing under seal and overcomes the right of public access to the information, he ruled.

The hearing took place one day after Martin, who took over the case after the previous judge recused himself, decided against halting the audit. But he also said he could stop it during the next hearing, stoking further interest in the April 28 proceedings.

Defendants have asserted that the coliseum and approximately 2.1 million ballots being reviewed, along with machines used in the election, are properly secured.

Former Republican Secretary of State Ken Bennett, tapped by the state Senate to be the audit liaison, told reporters that the facility is under armed guard 24 hours a day, seven days a week.

Only he and one other person have keys to unlock the containers the ballots are being held in when they’re not being counted, he added.

“We have to do everything we can to protect the sanctity of the ballot box. We’re never going to get 100 percent of the people to agree on who should win the election, but we should have as close as possible to 100 percent of the people who have confidence that the election process was done with integrity, and that’s what we’re here to do,” Bennett said during an April 27 press conference.

Critics including Arizona Secretary of State Katie Hobbs have called the audit unnecessary, pointing to reviews done after the 2020 election that uncovered little fraud.

“It’s clear now that there’s really nothing valid that’s going to come out of this exercise,” Hobbs, a Democrat, said during an appearance on MSNBC’s “Rachel Maddow Show” on April 27.

“All this is going to do is continue to undermine voters’ confidence in the process.”

Arizona Republican Party Chair Kelli Ward, appearing on Newsmax around the same time, accused Democrats of trying to delay the audit.

“They’re trying to throw as many problems into the process that they can to slow this down,” she said.

John Brakey, co-founder of Audit USA and a progressive Democrat, was appointed by Bennett as assistant liaison to try to stem some criticism from the left of the audit. Brakey told reporters that the 2020 election was not audited before.

Even the hand-count audit of the primary election only reviewed 1 percent, or 25 ballot batches, Brakey noted, in contrast to the full review currently going on.

That count took roughly 100 people appointed by county party chairs about a day and a half, a county spokeswoman told The Epoch Times via email.

Workers in the current audit have counted about 100,000 ballots as of April 27, according to Bennett.

3 Dead, 27 Injured After Suspected Human ‘Smuggling’ Boat Capsizes Near San Diego: Officials

At least three people died and 27 more were injured after a suspected smuggling boat capsized off Point Loma in San Diego on Sunday, authorities confirmed.

Crew members pulled 25 people from the water, said the San Diego Fire-Rescue Department on Twitter earlier on Sunday. Officials said that 23 were injured and two died.

Later, Jose Ysea, a spokesman with the San Diego Fire-Rescue Department, told The Associated Press that 27 people were injured and three died.

Chief Patrol Agent Aaron M. Heitke said the capsized boat was part of a “suspected maritime smuggling event.”

Federal officials are still searching the water in vessels and aircraft for anyone else in the water, according to the fire department.

Border Patrol officials told KPBS that the boat, which overturned off Point Loma, is suspected of being part of a human smuggling operation. And a San Diego fire official also said the boat was suspected of being used by smugglers to bring people illegally into the United States, according to the Los Angeles Times.

“It is very rocky over there, and the waves, while they weren’t too high, they looked pretty strong,” Ysea told the Union-Tribune.

Several Coast Guard vessels were deployed and were searching for victims, Supervisory Border Patrol Agent Jeffery Stephenson told the paper.

San Diego City Councilmember Jen Campbell, who represents the district including Point Loma, wrote on Twitter that she was monitoring the situation.

“While we wait for an official update, my thoughts are with those impacted and the many emergency personnel responding to the scene,” she added.

On Thursday, border officials intercepted a panga-type vessel traveling without navigation lights 11 miles (18 kilometers) off the coast of Point Loma with 21 people on board. The crew took all 15 men and six women into custody. Agents determined all were Mexican citizens with no legal status to enter the U.S., according to a statement released by Customs and Border Protection. Two of the people on the boat, the suspected smugglers, will face federal charges, it said.

Border Patrol on Friday said law enforcement officials would be ramping up operations to disrupt maritime smuggling off the coast of San Diego this weekend.

As warmer weather comes to San Diego, there is a misperception that it will make illegal crossings safer or easier, the agency said in a statement.

The Epoch Times has contacted the Department of Homeland Security for comment.

Arkansas Governor Allows Bill That Bans Agencies From Training Employees Critical Race Theory

On Monday, Arkansas Gov. Asa Hutchinson, a Republican, allowed a bill that prevents government agencies from training employees on divisive concepts of race and sex to become law without his signature.

The law S.B. 627 prohibits agencies from teaching employees, contractors, or any other group “divisive concepts” during racial and cultural sensitivity training. These concepts include teaching employees that the United States is fundamentally racist or sexist, or that one race or sex is inherently superior to another race or sex.

The measure was introduced as an effort to push back on “critical race theory,” which is a doctrine that redefines America’s history by claiming the nation was built through the struggle between “oppressors” (white people) and the “oppressed” (everybody else). The doctrine parallels Marxism’s reduction of human history to a struggle between the “bourgeoisie” and the “proletariat.”

It has also been heavily promulgated throughout academia, entertainment, government, schools, and corporations in recent years and rose to new prominence following activism triggered by the police-involved death of George Floyd.

In a statement to the Associated Press, Hutchinson explained that he didn’t sign the bill because he believes the measure “does not address any problem that exists.”

“And the paperwork and manpower requirements are unnecessary,” he added.

Hutchinson’s press office did not immediately respond to The Epoch Times’ request for comment.

The law does not apply to public schools, colleges, and universities, law enforcement training, or local governments. It also states that agencies are not precluded from promoting racial, cultural, or ethnic diversity or inclusiveness as long as those efforts are consistent with the law.

This comes as a line of Republican-led states are considering or have passed measures that prevent the instruction of critical race theory in schools. The Oklahoma state legislature voted to pass a similar bill last week. Meanwhile, lawmakers in a Tennessee House Committee have sent a proposal preventing critical race theory instruction in classrooms to the House floor.

In one of his first executive actions in the White House, President Joe Biden rescinded his predecessor’s ban of critical race theory in federal workplaces. Former President Donald Trump’s September 2020 executive order declared that diversity and inclusion training for federal employees should not promote “un-American” and “divisive concepts.”

Biden instead issued an executive order stating that the federal government must pursue “a comprehensive approach to advancing equity for all.”

The Biden administration has also promoted the doctrine in its policies. For example, the Department of Education has newly announced a proposed priority criteria for a $5.3 million American History and Civics Education grant that will prioritize education programs incorporating the ideas of the New York Times’ 1619 Project and critical race theorist Ibram X. Kendi into their teaching.

“The proposed priority would support projects that incorporate culturally and linguistically responsive learning environments,” the administration said.

In a letter (pdf) to Education Secretary Miguel Cardona, Reps. Doug Lamborn (R-Colo.) and Jeff Duncan (R-S.C.) said they have “deep concern” for the new proposal.

“Students should learn about the uniqueness and greatness of the American systems and the challenges we have overcome as a nation,” the letter reads in part. “It is therefore counterproductive and even dangerous to allow our vulnerable school children to be taught the falsehoods prevalent in the 1619 Project or in Ibram X. Kendi’s ‘How to Be an Anti-Racist.’”

Pentagon Watchdog Launches Probe Into Military’s Handling of UFOs
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The Pentagon’s inspector general is evaluating how the Pentagon has responded to unidentified aerial phenomena, including unidentified flying objects UFOs.

In a newly released memorandum, the watchdog said it plans to begin the probe next month.

“The objective of this evaluation is to determine the extent to which the DoD has taken actions regarding Unidentified Aerial Phenomena,” or UAP, Randolph Stone, assistant inspector general, wrote to top officials, including the secretaries of the military departments.

“We may revise the objective as the evaluation proceeds, and we will consider suggestions from management for additional or revised objectives,” he added.

The Pentagon’s Unidentified Aerial Phenomena Task Force is scheduled to release a report on its findings in June. The countdown was triggered by the passing of the December 2020 stimulus bill.

The report should include “detailed analysis of unidentified phenomena data collected by” various intelligence methods, such as geospatial intelligence, and “a detailed analysis of data of the FBI, which was derived from investigations of intrusions of unidentified aerial phenomena data over restricted United States airspace,” according to the Senate Intelligence Committee, which is overseeing the report’s production.

The task force was established last year. The Pentagon said it was established “to improve its understanding of, and gain insight into, the nature and origins of UAPS.

“The mission of the task force is to detect, analyze and catalog UAPs that could potentially pose a threat to U.S. national security,” it added at the time.

John Ratcliffe, the former director of national intelligence, said the report would detail more information than has been released before.

“There are a lot more sightings than have been made public,” he said on Fox News in March.

“Some of those have been declassified. And when we talk about sightings, we are talking about objects that have been seen by Navy or Air Force pilots, or have been picked up by satellite imagery that frankly engages in actions that are difficult to explain. Movements that are hard to replicate that we don’t have the technology for. Or traveling at speeds that exceed the sound barrier without a sonic boom,” he added.

The new evaluation will be performed at the offices of Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin, as well as a slew of other offices. Each top official was told to provide the inspector general’s office with a point of contact for the evaluation within 5 days of the memo, which was disseminated on Monday.

The Pentagon did not return a request for comment on the memo.

Former President Donald Trump in a new interview said his supporters will be pleased when asked about the possibility of running in 2024.

“The answer is I’m absolutely enthused. I look forward to doing an announcement at the right time. As you know, it’s very early, but I think people are going to be very, very happy when I make a certain announcement,” Trump told The Daily Wire’s Candace Owens in an interview released late Tuesday.

“And, you know, for campaign finance reasons, you really can’t do it too early, because it becomes a whole different thing. Otherwise, I’d give you an answer that I think you’d be very happy with,” he added. “All I’d say is: stay tuned.”

Campaign finance laws strictly delineate how official candidates can handle money and require quarterly disclosure of all funds raised.

Trump has regularly teased a third presidential run, but is planning to hold off on announcing his decision until after the 2022 midterm elections, he has said.

Republicans believe they can flip the House of Representatives and the Senate next year before getting the White House back, though Democrats are confident in their ability to maintain control of all three.

The 2024 Republican field would change dramatically with Trump’s inclusion. Because of his popularity among GOP voters, he would instantly become the favorite to win the party’s nomination. But if he decides against running again, he would position himself as a kingmaker whose endorsement could easily lead to a win for a new candidate, such as Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis or Sen. Josh Hawley (R-Mo.).

Owens, a strong supporter of Trump, floated her name as a possible vice presidential candidate in the event he does run for a third time.

“That’s very interesting. Wow, what a good choice. That would be fantastic,” Trump responded. “You would be fantastic. And you know, I really appreciate the job you do. And everybody does.”

Owens released several clips from the interview but the full back-and-forth is for subscribers only.

She launched the new show in March. She said it would be “uplifting, funny, political.”

Previous interviews have included podcast host Dave Rubin, UFC President Dana White, and former baseball player Aubrey Huff.

Sidney Powell: America is now a 'Communist regime'

'They're feeding lies to the American people very single day'

One of the lawyers who fought, without a lot of success, to have evidence of fraud in the 2020 presidential election reviewed by the courts in America has delivered a harsh verdict on the state of the nation under President Joe Biden.

Sidney Powell, a former federal prosecutor, worked on cases that, had they succeeded, would have been to the benefit of President Trump.

They argued various state election systems mishandled mailed ballots, absentee ballots and even suggested fraudulent ballots, with huge dumps of votes all for Biden sometimes appearing in the dark-of-the-night hours.

She was interviewed on The Talk of Pittsburgh radio, the Rose Unplugged show.

"The world is absolutely upside down because this country is upside down," she charged. "They're feeding lies to the American people very single day. Just the fact that they're saying Biden is president is a lie because we've still got to resolve the election issue."

While the allegations of deception and mishandling of ballots never got reviewed – most judges dismissed the cases on technicalities – what is not in question is that in multiple states where Biden narrowly was the winner state officials changed state laws to accommodate some ballots.

The difficulty with that is that the Constitution requires state lawmakers to control those variables.

Do you agree with Sidney Powell on this issue?

The Gateway Pundit explained Powell said, "We are living under a Communist totalitarian regime. If the voting machine companies had nothing to hide, they wouldn’t be hiding anything."

She charged there were millions of fraudulent votes for Biden in 2020.

Even after her lawsuits over the election were closed down, Powell remained unshaken.

Earlier, she told Erskine Radio in an interview that there is "more than enough evidence in the public now to more than reverse the election in at least five states."

"There’s all kind of precedent for fixing what happened in this election from Bush vs. Gore to other cases as well," she said, the Gateway Pundit reported.

Powell said the existence of "fractionalized votes" weighted in favor of Joe Biden, created by a computer algorithm, can be proved in multiple counties. And it could be proved across the country, she said, "if anybody would issue an order allowing inspection of the machines."

She noted that federal law calls for election records to be kept for 22 months.

"In this case it requires forensic evaluations of the machines and looking at all of the paper ballots. We already know that’s not going to match up," she said. "There were counterfeit ballots. People were saying, 'Oh, well they did a full audit in Georgia.' Well, if you just keep running the same counterfeit bill through the same counting machine you’re going to get the same result."

Here the interview:
She said there's no reasonable explanation for the courts not having reviewed the evidence.

Going on right now in Arizona is a fully audit of all 2.1 million ballots from Maricopa County. Results are expected in a couple of weeks but Democrats repeatedly have gone to court to try to have the results suppressed.

She noted that more than 5,000 people have signed sworn affidavits as witnesses of election anomalies or fraud.

Powell served in the Department of Justice for 10 years and for the last 20 years has devoted her private practice to federal appeals. She was the youngest assistant U.S attorney and later became chief of the appellate section for the Western and Northern Districts of Texas.

Justices Clarence Thomas, Samuel Alito and Neil Gorsuch took a minority position at the Supreme Court when it rejected several election disputes, arguing that the court should have taken up election challenges from Pennsylvania.

Thomas warned of "catastrophic" consequences if the court doesn't address the issue of authorities "changing the rules in the middle of the game."

University of California at Irvine Professor Rick Hasen on his Election Law Blog wrote it's "a ticking time bomb" that the Supreme Court "is going to have to resolve."

Hasen wrote: "So why didn’t the court go further in this case? My guess is that it is either the fact that the case is moot (and the court would rather address the issue in the context of a live case, but with lower stakes) or because the Trump cases are somewhat radioactive at the court. Given former President Trump’s continued false statements that the election was stolen, the case would become a further vehicle to argue that the election results were illegitimate. It would thrust the court back in the spotlight on an issue the justices showed repeatedly they wanted to avoid.

"So the bottom line is that the independent state legislature doctrine hangs out there, as a ticking time bomb, waiting to go off in a future case," he said.

Thomas said the Pennsylvania cases "provide us with an ideal opportunity to address just what authority non-legislative officials have to set election rules, and to do so well before the next election cycle."

"The refusal to do so is inexplicable."

He said there's little dispute about the facts:

The Constitution gives to each state legislature authority to determine the 'Manner' of federal elections. … Yet both before and after the 2020 election, nonlegislative officials in various states took it upon themselves to set the rules instead. As a result, we received an unusually high number of petitions and emergency applications contesting those changes. The petitions here present a clear example. The Pennsylvania Legislature established an unambiguous deadline for receiving mail-in ballots: 8 p.m. on election day. Dissatisfied, the Pennsylvania Supreme Court extended that deadline by three days. The court also ordered officials to count ballots received by the new deadline even if there was no evidence—such as a postmark—that the ballots were mailed by election day. That decision to rewrite the rules seems to have affected too few ballots to change the outcome of any federal election. But that may not be the case in the future.

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McALLEN, Texas—With Border Patrol agents overwhelmed by family groups and unaccompanied minors, more illegal aliens are escaping into the interior of the United States and fewer drugs are being seized.

During April, more than 177,000 illegal immigrants were apprehended by Border Patrol, according to preliminary Customs and Border Protection (CBP) numbers, as provided to Jaeson Jones, former captain in the Texas Department of Public Safety.

A further 42,620 illegal aliens escaped arrest by Border Patrol, which are known as “gotaways.”

During February and March, the gotaway number was around 30,000 per month, or 1,000 per day. That’s now up to almost 1,400 per day.

“What gotaway numbers really signify is the level of infiltration coming into the country that’s getting past CBP at the border,” Jones told The Epoch Times.

The gotaway number is generally considered a conservative amount, as many more are believed to have slipped through undetected. The number is calculated from agents submitting information on anyone they observed getting away, or they noticed clues (including tracks or debris) signifying that someone has gotten through, or from cameras or sensors.

The gotaway numbers don’t reflect the number of illegal border-crossers who run back to Mexico if they’re chased—those are counted separately as “turnbacks,” and for April, that number was around 14,500. Most likely, those people will continue to try until they get through.

The increasing gotaway number reflects Border Patrol’s focus being forced into humanitarian care as single males and females slip through the gaps.

“But it also signifies something else and that is that more drugs are also flowing into the country. If you can’t catch the people, you can’t catch the dope either,” Jones said.

The number of gotaways is being reflected in the issues that counties north of the border are currently facing.

At least five Texas counties have issued declarations of local disaster, while one school district is warning its parents to “please be watchful of your children as they are playing outside, walking home from school, or generally out of the house.”

Landowners and ranchers dozens of miles north of the border have long dealt with illegal aliens traversing their land as they try to evade Border Patrol highway checkpoints and law enforcement. They commonly leave gates open, which mixes stock; destroy fences and gates; light fires; break into properties; and steal valuables.

But today’s human smugglers and illegal aliens evading capture are different. The smugglers are armed, and the illegal aliens are often convicted criminals.

While the Biden administration has called the unprecedented surge in numbers a “challenge,” neither the president nor the vice president has visited the border.

On April 25, when a reporter asked Vice President Kamala Harris why she hasn’t visited the southern border, she replied, “I’m not going to play political games.”

White House press secretary Jen Psaki said on May 4, “After coming into office, our administration immediately jumped into action to address the influx of migrants at the border—something that began during and was exacerbated by the Trump administration.”

However, the number of total apprehensions by Border Patrol this April (177,431) is 10 times the apprehensions from April 2020, when Border Patrol caught 17,106 people. In 2019, during the previous crisis, the number was 109,415.

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American History Is Being Falsified to Sow Political Division: Mary Grabar

Mary Grabar, author of the upcoming book “Debunking the 1619 Project: Exposing the Plan to Divide America,” told Epoch TV’s Crossroads program that the controversial 1619 Project skews American history for divisive political ends.

The 1619 Project attempts to cast the Atlantic slave trade as the dominant factor in the founding of America, rather than ideals such as individual liberty and natural rights. The initiative has been widely panned by historians and political scientists, with some critics calling it a bid to rewrite U.S. history through a left-wing lens.

In the interview, Grabar criticized the project for inaccuracies such as the American Revolution having been fought to preserve the institution of slavery rather than for seeking independence from Britain.

“The way the 1619 Project presents it, it’s an oversimplified form,” Grabar said, referring to the dynamics of slavery and growing opposition to it ahead of the 1776 Declaration of Independence and the Revolutionary War.

Grabar said the situation was that Britain was deeply vested in the slave trade and that, “they were actually encouraging the colonies to use slave labor, because they were leading in the international slave trade.”

“They were making a lot of money, and they wanted the colonies to have the slaves,” Grabar insisted, adding that the reality of the dynamics around slavery in America run counter to the claims made by proponents of the 1619 Project.

The 1619 Project was inaugurated by an essay by New York Times writer Nikole Hannah-Jones, who essentially made the argument that what drove America’s founders to seek independence from Britain was a desire to continue owning slaves.

“Conveniently left out of our founding mythology is the fact that one of the primary reasons some of the colonists decided to declare their independence from Britain was because they wanted to protect the institution of slavery,” Hannah-Jones wrote, arguing further that the profits from slave labor empowered America’s founders to push for independence.

“In other words, we may never have revolted against Britain if some of the founders had not understood that slavery empowered them to do so; nor if they had not believed that independence was required in order to ensure that slavery would continue,” Hannah-Jones wrote, adding, “It is not incidental that 10 of this nation’s first 12 presidents were enslavers, and some might argue that this nation was founded not as a democracy but as a slavocracy.”

Grabar said in the interview that this interpretation is inaccurate.

“It’s the opposite of what Hannah-Jones … is saying,” Grabar said, adding that it wasn’t until 1787 that the abolitionist movement started in England, around four years after the 1783 Treaty of Paris was signed, which officially ended the American Revolutionary War.

“A lot of the narratives being pushed right now are also these ideas that the whole history of America was basically some type of tyranny,” Grabar said, rather than the fact that the “American system was trying to fight against tyranny of different kinds.”

“The American model for world governance was always based on that,” Grabar said, referring to fighting against tyranny. She added that what we are now seeing with the 1619 Project “is a reversal of that whole narrative.”

She argued that the broader context for such distortions of history is to cast America as fundamentally tyrannical, facilitating the replacement of its free-market capitalist system with a socialistic regime.

But socialism “hasn’t worked anywhere,” Grabar said. “It’s just produced a lot of misery and death and subjugation.”

Other historians have widely criticized the 1619 Project, with Pulitzer Prize-winning historian Gordon Wood calling it “so wrong in so many ways.” Another Pulitzer Prize-winner, James McPherson, the dean of Civil War historians, argues that it presents an “unbalanced, one-sided account” that leaves out key historical facts.

Thomas Mackaman, a history professor at King’s College in Wilkes-Barre, Pennsylvania, told The Wall Street Journal that, in his view, the American Revolution didn’t establish a “slavocracy,” as Hannah-Jones suggests, but it instead “brought slavery in for questioning in a way that had never been done before” by “raising universal human equality as a fundamental principle.”

Recently, 37 Republicans led by Senate Minority Leader Mitch McConnell (R-Ky.) penned a letter to Education Secretary Miguel Cardona urging him to remove the 1619 Project from federal grant programs, arguing it distorts American history for divisive political ends.

In a proposed new rule released April 19, the Education Department outlined new priority criteria for a $5.3 million American History and Civics Education grant, as well as exemplary materials for K-12 educators to use, including the 1619 Project.

“Our nation’s youth do not need activist indoctrination that fixates solely on past flaws and splits our nation into divided camps. Taxpayer-supported programs should emphasize the shared civic virtues that bring us together, not push radical agendas that tear us apart,” McConnell and his GOP colleagues wrote in the letter (pdf).

Governor Noem Signs Pledge to Restore ‘Patriotic Education’ in Schools

South Dakota Gov. Kristi Noem said she signed a pledge this week that aims to restore “patriotic education” as liberals push critical race theory in the school curriculum. Republicans like Noem have criticized the race curriculum for sowing division and hate, and teaching anti-American values to students.

In a Twitter post earlier this week, Noem said she is the first candidate in the country to sign a promise called “The 1776 Pledge to Save Our Schools.”

“Teaching our children & grandchildren to hate their own country & pitting them against one another on the basis of race or sex is shameful & must be stopped. I’m proud to be the 1st candidate in America to sign ‘The 1776 Pledge to Save Our Schools,” wrote Noem.

The pledge, signed by Noem, promises to take steps to restore “honest, patriotic education that cultivates in our children a profound love for our country,” and teach “that all children are created equal, have equal moral value under God, our Constitution, and the law.” It also will “Prohibit any curriculum that pits students against one another on the basis of race or sex” and “Prevent schools from politicizing education.”

“In partnership with @1776ActionOrg, @RealBenCarson is helping to stop this woke, anti-American indoctrination at the state and local level & this pledge is a vital tool for clarity & accountability,” wrote Noem in the Twitter post.

Noem penned an opinion piece for Fox News with former Housing and Urban Development Secretary Ben Carson on Monday, dubbing critical race theory as a “radical concept” and writing that the curriculum “pits them against one another on the basis of race and gender under the guise of achieving ‘equity.’”

The organization, 1776 Action, was created to counter ideas like critical race theory and advocate for education based on former President Donald Trump’s 1776 commission, which was created to bring back the teaching of the founding documents.

The governor’s announcement comes as Republicans across the nation are trying to prevent the teaching of critical race theory, and are expressing concern about the Biden administration prioritizing the funding of educational programs that incorporate the ideas of the 1619 Project into their teaching of U.S. history and civics, reorienting bipartisan programs “away from their intended purposes toward a politicized and divisive agenda.”

In a proposed new rule (pdf) released April 19, the Education Department outlined new priority criteria for a $5.3 million American History and Civics Education grant, as well as exemplary materials for K-12 educators to use. Specifically, the Education Department cited the “1619 Project,” and critical race theorist Ibram X. Thirty-seven Republicans led by Senate Minority Leader Mitch McConnell (R-Ky.) on Thursday penned a letter to Education Secretary Miguel Cardona urging him to remove the 1619 Project from federal grant programs, arguing it skews American history for divisive political ends.

“Our nation’s youth do not need activist indoctrination that fixates solely on past flaws and splits our nation into divided camps. Taxpayer-supported programs should emphasize the shared civic virtues that bring us together, not push radical agendas that tear us apart,” McConnell and his GOP colleagues wrote in the letter (pdf).

Nikole Hannah-Jones, the creator of the 1619 Project responded to the GOP criticism of the project during an interview with MSNBC on Monday, saying that the 1619 curriculum being allowed in schools is a matter of free speech.

“This isn’t a project about trying to teach children that our country is evil, but it is a project trying to teach children the truth about what our country was based upon, and it’s only in really confronting that truth—slavery was foundational to the United States,” and 100 years of legalized discrimination, said Hannah-Jones.  “Mitch McConnell and others like him want for our children to get a propagandistic nationalistic understanding of history that is not about facts, but it is about how they would want to pretend that our country is.”

FBI Raid Appears to Be ‘Political Retaliation’ Against Giuliani, Trump: Basham

The FBI’s recent raid of Rudy Giuliani’s apartment and office appears to be a form of retaliation against him and one of his clients, former President Donald Trump, the Democracy Institute’s Patrick Basham says.

“From the outside, it appears crystal clear that this is a political retaliation against Giuliani and against Trump and the Trump inner circle, more broadly defined,” Basham, director of the think tank, told NTD, part of Epoch Media Group, in a recent interview.

FBI agents seized devices belonging to Giuliani in the April 28 raid, according to court filings.

Giuliani’s lawyer has said the search warrants suggested Giuliani illegally neglected to register as a foreign agent. He and Giuliani have disputed the accusation.

The FBI declined to comment via email.

Basham said the FBI has increasingly been used as a political tool in recent years, with Trump and those close to him bearing the brunt of the impact.

“What has happened with the FBI clearly over the past several years—at a minimum—is that the FBI has been weaponized for political purposes. In recent years, that has been primarily against Trump and those surrounding him,” Basham said.

“What the FBI is trying to do here is not I think so much get Rudy Giuliani, but get compromising information if it exists on Donald Trump and others in Trump’s inner circle, and most importantly, to scare off, to warn off anyone connected with Donald Trump … so that they steer clear of him and they do not do or say anything in public to support the president,” he added.

Prosecutors in the case asked a judge this week to appoint a special master, or an outside judge, to sift through the records seized from Giuliani and another lawyer, Victoria Toensing, in a bid to combat accusations of political animus. Quoting a judge who agreed to appoint a special master after agents raided Michael Cohen, who at the time was a lawyer for Trump, prosecutors said the appointment of a special master would be “for the ‘perception of fairness, not fairness itself.'”

Basham also reacted to New York Times editor Dean Baquet acknowledging the paper failed to verify information from anonymous sources in falsely stating that Giuliani was briefed by the FBI on allegedly being the target of a Russian intelligence operation.

The New York Times and two other media outlets later corrected their reporting on the matter, though the misinformation still lingers.

“This is what happens when the media don’t check their sources, don’t drill down to the details. And they just go with allegations that are unproven,” Basham told NTD.

“At a minimum, it’s malpractice. We see again and again, the incompetence of mainstream media outlets. Obviously, there’s a litany of errors here. One would like to think, if I can put it in these terms, it is only about incompetence. But the incompetence is so legion, there are so many examples over such a period of time, especially towards President Trump and those of his inner circle, including Rudy Giuliani, it’s hard after a while not to become more cynical, and think that this isn’t simply incompetence—it might actually be conscious misinformation,” he added.

'Woke' Coke pauses 'diversity' quota plan amid intense backlash

Author of soft-drink giant's hiring scheme abruptly resigns
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Amid an intense backlash, Coca-Cola has suspended a controversial diversity plan that punished outside law firms that failed to meet racial diversity quotas.

The move came after the corporation's general counsel, Bradley Gayton, abruptly resigned after less than a year on the job, the New York Post reported.

Under Gayton's plan, law firms doing business with Coca-Cola would be required to commit at least 30% of billed time to "diverse attorneys." And at least half of that portion would have to be billed to black attorneys.

Announcing the plan in January, Gayton said the "hard truth is that our profession is not treating the issue of diversity and inclusion as a business imperative."

"We have a crisis on our hands and we need to commit ourselves to specific actions that will accelerate the diversity of the legal profession," he said.

Critics, however, charged Gayton's policies violated Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, which forbids employers from treating people differently based on their race.

Coca-Cola spokesman Scott Leith said Gayton’s replacement, Monica Howard Douglas, is reviewing the plan.

"When there is a leadership change, it takes time for the new leader to review the current status of the team, organization and initiatives," he said. "Monica is fully committed to the notions of equity and diversity in the legal profession, and we fully expect she will take the time necessary to thoughtfully review any plans going forward."

Last week, the legal defense group Project on Fair Representation published an open letter to Coca-Cola warning its "racial quota requirements" are illegal.

Be 'less white'
In February, Coca-Cola conducted a "Confronting Racism" course for employees that urged them to be "less white."

An internal whistleblower leaked a slide from the class that was posted on Twitter by YouTube commentator Karlyn Borysenko.

"In the U.S. and other Western nations, white people are socialized to feel that they are inherently superior because they are white," the slide said.

It urged employees to "try to be less white." Among the tips were "be less oppressive," "listen," "believe" and "break with white solidarity."

In April, Coca-Cola and others drew criticism from Republican lawmakers for joining in the denouncing of Georgia's election integrity law, which led to Major League Baseball's decision. to withdraw the All-Star Game from Atlanta.

President Biden made false statements about the law, which he called "Jim Crow on steroids," earning him the maximum "Four Pinocchios" from the Washington Post fact-checker.

Republican leaders, including Texas Gov. Gregg Abbott, have argued the Georgia law is no more restrictive than Delaware's election laws, for example, arguing Major League Baseball has "adopted what has turned out to be a false narrative about the election law reforms in Georgia."

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Senator: China playing Biden, Kerry for fools

Beijing's objective is domination, not cooperation

China is playing Joe Biden and his administration for fools, pretending it's a developing country while stealing technology, using forced labor and manipulating markets to its advantage, warns a Republican senator.

U.S. officials such as climate envoy John Kerry act as if the communist regime is willing to cooperate, but Beijing's ultimate aim is domination, wrote Sen. John Barrasso of Wyoming in a commentary for USA Today.

Barrasso, the ranking member of the Senate Energy and Natural Resources Committee and a member of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee, said China is masquerading as a developing country, affording it advantages in agreements such as the Paris Climate Accord.

But its economy has grown 1,000% in the past three decades while surpassing the U.S. in emissions.

Barrasso noted Vice Foreign Minister Le Yucheng's recent statement that it's "not realistic" to expect China to make a new pledge to reduce greenhouse gas emissions.

"There’s every reason to believe him, but the Biden administration is ignoring reality," the senator wrote.

Kerry "has embarked on a quixotic diplomatic quest to get China to cooperate with the United States and do something meaningful to combat climate change."

"China might say there's a climate crisis in a non-binding joint statement with the United States, but its real goal is to become the world’s dominant power — a dangerous prospect for the United States and China’s neighbors," Barrasso said.

'You first'
The senator explained that one reason China has been able to get away with making non-binding agreements with fewer responsibilities is because it's still considered a "developing" country under the United Nation’s Framework Convention on Climate Change.

But China is far from a "developing" nation, Barrasso argues.

When the Framework Convention was signed in 1992, China indeed was a developing country, but it's now the world’s second largest economy.

Nevertheless, in a video meeting with Kerry on April 16, Chinese Vice Premier Han Zheng insisted that as the largest developing and developed countries, China and the United States should observe "common but differentiated responsibilities."

Barrasso explained that's a polite way of saying, "You first."

The Paris Agreement negotiated by Kerry in 2015 perpetuated that developing-developed divide, allowing China to "emit with abandon" until at least 2030.

"Meanwhile, China is perfectly willing to exploit Western climate change concerns for its own ends," Barrasso wrote. "Fueled by subsidies, the Chinese solar industry has cornered the global market. They have stifled innovation and caused many cutting-edge companies in America and Europe to call it quits. China now supplies more than two-thirds of all solar modules. Chinese companies also make up seven of the top 10 wind turbine manufacturers."

He noted that key parts of Chinese solar panels are manufactured in Xinjiang province, where the Muslim Uyghur minority is used as forced labor.

China is also trying to control the critical materials used in many defense and energy technologies. Barrasso warned it would be a mistake for America to "turn our energy dominance over to the whims of foreign powers like China that are actively seeking America’s decline."

"Undermining America’s energy security will not solve climate change," he said.

Kerry’s quest for cooperation with China on climate change is "sadly predictable," the senator said, "but China is not in the cooperation business."

"It’s in the global domination business."

Barrasso recalled President Biden's speech to Congress last week in which the president said he wants to make "sure every nation plays by the same rules in the global economy, including China."

"Yet his administration seems determined to fall for China's grand deception," he said. "China is playing the United States for the fool."

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Florida Gov. DeSantis Signs GOP-Backed Election Bill Limiting Mail-In Voting, Drop Boxes
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Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis on May 6 signed a Republican-backed election integrity law that places restrictions on ballot drop boxes and mail-in ballots.

When signing the bill, the Republican governor said it would place Florida ahead of other states in preventing any potential voter fraud.

“Right now I have what we think is the strongest election integrity measures in the country,” he said. “We’re also banning ballot harvesting. We’re not going to let political operatives go and get satchels of votes and dump them in some dropbox.”

The bill (pdf) would require signature verification for voters; revise distance limits for people at polling places, early voting sites, and related sites; have election workers monitor ballot drop boxes; and include more identification requirements for dropping off ballots.

The legislation would place limits on who can return a finished mail-in ballot and prevent election officials from entering consent agreements; it would also require voters to submit yearly requests for mail-in ballots, according to the text of the bill.

“Drop boxes must be geographically located so as to provide all voters in the county with an equal opportunity to cast a ballot,” the bill states, adding that they “must be monitored in person.”

The “prohibition on the use of private funds for election-related expenses” is an apparent response to Facebook CEO Mark Zuckerberg and other groups having provided funding to some states and locals last year to help run elections. Republicans have expressed concern that the funding mostly targeted Democrat-aligned areas and hurt the GOP.

The new measure dropped a “wet signature” requirement that was in earlier versions of the bill, whereby a physically signed signature is kept on file to verify a voter’s signature.

“Me signing this bill here says: ‘Florida, your vote counts. Your vote is going to cast with integrity and transparency, and this is a great place for democracy,'” DeSantis said on May 6.

Several Democrat-aligned groups, corporate news outlets, and corporations panned the bill as being unfairly restrictive, while the NAACP and Common Cause have stated they would immediately file a lawsuit in court alleging that it disenfranchises black, Latino, and disabled people.

“We’re actively trying to suppress people’s right to vote,” Democratic state Rep. Michele Rayner said on April 28 on the state House floor, alleging the measure would be the “revival of Jim Crow in this state,” without elaborating or providing evidence for the claim.

Democrats have been unilaterally opposed to the election measures signed by DeSantis and Republican Georgia Gov. Brian Kemp, as well as bills that are currently being debated in Texas and Arizona. After Kemp signed Georgia’s bill several weeks ago, multinational corporations such as Delta and Coca-Cola—and their CEOs—echoed claims made by Democrats saying the bill would disenfranchise minority voters, prompting calls from Republican lawmakers to reject funding from such companies.

Kemp and Republicans also said that Democratic talking points about the Georgia bill were misleading, saying, “It’s easier to vote in Georiga” with the new law “than it is in New York.”

Minutes after DeSantis signed the bill, election attorney Marc Elias said his team filed a lawsuit challenging the bill on behalf of the League of Women Voters of Florida, the Black Voters Matter Fund, and the Florida Alliance for Retired Americans.

“SB 90 does not impede all of Florida’s voters equally,” the lawsuit alleged. “It is crafted to and will operate to make it more difficult for certain types of voters to participate in the state’s elections, including those voters who generally wish to vote with a vote-by-mail ballot and voters who have historically had to overcome substantial hurdles to reach the ballot box, such as Florida’s senior voters, youngest voters, and minority voters.”

But conservative groups praised the measure.

“Governor DeSantis has led the fight for election integrity reforms in Florida every step of the way. We applaud the governor for signing SB 90 this morning, a strong bill that will ensure it remains easy to vote and hard to cheat in the Sunshine State,” Jessica Anderson, the executive director of Heritage Action, said in a May 6 statement.

Fauci dismisses criticism as views of 'extreme people'

Sen. Rand Paul, Rep. Jim Jordan 'are politicizing me'

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Dr. Anthony Fauci has taken heat from across the political spectrum lately over federal guidelines that conflict with "the science," but when asked about how he deals with criticism, he chalked it up to "extreme people" who are "trying to politicize me."

The White House coronavirus adviser named Sen. Rand Paul, R-Ky., and Rep. Jim Jordan, R-Ohio, as chief examples of the "extreme."

MSNBC host Stephanie Ruhle posed the question, asking Fauci how he finds the strength to carry on when people challenge him despite all he has done for the country.

"You know, I don't take those things personally," Fauci replied. "There is an aspect of that, for certain people, that are correct. Because if you look at the people that are politicizing me, they’re somebody, they're all the way over on one level."

But many other people, he said, "look upon me the way they should — as a non-political person that I am, as a public health person — and listen to what I have to say."

"So if you have the extreme people that are very, very far off to one level, feel that I have become — they have politicized me," he said.

"I mean, of course, if you look at some of the congressional hearings that have gone on, it’s been a show," Fauci continued.

"You know, people get up there like Congressman Jim Jordan and Senator Rand Paul, of course, they politicize me. But, you know, it is what it is. You’ve just got to go ahead and do what you have to do."

Are peop;le who criticize Fauci "extremists"?

At a hearing in March, Paul, a practicing physician, confronted Fauci for his insistence that people who have been vaccinated must continue to wear a mask.

Paul asked Fauci what scientific studies he could cite that indicated people who have had the infection or a vaccine will spread the coronavirus?

"If we're not spreading the infection, isn't it just theater? You've had the vaccine and you wearing two masks, isn't that just theater?" the Kentucky senator asked.

At a Senate hearing last June, Paul chastised Fauci for equivocating on the issue of sending children back to school when the science already was clear that COVID-19 has little impact on children.

In November, three months into the school year, Fauci essentially admitted that Paul was right.

"If you look at the data, the spread among children and from children is not very big at all, not like one would have suspected," Fauci told ABC's "This Week." "So let's try to get the kids back and try to mitigate the things that maintain and push the kind of community spread we are trying to avoid."

In April, Jordan engaged in a heated exchange with Fauci in a House hearing over shifting metrics for lifting coronavirus restrictions.

"What measure, what standard, what objective outcome do we have to reach before, before Americans get their liberty and freedoms back?" Jordan asked.

"You know, you're indicating liberty and freedom. I look at it as a public health measure to prevent people from dying and going to the hospital. You're making this a personal thing and it isn't," Fauci said.

'Aren't these CDC guidelines excessive?'
But Fauci has taken heat recently from members of the usually friendly establishment media as well.

On Wednesday, he was pressed on the CDC summer-camp guidelines by NBC "Today" co-host Savannah Guthrie.

"Given what research shows about transmission outside, about the low risk of transmission in children, aren't these CDC guidelines excessive?" she asked Wednesday morning.

"You know, I wouldn't call them excessive, Savannah, but they certainly are conservative," Fauci replied with a nervous laugh. "And I think what you're going to start to see is really, in real time, continually reevaluating that for it's practicality.

"Because you're right," he continued. "People look at that and they say, Well, is that being a little bit too far right now?"

Guthrie interjected: "Yeah, because aren't we supposed to be -- I mean, people have been preaching for a year, follow the science. The science doesn't suggest those CDC guidelines are too sensible.

"For little kids, outside in 90 degree heat running around in masks?"

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'$17 trillion': Economist finds Biden plans 3 times costlier than advertised

Real price tag could be as much as $119,000 per federal taxpayer!

The $6 trillion price tag on President Biden's spending plans in just his first 100 days has turned heads, but it's only a fraction of the real cost, warns a Johns Hopkins economist.

Steve Hanke, a professor of applied economics director of the Troubled Currencies Project at the Cato Institute contended in a Wall Street Journal op-ed that the true cost is closer to $17.1 trillion.

That amounts to about $119,000 per federal taxpayer.

In an interview with Brad Polumbo of the Foundation for Economic Education, Hanke pointed out many of the "hidden costs."

For one, the collection of the taxes proposed to "pay" for the bills is not a "costless exercise."

There's the cost to the Internal Revenue Service, then there's the cost to the taxpayer to prepare their taxes and "to adjust their economic activity to comply with the tax code."

Those two costs total 10 to 25 cents per dollar in tax revenue collected, which can amount to hundreds of billions to trillions in total.

But there are many more hidden costs that are must bigger.

Will Biden's plans be far costlier than advertised?
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Among them is the "excess burden," what economics call "deadweight loss," associated with increases in taxation.

It's the cost associated with all "the distortions" that taxes put into the economy, including discouraging work and investment.

"[Such] distortions cause the economy to generate a lot less revenue and income than would otherwise be the case," Hanke told FEE.

Multiple studies, he pointed out, show the excess burden of taxation is between $2.65 and $3.

"So, any new government expenditures you’ve got to multiple them by three to get the true cost," he said.

Hanke was asked why no one else is talking about these costs, including  nonpartisan institutions like the Congressional Budget Office.

The CBO and others, he explained, commonly don’t factor in the excess burden of tax increases, using instead face-value "frictionless" revenue assumptions.

Taking such crucial figures would be "politically incendiary," Hanke said, and very few spending proposals would ever pass a cost-benefit analysis.

When the full costs are taken into account, Hanke says, it's "almost inconceivable" that Biden’s spending proposals would be regarded as worth the expense.

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U.S. monitoring plunging Chinese rocket set to make uncontrolled re-entry around Saturday
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U.S. Space Command said Tuesday that a 46,000-pound Chinese rocket that is orbiting the planet is expected to make an uncontrolled fall into the atmosphere on or around Saturday, placing people and cities worldwide at risk.

The command said in a news release that it was "aware of and tracking the location of the Chinese Long March 5B in space" but would not be able to pinpoint the location at which it will fall into the Earth's atmosphere "until within hours of its reentry, which is expected around May 8."

This has raised concerns because no one knows the precise location where the debris will fall.

The debris from the rocket, as it disintegrates while breaking into the Earth's atmosphere, could potentially land in the U.S., Mexico, Central America, South America, Africa, India, China, or Australia, according to CBS News.

SpaceNews reported the Long March 5B core stage’s orbital inclination of 41.5 degrees places it within range of possibly falling anywhere "farther north than New York, Madrid, and Beijing, and as far south as southern Chile and Wellington, New Zealand."

The Russian space agency Roscosmos, like the Pentagon, said it believes the rocket will fall to Earth around Saturday but has ruled out any likelihood of the rocket's pieces falling on Russian territory.

Until Space Command can determine where the debris will land, the agency said it would be regularly updating information on the rocket's whereabouts on Space-Track.org.

According to the most recent update on the website, Long March 5B was orbiting above the coordinates -27.7, 176.7, approximately 659.5 miles northeast of Auckland, New Zealand, and roughly 656.5 miles southwest of Fiji in the Pacific Ocean.

China launched the Long March 5B heavy-lift carrier rocket on April 29 from the coastal city of Wenchang in the Hainan province.

The rocket carried a 22.5-ton module, Tianhe -- "Harmony of the Heavens" -- for China's first indigenous space station, Tiangong -- "Heavenly Palace" -- to a low-Earth orbit about 250 miles above Earth's surface, according to the China National Space Administration.

After pushing the module into space, however, the 23-ton rocket remained in orbit.

Most launch rockets are not designed to go into orbit. Rather, they are designed to fall back to Earth through a predefined re-entry zone into a safe area.

But the Long March 5B has entered orbital velocity and is going around Earth every 90 minutes at about 17,324 miles per hour, passing over areas north of New York, Madrid and Beijing and areas in the Southern Hemisphere such as southern Chile and Wellington, New Zealand, according to SpaceNews.

CBS News reported that its high speed makes predicting where it will land nearly impossible.

As atmospheric drag pulls the rocket closer to Earth, the decay of its orbit will increase in a process that depends on the falling object's size and density and other variables such as atmospheric variations and fluctuations.

When the orbit has sufficiently decayed, the rocket will drop to Earth. The rocket debris that survives the intense heat re-entering spacecraft experience while entering Earth's atmosphere will most likely fall into oceans or uninhabited areas. However, there is a small chance they will fall onto inhabited regions of the planet.

 “It is always difficult to assess the amount of surviving mass and number of fragments without knowing the design of the object, but a reasonable ‘rule-of-thumb’ is about 20-40% of the original dry mass,” Holger Krag, head of the European Space Agency's Space Safety Programme Office, told SpaceNews.

"The Long March 5B core stage is seven times more massive than the Falcon 9 second stage that caused a lot of press attention a few weeks ago when it reentered above Seattle and dumped a couple of pressure tanks on Washington state," astronomer Jonathan McDowell told the outlet.

 “What’s bad is that it’s really negligent on China’s part. Things more than ten tonnes we don’t let them fall out of the sky uncontrolled deliberately,” McDowell said, according to The Guardian.

According to the outlet, since 1990, nothing exceeding 10 metric tons has been allowed to get into orbit and then re-enter the atmosphere uncontrolled.

 “Last time [China] launched a Long March 5B rocket they ended up with big long rods of metal flying through the sky and damaging several buildings in the Ivory Coast,” McDowell said.

Last May, according to The Independent, a Chinese Long March 5B prototype narrowly missed hitting New York by 13 minutes as it fell into the Atlantic Ocean in a drop confirmed by the 18th Space Control Squadron.

Washington Post hack tries covering for Biden, her own paper's reporting shows she's wrong
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When a Washington Post columnist's point is undermined by her own newspaper's reporting, you better believe the mendacity is pretty thick.

Post writer Jennifer Rubin, for the unfamiliar, is the newspaper's primary beneficiary of the "seriously-guys-I'm-really-a-conservative" fake Republican scholarship program every liberal media outlet runs.

You know the gig: There are always hired hacks who will recapitulate the same warmed-over Democratic talking points and shower adoration on the same politicians the left has fallen in love with -- and then they'll insist they're still GOP diehards, that it's just that all the conservative crazies have driven them to embrace the left and any patriot of sound mind would do exactly the same thing they're doing

Rubin doesn't have quite the media presence as others running this grift -- David Brooks for The New York Times and Ana Navarro on CNN, for instance -- but what she lacks in fame she makes up for in dedication to The Cause. Any American who remains a member of the Republican Party, she claims, simply cannot be reasoned with. (A February Rubin column: "Sane Republicans need to leave the GOP.")

There's nary a single point in her work that deviates significantly from the positions of President Joe Biden's administration. This is true even though her own Washington Post, of all outlets, isn't co-signing the White House's fallacious claims.

On Sunday, Rubin published a column titled, "Hey, whatever happened to the border crisis?" Here's the condensed version: It's gone away because the Biden administration is handling the situation "competently and compassionately" and Republicans "have lost interest in the subject," instead moving "onto imaginary hamburger bans, phony accusations that [Vice President Kamala] Harris’s book is getting distributed at detention centers and, sadly, discouraging people from getting vaccinations."

On the second point -- that Republicans have allegedly "lost interest" in a national crisis -- you could build an 80-foot scarecrow in a field next to a print-out of Rubin's column and it would still be the second biggest straw-man in the pasture. On the first point, however, Rubin relied, in part, on a credulous reading of the Biden administration's own talking points regarding the border crisis.

"The administration was caught flat-footed by the issue, but it made clear that the number of arrivals kept pace with the usual seasonal trends plus some pent-up demand to leave Central America due to two hurricanes and the pandemic," Rubin wrote. "Biden officials vowed to get things under control."

This dubious explication of the border crisis was most prominently thrown out during the president's first news conference on March 25, when he was asked by PBS' Yamiche Alcindor whether “the perception of you that got you elected as a moral, decent man is the reason why a lot of immigrants are coming to this country and entrusting you with unaccompanied minors.”

“Truth of the matter is, nothing has changed. As many people came, a 28 percent increase in children to the border in my administration, 31 percent in the last year, in 2019, before the pandemic in the Trump administration. It happens every single solitary year,” Biden responded.

“There is a significant increase in the number of people coming to the border in the winter months of January, February, March. It happens every year. In addition to that, there is a — and by the way, does anybody suggest that there was a 31 percent increase under Trump because he was a nice guy and he was doing good things at the border?" Biden continued. "That’s not the reason they’re coming. The reason they’re coming is that it’s the time they can travel with the least likelihood of dying on the way because of the heat in the desert."

Whoever came up with that one deserves a nomination for spin-job of the year, but even a desultory look at the numbers reveals that it's false. Don't just take my word for it, though: Take The Washington Post's. As Peter J. Hasson of Fox News pointed out, The Post had already debunked this claim.

In an April 27 timeline of the border crisis, The Post's Nick Miroff pointed out that "Biden falsely described the increase as a seasonal norm, not a result of his policies or approach."

There was, in fact, no consistent seasonal fluctuation in numbers at any time in recent history that could justify that claim -- but it sounded nice to Biden's cheerleaders, so they went along with it.

It's worth noting, too, that Miroff's debunking of the Democratic claim Rubin adopted went further than that.

Instead of Biden's administration getting the border crisis under control by dealing with the problem "competently and compassionately," much of the credit can be given to Mexico, which has tightened the spigot on illegal migration, he wrote.

"As Biden officials pledged to reduce border pressures by addressing the 'root causes' of migration from Central America, they worked behind the scenes to get Mexico to stiffen enforcement," Miroff wrote. "Mexican President Andrés Manuel López Obrador agreed to deploy more police and soldiers near the country’s border with Guatemala, and the United States pledged to ship him millions of doses of surplus coronavirus vaccines."

That looks a lot like a quid pro quo vaccines-for-enforcement deal. Competent, perhaps, but there aren't many on the left who are going to believe that's a move dripping with the milk of human compassion.

Rubin's column also puts a happy face on some of the uncomfortable facts Miroff's timeline of the border crisis doesn't sugarcoat.

Rubin: "The number of migrants is still at historic highs, but so long as these children are processed swiftly and humanely and given a chance at a far better life than what they fled, is it a 'crisis'? Think of it this way: Instead of saying: 'In March, the Border Patrol apprehended 18,663 unaccompanied minors at the US-Mexico border, up from the previous month, according to the agency’s data,' it would be more accurate to say, 'In March, the Border Patrol rescued 18,663 unaccompanied minors fleeing life-threatening conditions, the overwhelming majority of whom were quickly processed and placed in appropriate settings.'”

Miroff: "The Biden administration now has more than 21,000 teens and children in [Health and Human Services] shelters — a record — plus another 1,700 in Border Patrol stations and facilities. Although the administration is quickly growing its number of shelter beds, it lacks enough child-care providers to supervise them and case workers to screen their family members to determine their eligibility to take custody."

If The Washington Post is going to give Rubin that ex-Republican scholarship, the least she can do is read her own bloody paper in return.

Even The Post admits Biden's excuse about seasonal fluctuations is hooey and the fast and humane processing of unaccompanied minors is a myth. Furthermore, the only reason the border crisis has "gone away" is because it's been normalized by outlets like Rubin's own. The paper's editors can't quite bring themselves to pretend the president is doing as much of a bang-up job as Rubin can, however. Given the liberal proclivities of The Washington Post, that says a lot.

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China Emits More Greenhouse Gas Than Developed Countries Combined: Report
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China emitted more greenhouse gases (GHG) than the United States and all other developed countries combined in 2019, according to a report published on May 6 by New York-based research firm Rhodium Group.

The report found that China alone was responsible for over 27 percent of total global emissions, with the United States being a distant second at 11 percent. India was ranked third with 6.6 percent, followed by the 27-country bloc of the European Union at 6.4 percent.

China’s emission reached nearly 14.1 gigatons of carbon dioxide equivalents in 2019, more than triple 1990 levels and a 25 percent increase over the past decade, according to the report. Global emissions in 2019 topped 52 gigatons.

Additionally, China’s per capita emission reached 10.1 tons in 2019, which increased nearly three times over the past two decades, according to the report. The figure was slightly lower than the 10.5 tons per capita average found across the 37 nations making up the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD).

“While final global data for 2020 is not yet available, we expect China’s per capita emissions exceeded the OECD average in 2020, as China’s net GHG emissions grew around 1.7% while emissions from almost all other nations declined sharply in the wake of the COVID-19 pandemic,” the report stated.

China is the world’s largest coal producer and user. According to data from San Francisco-based NGO Global Energy Monitor, there were 1,082 coal-fired power stations operating in China as of January this year. Moreover, China is building 92 more stations and 135 are in the pre-construction phase.

Meanwhile, Beijing has also been financing fossil projects at countries that have signed up to China’s “Belt and Road Initiative” (BRI, also known as “One Belt, One Road”). According to the New York-based nonprofit Council of Foreign Relations, China was involved in 240 coal plants in these countries in 2016.

“BRI’s fossil fuel investments will make combating climate change more difficult,” the nonprofit concluded.

Beijing has locked BRI countries into a “coal-consuming energy future,” the AFP reported in December last year, with ongoing Chinese coal projects in countries including Zimbabwe and Pakistan.

BRI is an investment initiative Beijing rolled out in 2013 to build up trade routes linking China and other parts of the world.

In response to the Rhodium Group’s report, Sen. Rick Scott (R-Fla.) took to Twitter to warn about working with Beijing on climate change.

“Communist China is the world’s worst polluter & we can’t trust it will do anything to change course,” Scott wrote.

He added: “Addressing our changing climate requires real solutions, but we can’t pretend toothless agreements with mega-polluters like Communist China will do anything to advance that work.”

China and the United States pledged to cooperate on fighting climate change following a trip to China by U.S. special envoy for climate John Kerry in April. Kerry’s trip was criticized by several Republican lawmakers, including Scott, saying it was a fruitless endeavor.

Days after Kerry’s trip, Chinese leader Xi Jinping took part in a U.S.-led climate summit on April 22, during which he said that China would “strictly limit” its coal consumptions from 2021 to 2025, and phase it down in the following five years. Xi also reiterated his previous pledge in September last year about China becoming carbon neutral by 2060.

Kerry recently drew more criticism from several Republican lawmakers over his remark in an interview with Foreign Policy.

“We have differences on economic rules, on cyber. We have other differences on human rights, geostrategic interests, but those differences do not have to get in the way of something that is as critical as dealing with climate,” Kerry told Foreign Policy.

Rep. Michael McCaul (R-Texas), the lead Republican on the House Foreign Affairs Committee, told the New York Post that Kerry should “reconsider his priorities.”

“Demanding the CCP stop committing genocide doesn’t ‘get in the way’ of climate change negotiations, and to imply climate issues are more critical than the lives of millions of oppressed people living in China is insensitive and improper,” McCaul stated.

In January, then-Secretary of State Mike Pompeo declared that the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) has committed genocide and “crimes against humanity” against Uyghurs and other minorities in Xinjiang.

Rep. August Pfluger (R-Texas), a member of the House Foreign Affairs Committee, took to Twitter on May 6 to say that Kerry’s remarks are “disgusting and morally wrong.”

“Communist China is committing genocide—forcing millions of #Uyghur Muslims into labor camps, subjecting many to crimes against humanity. The U.S. can’t turn a blind eye and brush off these abuses,” Pfluger wrote.

Biden gets scolded for not paying 'fair share' in taxes

'He and his wife Jill exploited a loophole of questionable legality'
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President Biden was scolded this week in a commentary at the Federalist for not paying his "fair share" of taxes, a phrase that he has used over and over in recent weeks as he promotes his plans to raise taxes across the United States by massive amounts.

"With his own taxes, Joe Biden didn't pay his 'fair share,'" explains columnist Christopher Jacobs. "Upon leaving the vice presidency in early 2017, he and his wife Jill exploited a tax loophole of questionable legality to dodge hundreds of thousands of dollars in taxes – and used the savings to fund lavish real estate holdings."

The column cited how Biden, in a recent speech to Congress as well as in his "multi-trillion-dollar plan for 'human infrastructure,'" proposed yet another tax increase.

"In his address … Biden used the words 'fair share' on no fewer than five separate occasions to justify these proposed revenue hikes," the column noted.

But it pointed out Biden, personally, "avoided more than $500,000 in taxes to fund his luxury lifestyle" while demanding that others "pay their fair share."

The column reported from 2017 through 2019 the Bidens "classified a total of $13.5 million in book and speech income as profits from their two corporations, rather than as cash wages."

That means they avoided "paying $513,540 in payroll taxes on their $13.5 million in declared corporate profits."

"Tax experts interviewed by the Wall Street Journal in 2019 called the Bidens' maneuvers 'pretty aggressive,' and stated that they existed solely to circumvent paying payroll taxes," Jacobs wrote.

Is Biden dodging his "fair share" of taxes?
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He noted at the same time that the Bidens were "dodging" taxes, they spent more than $2.7 million for a beach house.

"At the time, Biden told a local paper the move fulfilled a lifelong dream to own a beach house."

And, too, Biden then was renting a separate residence that was estimated to cost about $20,000 per month. That "house" got Biden nearly 12,000 square of space, a grand piano in the living room, a sauna and home gym, and parking for 20-plus cars.

"Given his behavior, President Biden's speech last week sounded a bit rich – not in terms of wealth, but his own hypocrisy," the column scolded.

It isn't the first time Biden's tax avoidance has been an issue.

Just weeks ago, WND reported on a letter from Rep. Jim Banks, R-Ind., the chairman of the Republican Study Committee, to Biden asking him if he would make good on the taxes owed.

The letter cited the Bidens' decision to route $13 million in income through two S-corporations "to avoid paying some $500,000 in taxes that help fund Medicare and Obamacare."

"Do you intend to undo your hypocrisy and pay these taxes back to the American people?" Banks asked.

"We write to highlight for the American people the hypocrisy you have exhibited in using a tax shelter strategy derided by the Left to avoid paying Obamacare taxes," Banks said. "Over the past several years, you and the First Lady, through a legally dubious tax strategy, appear to have avoided payment of over $500,000 in payroll taxes. As you may know, these payroll taxes fund Medicare for our nation's seniors, and were increased by President Obama's Affordable Care Act."

Banks said media reports "indicate that you both directed revenue from book royalties and speaking appearance fees into these two corporations, avoiding self-employment payroll tax liabilities that would have flowed to America's Medicare program that provides care to over 60 million seniors."

The letter cited a tax expert saying there's "no reason for these [earnings] to be in an S-corp – none, other than to save on self-employment tax."

"Accordingly, we ask one simple question: Do you intend to undo your hypocrisy and pay these funds back to the American people?"

Biden's two S-corporations, CelticCapri Corp. and Giacoppa Corp., reported profits of more than $13 million for 2017 and 2018, according to reports.

But during his Democratic National Convention acceptance speech last August, Biden called for "ending loopholes" for the wealthy.

"Because we don't need a tax code that rewards wealth more than it rewards work. I’m not looking to punish anyone," he said at the time. "Far from it. But it's long past time the wealthiest people and the biggest corporations in this country paid their fair share."

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Cyber-Attack Shuts Down Biggest Gasoline Pipeline in US–Colonial Pipeline

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NEW YORK—Top U.S. fuel pipeline operator Colonial Pipeline has shut its entire network, the source of nearly half of the U.S. East Coast’s fuel supply, after a cyber attack that the company said was caused by ransomware.

The shutdown has raised fears of a price spike at the gas pumps ahead of peak demand summer driving season if it persists, and has drawn attention to how critical U.S. energy infrastructure is vulnerable to hackers.

Colonial transports 2.5 million barrels per day of gasoline, diesel, jet fuel, and other refined products through 5,500 miles (8,850 km) of pipelines linking refiners on the Gulf Coast to the eastern and southern United States.

The company said it shut down systems to contain the threat after learning of the attack on Friday. That action also temporarily halted operations and affected some of its IT systems, the company said.

While the U.S. government investigation is in its early stages, one former official and two industry sources said the hackers are likely a highly professional cybercriminal group. Investigators are looking into whether a group dubbed “DarkSide” by the cybersecurity research community is responsible, the former government official said.

DarkSide is known for deploying ransomware and extorting victims, while selectively avoiding targets in post-Soviet states.

The malicious software used in the attack was ransomware, Colonial said on Saturday. Ransomware is a type of malware that is designed to lock down systems by encrypting data and demanding payment to regain access. The malware has grown in popularity over the last five years.

Colonial has engaged a third-party cybersecurity firm to launch an investigation and contacted law enforcement and other federal agencies, it said.

Cybersecurity company FireEye has been brought in to respond to the attack, the cybersecurity industry sources said. FireEye declined to comment.

The U.S. Transportation Security Administration told Reuters it is working with other agencies on the situation.

Colonial did not give further details or say for how long its pipelines would be shut. The privately held, Georgia-based company is owned by CDPQ Colonial Partners L.P., IFM (US) Colonial Pipeline 2 LLC, KKR-Keats Pipeline Investors L.P., Koch Capital Investments Company LLC, and Shell Midstream Operating LLC.

“Cybersecurity vulnerabilities have become a systemic issue,” said Algirde Pipikaite, cyber strategy lead at the World Economic Forum’s Centre for Cybersecurity.

“Unless cybersecurity measures are embedded in a technology’s development phase, we are likely to see more frequent attacks on industrial systems like oil and gas pipelines or water treatment plants,” Pipikaite added.

After the shutdown was first reported on Friday, gasoline futures on the New York Mercantile Exchange gained 0.6 percent to settle at $2.1269 a gallon, while diesel futures rose 1.1 percent to settle at $2.0106 a gallon—both outpacing gains in crude oil. Gulf Coast cash prices for gasoline and diesel, meanwhile, edged lower on prospects that supplies could accumulate in the region.

“As every day goes by, it becomes a greater and greater impact on Gulf Coast oil refining,” said Andrew Lipow, president of consultancy Lipow Oil Associates. “Refiners would have to react by reducing crude processing because they’ve lost part of the distribution system.”

If the system is shut for four or five days, the market could see sporadic outages at fuel terminals that depend on the pipeline for deliveries, he said.

Gulf Coast prices could weaken further, while prices in New York Harbor could rise, one market participant said—gains that could portend increases at the Northeast pumps.

“This is a big deal, and if manual overrides or backups aren’t available, the mitigation of this incident may take more time than we’d like,” said Chris Bronk, an associate professor of computer information systems at the University of Houston and a former senior advisor to the U.S. State Department.

The American Petroleum Institute, a top oil industry trade group, said it was monitoring the situation.

Oil company Exxon Mobil Corp said its Gulf Coast plants were operating normally, and a Royal Dutch Shell PLC spokesman declined to comment.

Ben Sasse, a Republican senator from Nebraska and a member of the Senate Select Committee on Intelligence, said the cyberattack was a warning of things to come.

“This is a play that will be run again, and we’re not adequately prepared,” he said, adding lawmakers should pass an infrastructure plan that hardens sectors against these attacks.

Colonial had previously shut down its gasoline and distillate lines during Hurricane Harvey, which hit the Gulf Coast in 2017. That contributed to tight supplies and gasoline price rises in the United States after the hurricane forced many Gulf refineries to shut down.

East Coast gasoline cash prices rose to the highest since 2012 during Hurricane Harvey and have not gone higher since, while diesel prices rose to a more than two-year high, Refinitiv Eikon data showed.

Texas Man Arrested on Smuggling Charges After 41 Illegal Immigrants Found Inside Semi-Truck

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A man was taken into custody on Thursday after being accused of smuggling more than three dozen illegal immigrants who were found in and around a large tractor-trailer that was stopped by local authorities near San Antonio in Texas.

Aron Bernard Griffin, 49, from Dallas was arrested on federal criminal charges that include one count of smuggling undocumented noncitizens. If convicted, he faces a maximum penalty of 10 years in prison, the U.S. Department of Justice said in a statement.

A federal district court judge will determine any sentence after considering the U.S. Sentencing Guidelines and other statutory factors.

Police were notified by several concerned citizens after they saw a group of people inside the rig that Griffin was allegedly driving.

“The tractor-trailer was located at a gas station on Interstate Highway 10 East in San Antonio,” police said. “Forty-one undocumented noncitizens were found at the scene and were detained by Homeland Security Investigations (HSI) Special Agents.”

Prosecutors said Griffin told federal agents that he had made an agreement with another person to pick up the illegal immigrants in Laredo and transport them to San Antonio for money.

One of the immigrants was taken to a hospital for dehydration, San Antonio Fire Department spokesperson Joe Arrington said Thursday, The Associated Press reported.

The apprehensions of people crossing, or attempting to cross, the border illegally have substantially increased in recent months.

Border Patrol agents detained more than 150,000 illegal border crossers in March, former Customs and Border Protection (CBP) Commissioner Mark Morgan said—a 50,000 increase in comparison to the previous month.

A further 30,000 evaded capture, according to Morgan, who has received the provisional CBP numbers from internal sources.

“The border is wide open. … It’s not secure. Drugs are pouring in, and criminal aliens are pouring in right now,” Morgan said during a press conference along the Rio Grande on March 30.

Church reports victory in land condemnation fight with city

Members believe God gave them this property for their mission

A Texas church is reporting victory in its fight with city officials over their attempts to condemn and take property that belongs to the church and is used for a variety of ministry efforts.

Officials with First Liberty Institute say the managers in the city of Duncanville have withdrawn their condemnation petition through which they were trying to seize property belonging to Canaan Baptist Church.

The institute, helped by Winston & Strawn LLP, last fall filed a motion to dismiss the petition, arguing that the city's plan to grab the land violated the state's Religious Freedom Restoration Act.

"Canaan Baptist Church believes that God gave the church this property to fulfill its religious mission," said Keisha Russell, a lawyer for the institute. "The church is relieved, and we are grateful that the city made this decision."

"We praise God that the battle to keep our property is over," said Jarvis Baker, the pastor. "We are eager to continue using it to minister to the community."

First Liberty explained the city recently had begun pursuing other property, essentially dropped its campaign against the church.

The church's opposition to the city had followed the city's move against its property.

The land in question is used by the church for projects including clothing drives, movie nights and youth activity days. It is raising money for a building there.

Was God on the side of this Texas church?

"There are many places in the world where governments can take the property of churches without regard to religious liberty, but not in Texas. Not here. Not now," the church had said then.

The church was founded in 1969 to serve Duncanville and South Dallas. The city had demanded the African-American church turn over the property for a "fire station, public safety facility" even though there's a fire station across the street.

The court document explained: "The city cannot show it has a compelling interest to take this particular property from the church, nor can it show that it cannot build the fire station (or whatever it intends to build that is not disclosed in the petition) somewhere else. The property is sacred to the church because of God's call and His provision through prayer and sacrificial giving and because of the ongoing worship and ministry that the church already conducts there. But to the city, the property is merely its 'preferred' choice among other viable options for building its facility. The city's threats that they have no choice but to sell will not intimidate the church—they will remain obedient to their call to worship and minister at their property, and, God permitting, they will soon build on it as well."

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America First Legal (AFL), a group led by a former Trump adviser, has criticized a proposed grant priority by the Biden administration seeking to promote controversial racial concepts in the classroom.

AFL submitted a formal comment to the U.S. Department of Education condemning its proposed rulemaking that would incentivize schools to teach the quasi-Marxist critical race theory to its students. The department recently announced the proposal known as the “Proposed Priorities: American History and Civics Education,” which introduces two new priorities for grants.

One of the priorities encourages schools to “incorporate culturally and linguistically responsive” teaching approaches that would contribute toward what the department calls an “identity-safe” learning environment.

The AFL letter disputes the proposed outcomes of the priority and instead argues that the proposal is “inconsistent and irreconcilable with who we are as Americans.” The group says the priority promotes a divisive view of history, encourages an “unbalanced and politically motivated approach” to teaching the facts of history, advances a false narrative that America was built through a structurally oppressive society, and that the proposed teaching approach presents a demagogic reading of history.

“Because the proposal is insidiously harmful for students who are learning history, deeply damaging to civic culture, corrosive of national unity, profoundly detrimental to the growth of knowledge and the open pursuit of academic inquiry, violative of our foundational principles, factually unsalvageable as matter of historical truth, and destructive to national unity, AFL urges the Department of Education to reject this priority as written,” the letter states (pdf).

AFL argues that adopting critical race theory would deprive students of an accurate history education and instead push an “ideological commitment” as fact.

“It is an ideological commitment that leading figures in the fields of history and political science have criticized sharply,” the letter argues, citing the dispute between views espoused by the New York Times-led “1619 Project” and prominent scholars of history and political science, which have criticized the project.

Critical race theory redefines America’s history by claiming that the nation was built through struggle between “oppressors” (white people) and the “oppressed” (everybody else), similarly to Marxism’s reduction of human history to a struggle between the “bourgeoisie” and the “proletariat.”

Critical race theory has been heavily promulgated throughout academia, entertainment, government, schools, and corporations in recent years and rose to new prominence following rise of far-left groups such as Antifa and Black Lives Matter.

A number of Republican-led states have initiated a campaign to prevent the teaching of the doctrine in classrooms and in employee training.

AFL also added that it intends to “take all appropriate action” in the event that the department adopts the proposed priority.

“AFL will not sit idly by and watch the Department of Education impose these radical, racist, and ahistorical ideas upon our children. If the Department of Education adopts this priority, we will take all appropriate legal action to address it,” AFL President Stephen Miller said in a statement.

The group has previously said that it is pursuing a lawsuit to target critical race theory training in the federal government. It has also filed a lawsuit seeking to block the implementation of a farm subsidy program that overtly excludes white farmers.

The U.S. Department of Education did not immediately respond to The Epoch Times’ request for comment.

Trump Can Live at Mar-a-Lago as Employee, Town Attorney Concludes

Palm Beach Town Attorney John Randolph issued the final verdict in a long-running dispute over whether former President Donald Trump can live at his Mar-a-Lago resort.

Randolph said an agreement between the town and Mar-a-Lago signed in 1993 allows the former commander in chief to live at the club as a “bona fide employee,” Town Manager Kirk Blouin told Palm Beach Daily News.

The agreement converted Mar-a-Lago from a private residence into a private club. Some neighbors had said the private club designation prohibits Trump from residing on the premises. But Randolph pointed to the town’s zoning code, which says that the town zoning code allows private clubs to provide living quarters to a “bona fide” employee.

According to Trump’s attorney, John Marion, the former president’s duties at Mar-a-Lago include managing the property, vetting employee performance, identifying operational improvements, checking the club’s financials, greeting guests, attending events, and suggesting candidates for membership.

The price of an annual membership at the club is $200,000.

Following a meeting with the Town Council, Randolph said “there is no action for the town of Palm Beach to take at this time.” Council members did not express any disagreement with Randolph’s assessment.

Reginald Stambaugh, an attorney representing Trump’s neighbors, argued in December that Trump is residing at the property in violation of the 1993 agreement while posing a security risk and devaluing nearby properties, according to Palm Beach Daily News.

Trump has been living at Mar-a-Lago since leaving the White House on Jan. 20. He frequently joins events hosted at the clubs, including weddings and fundraisers.

The ex-president is expected to spend the summer at the Trump National Golf Club in Bedminster, New Jersey, according to media reports. Mar-a-Lago will close its main club for the summer beginning on Mother’s Day. The beach club will remain open until July 4, while the gym, spa, tennis, and croquet will stay open till the end of May, Palm Beach Daily News reported.

Chinese State-Run News Agency Xinhua Registers as Foreign Agent in US

Chinese state-run news agency Xinhua has registered as a foreign agent under U.S. law, more than two years after the Justice Department (DOJ) reportedly ordered it to do so.

Xinhua’s U.S. division was registered under the Foreign Agents Registration Act (FARA) on May 5, according (pdf) to the department’s online FARA database. This makes Xinhua the third Chinese state-run media organization to register as a foreign agent, after CGTN, the international arm of the Chinese state broadcaster China Central Television, and China Daily, an English-language newspaper overseen by the regime’s propaganda department.

In September 2018, The Wall Street Journal reported that the DOJ had ordered Xinhua and CGTN to register under FARA. CTGN did so in February 2019.

FARA was passed in 1938 to combat Nazi propaganda efforts and influence campaigns in the United States. It requires foreign governments, political parties, and lobbyists they hire in the United States to register with the Department of Justice. While registration does not affect a media outlet’s editorial content, it does require the organization to disclose its annual budget and expenditures.

The FARA filing shows that Xinhua’s Beijing headquarters paid its North America bureau more than $8.6 million in operation expenses from March 2020 to April 2021. Xinhua’s North America bureau has eight offices in New York, Washington, Chicago, Los Angeles, Houston, and San Francisco.

Xinhua has leased a giant screen in Times Square since 2011, dubbed the “China screen.” In February, the electronic billboard played ads urging unity in the fight against the pandemic, while promoting Beijing’s efforts to combat the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus worldwide. This was around the same time that the regime was drawing criticism over its lack of transparency as WHO investigators were probing the origins of the virus.

Expenses associated with the billboard’s hire were not included in the FARA filings. The documents, however, show that Xinhua paid more than $130,000 in unspecified “communication fees” between March 2020 to May 2021. It doesn’t indicate who the fees were paid to.

Xinhua’s filing comes after several lawmakers asked the DOJ to probe the issue of Xinhua’s registration under FARA in recent years. Rep. Jim Banks (R-Ind.) in a January 2020 letter to then-Attorney General William Barr, said it was “extremely troubling” that the outlet had not yet registered, adding that “Xinhua and the Chinese Communist Party have deep, longstanding ties.”

Last year, Xinhua was among 15 Chinese state-controlled media designated as foreign missions by the Trump administration. The move, which restricted their operations in the United States but didn’t impact what they could publish, was made in recognition of their roles as propaganda organs of the Chinese Communist Party.

A 2017 U.S. congressional commission report warned that Xinhua was not only involved in propaganda work.

“Xinhua serves some of the functions of an intelligence agency by gathering information and producing classified reports for the Chinese leadership on both domestic and international events,” the report by the U.S. China Economic and Security Review Commission said.

Former Xinhua reporter, Canadian Mark Bourrie, said he had been used by the outlet to collect intelligence on overseas critics of the regime while working as a press gallery reporter from 2010 to 2012. In one instance, he was asked to prepare a transcript of a press conference the Dalai Lama held with reporters in Ottawa, and also asked to find out what the spiritual leader discussed in a private meeting with Canada’s then-Prime Minister Stephen Harper. When Bourrie asked his bureau chief if the material was to be used for a news story, the chief replied no.

“When they go to something like a two-day conference on Tibet and film everything and transcribe everything, that is not going to a special publication—that is going to Chinese intelligence,” Bourrie told The Epoch Times at the time.

The Epoch Times has reached out to Xinhua North America and the DOJ for comment.

Weak Jobs Report Raises Doubts About Biden’s Economic Policies

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WASHINGTON—U.S. jobs growth for April was far lower than what the market had predicted, adding to worries that excessive stimulus payments could have undesirable side effects in the long term, making the road to recovery rocky.

The April jobs report was the biggest miss on record. According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics, the U.S. economy added 266,000 jobs last month versus an estimate of 1 million. The unemployment rate rose to 6.1 percent from 6.0 percent in March.

Some economists believe that the path to full employment could be much longer than expected.

“Going forward, U.S. job gains will be somewhat harder as they will depend on organic growth in demand and not just state and local governments easing of business restrictions,” Scott Anderson, chief economist at Bank of the West in San Francisco, wrote in a report.

The economy is still 8.2 million jobs below pre-COVID levels.

Job gains for March were also revised down to 770,000 from a blockbuster 916,000 additions. The unemployment rate for African Americans rose to 9.7 percent in April, making them the only racial group to experience worsening metrics, according to Economic Policy Institute. Meanwhile, the jobless rate for white workers fell to 5.3 percent.

While President Joe Biden inherited a strong economic recovery, his policies are hurting companies, especially Main Street businesses, critics say.

Business surveys show that the majority of small businesses are facing difficulties in finding workers. According to a monthly survey by the National Federation of Independent Business, a record level of small-business owners (44 percent) in April reported that they couldn’t fill job openings.

Many entrepreneurs have been complaining for months that they can’t compete with the unemployment benefits offered by the federal government.

The Biden administration’s new $1.9 trillion stimulus plan extended the weekly unemployment benefit at $300 through Sept. 6. In addition, the bill included a provision that made the first $10,200 in unemployment benefits received in 2020 nontaxable for households earning $150,000 or less.

Nearly 40 percent of workers could make more on unemployment at the $300 level than they would earn by returning to work, according to American Action Forum, a center-right policy institute.

Rep. Kevin Brady (R-Texas) accused the White House of being “in denial” that many businesses are struggling to hire more people.

“This is a stunning economic setback, and unequivocal proof that President Biden is sabotaging our jobs recovery with promises of higher taxes and regulation on local businesses that discourage hiring and drive jobs overseas,” he wrote in a statement.

Last week, Montana and South Carolina announced that they would end federal pandemic unemployment benefits next month, claiming that these benefits have discouraged people from returning to the workforce and become a drag on the recovery. More states are expected to follow suit.

Yet the response from Democrats has been completely the opposite—they have been calling for more government spending to heal the economy.

In response to the poor jobs report, House Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-Calif.) said in a statement that “the evidence is clear that the economy demands urgent action.”

Biden, when asked by a reporter whether the enhanced unemployment benefits had had any effect on the weak job numbers, said, “No, nothing measurable.”

However, prominent liberal economist Paul Krugman explained the problem of generous unemployment benefits in his book “Essentials of Economics.”

“People respond to incentives,” Krugman wrote. “If unemployment becomes more attractive because of the unemployment benefit, some unemployed workers may no longer try to find a job, or may not try to find one as quickly as they would without the benefit.”

Treasury Secretary Janet Yellen acknowledged that business owners are having difficulty in hiring workers.

“I don’t think that the addition to unemployment compensation is really the factor that’s making a difference,” she said.

“We’ve had a very unusual hit to our economy, and the road back is going to be somewhat bumpy.” She added that supply bottlenecks and setbacks in various industries caused the slowdown in hiring in April.

Another troubling sign in the jobs report was that 219,000 more women had given up on working or finding a job last month.

“It’s clear that the flip-flopping by Washington bureaucrats on guidelines for the safe reopening of schools continues to have a direct, negative impact on the advancement of women in the labor force,” Patrice Onwuka, director at Independent Women’s Forum, said in a statement.

She criticized the Biden administration for “caving to pressure from teachers’ unions.”

Some economists also warn that Biden’s ambitious plan to increase corporate taxes would prolong the recovery of the economy and the jobs market.

John Taylor, economist and former undersecretary of Treasury under President George W. Bush, told The Epoch Times that “the proposals to raise taxes have missed the fact that the tax reform was beneficial” before the pandemic and the economic crisis.

According to him, what really jumpstarted the U.S. economy following the financial crisis of 2007–2008 were the Trump administration’s deregulation efforts and the 2017 tax reform.

“We just can’t lose track of that. I think that should be emphasized more,” Taylor said.

——是人还是自然打开了武汉的潘多拉盒子？

庚毒在全球肆虐已超过一年，死亡人数将很快达到300万人。然而，庚毒的来源至今不确定：政府和科学家的政治动机让此事蒙上阴翳，而主流媒体似乎也无助于澄清。
我将在本文通过对已掌握的科学事实进行梳理。这些事实对所发生的事情提供了许多线索，并为读者提供了自我判断的证据。 然后，我们将尝试谈谈应该由谁来负责这个复杂问题，虽然首先要谈及中国政府的责任，但责任远远不限于中国。
看完本文后您可能会学到很多有关病毒的分子生物学知识。我尽量避免读者在阅读中感到痛苦，但必要的科学解释是必须的，因为无论是当下还是未来很长一段时间，科学仍是引领我们穿过迷宫的唯一确定的线索。
引起疫情的病毒的正式名称叫SARS-CoV-2，但可以简称SARS2。众所周知，关于庚毒起源有两种主要说法，一是自然地从野生动植物跃迁到人体，二是该病毒从实验室逃逸。 如果我们希望防止此类事件再次发生，弄清病毒来源事关重大。
我将分别介绍两种起源理论及其合理性，然后看哪种理论能对已知事实提供更好的解释。必须指出，迄今为止这两种理论都没有获得直接的证据。每种说法都取决于一组合理的假设，但均缺乏实锤证据。 因此，我目前仅有线索而无结论，不过这些线索都指向一个特定的方向。 在此方向的推断下，我将从这场灾难性的乱麻中勾勒出一些基本轮廓。
新冠疫情于2019年12月首次爆发后，中国当局报告称在武汉的一个菜市场（一个出售野生动物肉类的地方）发现了多个病例。 这使专家们想起了2002年SARS1疫情，在该次疫情中首先是蝙蝠病毒传给了在菜市场出售的果子狸，然后从果子狸传播给人类。2012年的MERS疫情也是由类似的蝙蝠病毒引发，那次的中间宿主是骆驼。
病毒基因组的解码显示，SARS2属于β-冠状病毒家族，SARS1和MERS病毒也是该家族的成员。这给人造成一种印象，似乎SARS2和SARS1和MERS病毒一样，也是一种天然病毒，它成功地从蝙蝠通过某个中间宿主动物跃迁到人身上。SARS2与菜市场相关、与SARS1和MERS病毒类似这些说法很快就不攻自破：中国科研人员在武汉发现了早先与菜市场毫无联系的病例。 可是很快在一片期待支持自然发生论证据的形势下，这个事实似乎被人有意忽视了。
不过，武汉毕竟是武汉病毒学研究所的所在地，而此研究所是世界领先的冠状病毒研究中心。 所以，不能排除SARS2从实验室逃逸的可能性。我们有两个有关病毒起源的合理解释。
在疫情初期，公众和媒体对病毒起源的舆论就被两个科学机构发表的支持自然起源说的严正声明所影响。这些声明在发表前并没有经过严格的检验。
某些病毒学家等人在2020年2月19的《柳叶刀》上声明道：“我们共同强烈谴责COVID-19是非自然起源的阴谋论”，而当时断言究竟发生了什么还为时过早。 他们说，科学家“无可置疑地得出了结论，认为该冠状病毒就是起源于野生动物”，并强烈呼吁读者与中国同行共同站在抗疫的前线。
其实认为病毒可能来自实验室的意思是指因事故所致而非由阴谋所致，这与声明者的说法恰恰相反。这当然是件需要研究的事，而非一味拒绝它。优秀科学家的一个标志是，他们应不遗余力区分自己所知道的和不知道的。 按此标准，在《柳叶刀》上签名的这些科学家是些不称职的科学家：他们向公众保证了他们自己也不确定的事情。
后来发现《柳叶刀》这封声明信是由纽约生态健康联盟（EcoHealth Alliance of New York）主席彼得·达萨克（Peter Daszak）组织和起草的。是Daszak博士所属的机构资助了武汉病毒研究所的冠状病毒研究。 如果SARS2病毒确实是从他资助的研究中项目中逃逸的，那么Daszak博士可能会被入罪。他对 这个严重的利益冲突非但没有向《柳叶刀》的读者披露，相反，在该信的结尾写道：“我们声明不存在利益冲突。”

究竟谁应该对庚毒的流行负责这个问题，对Daszak博士这样的病毒学家来说利益攸关。在20多年大多数时间中，他们一直躲避了公众关注在玩一个危险游戏。他们在实验室中不断地制造一些比自然界中存在的病毒更危险的病毒。他们的说辞是他们可以安全地操作，并且通过走在自然界前面研究出新病毒，他们可以预测和防止病毒的“溢出”，即从动物宿主传播给人类。 如果SARS2真的是从这类实验室逃逸的话，那将造成一场恐怖的反弹，公众的义愤风暴将影响世界各地的病毒学家，而不仅仅限于中国。 《麻省理工学院技术评论》编辑安东尼奥·雷加拉多（Antonio Regalado）于2020年3月表示：“这将从上到下彻底颠覆科学大厦。”

在塑造公众意见方面产生巨大影响的第二个声明是2020年3月17日在《自然·医学》杂志上发表的一封信（也就是说，这是一篇观点陈述而非科研文章）。 它的作者是斯克里普斯研究所（Scripps Research）的克里斯蒂安·安德森（Kristian G. Andersen）为首的几位病毒学家。 这五名病毒学家在该信函的第二段中宣称：“我们的分析清楚地表明，SARS2病毒不是实验室的建构，也不是被有意操纵的病毒。”

不幸的是，按照我们上面的定义，这也属于低劣科学的一种情形。对病毒基因组进行剪切和粘贴的老方法的确会留下明显的人为痕迹。 但是，被称为“看不见”（no-see-um）或“无缝”（seamless）的新方法确可以在剪切和粘贴中不留任何痕迹。其它一些处理病毒的方法也可以不留痕迹，例如所谓连续传代技术（serial passage），即将病毒反复从一个细胞培养基转移到另一个细胞的技术。 如果某个病毒被认为操作了，无论是通过“无缝”法或“连续传代”法，我们根本没有办法知道该病毒是否是人工制造的。Andersen博士及其同事其实是在向读者担保他们自己也不清楚的事情。
该信的讨论部分是这样开头的：“ SARS2不太可能在实验室中通过操控与冠状病毒SARS-CoV相关的冠状病毒而获得”。不过拜托等等，该信开头不是说SARS2很清楚没有受到操控吗？ 信件的作者在开始推理时，其确信度似乎下调了好几个等级。
一旦在论证中引入了技术语言，确信度立刻就下降了。作者提出了两个论证人为操控不可能的理由，但哪一个也无法确定。
首先，他们论证说SARS2的刺突蛋白与人的受体目标ACE2虽然结合得很好，但是该方式与物理计算所得到的最优结合方式并不同，所以该病毒一定是通过自然选择而非通过人工操作而产生的。（译者按：意思是如果是人工操控的话，其结合方式一定按最优计算方式进行）
如果你觉得这个论证难于理解，那是因为该论证过于牵强附会。作者的基本假设是（虽没有明确说明），只存在唯一一种方式（人工计算）让蝙蝠病毒与人体细胞结合，即首先计算出人类受体ACE2与病毒入侵的刺突蛋白之间的最强拟合方式，然后他们根据此计算来设计该刺突蛋白（通过选择构成刺突蛋白的氨基酸单元序列）。该论文说，由于SARS2的刺突蛋白与计算的最优设计由差异，所以它没有被操纵。
但以上说法是对病毒学家将刺突蛋白与选定靶标进行结合的实际方式的无视。刺突蛋白与靶标的结合并不是通过计算进行的，而是通过将刺突蛋白从其它病毒中进行基因剪接获得，或通过连续传代（serial passage）来完成的。对于连续传代方式，每次将病毒的后代转移到新的细胞培养物或动物上，从中选出较为成功的后代，直到出现与人类细胞紧密结合的蛋白。所有繁重的工作其实是通过自然选择完成的。Andersen等人的文章中所说的通过计算来设计病毒刺突蛋白的推测，与该病毒是否被以上两种方法所人工操纵完全无关。
信件作者反对人工操控的第二个论证更加牵强。尽管绝大多数生物的遗传物质是DNA，但许多病毒使用的是DNA的化学近亲RNA来实现遗传。不过RNA很难操控，所以基于RNA的冠状病毒的研究人员会先将RNA基因组转换为DNA序列，然后在转换后的DNA版本上进行增改操作，再将修改后的DNA基因组转回传染性的RNA。
科学文献中对DNA骨架的描述只有若干种。Andersen小组说，任何操控SARS2病毒的人都“有可能”采用了其中某个已知骨架。因为SARS2并不源自这些骨架，所以不存在人工操控。但是这个说法显然没有定论，因为DNA骨架非常容易制作，因此很可能使用从未公开的DNA骨架来操控SARS2。
情况就是这样。这就是Andersen小组提出的两个论点，用以支持他们宣称SARS2病毒显然未被操控的声明。虽然他们结论完全基于两个毫无定论的猜测，可他们却让全世界的新闻界深信不疑，SARS2不可能从实验室逃逸。有篇技术分析文章毫不留情地驳斥了Andersen的这个说法（注：发表于权威的《自然》杂志）。 

科学应该是个自我纠错的专家社区，其中科学家不断互检彼此的工作。可是为什么没有其他病毒学家指出Andersen小组充满了荒谬论证的漏洞呢？也许是因为当今在大学中发表不同的观点代价可能是及其昂贵的。你可能会因为论点出格而丧失工作。如果某位病毒学家敢于挑战本领域官宣的观点， 那么他下次申请研究经费时，可能就会被负责政府研究经费分配的专家委员会拒绝。
Daszak和Andersen发表的公开信具有十足的政治性而非科学陈述，但其效果令人吃惊。主流媒体反复发文说，专家们的共识已排除了病毒从实验室逃逸的可能性。这些主流媒体作者的主要依据就是Daszak和Andersen的这两封信，可他们对信中的巨大论证漏洞却完全不懂。主流媒体以及主要网络媒体都配有专职的科学记者，这些科学记者理应能够对科学家提出质疑并对其观点进行审查。可是Daszak和Andersen的声明却基本上没有受到任何挑战。
对病毒自然涌现说的疑问
直到2021年2月左右以及在世界卫生组织的某个委员会造访中国之前，病毒的自然界涌现说一直是媒体所喜爱的理论。WTO这个特别委员会的人员组成和进入实验室受到了中国当局的严格控制。其成员也包括无所不在的Daszak博士，他们在访问前、访问期间和访问后一直肯定病毒极不可能从实验室逃逸。但这个说法并不是中国当局所希望见到的宣传上的胜利。显而易见的是，中国人没能向该委员会提供支持自然涌现说的证据。
这很令人吃惊，因为无论是SARS1还是MERS病毒，都能在环境中找到大量痕迹。在SARS1疫情爆发后四个月内就确定了中间宿主，在MERS爆发后的九个月内就确定了中间宿主。然而，SARS2病毒大流行之后已经过了15个月，虽然经过大规模搜索，中国科研人员仍未找到该病毒的原始蝙蝠种群，也未找到SARS2病毒传给人体的中间宿主，也找不到任何血清学证据来证明任何包括武汉在内的中国人群曾在2019年12月之前接触过该病毒。自然涌现说到目前仍是一种假设，无论起初提出该假说的理由是否合理，事实是一年多来没有找到丝毫支持的证据。
如果一直找不到支持自然涌现说的证据，就应该认真考虑换一个假设，即SARS2病毒就是从实验室逃逸的。
为什么会有人想制造一种能够引发瘟疫流行的新型病毒？自从病毒学家获得了操控病毒基因的工具以来，他们就认为可以通过研究某种动物病毒跃迁到人类的可能性来预测潜在的病毒流行。病毒学家声称，在实验室中增强危险的动物病毒感染人类的能力是合理的。
以这个理由，他们重新建构了1918年的流感病毒，展示了如何从已发布的DNA序列来合成几乎已经灭绝的小儿麻痹症病毒，并将一个天花基因植入一个相关的病毒中。
这些加强病毒传染力的实验，通常被称为功能获得性实验（gain-of-function experiments）。 对于冠状病毒而言，刺突蛋白尤其令人感兴趣，刺突蛋白会在病毒的球形表面四处突起并大致决定了它的靶向动物种类。 例如，在2000年，荷兰研究人员对小鼠的冠状病毒刺突蛋白进行了基因改造，使其只攻击猫，从而成了老鼠的幸事。
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冠状病毒表面的刺突蛋白决定了它感染什么动物
在发现蝙蝠的冠状病毒既是SARS1的起源，也是MERS的起源后，病毒学家才开始认真研究这类病毒。研究人员特别想了解的是，蝙蝠的刺突蛋白究竟需要发生什么变化才会感染人类。
武汉病毒研究所的研究人员在蝙蝠病毒的首席专家、人称“蝙蝠女”的石正立的领导下，经常前往中国南部云南的蝙蝠洞探险，并收集了约一百种不同的蝙蝠冠状病毒。
然后石博士与北卡罗来纳大学著名的冠状病毒研究者Ralph S. Baric进行合作。他们的工作集中于增强蝙蝠病毒攻击人类的能力，为的是发现冠状病毒大规模流传的潜能（即感染人类的潜在能力）”。
为了实现这一目标，他们于2015年11月构建了一个新型病毒，其方法是使用SARS1病毒的骨架并用一种蝙蝠病毒（SHC014-CoV）的刺突蛋白来取代其刺突蛋白。这种制作出来的病毒可以感染人的呼吸道细胞，起码可以在实验室中感染呼吸道细胞的培养基。
这种由SHC014-CoV的刺突蛋白加SARS1骨架的病毒被称为嵌合体（chimera），因为其基因组包含两种病毒的遗传物质。如果SARS2病毒确实是在石博士的实验室中制造的话， 则其直接的原型就是SHC014-CoV/SARS1嵌合体，其潜在危险引起许多观察者的关注，并引发了激烈的讨论。
巴黎巴斯德研究所（Pasteur Institute in Paris）的病毒学家西蒙·韦恩·霍布森（Simon Wain-Hobson）说：“如果该病毒逃逸了，没有人能够预测其流行轨迹。”

Baric博士和石博士在其论文中虽然提到存在明显的风险，但认为应考虑该研究能够预测病毒跨种跃迁的好处。他们写道，科学审查小组“可能会认为这类基于已经流行的毒株而构建的嵌合体病毒太危险而不应进行”。他们认为，鉴于对功能获得性（GOF）研究的各种限制，事情已经“进入了GOF研究所关注的十字路口；必须要权衡两方面的风险，一方面是应对和缓解未来可能爆发的病毒，另一方面是制造了更多的高风险病原体。在制定未来政策时，重要的是要考虑这些研究数据的价值，以及此类的嵌合型病毒研究，考虑到其固有风险，是否值得继续进行下去。”

以上声明是在2015年发表的。从2021年往回看，可以说，获得功能研究（GOF）在预防SARS2流行上的价值为零。如果SARS2病毒确实是在功能获得性实验中产生的，那么可以说，该风险是灾难性的。

庚毒探源，顺藤摸瓜 （中）
——是人还是自然打开了武汉的潘多拉盒子？

武汉病毒学研究所内部
Baric博士开发过一种通用工程方法来制作对其它物种具有攻击能力的冠状病毒，他曾将这个方法传授给石博士。 他所使用的特异性靶标是培养基中和人源化小鼠（humanized mice）中的人类细胞。这些实验室小鼠是人类受试者的一种符合医学伦理的廉价替代品，它们经基因工程改造后可携带一种被称为ACE2的人类蛋白，遍布于呼吸道的细胞表面。
石博士回到武汉病毒研究所她的实验室后，重启了她用基因工程改造一种用以攻击人类细胞的冠状病毒的工作。
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石正立在最高安全级别的BSL4实验室。她的冠状病毒研究是在安全级别较低的BSL2和BSL3实验室中进行的
我们怎么能这么肯定？
我们之所以这么肯定是因为，不知出于什么奇怪的原因，她的工作是得到美国过敏和传染病研究所（NIAID）资助的，这是美国国立卫生研究院（NIH）的一个分支机构。资金资助申请书是公开资料，上面列明了她申请该资助的目的。
NIAID的研究经费下发给总承包商Daszak博士所属的生态健康联盟（EcoHealth Alliance），然后再由他们分包给石博士。下面是2018和2019财政年度资助情况的部分摘录，其中“CoV”代表冠状病毒，“S蛋白”指病毒的刺突蛋白。
CoV种间传播的测试预测。通过实验测试宿主范围的预测模型（即病毒爆发的可能性），包括反向遗传学、假病毒和受体结合试验，以及用来自不同物种和人源化小鼠的一组细胞培养基做病毒感染实验”。
· “我们将使用刺突蛋白的序列数据、感染性克隆技术、体外和体内感染实验以及受体结合分析来验证用刺突蛋白序列差异百分比阈值来预测病毒外溢可能性的假说。”

用非技术语言来说，这意味着石博士的目标就是制造出一种对人类细胞具有最高感染力的新型冠状病毒。她的计划是要找到对人体细胞具有高低不同亲和力的刺突蛋白的编码基因。然后她再把这些刺突蛋白的基因一个接一个地插入若干病毒基因组的骨架（即所谓“反向遗传学”和“传染性克隆技术”），从而制作出一组嵌合型病毒。然后她再测试这些嵌合病毒攻击人类细胞培养基（即“体外”）和人源化小鼠（即“体内”）的能力。这些信息将有助于预测冠状病毒从蝙蝠到人跃迁的所谓“外溢”的可能性。
就其研究方法而言，目的是要寻找能够感染人类的冠状病毒骨架和刺突蛋白的最佳组合。很可能该方法已经制造出了类似于SARS2的其它病毒，而且很可能找到了病毒骨架和刺突蛋白的最佳组合而制造出了SARS2本身。
尚不能确定石博士是否真的在她的实验室中制造了SARS2，因为她的研究记录已被封存。但似乎她确实在朝这个方向在走。罗格斯大学分子生物学家、和生物安全著名专家Richard H. Ebright说：“很明显，武汉病毒学研究所正在系统地制作一种新型的嵌合冠状病毒，并评估这些病毒感染人类细胞和感染能够表达人的ACE2的小鼠的能力”。
Ebright博士还说：“同样清楚的是，取决于分析时所选择的常基因组背景的不同，这项工作可能产生了SARS2本身，或SARS2的某个近祖”。这里说的 “基因组背景”指用于刺突蛋白的试验台的某个特定的病毒骨架。
现在已经很明显，SARS2来自武汉病毒研究所实验室逃逸这个说法并非仅仅是个粗略的猜测，这个说法根据的是一个详细的研发资金申请书，根据的是拿到NIAID资助的一个特定项目。
如果问即使有了上面申请资助的工作计划，但你如何知道该计划确实被执行了？对此我们可以用Daszak博士自己的话来回答。Daszak博士在过去的15个月中不断抗议说实验室逃逸论是那些反中分子发明的一种荒谬的阴谋论。
在大流行爆发之前的2019年12月9日，Daszak在接受采访时用各种溢美之词介绍了武汉病毒研究所的科研人员如何重新编程刺突蛋白并制作出能够感染人源化白鼠的嵌合型冠状病毒。
Daszak在此采访进行到约28分钟时说，“经过6到7年的努力，我们现在已经发现，存在100多种与SARS相关的新型冠状病毒，它们和SARS极为相近” 。 “其中一些在实验室中能够进入人体细胞，另外一些会在人源化的小鼠模型中引起SARS疾病，而且该疾病无法通过单克隆抗体治愈，所以也无法通过疫苗来预防。因此，这是个明确并现实的危险...”

“采访人：您说的这些不同的冠状病毒，既不能针对它们进行疫苗接种，也无法抗病毒，那么我们该怎么办呢？”

“Daszak博士：嗯，我想是这样，冠状病毒嘛，你可以在实验室中很容易地操控它们。刺突蛋白会导致很多冠状病毒引发的畜传人风险。您可以获得基因序列，也可以构建蛋白，我们与北卡大学（UNC）的Ralph Baric有很多合作。我们可以在主链中插入另一种病毒并做些实验室操作。因此，当您发现一个序列时，您将有更大的预测能力。您拥有这种多样性。现在，研发疫苗的合理做法是，当你开发一款SARS疫苗时，会用流行性的SARS（Pandemic SARS）来做，不过，让我们插入其他一些东西，这样就可以获得更好的疫苗。” 这里所谓插入的东西，可能含有一个被称为弗林蛋白酶切割位点的元素。下面我会谈到，该元素会大大增加病毒对人类细胞的感染性。
Daszak博士断断续续说出了这样一个事实，即一旦产生了某种可以攻击人类细胞的新型冠状病毒，您就可以获取该病毒的刺突蛋白并将其作为研发疫苗的基础。
我们可以想象一下几天后Daszak博士听到武汉爆发疫情时的反应。他比任何人都清楚武汉研究所的目标就是如何让蝙蝠冠状病毒对人产生传染性，也清楚该所在保护本所研发人员免遭病毒感染方面的缺陷所在。
但是，他非但没有向政府卫生当局提供自己所掌握的大量病毒研发信息，而是立即发起了一场公关运动，以图让全世界相信疫情的爆发并非来自他所研制的某个病毒。他在2020年4月的一次采访中宣称， “新冠病毒从实验室逃逸的说法纯属瞎说，这根本不是真的”。
武汉病毒学研究所的安全措施
Daszak博士也许没有意识到，抑或他太过了解，长期以来，即使是管理最好的实验室也很难避免病毒的逃逸。天花病毒在1960年代和1970年代在英国从实验室中逃逸过3次，造成80例感染和3例死亡。自那时起，几乎每年都有危险病毒从实验室泄漏的情况。近些年来，SARS1病毒成了逃逸大师，分别从新加坡和台湾的实验室中泄漏，并从位于北京的中国国家病毒学研究所泄漏了至少四次。
SARS1难以对付的原因之一是没有可用的疫苗来保护实验室的工作人员。Daszak博士在上面12月19日的采访中说，武汉病毒研究所也未能开发出疫苗来对付他们自己制造的用来感染人类细胞的冠状病毒。如果SARS2病毒是在武汉实验室中制作的，那么武汉的工作人员对该病毒是完全无法防护的，正如他们在北京的同事们对SARS1完全无法防护一样。
新型冠状病毒高危的第二个因素与实验室所需的安全等级有关。实验室的安全等级分为从BSL1到BSL4的四个等级，其中BSL4的防护最为严格，它是专为致命性病原体（例如埃博拉病毒）而设计的。
武汉病毒研究所拥有一个新的BSL4实验室，但其管理松弛状态令美国驻北京使馆去该所检查工作的国务院检查官大为震惊。“新实验室严重缺乏安全操作所需的经过适当培训的技术人员和调查人员“，该检查员在2018年1月19日的电报中如此写道。
但是，真正的问题并不是武汉BSL4实验室是否安全，而是全世界的病毒学家都不喜欢在BSL4所要求的条件下工作。您必须穿着宇航服，在密闭的橱窗中进行操作，并忍受做什么都得多花一倍时间。因此，每种病毒真正对应的安全级别总是比安全设计的标准低。
在2020年之前，包括中国在内的各国的病毒学家所遵循的规则要求在BSL3实验室条件下对SARS1和MERS病毒进行操作，但其它蝙蝠冠状病毒均可以在低一级的BSL2实验室中操作。BSL2实验室只有最起码的安全预防措施，例如戴手套、穿实验服、不在移液器中吸入液体并张贴生物危害警告标志。然而，在BSL2中做功能增强实验（GOF）所产生的某种媒介可能比SARS1或MERS的传染性还要强。如果出现这种情形，那么实验室工作人员将极有可能被感染，特别是如果没有接种疫苗。
如石博士在其出版物和其他文件中所描述的那样，她的功能获得性（GOF）冠状病毒研究工作很多是在BSL2实验室进行的。她在接受《科学》杂志采访时说：“我们对冠状病毒的研究工作是在BSL2或BSL3实验室中进行的。”

Ebright博士说，“显然，该工作的部分或全部工作是在生物安全等级2下操作的，这个标准相当于美国标准牙医诊所的生物安全等级，会对实验室工作人员在接触具有SARS2传染特性的病毒时造成不可接受的风险。
他补充说：“很显然，这项工作不应该得到资助，也不应该被执行。”

这就是他的观点，无论SARS2病毒是否真的是在该实验室中产生的。
对武汉实验室安全条件的担忧似乎并不多余。根据美国国务院于2021年4月21日的情况通报，“美国政府有理由相信，在发现首例COVID-19病例之前的2019年秋季，武汉病毒研究所的几名科研人员就已被感染，其症状与COVID-19和常见的季节性疾病一致。”

哈德森研究所（Hudson Institute）研究员、国务院前顾问David Asher在一次研讨会上提供了有关该事件的更多详细信息。他说，我们对该事件的了解一部分来自公共信息，另一部分来自情报人员收集的一些高端信息。在该研究所的BSL3实验室工作的三个人在一周之内都病倒了，均出现严重症状并需接受住院治疗。这是“我们所了解到的COVID-19的第一批已知受害者。”他说，不能完全排除流感的可能，但在当时情况下似乎不太可能。
比较SARS2起源的两个对立说法
上面提到的证据让我们更加相信SARS2病毒是在实验室中制作的并逃逸了。这说法很严重，但无论多么严重，都缺乏实锤证据。实锤证据是，SARS2或其前体的确是在武汉病毒研究所或其相关实验室开发的。由于无法获取此类记录，另一个替代方法是列出有关SARS2病毒若干重要事实，然后看两个对立起源解释（自然发生论和实验室逃逸论）哪个能做出更好的解释。下面是对两种假说的四个检验，其中的两个涉及技术细节，对那些愿意深究的人来说，这些技术细节可能最具说服力。
1）起源地
让我们从地理位置开始。SARS病毒的两个已知近属是从中国南部省份云南山洞中的蝙蝠身上收集的。如果SARS2病毒先感染了云南这些山洞附近地区的居民，那将强烈支持该病毒是自然传播给人类的说法。但实际情形不是这样，疫情首先在远离山洞1500公里外的武汉市爆发。
SARS2所属的蝙蝠病毒家族叫β-冠状病毒，它会感染遍布中国南部中菊头蝠（Rhinolophus affinis）。蝙蝠的活动范围大约是50公里，所以不可能到达武汉。无论如何，第一波Covid-19爆发的时间是2019年9月，当时湖北省的气温已经很低，足以使蝙蝠进入冬眠状态。
会不会蝙蝠病毒先感染了一些中间宿主？如果如此，需要蝙蝠种群长期与中间宿主频繁接触，而此中间宿主还须经常与人接触。假设真有此病毒交换，该交换一定是在武汉这个繁华的都市之外进行的，因为我们知道武汉市并不是菊头蝠群的自然栖息地。逻辑上说，携带这种高传染性病毒的被感染者（人或动物）一定在去武汉的途中没有传染过任何其他人，而且他或她的家人中没有人发病，如果该人是乘坐火车去的武汉，也没有其他乘客被传染。
换言之，如果该病毒是在武汉以外的地方产生的话，那么该病毒必须一路不留任何痕迹，直接在武汉爆发。
用实验室逃逸说来解释的话，武汉起源说就很好理解。武汉是中国冠状病毒研究的领先研究中心，如上所述，那里的研究人员一直试图通过基因工程将蝙蝠冠状病毒改造的能够攻击人类细胞。而且他们是在安全性最低的BSL2实验室中做的这项工作。如果在那里做出了不曾预料的高传染性的SARS2的病毒，则其逃逸就不足为奇了。
2）病毒自然史与进化
瘟疫爆发的最初地点只是病毒自然史这个大问题的一小部分。病毒并不会一次接触就从一种物种跳到另一种物种。那些适变成能够攻击蝙蝠细胞的冠状病毒刺突蛋白需要反复多次跳到另一个物种（其中大多数会失败），才能获得幸运的突变。这个突变使得RNA单元发生了某种变化，导致某个异样的氨基酸被结合进刺突蛋白中，使其具有攻击其它物种细胞的能力。
通过多次这样的变异调整后，该病毒逐渐适应了它的新宿主，例如一些蝙蝠经常接触的动物。之后，当病毒从中间宿主向人传播时，以上过程再次被重复。
对于SARS1，研究人员记录了其刺突蛋白的连续变化，即该病毒是如何逐步演变成危险的病原体的。SARS1病毒从蝙蝠传给灵猫后，其刺突蛋白经6次突变成为一种温和的病原体后才传给人类。之后又经14次突变后变的更加适应人体，再经过4次突变后开始爆发疫情。
可是当你在SARS2病毒中企图寻找类似的突变路径时，会感到出奇的诧异。至少到近期，该病毒几乎没有任何变异。该病毒从出现之始就很好地适应了人类细胞。布罗德研究所（Broad Institute）Alina Chan所领导的研究人员将SARS2与后期已经适应了人体的SARS1进行了比较，发现这两种病毒均具有类似的人体适应性。他们写道：“当2019年末首次检测到SARS2时，它已经预先适应了人类传播，其适应程度与病毒在疫情后期的人体适应性相似。”

即使是那些反对实验室起源说的人也认为SARS2基因组具有不同寻常的一致性。Baric博士写道：“在中国武汉发现的早期菌株的遗传多样性十分有限，这表明该病毒可能出自某个单一来源。”

显然，单一来源与实验室逃逸说相吻合，而与自然发生论相矛盾，因为自然演化的基本特征就是存在大量的变异和选择。
SARS2基因组结构的高度一致性说明不存在什么中间宿主，而且在自然中的确也没有发现有这种宿主。
自然发生论的支持者（嘲讽地）说，SARS2在获得其传染特性前可能是在某个人群中经历过孵化，不过这个人群还不知道在哪里。或者说该病毒直接跳到了中国之外的某个中间宿主身上。
以上这些猜想都是可能的，但是很牵强。实验室泄漏说的支持者有一个简单的解释。 之所以SARS2从一开始就适应了人类细胞，是因为该病毒就是在实验室中用人源化小鼠中或在人类细胞培养而成的，正如Daszak在资助申请书中描述的那样。它的基因序列几乎没有任何多样性，因为实验室培养物的标志就是基因序列具有高度一致性。
实验室发生说的支持者如此戏说：SARS2病毒当然在传播给人类前先感染了某个中间宿主。我们已经找到了这个中间宿主，它就是武汉病毒学研究所使用的人源化小白鼠。
3）弗林蛋白酶切割位点（Furin Cleavage Site）
那么，SARS2是如何获得其弗林蛋白酶切割位点的呢？它既可以自然地获得，也可以在功能获得实验（GOF）中将其插入S1/S2的交界处而获得。
 先来考虑自然起源论。病毒演化靠两种方式，一是突变，二是重组。突变是个DNA（或冠状病毒的RNA）随机变化的过程，其结果通常是蛋白链中的某个氨基酸被另一个所置换。这些突变大多数对病毒演化是有害的，但自然选择总会保留下若干有用的突变。SARS1刺突蛋白的靶向偏好逐渐从蝙蝠细胞转换为灵猫细胞，然后再转到人类细胞，靠的就是这种突变。
 突变似乎不太可能产生SARS2的弗林蛋白酶切割位点，尽管不能完全排除这个可能。该位点的四个氨基酸单元聚在一起，并且都位于S1 / S2连接处的正确位置。突变是由复制错误（当产生成新的病毒基因组时）或部分基因组发生化学变性时随机产生的。因此，它通常会影响蛋白链上不同位置上的单个氨基酸。像弗林蛋白酶切割位点那样的一串氨基酸更有可能通过另一种流程，即所谓重组（recombination），而被整体获得。
重组是当两种病毒侵入同一细胞时，两种病毒的基因组材料发生偶然的交换时发生的，其后代是用另一个病毒的RNA的基因碎片组装而成的。β-冠状病毒只会与其他β-冠状病毒结合，但可以通过重组获得共同基因池中的任何遗传要素。他们唯一无法获得的是基因池中所不存在的要素。我们知道，没有任何与SARS相关的β-冠状病毒（SARS2所属的类）具有弗林蛋白酶切割位点。
自然发生说的支持者说，SARS2的弗林蛋白酶切割位点可能是从一些未知β-冠状病毒中获得的。不过与蝙蝠SARS相关的β-冠状病毒显然不需要弗林蛋白酶切割位点来感染蝙蝠细胞，因此SARS2不大可能真正含有这样一个位点，而且事实上目前还没有发现此位点。
自然发生说的支持者的下一个论点是，SARS2是从人体中获得的弗林蛋白酶切割位点的。他们说SARS2的前体可能已经在人群中传播了数月或数年，在此过程中SARS2从人类细胞中获得了弗林蛋白酶切割位点，这时就该爆发疫情了。
果真如此的话，医院的监控系统中应有被缓慢演化的SARS病毒所感染的病人的记录。但是到目前为止，还没有发现任何记录。根据世界卫生组织关于该病毒起源的报告，湖北省（武汉市所在的省）的监控医院定期监测流感样疾病，但“并无任何证据表明在2019年12月爆发新冠之前的几个月中有大量SARS-2传播。”

因此，很难解释SARS2病毒是如何自然地通过突变或重组获得弗林蛋白酶切割位点的。
剩下只有功能获得实验（GOF）还没有讨论了。对于那些认为SARS2来自实验室逃逸的支持者而言，解释弗林蛋白酶的切割位点不是个问题。Steven Quay博士是位对SARS2起源感兴趣的生物技术创业者，他写道： “自1992年以来病毒学界就知道，制造致命病毒的一种可靠方法就是在实验室中在S1/S2交界处加入弗林蛋白酶切割位点” 。他还说， “在公开发表的文献中，包括武汉冠状病毒研究病毒所所长石正立在内，至少涉及11个功能获得实验，都是在SARS病毒中加入弗林蛋白切割位点使其具有更强的感染性。”

4）密码子问题
众所周知（或至少可以回想一下高中课本），遗传密码使用三个DNA单位（碱基）来表示蛋白链上的每个氨基酸单位。当以3个为一组进行读取时，这4个不同的DNA单位可以产生4 x 4 x 4或64种不同的三联体，或称“密码子” （codons）。由于只有20种氨基酸，因此密码子的数量远远多余氨基酸的数量，所以相同的氨基酸可能以多个密码子来表示。例如，氨基酸中的精氨酸（arginine）可以用六个不同的密码子（CGU，CGC，CGA，CGG，AGA或AGG）来表示，其中的A、U、G和C代表RNA中的四种不同单元。
这就是有趣之处。不同的生物体具有不同的密码子偏好。人体细胞喜欢用CGT、CGC或CGG来表示精氨酸，但其中的CGG则是冠状病毒最不喜欢的精氨酸表示方法。在研究SARS2基因组中的氨基酸在弗林蛋白切割位点如何被编码时，请记住这一点。
现在从功能的角度来谈谈为什么SARS2带有弗林蛋白酶切割位点而其表亲病毒则无此位点。通过计算机可将SARTS2和其近亲冠状病毒（最接近的是RaTG13）基因组的近30,000个核苷酸的序列串进行排列和比较。可见，与RaTG13相比，SARS2在S1/S2连接处插入了12个核苷酸。插入物的序列是T-CCI-CGG-CGG-GC。CCT用以编码脯氨酸（proline），两个CGG用以编码两个精氨酸（arginines），而GC则是用来编码丙氨酸（alanine）的GCA的起始密码子。
这个插入物有许多奇怪的特性，但最奇怪的是两个并排的CGG密码子。SARS2的精氨酸密码子中只有5％是CGG，而任何β-冠状病毒中都没有发现过双CGG CGG密码子排列。那么SARS2是如何获得这5%的CGG的呢？要知道，CGG被人类细胞所偏爱，但并不为冠状病毒所偏爱。
自然发生论的支持者要解释SARS2的弗林蛋白酶切割位点各种特征可不容易。他们必须假设在病毒基因组上极少发生重组的位点上的确发生了重组事件，还要解释为什么会在SARS2在S1/S2点位（这可是冠状病毒基因组中唯一能够大大加强病毒传染性的重组点位）插入12个核苷酸序列，其中还含有β-冠状病毒库根本没有的一对精氨酸CGG密码子。
进化总是会产生小概率事件，Robertson博士这句话看似正确但其实不然。病毒可以产生无数变体，但我们能看的，只是自然选择后活下来的十亿分之一。Robertson博士的观点过于夸大了自然产生小概率事件的能力。例如，功能获得实验（GOF）的任何结果都可以解释为进化可以在时间中实现的事情。数字游戏也可以用另一种方式玩。为了让弗林蛋白酶切割位点在SARS2中自然发生，必须发生连续发生一系列事件。我们上面说过，这个事件链中的每一个都是小概率事件。一条带有若干小概率事件的长链是不可能完成的。
按照实验室逃逸论，SARS2中含有一对CGG密码子就不奇怪了。这个人类偏爱的密码子在实验室中经常使用。因此，凡试图在病毒基因组中插入弗林蛋白酶切割位点者，就会在实验室中合成能制备PRRA的序列，并且很可能会使用CGG来实现。

Epoch Times Reporter Attacked by Man With Softball Bat in Hong Kong
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A reporter for the Hong Kong edition of The Epoch Times was beaten by an unidentified man wielding a softball bat on May 11, in an attack believed to be orchestrated by the Chinese regime in its latest attempt to silence the publication’s reporting.

Sarah Liang was on the first floor of her residential building when the assault took place at noon on Tuesday. The assailant swung the bat at her more than 10 times before fleeing in a car. The assault lasted about a minute and Liang was left with bruises on both of her legs.

The incident is the latest in a string of attacks on Epoch Times facilities and reporters in Hong Kong—all suspected of being organized by the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) as part of its campaign to thwart the outlet’s reporting in the city. The publication, one of the few independent outlets in Hong Kong, is known for reporting on political infighting, corruption, and human rights abuses committed by the communist regime.

Liang was taken away in an ambulance and sent to the Queen Elizabeth Hospital for treatment. At around 3 p.m. local time, police arrived at the hospital to get Liang’s account of the attack. As of 6:30 p.m. local time, she was still in hospital.

A witness with the surname Li said he was coming out of a nearby restaurant when he heard a woman screaming, “Help me, I am being beaten.”

Li said he then saw a large man in his 40s carrying a softball bat jump into a car and flee. According to Li, the assailant’s getaway vehicle was a black Mercedes-Benz with a licence plate number of “TV3851.”

Whoever was behind the attack, Li said, wanted to send a warning to The Epoch Times and prevent the outlet from carrying out its reporting. He slammed the attack as brutal and inhumane, adding that he would be willing to testify against the attacker if needed.

Speaking to local media outside the hospital at around 2 p.m. local time, Liang said the attack was premeditated because another man suddenly started charging toward her on May 8 at the same location where she was assaulted on Monday. In the earlier incident, the man eventually walked away after realizing that the black bat hidden beneath his clothes had fallen to the ground while he was running.

Liang called on Hong Kong leader Carrie Lam to pay attention to her case as public safety in the city seems to be deteriorating. The reporter said she believes the attacker is connected to the Chinese Communist Party, and that the Chinese regime was trying to intimidate her using violence.

Liang was also targeted in two separate incidents over the past month. On April 26, she was stalked by an unidentified man outside a local metro station. Two days earlier, a self-described delivery man entered her residential building and knocked on the door of her home. Liang did not open her door after the delivery man failed to identify himself.

The Hong Kong edition’s printing plant was also attacked by hammer-wielding intruders on April 12, forcing the facility to suspend operations for a few days. Less than two years earlier, the same printing press was set on fire by four masked individuals. The attackers have not been found by police. It is widely believed that the CCP is behind both attacks.

Guo Jun, director of the Hong Kong edition of The Epoch Times, said there was no doubt that the CCP was behind the assault on Liang. Guo called on the international community to pay attention to the safety of all reporters working in Hong Kong.

The CCP’s goal with this attack, as well as the others, was to force The Epoch Times to abandon its business in Hong Kong, Guo said.

The safety of staff at the outlet’s printing plant has been another concern. Guo added that there have been unidentified vehicles and people spotted near the facility recently.

The Chinese edition of The Epoch Times called on Hong Kong Police to carry out their duty to investigate all unresolved cases involving the Hong Kong bureau.

“We call on the general public in Hong Kong to continue to support The Epoch Times,” a statement from the outlet read.

“The Epoch Times will not back down and it will continue to provide truthful coverage and safeguard Hong Kong.”

It also called on the international community to help “prevent the CCP’s escalating violence against Hong Kong media.”

The former British colony, once celebrated for its civil liberties, has seen a drastic deterioration of press and other freedoms, as the Chinese regime has tightened its grip over the city. In particular, Beijing’s imposition of a draconian national security law and other measures in the past year have led observers to say that Hong Kong will soon be just another mainland Chinese city—an outcome in direct violation of Beijing’s pledge under an international treaty to preserve the city’s freedoms and autonomy until 2047.

The Hong Kong Journalists Association (HKJA), in a statement on its Facebook page, condemned the violence against Liang and “solemnly urged” the police to quickly bring the attacker to justice.

“Freedom of the press is a core value that makes Hong Kong a success. We will never tolerate any violent threats against the media or journalists,” HKJA added.

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Gas stations in multiple U.S. states ran out of gas on Monday after hackers attacked a pipeline that runs from Texas to New Jersey.

Stations in Florida, Georgia, South Carolina, North Carolina, and Virginia were out of fuel after customers rushed to fill vehicles following the hack of Colonial Pipeline.

Approximately seven percent of stations in Virginia had run out of gas as of 11 p.m. Central Time on Monday, Patrick De Haan, an analyst with GasBuddy, which lists prices and availability at U.S., Canadian, and Australian stations, said on Twitter.

At the same time, over two percent of stations in North Carolina, about 1.5 percent of stations in Georgia and Florida, and about 0.5 percent of stations in South Carolina had no gas, he added. A small portion of stations in Alabama also ran out of fuel.

Bags covered pumps at stations across Pensacola in northwest Florida on Monday, while stations that still had gas saw long lines of drivers waiting to fill their gas tanks.

“It’s kind of scary when it’s raining because I don’t want to be stuck on the side of the road with my daughter with no gas,” Pensacola resident Tieisha Brown told WEAR-TV. “So this is my second attempt and I’m slowly but surely running low on gas trying to find a gas station.”

Nikki Fried, Florida’s agriculture and consumer services commissioner, urged people in a video statement not to panic buy or hoard gas.

Along with the cyberattack on Colonial, a shortage of truck drivers for fuel trucks has contributed to shortages, she said.

In North Carolina, people reported struggling to find gas in the Asheville area, as some stations ran out of fuel. A clerk at a Shell station in Robbinsville told a local reporter her manager told her it could be five days until a fresh supply comes in. Ingles CFO Ron Freeman told the Citizen Times that some of the company’s stations were seeing occasional outages.

“We are working non-stop to precure fuel for all our stores that have a Gas Express and hope the pipeline is fully operational as soon as possible,” he said.

Gov. Roy Cooper issued a state of emergency on Monday, temporarily suspending all fuel regulations to try to ensure adequate supply throughout the state.

RaceTrac, which operates some stations, confirmed to WSB-TV that some Georgia stations were unable to provide people with gas.

Atlanta drivers posted pictures on social media of stations they’d gone to where gas was not available.

People across multiple counties in South Carolina told WPDE that gas was out at some stations.

“What we’re understanding from our tankers is the terminals where they get gas, aren’t getting the gas which is then not able to give to our tankers who can’t give it to us because they don’t have it,” Angel Lodice, a representative of a Circle K gas station in Myrtle Beach, told the broadcaster.

The American Automobile Association (AAA) warned of gas shortages and rising fuel prices after hackers targeted Colonial Pipeline, which typically transports about 45 percent of the fuel consumed by the East Coast, or 100 million gallons per day.

“Areas including Mississippi, Tennessee, and the East Coast from Georgia into Delaware are most likely to experience limited fuel availability and price increases, as early as this week. These states may see prices increase three to seven cents this week,” a spokesperson said.



The national average price per gallon was $2.98 as of May 11, with West Coast states seeing prices as high as $4.10 per gallon and some southern ones seeing prices as low as $2.64.

Colonial has said that it took some of its systems offline last week to contain the threat following the intrusion, which temporarily halted all of its pipeline operations.

The company plans on resuming operations in a “phased approach.”

It was not clear whether it planned on paying money to the hackers, which carried out a so-called ransomware attack.

The White House declined to weigh in directly on the matter when asked whether Colonial should pay a ransom.

“So, typically, that is a private-sector decision, and the administration has not offered further advice at this time. Given the rise in ransomware, that is one area we’re definitely looking at now to say, “What should be the government’s approach to ransomware actors and to ransoms overall?'” Anne Neuberger, deputy national security adviser for cyber and emerging technologies, told reporters in Washington.

President Joe Biden is being regularly briefed on the pipeline incident and the administration is “continually assessing the impact of this ongoing incident on fuel supply for the East Coast,” White House press secretary Jen Psaki offered in a statement later Monday.

“We are monitoring supply shortages in parts of the southeast and are evaluating every action the administration can take to mitigate the impact as much as possible,” she said. “The president has directed agencies across the federal government to bring their resources to bear to help alleviate shortages where they may occur.”

'Phantom votes' emerge in 2020 election lawsuit

Trump calls it a 'bombshell' as votes 'intentionally switched' from Trump to Biden

The Michigan county embroiled in controversy when it counted thousands of votes for Joe Biden that were cast for Donald Trump isn't out of the woods yet: A judge has been told that 1,061 "phantom votes" have been found there.

Officials in Republican-majority Antrim County initially reported voters chose Joe Biden in the 2020 presidential race. But tabulation errors were discovered and Trump was shown to be the winner. State and county officials blamed on human error, but two local citizens have filed a lawsuit contending the Dominion Voting Systems machines used in the tabulation could have been used to manipulate the election.

The Washington Examiner reports attorney Matthew DePerno, representing Antrim County resident William Bailey, told County Circuit Judge Kevin Elsenheimer during a virtual hearing on Monday that a recount in December tallied 15,962 ballots.  However, the Michigan secretary of state's database shows only 14,901 votes were cast. That means 1,061 don't exist on voter rolls.

The defendants in the lawsuit, including Michigan Secretary of State Jocelyn Benson, insist Bailey has no right to sue.

DePerno explained in a court filing the discovery of the "phantoms" is why an audit of the county's results should be conducted.

He also noted that voters ages 65 to 80 had a near 100% turnout, the Examiner reported.

Are you confident in America's election integrity?
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The newspaper got no response when it sought comment from state officials.

Former President Trump joined the discussion.

"The major Michigan Election Fraud case has just filed a bombshell pleading claiming votes were intentionally switched from President Trump to Joe Biden," he said in a statement shared by his Save America PAC, the Examiner reported.

"The number of votes is MASSIVE and determinative. This will prove true in numerous other States. All Republicans must UNIFY and not let this happen. If a thief robs a jewelry store of all of its diamonds (the 2020 Presidential Election), the diamonds must be returned. The Fake News media refuses to cover the greatest Election Fraud in the history of our Country. They have lost all credibility, but ultimately, they will have no choice!"

A previous recount found Trump with 9,749 votes and Biden with 5,959. Across the state, Biden won by only about 150,000.

The lawyer also told the judge there are questions about 138 ballots that a state official instructed two volunteers to count even though they had "the very same signature in Central Lake Township," the report said.

Michigan was one of six battleground states that drew charges of election fraud. Several states suspended counting on election night with Trump leading. Hours later, after massive ballot dumps that were nearly 100% for Biden, the Democrat took the lead when counting resumed.

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So Trump was right all along: Queen Elizabeth to announce steps to defend electoral integrity in UK

This news story from the U.K. Guardian stands out:
Britons will have to show photo ID to vote in future general elections, ministers are poised to confirm this week, as a means of tackling fraud which critics claim could deter poorer and ethnic minority voters from taking part in democracy.
The proposal is to be included in Tuesday's Queen's speech, which will set out the government's post-pandemic priorities and the laws it intends to pass in the forthcoming parliamentary session.
Voter ID?  Wow.  Up until now, we've been told in the press there's no such thing as election fraud.  We've been told that Georgia's voter ID law, is "Jim Crow on steroids,"  by friend-of-Klansmen Joe Biden, no less.  England, the nation that made the global slave trade abhorrent, has decided differently.  Can't pin "Jim Crow" on that country, despite Meghan Markle's wokester prevarications.
The queen's speech will also include a proposal to limit ballot-harvesting, another sleazy electoral fraud vehicle, which has seen its share of both GOP and Democrat violators, from North Carolina to Texas to Minnesota, as well as illegal aliens harvesting votes on behalf of Democrats on a wide scale over in California.  The queen apparently wants none of that. 
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I didn't know that the queen had that much authority.  Actually, I thought she was just a figurehead.  But this step shows how electoral integrity is clearly an apolitical issue, not a partisan one, as Democrats would have you believe.  Nothing in this measure will stop voters from voting leftist if that is what they want.  What it will stop is leftists from stuffing ballot boxes and canceling out the votes of others who don't want to elect leftists, which is what Republicans, with plenty of reason, suspect has been going on.  And clearly, the queen noticed a danger.
After all, the U.S. and U.K. systems tend to move in tandem.
What's vivid here is that the queen seems to have noticed that President Trump was right all along about the fraudy nature of the 2020 election, which saw the election of a doddering old foof with a Jeremy Corbyn–style agenda, put into office based on the questionable activities of a few blue-city machines.  She appears to want none of that in her kingdom. 
That runs counter to the strong narrative that President Trump was the problem because he refused to concede the election to Joe Biden back in 2020.  If you read the Politico anecdotal narratives from various countries' elites about the U.S. 2020 election, you will see that their observers from nearly all nations blamed President Trump for crying fraud, as if there were no such thing as electoral fraud in the U.S.  This took some doing, given that everyone noted that U.S. elections were a mess and said so, friend and foe.  They also know that there is the possibility of fraud in their own countries, so they effectively claimed that the U.S. couldn't possibly have fraud, even as they claimed that U.S. democracy was diminished.  Either it really was diminished and Trump was telling the truth, or it wasn't diminished, and Trump was blowing smoke.  Because anything Trump might claim would fall to pieces if his claim were not true, and it's clear they knew that it wasn't.
The Kenyan observer said that America's 2020 election was just like a Kenyan election but pinned the blame on Trump instead of the specter of fraud, as if fraud were unknown in a place like Kenya.
The Mexican observer, Arturo Sarukhan, a former ambassador to the U.S. and known Trump-hater, claimed that U.S. elections were a mess, and Trump was the one at fault, not the fraud.  He wrote this twisted drivel, forgetting that Mexico's own current sitting president, Andrés Manuel López Obrador, knows that the same crap happened in Mexico as has now happened in the U.S.:
There's no doubt that if what has happened here in the runup to the elections — with a sitting president stating that fraud is being perpetrated against him, refusing to commit to a peaceful transition of power and to acknowledge and recognize the winner, and stating that the only way he would lose the election was via an electoral fraud — were happening elsewhere in the Americas or the world, for that matter, it would be branded by U.S. media as an attempted coup. That U.S. institutions — mainly the courts and the electoral system, albeit with its imperfections and growing need for reform — and the media continue to check and balance the executive is of little solace to those of us who see this country painfully polarized and tribalized, with the real and troubling weaponization of disinformation and lies feeding the tectonic and sociodemographic fractures that are tearing its social contract asunder.
As an additional note, Sarukhan also knows that California's influential one-party Democrats-only state takes Mexico's political system with all its ballot-harvesting from the PRI one-party-state "perfect dictatorship" era as its model.  Note his claim that the U.S. electoral system and courts need "reform."  He likes to cover all his bases.
That's the globalist consensus, that the U.S. election was perfectly done and the U.S. remains a beacon of democracy with Trump's cries of "fraud" the only problem, as if Trump can't possibly be just ignored if he's wrong.  Trump's words, not the system, are the only problem, so they claim.
Yet this move from the queen of England says she knows better.  And this Harvard study that came out before the 2020 election, identifying scores of fraud opportunities in the U.S. electoral system, and how the U.S. election system compares very poorly to that of other democracies, says the same.
The U.K. just got through a significant local election where the public mood was clearly conservative, throwing out leftists across the kingdom.  That may have sent a signal to her that the time was right for ensuring that lean-and-hungry frustrated leftists don't attempt to rig elections now that they know they can't sell their extremist ideas as they are now. 
That's saving democracy.  And it's important to do, because the 2020 U.S. election taught us that the time to stop fraud is before it happens, not after.  The wise old queen is doing what myriad state legislatures in the U.S. are doing, which is preventing fraud before it starts.  That's a blessing for the U.K., one of her lasting gifts before her reign is done.  And you can bet we will see additional democracies elsewhere quietly following her lead.

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WASHINGTON—Generous unemployment benefits put in place by the CARES Act and subsequent relief packages have become an easy target for identity thieves and other criminals since the beginning of the pandemic last year. Most states have been hit by fraud committed on a vast scale, mainly by international organized crime rings.

In March, the Labor Department inspector general’s office estimated that more than $63 billion in unemployment benefits was paid out improperly through fraud or errors since the beginning of the pandemic.

Rep. Jackie Walorski (R-Ind.) called it “a frightening number” that exceeds “the entire budget of the Department of Homeland Security.”

During a virtual roundtable she hosted on May 10 with state leaders, employers, and fraud victims, Walorski said that “criminal organizations, including international cybercrime rings, prison inmates, and opportunistic foreign actors are using stolen identities to falsely claim unemployment benefits.”

In the state of Indiana, for example, nearly 1.3 million claims have been processed for unemployment and roughly 15 percent of these claims “have been flagged for fraud indicators,” according to Walorski.

Claims for unemployment benefits have surged since the pandemic induced lockdowns began. Most states have been struggling to keep up with a record volume of claims due to their outdated systems. In addition, they are not equipped to deal with large fraud attacks, particularly the ones coming from overseas.

States have to put new technologies in place, according to experts, so that they can stop the fraud before it happens, rather than to try to chase it down and claw it back.

“After the CARES Act was passed, the unemployment insurance system became a rich target in a way that it had never been previously,” Amy Simon, deputy assistant secretary at the Department of Labor under the Trump administration said at the roundtable.

“Many states were unprepared to defend themselves against organized crime, against credential stuffing,” she said.

At the Labor Department, Simon was working on the frontlines of the department’s “daily inundation of both claims and fraud.” Last month Simon herself became one of the fraud victims when she got a text message showing that she had filed an application for unemployment insurance in a state that she had not lived in for years.

“It was an unsettling reality to accept that not only had I watched fraud unfold on the macro stage, it was now impacting my life directly,” she said. The same day, the state’s initial claim application portal was shut down due to the volume of fraudulent attacks.

Experts note that the total amount of fraud nationwide could be significantly higher than estimated by the Labor Department, with the amount being anywhere between $200 and $300 billion.

Many Americans have been affected by this fraud. A lot of victims who had their ID stolen cannot apply for benefits, and they have to wait until the matter is resolved.

Speaking at the roundtable, Doug Swetnam, section chief for the data privacy and ID theft unit for the Indiana Attorney General’s office, said that his unit saw a 1,500 percent increase in identity theft in 2020 and is on track to set a new record for 2021.

“Worst of all, we believe that many victims still don’t know they’ve been victimized,” Swetnam said.

Fraud Surges 4,800 Percent

People typically find out about the fraud when they attempt to apply for unemployment insurance benefits or when their employers notify them. Some also receive prepaid credit cards by mail often from states where they don’t live. And others learn when they receive a 1099-G form in the mail that shows the amount of benefits that they never applied for.

Traditional ID verification is not enough to prevent these scams, according to Pete Eskew, senior vice president at ID.me, an identity verification company that currently serves 23 states, including California, Colorado, and New York.

The company helps individuals securely verify their identity online.

“Due to our controls, we’ve stopped about 1.6 million fraudulent claims protecting over $30 billion of taxpayer money,” Eskew said during the roundtable.

International organized crime groups from countries such as Russia, Uzbekistan, China, and Nigeria are involved in the ID theft, Eskew said, adding that a lot of domestic organized crime is also “beginning to get into this game.”

While some states have started to take preventive measures and deploy new systems to address the problem, the identity theft continues to surge, according to Eva Velasquez, president and CEO of the Identity Theft Resource Center, a nonprofit that helps victims of identity theft.

Speaking at the roundtable, Velasquez said unemployment identity theft increased 4,800 percent last year.

“We’re on pace to surpass our 2020 numbers before the end of the second quarter this year,” she added.

According to a survey by the Identity Theft Resource Center, 33 percent of the victims of unemployment and stimulus related identity fraud reported that they did not have enough money to buy food or pay for utilities. And 13 percent have stated that they’ve been unable to get temporary or permanent jobs as a result of the misuse of their identity.

The Department of Labor and the FBI have been unable to keep up with the volume of fraud cases, according to experts.

Republican lawmakers plan to introduce the Combatting COVID Unemployment Fraud Act this week to prevent “criminals and international cybercrime rings” from robbing the American people, Walorski said in a statement.

Republicans have accused Democrats of allowing this “widespread fraud to happen.” They criticize Democrats for not agreeing to hold a joint hearing on the matter and rejecting a proposal offered by Rep. Devin Nunes (R-Calif.) that introduces safeguards to help prevent fraud.

In a letter to U.S. Department of Labor Secretary Martin Walsh on May 10, Sen. Mike Crapo (R-Idaho) and Rep. Kevin Brady (R-Texas) urged the department to make “targeted investments” to stop unemployment fraud.

“The Department should act to implement commonsense policies to stop the ‘pay and chase’ model of unemployment administration, like requiring states to verify identity and prior employment of applicants before authorizing benefits,” lawmakers stated.

The Labor Department didn’t immediately respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment.

20 Republican Governors Call on Biden to ‘Take Action’ on Border Crisis
BY JACK PHILLIPS
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Twenty Republican governors on Tuesday called on President Joe Biden and Vice President Kamala Harris to “take action” to deal with the crisis along the U.S.-Mexico border, as throngs of people from Mexico and Central America continue to try and illegally cross into the country.

“Contrary to statements from your Administration, the border is neither closed nor secure,” the governors said in a letter (pdf), adding that the crisis “is now spilling over the border states into all of our states.”

The U.S. Customs and Border Protection in April said that there were 172,000 encounters between Border Patrol agents and illegal immigrants in March, including nearly 19,000 unaccompanied children.

The 20 governors said that state and federal authorities are “overwhelmed” by what they described as a “self-created crisis that exploits families, undermines public safety, and threatens our national security.” It concluded by saying: “We urge you to take action to end the humanitarian crisis and secure our southern border immediately.”

Separately, they contended that the Biden administration has provided “almost zero transparency” into their operations, adding that “we have neither the resources nor the obligation to solve the federal government’s problem and foot the bill for the consequences of this Administration’s misguided actions.”

The letter contrasts with statements recently made by Department of Homeland Security Secretary Alejandro Mayorkas, who touted progress along the border. In statements to the media, Mayorkas said that unaccompanied children are spending less time in Border Patrol facilities.

And on May 7, Mayorkas again blamed the previous administration for the surge in illegal immigrants and children being housed in federal facilities.

“When our administration began we inherited a system that had been torn down and dismantled and I said at the time in late March that we have a plan to address the challenge of the unaccompanied children,” he said.

Mayorkas’ claims along with recent photos of a relatively empty Border Patrol facility in Donna, Texas, however, were criticized by Rep. Henry Cuellar (D-Texas), who described the pictures as misleading.

“All they’re doing is they’re moving kids from one tent to the other tent and saying, ‘Oh, they’re not in the Border Patrol [custody],’ but they’re right next door,” Cuellar told Border Report several days ago. “They’re just next door in HHS [custody],” he said, referring to the Department of Health and Human Services, which also operates facilities that house unaccompanied children.

Homeland Security announced earlier this month that there were just 677 children in Border Patrol custody as of May 1, an 88 percent drop from March 28 when there were more than 5,700 children in custody.

The Epoch Times has contacted the White House for comment.

Senators Introduce Bill Forcing Colleges to Disclose Financial Ties With Beijing

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Lawmakers recently introduced a bill that would force American colleges to disclose their financial ties with the Chinese regime, including its Confucius Institutes, in order to qualify to receive international students.

The bill, put forward by Sen. Chuck Grassley (R-Iowa), would make such disclosure a condition to a university’s eligibility to be part of the Student and Exchange Visitor Program, which provides approval for schools to enroll students holding non-immigrant visas.

“The centerpiece of this bill is disclosure and transparency,” Grassley said on the Senate floor on May 10. “If the schools want visas for their foreign students, they’ll first have to disclose their ties to the Chinese government.”

The bill comes amid heightened scrutiny on the Chinese regime’s influence on American campuses. A 2020 investigation by the Department of Education found that universities received almost $1.5 billion in contracts and gifts from China from 2014 to 2020.

“The communist regime poses a serious threat to U.S. research as well as undue influence on our college campuses,” Grassley said in a May 5 statement.

One of the vehicles of Beijing’s influence is Confucius Institutes. Billed as Chinese language and culture centers, the institutes have been sharply criticized for promoting Beijing’s propaganda and suppressing academic freedom in universities across the country.

From 2006 to 2019, the Chinese regime poured more than $158 million to about 100 U.S. universities through Confucius Institutes, according to a 2019 U.S. Senate subcommittee on investigations report (pdf). There are currently 47 Confucius Institutes in the country, according to the National Association of Scholars (NAS).

“This legislation will shine a light on any funny business that the Chinese government is trying to play on our campuses under the guise of Confucius Institutes and any financial ties between our educational institutions and the communist regime,” Grassley said in the statement.

The proposed legislation would effectively codify a Trump-era policy proposal that was automatically rescinded when President Joe Biden took office because the proposed rule not been formalized through regulatory processes before the end of former President Donald Trump’s term.

Last year, the Trump administration designated the Washington-based Confucius Institute U.S. Center as a foreign mission. Then-Secretary of State Mike Pompeo said at the time that the measure was a recognition of the center’s role in “advancing Beijing’s global propaganda and malign influence campaign on U.S. campuses.”

The Senate in March passed a bill that would force host universities to take full control of Confucius Institutes or lose their federal funding.

In the past few years, dozens of Confucius Institutes have closed down around the country. But in their place, many universities have simply entered into new rebranded partnerships with the Chinese regime under a different name, according to the NAS.

Arizona Governor Signs Election Reform Bill Updating Eligibility to Remain on Early Voting List
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Arizona Gov. Doug Ducey signed into law a bill that updates eligibility requirements to remain on the state’s early voting list in an effort to protect the integrity of elections.

The law, Senate Bill 1485, seeks to keep only active voters on the “Active Early Voting List,” who wish to vote by mail in elections. Voters who do not return at least one early ballot over the course of four years, or two consecutive primary elections and general elections, will be sent a postcard asking whether they wish to stay on that list. The voter could also be notified via telephone, text message, or email. If they do not respond, then they could be removed from that list.

“Arizona is a national leader when it comes to election integrity and access to the ballot box, and Senate Bill 1485 continues that legacy. In 1992, our state began offering the ability for Arizonans to vote an absentee ballot. Since then, Arizona has continuously improved and refined our election laws —including intuitively renaming ‘absentee’ voting to ‘early’ voting—and constantly seeking to strengthen the security and integrity of our elections,” Ducey, a Republican, wrote in a letter in support of the bill.

Ducey’s announcement comes shortly after the Senate passed the bill in a 16-14 party line vote. Democrats have opposed the bill, which they characterize as a “purge” bill, arguing that the bill will “purge over 120,000 eligible Arizona voters” from the early voting list. They claim that the bill will “threaten” the early ballots of millions of Arizona voters, and will disproportionately impact low-income, black, latino, and Native American voters.

“The priorities of this legislature are wrong and misguided and SB1485 is one of its most shameful examples. We have one of the country’s best and robust vote by mail systems and yet the legislature is actively creating unnecessary hurdles for people to vote. These voter suppression bills are part of a broader, coordinated attack on voting rights and democratic norms,” Arizona Senate Democrats said in a statement.

On the other hand, Republicans have pushed back on what they say is a “false narrative” on the bill, arguing that the law is designed to bolster the security of elections and will not disenfranchise any voters. Voters who are removed from the list can still request an early ballot or vote in person, according to the law.

“Standing with the voters and their desire for secure elections is paramount to maintaining our form of government. This bill is a modest, but critical step toward restoring confidence in our election system,” state Sen. Michelle Ugenti-Rita (R), the bill’s sponsor, said in a statement.

Ducey said in his letter that Arizona’s law is not completely novel as it mirrors similar practices in California. But he argued that his state’s version provides more access for voters than the law in California, as unlike the Golden State, Arizona’s law requires County Recorders to proactively reach out to voters and provide notice before voters are removed.

“If this bill is as bad as some partisan activists have suggested what does that say about their beloved California?” Ducey wrote.

He also argued that for years, Arizona’s legislature has been making updates to the state’s election system in an attempt to strengthen its security and integrity. The state, for example, expanded access to early voting locations in 2008 and expanded the method to request an early ballot in 2011, he argued.

The passage of the bill comes against the backdrop of a Republican push to audit votes cast in Maricopa County in November 2020. Following that election, the Arizona Senate subpoenaed election materials, such as ballots and issued subpoenas for election machines, passwords, and other technology.

Evangelical Lutherans abandon Bible, elect first transgender bishop

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One of the largest Christian denominations in the United States has just elected its first transgender bishop as the abandonment of biblical authority within organized Christendom grows more pervasive.

The Rev. Megan Rohrer of Grace Lutheran Church in San Francisco initially broke barriers in 2006 when she became the first transgender person to be ordained in the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, Religion News Service reported. In 2014, she became the first to serve as a pastor when she was placed at Grace Lutheran.

The ECLA is one of the nation’s largest churches, boasting almost 3.3 million members and 8,900 congregations across the country. Rohrer will become the first transgender person to serve as bishop in any major American Christian denomination.

 “It’s an honor to be called to serve the Sierra Pacific Synod,” Rohrer told RNS in a written statement. “During this time when some imagine trans people at their worst, Lutherans have once again declared that transgender people are beautiful children of God. Thank you to everyone who has been praying for me and my family as I accept this call.”

The 41-year-old Rohrer, a woman who does not appear to identify as either male or female and uses the pronoun “they,” also became the San Francisco Police Department’s first chaplain from the LGBT community in 2017.

She is also actively involved in homeless outreach and LGBT “street activism” and has authored several books. She's even become a minor celebrity due to appearances on “Queer Eye” and within the pages of Time and Cosmopolitan. She is legally married to a woman.

Originally from Sioux Falls, South Dakota, Rohrer has said she was bullied by Christians and kicked out of youth group when she came out as lesbian. She told a California public radio station that while attending Augustana University as an out lesbian, her fellow students would sing hymns at her “to try to get rid of my gay demons."

“And I would just sing harmony. I didn’t know what to do,” she said.

It was during this time, however, that a campus pastor encouraged her to pursue ministry. In 2002 she moved to San Francisco and attended Berkeley’s LGBT-friendly Pacific School of Religion. Her ordination to the ECLA in 2006 under a process which was “designed to sidestep” the denomination’s policy on LGBT ministers at the time was finally accepted in 2010.

On Tuesday, Rohrer tweeted to critics of her ordination, “If my election confuses you, may that confusion inspire you to notice all the other wonderful things God is up to that you may have missed. The barriers-breaking minister seems to miss the mark when it comes to responding to critics of her position in the church, answering accusations other than what one might typically reference to oppose her ordination, such as the standards for bishops as outlined in the book of 1 Timothy or substantial, scripturally based arguments that a life of homosexuality and gender fluidity contradict the word of God.

In other words, Rohrer's comments don't answer the more common objections to her ordination.

 “Using faith to tear other people down is not good news,” Rohrer told Cosmopolitan in 2017. “We need to all be as loud and as angry as the people who want to declare that there are types of people that God can’t love.”

Individuals like Rohrer commit a great error when they accuse opponents of LGBT acceptance in ministry of believing LGBT individuals are not worthy of being loved.

Her explanation for why she should be encouraged entry into Christian ministry, like much of progressive Christian thought these days, completely ignores the authority of Scripture, which is the far more glaring issue many Christians take with the acceptance of LGBT lifestyles within the church.

It is painfully ironic that Rohrer will fill the position of bishop within a denomination named for one of the great fathers of sola scriptura theology, Martin Luther, yet she denies the authority of the Scripture he fought so hard to make available to the common man, precisely so they could obey its authority over the teachings of the institutional church.

It is a strawman to conflate those who oppose her position of authority with those who believe that “there are types of people that God can’t love.” There is not a single type of person on this planet whom God is incapable of loving and didn’t die for.

This is because, as Scripture tells us, every person was made in the image of God and Christ died on the cross for the sins of fallen human beings -- but his followers are called to be conformed to his image and to obey his word. Christians do not expect Rohrer to adhere to their standards, and we do not teach that she is unworthy of God’s love. Quite the opposite!

Any truly Bible-believing congregation should open its arms up to any and all sinners seeking redemption, no matter what their past may be. We should clothe, feed, show kindness to and love people no matter what they believe or how they live their lives. But there is an important difference between reaching out to people who are living in sin with the mercy and grace shown us by our Savior and telling them to remain in that sin.

If we believe the Bible when it tells us that God loves us and sent his son to die for us, we must also believe it when it says to obey its precepts and turn from what it defines as our sin.

When writing to disputing church members in Corinth, the Apostle Paul warned them not to be “deceived,” that “neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind, nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God.”

He went on to remind his brethren that “And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God.” (1 Corinthians 6:9-11 KJV)

“What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?” he later asks them (1 Corinthians 6:19-20 KJV). “For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's.”

“And such were some of you” is always a humbling reminder for a Christian when judging the actions of the world. The keyword here is "were." We are called to have a gracious heart toward those who are not walking according to biblical standards because they do not yet know how much God does love them.

Many of us ought to be able to relate to these people, having been born again and redeemed of similar struggles, so that they can share in the salvation bought and paid for us on the cross.

This is at the heart and soul of ministry -- the full gospel. Not the acceptance and glorification of the things we struggle with before Christ, but repentance to and redemption from him.

While it sounds like Rohrer has a very big heart for what she does, it is not her capacity to serve or her value in the eyes of the Lord that is on trial here -- it is her ability to teach, and adhere to, biblical Christianity.

Because there is no Christianity without the authority of the Scripture.

Although Donald Trump has made few public appearances since leaving the White House on Jan. 20 this year, he has still made his presence felt in other ways.

One of the biggest impacts Trump has had on the country both as president and as a private citizen has been awakening millions of Americans to the very real danger of a media and political elite class that has been subverting Constitutional and legal processes in the states to increase their own power and control.

This is especially true of America’s election systems.

For the past six months, more Americans than ever have been made aware of the existence of this powerful network of incredibly rich and privileged people that we could call an “oligarchy,” as James O’Keefe does in his recent music video.

An oligarchy is defined by Britannica as being “government by the few, especially despotic power exercised by a small and privileged group for corrupt or selfish purposes. Oligarchies in which members of the ruling group are wealthy or exercise their power through their wealth are known as plutocracies.”

This present oligarchy has recently been forced from behind the curtains and out into the open as it began clumsily and incompetently seeking to control the national dialogue on a variety of subjects even as the role it played in the 2020 elections was uncovered. The more it fought to censor what Americans could say, the more the oligarchy exposed itself.

In this column, I’m going to cover three specific attempts by this oligarchy to control the national dialogue both preceding, during, and then following the 2020 election.

Attempt One: The Hunter Biden Laptop

The first attempt at blatant and open censorship of what the public could talk about and see involved the Hunter Biden laptop scandal. The New York Post published an explosive report about the contents of the younger Biden’s allegedly abandoned laptop, and this led to the revelation that the FBI was investigating.

As a counter to those facts, a narrative based on no evidence was quickly launched and relentlessly pushed in the mainstream media that the Hunter Biden laptop scandal was a Russian disinformation operation.

Candidate Joe Biden himself spent the remainder of the campaign dismissing questions about the laptop by calling it Russian disinformation.

And now the Russian disinformation narrative has been exposed as not only being a lie but also a coordinated media cover-up—a cover-up created to get Biden past the election without having to answer hard questions.

Attempt Two: The Election Discussion

The second attempt was to prevent any national discussion of election irregularities by engaging in a truly massive campaign of censorship.

Twitter alone seems to have permanently banned millions of their users for supposedly spreading “election disinformation.”

Facebook and YouTube have also regularly censored content regarding the controversial election. I’ve been warned more than once during a regular Sunday night livestream I participate in on YouTube to watch what I say regarding the 2020 election to keep the video service from taking the video offline.

Attempt Three: The Insurrection Narrative

The third attempt was when the oligarchy tried to launch a false narrative about a supposed “armed” insurrection at the Capitol building in Washington on Jan. 6, 2021.

Just about everything that was claimed to have happened that day has turned out to be a lie. This insurrection narrative was launched to provide justification for an absurd second impeachment of a president who had already left office.

As I stated in a previous column, there has never been such a thing as an unarmed insurrection in American history.

Yet another narrative that was quickly launched despite no evidence was the claim that Capitol Police Officer Brian Sicknick died because of injuries suffered during the Capitol breach. In fact, Officer Sicknick died of a stroke unrelated to anything that happened on Jan. 6.

Yet for weeks the mainstream press regaled the American public with lurid stories that claimed Sicknick was struck in the head by a fire extinguisher wielded by a Trump supporter. In a video showing the alleged incident, the red object thrown by the rioter appears to bounce off an officer’s helmet. There was never any confirmation that the officer struck was Sicknick. But that didn’t matter. The media had their narrative, and they ran with it enthusiastically for weeks.

And when the truth emerged about the real cause of Sicknick’s death, the press quietly moved on. There were no real public recriminations or any apologies over this journalistic malpractice.

The modern American news media creates narratives to drive political outcomes, nothing more. This is just another clear example of it.

Freedom Versus Control Has Never Been More Clear

Nobody elected Mark Zuckerberg of Facebook, Jack Dorsey of Twitter, Sundar Pichai of Google, or any of these other social media technocrats to police the nation’s dialogue about politics—or anything else. They are self-appointed gatekeepers, nothing more than that.

Nobody elected Marc Elias or the horde of lawyers working for Perkins Coie to run around certain states before the 2020 election to litigate extensive changes to election laws that went around the state legislatures in a most unconstitutional fashion. Rich and privileged people paid them to do that.

There’s a big difference between a national dialogue that’s organic and rises from the ground up from the people of these United States themselves, and Marxist/progressive political narratives that are being forced onto the public from the top down by those who control of much of the nation’s electronic discourse.

When you refuse to let organic national conversations rise and insist on controlling with an iron fist what people can talk about publicly while you attempt to force-feed them your own handpicked political narratives, you’ve gone far beyond being a mere censor.

You’ve become Big Brother.

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South Dakota Gov. Kristi Noem announced recently that she’s the first candidate nationwide to promise to fight action civics and critical race theory by signing the 1776 Pledge to Save Our Schools, a pledge drafted by a new patriotic education group.

The pledge signed by the Republican governor is promoted by 1776 Action, a new 501(c)(4) nonprofit founded by Adam Waldeck, former aide to former Speaker of the House Newt Gingrich. Gingrich and former Housing and Urban Development Secretary Ben Carson support the group. All the major candidates in the recent contest for the Republican Party nomination for governor of Virginia also signed the pledge.

“1776 Action is an issue advocacy organization focused on stopping the anti-American indoctrination happening in our schools,” the group said in a statement. “Our goal is to make this a central voting issue in state and local elections where decisions over education are primarily made.”

“We’re doing that through ongoing ad campaigns, as well as the release of The 1776 Pledge to Save Our Schools to help parents evaluate relevant candidates and officials.”

1776 Action opposes action civics, which refers to K–12 and college students being required to protest and lobby for political causes for course credit.

Critical race theory—whose proponents frequently denounce American culture and history as “Eurocentrism” and “whiteness”—is “a variation of critical theory applied to the American context that stresses racial divisions and sees society in terms of minority racial groups oppressed by the white majority,” according to the report of the 1776 Commission (not to be confused with 1776 Action).

“Equally significant to its intellectual content is the role Critical Race Theory plays in promoting fundamental social transformation,” the report states, “to impart an oppressor-victim narrative upon generations of Americans. This work of cultural revolution has been going on for decades, and its first political reverberations can be seen in 1960s America.”

In his first executive action, President Joe Biden dissolved the 1776 Commission.

In Executive Order 13985, Biden rescinded President Donald Trump’s Executive Order 13950, which forbade teaching the Marxist-invented critical race theory in federal training, along with Trump’s Executive Order 13958, which created the 1776 Commission, which sought to move U.S. education away from a radical curriculum that unduly emphasized race-related injustices of the past.

“In classrooms across the country, the far Left is successfully indoctrinating children with anti-American lies and divisive theories that pit them against one another based on race and gender,” Waldeck told The Epoch Times in a statement.

“We don’t have decades to waste trying to persuade them that they are misguided, and so 1776 Action was founded to defeat them politically, culturally, institutionally and financially.”

Critical race theory-based trainings impart a false and hateful narrative about American history that exacerbates racial tensions, 1776 Action supporters say.

“Teaching our children & grandchildren to hate their own country & pitting them against one another on the basis of race or sex is shameful & must be stopped,” Noem wrote on Twitter. “I’m proud to be the 1st candidate in America to sign ‘The 1776 Pledge to Save Our Schools.’”

Noem’s embrace of the pro-American education pledge comes as state lawmakers nationwide consider legislation banning the teaching of critical race theory, which maintains, like The New York Times’ controversial 1619 Project, that America is an inherently racist nation.

It also comes as Democrats promote the proposed Civics Secures Democracy Act in Congress, which involves distributing $1 billion per year in federal grants over six years for K–12 curriculum development, teacher training, and research on the teaching of history and civics. Some of the money will go toward action civics.

The 1776 Commission report states that action civics “uses direct community service and political action (such as protesting for gun control or lobbying for laws to address climate change) to teach students to bring change to the system itself.”

The education bureaucrats who will be in charge of disbursing the money from the proposed act are overwhelmingly left-wing, and the recipients are likely to be of the same ideological stripe, conservative critics say.

The grant money handed out under the legislation will promote so-called woke education in the nation’s classrooms, including critical race theory and action civics, merging “the culture war [and] … K–12 education-policy disputes to a degree never before seen,” according to Stanley Kurtz, a senior fellow at the Ethics and Public Policy Center.

The 1776 Action pledge itself consists of a statement signed by the candidate promising constituents that he or she “will take concrete steps” to fix K–12 public schools.

The candidate vows to “restore honest, patriotic education that cultivates in our children a profound love for our country,” and to “promote a curriculum that teaches that all children are created equal, have equal moral value under God, our Constitution, and the law, and are members of a national community united by our founding principles.”

The candidate also commits to “prohibit any curriculum that pits students against one another on the basis of race or sex,” and to “prevent schools from politicizing education by prohibiting any curriculum that requires students to protest and lobby during or after school.”

Among 1776 Action’s objectives are “supporting candidates for school boards, state boards of education, and other relevant offices who believe in teaching our children to love America,” and “defeating local and state education officials who indoctrinate our children with the false and divisive lies of the radical Left.”

The group also aims to use targeted messaging campaigns to pressure colleges and universities “to stop the anti-American propaganda,” and promote “pro-American alternatives to the radical version” of American history that is taught in many parts of the country.

Dominion, Maricopa County Rebuff Arizona Senate’s Attempt to Get Election Machine Passwords
Auditors found an entire database from a machine deleted, raising concerns
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Dominion Voting Systems and Maricopa County officials are refusing to hand over passwords for election machines to auditors in Arizona.

Dominion said in a statement to news outlets on Thursday that it would comply with the audit, but Cyber Ninjas, the firm hired by the Arizona Senate to conduct it along with three other companies, is not accredited by the U.S. Election Assistance Commission.

“Releasing Dominion’s intellectual property to an unaccredited, biased, and plainly unreliable actor such as Cyber Ninjas would be reckless, causing irreparable damage to the commercial interests of the company and the election security interests of the country,” Dominion said. “No company should be compelled to participate in such an irresponsible act.”

Cyber Ninjas did not respond to a request for comment.

Maricopa County officials previously said that they did not have passwords to access administrative functions on Dominion Voting Systems machines that were used to scan ballots during the election, according to the Senate’s audit liaison, former Republican Secretary of State Ken Bennett.

“They’ve told us that they don’t have that second password, or that they’ve given us all the passwords they have,” Bennett told One America News at the site of the audit in Phoenix last week.

The county is also withholding routers from auditors, claiming security concerns.

Both routers or router images and access to election machines were part of the materials the state Senate subpoenaed late last year. A judge in February ruled that the subpoenas were valid and should be obeyed.

Arizona Senate President Karen Fann, a Republican, recently threatened to subpoena county officials if they didn’t stop their noncompliance with the subpoenas, but backed off the threat in a letter on May 12.

Instead, she asked Maricopa County Board of Supervisors Chairman Jack Sellers, also a Republican, to cooperate voluntarily by attending an upcoming meeting at the state Capitol to go over the audit issues.

Fann said auditors have found discrepancies in the ballot count, including one batch that was supposed to be 200 but only numbered 165. She also said the audit teams found an entire database directory from an election machine had been deleted, and that the main database for the election management system software was not located anywhere on the machine, suggesting that the main database for all data related to the 2020 election had been removed.

Sellers on Thursday indicated he would not attend the meeting and disputed the allegations.

Deleting files off the server “would be a crime—and it is not true,” he said.

“After reviewing the letter with County election and IT experts, I can say that the allegations are false and ill-informed. Moreover, the claim that our employees deleted election files and destroyed evidence is outrageous, completely baseless, and beneath the dignity of the Arizona Senate,” he added, calling for an immediate retraction of statements senators and their liaison team made on social media and to the press.

The Board of Supervisors, which held a closed-door emergency meeting on Friday, plans on holding a public meeting on Monday to address the matter.

Fann, an Arizona Senate Republican Caucus spokeswoman, and the liaison team did not immediately respond to requests for comment.

Auditors Pack Up as Senate Signs Lease to Extend Audit

Auditors, meanwhile, began packing up on Thursday evening because the audit will take a break due to scheduling conflicts.

The audit has been taking place at the Veterans Memorial Coliseum on the state fairgrounds in Phoenix. High school graduations are scheduled to take place at the building beginning May 15.

Hand counting stopped at 7 p.m. on Thursday and workers began collapsing tables and preparing to move ballots to another location.

About 500,000 of the nearly 2.1 million ballots cast in Maricopa County in the 2020 election have been counted in the audit, according to Bennett.

The Arizona Senate signed an extension to their original agreement that allows auditors to store materials in the Wesley Bolin Building, which is also on the state fairgrounds, from May 12 to May 23.

The approximately 19,000-square foot building has a large open floor plan and two large roll-up doors, according to the Arizona State Fair website.

“Due to temperatures during the summer months, this building is not recommended for use between May through September,” the site states.

Bennett told The Epoch Times in a previous interview that the materials will be secure and that the site at which they’ll be stored can be tracked online via 24-hour streaming, just like the audit itself.

“There’s no deadline for the audit,” Bennett said. “The goal is not speed; the goal is accuracy and completeness.”

The audit teams can resume occupancy of the coliseum on May 23 and use it until June 30, according to a copy of the extended agreement obtained by The Epoch Times.

The original scope of work document from Cyber Ninjas said reviewing voter registration and votes case would take approximately 20 days and that work would be conducted remotely. The vote counting phase would take about 20 more days, it said, while the electronic voting system phase would take some 35 days.

But all three of those phases could be carried out simultaneously, according to the firm. An additional week was said to be required after completing everything else to finalize reporting.

The audit started on April 23.

US Working to Hold Beijing Accountable for Not Taking Back 40,000 Chinese Illegal Immigrants: State Department

Federal agencies are working to hold the Chinese regime accountable for its refusal to cooperate in the removal of Chinese illegal immigrants in the United States, a state department spokesperson told The Epoch Times.

Since October 2017, the U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) has made 1,300 requests to Beijing to provide travel documents needed to expel Chinese nationals under final orders of removal—only to have them go unanswered, according to a January Department of Homeland Security report (pdf).

The U.S. government has repeatedly urged the Chinese regime to accept the return of its nationals subject to removal, the spokesperson said in an email.

“Despite this engagement spanning several years, the PRC [People’s Republic of China] has been insufficiently responsive to our repeated requests to issue travel documents for individuals with final orders of removal in a timely manner,” they added.

As a result, ICE has been forced to release these illegal immigrants into the community, many of whom had been convicted for violent or other serious crimes, the DHS report said. Those released form part of a backlog of around 40,800 Chinese nationals awaiting deportation in the United States. ICE is required to release illegal aliens from custody after six months if it is unlikely they will be repatriated within the foreseeable future.

“More needs to be done by the PRC government to reduce the total number of Chinese citizens awaiting removal,” the state department spokesperson said. “We are working with DHS to hold the PRC government accountable in this regard.”

The spokesperson’s remarks were made in response to a report circulating on Chinese social media that the United States has imposed visa sanctions on China over its failure to cooperate in the repatriation of Chinese nationals awaiting deportation. The visa restrictions allegedly apply to Chinese officials who work in the regime’s immigration and security agencies, and their immediate family.

A photo circulating on Chinese social media shows an undated letter apparently from a U.S. consulate officer informing a Chinese visa applicant that the United States has stopped issuing their requested visa under section 243(d) of the Immigration and Nationality Act. This section empowers the Secretary of State to impose visa sanctions against countries who unreasonably delay accepting the return of nationals and residents ordered removed to those countries.

The letter said that the Secretary of State has ordered Consulate officials to stop issuing business, tourism, and student visas to Chinese officials who work in the National Supervisory Commission, an anti-corruption body; the Ministry of State Security, the regime’s top intelligence agency; and the Ministry of Public Security, the country’s law enforcement body. Their spouses and children under 30 are also affected by the restrictions. In addition, the visa sanctions apply to officials at the level of deputy director or above at the regime’s National Immigration Administration, and their spouses and children under 21, the letter said.

The state department official declined to comment on this report, citing confidentiality of individual visa cases.

Chinese foreign ministry spokesperson Hua Chunying, at a regular briefing on May 13, said she had seen the report, and noted that “if this is true, it will serve to show that the U.S. is deliberately sabotaging normal people-to-people exchange with China and politicizing the issue.”

The Chinese regime’s lack of cooperation in the removal of Chinese illegal immigrants has been ongoing for years, and continues despite previous commitments to assist with repatriations.

“As Beijing continues to flout its international obligations and disrespect U.S. law, DHS will continue to seek escalated consequences—including visa restrictions,” the DHS report said.

The state department spokesperson said the department stood ready to assist the regime in facilitating the removal of its nationals, should Beijing express a willingness to cooperate.

The DHS did not immediately return a request for comment.

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Cybercriminal Group Blamed for Colonial Pipeline Hack Says It Is Disbanding

The cybercriminal outfit that U.S. authorities have said infiltrated the network of a major pipeline operator, leading to gas shortages and rising prices, is claiming that it is disbanding.

DarkSide, which operates ransomware as a service, announced Thursday they were stopping operations.

In an announcement in Russian, the group said they lost access to part of its infrastructure, along with some of their financial assets, after an apparent raid by law enforcement authorities.

Affiliates that use DarkSide’s ransomware were told they will be given tools so victims can regain access to data that attackers held hostage in return for payment.

“In view of the above and due to the pressure from the US, the affiliate program is closed. Stay safe and good luck. The landing page, servers, and other resources will be taken down within 48 hours,” the announcement read, according to a translation by Intel 471, a group of intelligence operators.

The attack on Colonial Pipeline earlier this month prompted the Georgia-based company to shut down certain parts of its network. That led to a major U.S. pipeline going offline, which in turn led directly and indirectly to gas shortages and rising prices at the pump.

Reports suggested Colonial paid millions of dollars to get a tool to regain access to system parts the hackers invaded, but the company has declined to confirm that publicly, as has the U.S. government.

The FBI this week said the DarkSide ring was responsible for the compromise of Colonial networks. DarkSide appeared to acknowledge that much in an earlier statement, saying they are apolitical with the goal of making money and not creating problems for society.

“From today we introduce moderation and check each company that our partners want to encrypt to avoid social consequences in the future,” it said.

DarkSide utilizes a highly targeted approach to attacking victims by using custom ransomware and a corporate-like method of communication throughout their attacks, according to Digital Shadows, a cybersecurity firm. Last year, the company said it did not attack companies in certain sectors, like education.

Security researchers expressed skepticism of DarkSide’s new announcement.

Robert Lee, co-founder and CEO of Dragos, said on Twitter that the move “is almost certainly a rebranding attempt to avoid the heat.”

DarkSide and another ransomware group, Babuk, which said it was shifting operations on Thursday after taking credit for obtaining and leaking information from Washington’s police department, took the actions in reaction to “the high-profile ransomware attacks covered by the media this week,” Intel 471 said.

“However, a strong caveat should be applied to these developments: it’s likely that these ransomware operators are trying to retreat from the spotlight more than suddenly discovering the error of their ways. A number of the operators will most likely operate in their own closed-knit groups, resurfacing under new names and updated ransomware variants,” it added.

President Joe Biden told reporters earlier Thursday that the U.S. government has “strong reason” to believe the Colonial hackers were based in Russia but were not backed by the Russian government.

“We have been in direct communication with Moscow about the imperative for responsible countries to take decisive action against these ransomware networks,” he said. “We’re also going to pursue a measure to disrupt their ability to operate. And our Justice Department has launched a new task force dedicated to prosecuting ransomware hackers to the full extent of the law.”

An international task force that included officials from Microsoft, Amazon, New York state, and the U.S. government, said in a report sent to the Biden administration last month that the United States should “execute a sustained, aggressive, whole of government, intelligence-driven anti-ransomware campaign, coordinated by the White House.”

Leading Scientists Call for ‘Proper Investigation’ of CCP Virus Lab Origin Theory

A group of international researchers are pushing for a “proper investigation” into the origins of COVID-19, including examining the lab accident theory that a World Health Organization (WHO) probe previously dismissed.

The WHO-led mission in Wuhan, which released its findings in late March, did not give “balanced consideration” to the theory that the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus came from a laboratory accident, rather giving more weight to the natural spillover hypothesis—the event that the virus spread to humans through an animal host, the scientists argued in a letter published May 14 in Science, a peer-reviewed academic journal.

The letter was signed by 18 medical experts who specialize in virology, biology, immunology, and epidemiology.

The WHO team assessed the animal origin theory as “likely to very likely” and the other as “extremely unlikely,” despite having “no findings in clear support of either,” they wrote, noting that of 313 pages total, the report only dedicated four pages to addressing a possible lab accident.

“We must take hypotheses about both natural and laboratory spillovers seriously until we have sufficient data,” the authors said. “A proper investigation should be transparent, objective, data-driven … and responsibly managed to minimize the impact of conflicts of interest.”

The letter adds to the growing efforts seeking a full inquiry into the origins of the CCP virus, which causes the COVID-19 disease, since the WHO report was published, which critics said the investigation lacked independence and allowed Beijing to have a heavy hand.

The United States, the European Union, and more than a dozen other nations have raised concerns about the WHO study, pointing to the report’s significant delay and Beijing’s denial to provide crucial raw data.

WHO Director-General Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus has also noted the difficulties in accessing data from China. He said that the laboratory leak possibility “requires further investigation, adding that “all hypotheses remain on the table.”

“In this time of unfortunate anti-Asian sentiment in some countries, we note that at the beginning of the pandemic, it was Chinese doctors, scientists, journalists, and citizens who shared with the world crucial information about the spread of the virus—often at great personal cost,” said the authors of the May 14 letter. “We should show the same determination in promoting a dispassionate science-based discourse on this difficult but important issue.”

Lab Escape Theory

Officials in the United States and elsewhere have cast attention on the lab accident theory despite Beijing’s effort to disassociate such links.

Former Secretary of State Mike Pompeo and Robert Redfield, former director of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and former lead COVID-19 investigator David Asher have suggested the virus most likely came from a lab in Wuhan, where the first virus clusters surfaced.

A fact sheet from the State Department, released during the last days of the Trump Administration, suggested that several researchers in the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV) fell ill in autumn 2019 with symptoms similar to COVID-19.

“There’s enormous evidence that that’s where this began,” Pompeo said of the lab on ABC’s “This Week” on May 1. “We have said from the beginning that this was a virus that originated in Wuhan, China. We took a lot of grief for that from the outset. But I think the whole world can see now.”

Pompeo noted that the Chinese regime has “a history of running sub-standard laboratories.”

“These are not the first times that we have had the world exposed to viruses as a result of failures in a Chinese lab,” he said. He declined to say if he believes the virus was intentionally released.

WIV houses China’s only P4 lab, the highest biosafety level lab. It has worked for years with Chinese military leaders on state-funded projects.

Years before the pandemic, Chinese military scientists had discussed plans to unleash a bioengineered SARS coronavirus to advance Beijing’s goals.

34 GOP Lawmakers Press Pelosi to Lift House Mask Mandate in Light of New CDC Guidance

Rep. Bob Gibbs (R-Ohio) led a group of 34 Republican lawmakers urging House Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-Calif.) to end pandemic-related restrictions on the House floor, including staggered voting and mask-wearing.

In a letter (pdf) on Friday, Gibbs and his GOP colleagues called on Pelosi to end COVID-19-related restrictions on House operations, referencing a Thursday announcement by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) saying that vaccinated individuals generally no longer need to wear masks in any settings, indoor or outdoor.

Gibbs said in a statement that “it is time to set an example for the American people” and urged Pelosi to “follow the science, stop the mask-erpiece theatre.”

“Based on sound science, the CDC says those who are vaccinated have an incredibly low risk of becoming infected with coronavirus,” Gibbs said. “With that data, there is no reason the House of Representatives should not be fully open and returned to normal operations.”

“The House of Representatives is filled with enough political drama,” Gibbs added. “The last thing we should be doing is contributing to vaccine hesitancy with the same Mask-erpiece Theater Congress engaged in during Biden’s address to the joint session.”

The reference to President Joe Biden’s joint session address recalls remarks made by former President Donald Trump, who in an interview on Fox Business following the address criticized the COVID-19 protocols, which involved physical distancing and mask-wearing.

“Nancy’s mask was the biggest mask,” Trump told the outlet. “They love those masks and everybody in that room had a vaccine, was in good shape, they could have done it much differently.”

The letter comes after reports that Pelosi has opted to maintain the mask-wearing requirement for members of Congress and staff on the House floor despite the new CDC guidance.

Pelosi told CNN on Thursday that she has no immediate plans to lift the mask mandate, while her spokesperson, Drew Hammill, told Bloomberg that same day that she isn’t easing the requirement because it’s unknown how many House members and their staff members are vaccinated.

The Epoch Times has reached out to Pelosi’s office for comment.

Several days ahead of the CDC announcement, Pelosi said the House rules on wearing masks would be relaxed, so lawmakers could remove them when they are recognized to speak during debate.

Republicans cheered the CDC’s easing of mask-wearing guidance and urged Pelosi to lift the mask-wearing restrictions in the House entirely.

“Madam Speaker … I ask that given the updated CDC guidance, we all take off these stupid masks,” said Rep. Brian Mast (R-Fla.), demonstratively placing his mask on the seat behind him.

Rep. Tim Burchett (R-Tenn.) sent a letter (pdf) on Thursday to Pelosi, urging her to end proxy voting, virtual committee hearings, mask mandates, restricted access to the Capitol complex, and the suspension of Capitol tours.

Masks became a political flashpoint during the pandemic, with Republicans arguing that mandates on facial coverings infringed on individual liberties. Mask-wearing has become an increasingly contentious issue amid the vaccination drive, as many have questioned why it’s necessary to still wear a mask after getting the vaccine.

Texas Governor Expected to Sign Bill Banning Abortions When Fetal Heartbeat Is Detected

Texas Gov. Greg Abbot is expected to sign into law a bill that bans abortions after a fetal heartbeat can be detected, which can occur as early as six weeks into a pregnancy.

Texas Senate Bill 8, also known as the Texas Heartbeat Act or “heartbeat bill” was passed in the state Senate 18-12 on Thursday, and awaits Abbott’s signature. The Republican governor has indicated that he will sign the bill on the same day.

“The Texas Legislature PASSES the heartbeat bill,” Abbot wrote on Twitter. “It’s now on its way to my desk for signing.”

State Sen. Eddie Lucio Jr., one of two Democrats who voted in support of the bill, told The Dallas Morning News: “I hope that we can continue to do our best to make sure that those soon to be born babies have an opportunity to be born and live in our world.”

The Texas legislation differs from the other states’ heartbeat law in that the state of Texas is forbidden from enforcing the ban on abortion. Instead, private citizens—except for the individual who impregnated the woman through rape or incest—may file lawsuits against doctors, clinics, and anyone who “knowingly engages in conduct that aids or abets the performance or inducement of an abortion, including paying for or reimbursing the costs of an abortion through insurance or otherwise, if the abortion is performed or induced in violation of this chapter, regardless of whether the person knew or should have known that the abortion would be performed or induced in violation of this chapter.”

The bill does not include an exception for rape or incest besides in cases where the woman’s life is endangered.

“The Texas Heartbeat Act is novel in approach, allowing for citizens to hold abortionists accountable through private lawsuits,” pro-life group Texas Right to Life said in a statement, adding that the bill did not “punish women who obtain abortions.”

Planned Parenthood said that it will challenge the bill if it becomes law. The one billion dollar organization continued to operate as an “essential” business during the pandemic offering abortion and other services.

“We want to make one thing clear: Planned Parenthood will continue to fight for the RIGHT to abortion access, no matter what,” the organization said in a tweet.

The American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) of Texas also said that it will fight the bill.

“Texas lawmakers have passed extreme legislation that would ban abortion as early as 6 weeks,” the group said. “But let’s be clear: this dangerous bill is unconstitutional, abortion in Texas is still legal, and we will keep fighting.”

There has been misinformation spread from some opponents of the bill, including the ACLU, which said that the bill allowed anyone to sue.

“This bill is so extreme it would allow anyone in the country—wherever they are—to bring a lawsuit in Texas for violating the law. This means a rapist who impregnates a teenager seeking an abortion in Texas, could sue the doctor who performs it,” the organization said in a statement.

The bill states the opposite of what opponents claim, “notwithstanding any other law, a civil action under this section may not be brought by a person who impregnated the abortion patient through an act of rape, sexual assault, incest, or any other act prohibited by Sections 22.011, 22.021, or 25.02, Penal Code.”

The bill will take effect on Sept. 1 if signed into law.

States Tightening Abortion Restrictions

According to the pro-choice research and policy organization Guttmacher Institute, 61 abortion restrictions have passed in 13 states since Jan. 1. Within four days between April 26-29, about 28 abortion restrictions were signed into law in seven states, accounting for 46 percent of all legislation passed this year.

In Montana, three bills were signed by Republican Gov. Greg Gianforte on April 26 banning abortion beginning at 20 weeks, requiring the abortion provider to inform patients of the opportunity to view an ultrasound and hear a fetal heartbeat of the unborn child before potentially having an abortion, and regulating how abortion-inducing drugs are administered.

While in Oklahoma, Gov. Kevin Stitt, a Republican, also signed three bills into law that go into effect on Nov. 1. The bills signed into law on April 27 prohibits an abortion if a fetal heartbeat is detected except when the woman’s life is in danger, requiring abortions to be performed only by a board-certified obstetrician-gynecologist, and suspending a doctor’s license for at least one year if they perform abortions in violation under certain circumstances.

On April 29, Indiana Gov. Eric Holcomb signed House Bill 177 that requires abortion providers to inform patients that they may discontinue the abortion-inducing drug after they had taken the first of the two pills procedure. The law goes into effect in July.

In Idaho, Gov. Brad Little, also a Republican, signed House Bill 366 (pdf) into law on April 27, banning abortion after the fetal heartbeat is detected, except in the case of a medical emergency or the pregnancy resulted from rape or incest.

Also on April 27, Republican Gov. Doug Ducey of Arizona signed Senate Bill 1457 (pdf) that bans abortions of an unborn child with a genetic abnormality, prohibits mail delivery of the abortion-inducing drug, and prohibits state funds to go toward organizations that provide abortion “unless an abortion is necessary to save the life of the woman having the abortion.”

At the beginning of April, Wyoming Gov. Mark Gordon, a Republican, signed the Born Alive Infant-Means of Care (SF34) bill that ensures any baby born alive following a failed abortion receives similar care as any other infant born alive. The law takes effect on July 1.

Blum v. Yaretsky, 457 U.S. 991, 1004 (1982)
“a State normally can be held responsible for a private decision only when it has exercised coercive power or has provided such significant encouragement, either overt or covert, that the choice must in law be deemed to be that of the State”
Discovery in this case should be awesome. They should request all censored and banned sites for both conservatives and liberals. This would allow them to make the case that Twitter is biased against conservatives. If Twitter loses this case, they lose their Article 230 protection.

Associated Press Denies Any Knowledge Gaza Office Building Was Shared With Hamas After Israeli Airstrike
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The Associated Press denied any knowledge that the Jala Tower—which was destroyed in an Israeli airstrike—was also being shared by Hamas, a designated terror group, as claimed by top Israeli leaders.

AP CEO Gary Pruitt issued a statement over the weekend denying that the newswire service knew Hamas terrorists were operating in the building, located in the Gaza Strip. The Jala Tower also hosted Qatar-backed media outlet Al Jazeera and other news organizations.

The Israeli Defense Forces (IDF), however, told local media that the Jala Tower hid “military assets” belonging to Hamas and accused the group of using AP, Al Jazeera, and other news outlets in the building “as human shields.” The IDF said that “the Hamas terror group intentionally locates its military assets in the hearts of civil populations in the Gaza Strip.”

Pruitt said in a statement that he was “shocked and horrified that the Israeli military would target and destroy the building housing AP’s bureau and other news organizations in Gaza,” alleging: “They have long known the location of our bureau and knew journalists were there. We received a warning that the building would be hit.”

According to AP, all employees and freelancers were evacuated before the building was struck.

“The Israeli government says the building contained Hamas military intelligence assets,” Pruitt said. “We have called on the Israeli government to put forward the evidence. AP’s bureau has been in this building for 15 years.”

AP had no knowledge of Hamas being in the building, he said, and it’s “something we actively check to the best of our ability. We would never knowingly put our journalists at risk.”

The IDF said that the Jala Tower was used as an “important base” for Hamas and fellow terror group Islamic Jihad’s operations in Gaza.

In 2014, AP Jerusalem editor Matti Friedman had written about how Hamas manipulates media outlets operating within Gaza.

According to Friedman: “In previous rounds of Gaza fighting, Hamas learned that international coverage from the territory could be molded to its needs, a lesson it would implement in this summer’s war. Most of the press work in Gaza is done by local fixers, translators, and reporters, people who would understandably not dare cross Hamas, making it only rarely necessary for the group to threaten a Westerner.”

The article then continued to suggest that regarding international news outlets, they’ve historically portrayed Israel as the aggressors in prior conflicts with Palestinians.

“It’s easier to leave the other photographers out of the frame and let the picture tell the story: Here are dead people, and Israel killed them,” Friedman said.

Amid the flare-up in fighting, Israel has said that it’s defending itself after Hamas and other groups fired numerous rockets into civilian areas in recent days.

The Epoch Times has contacted the IDF for comment regarding Pruitt’s claims.

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Space Force Officer Relieved After Denouncing Marxism, Critical Race Theory in Military
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A U.S. Space Force commanding officer was removed from his post after publishing a book that warned of the spread of Marxism and critical race theory in the military.

The Space Force confirmed that it relieved Lt. Col. Matthew Lohmeier, a former instructor and fighter pilot, as commander of the 11th Space Warning Squadron.

“Lt. Gen. Stephen Whiting, Space Operations Command commander, relieved Lt. Col. Matthew Lohmeier of command of the 11th Space Warning Squadron, Buckley Air Force Base, Colorado, May 14, due to loss of trust and confidence in his ability to lead,” the Space Force said in a statement to various news outlets over the weekend.

“This decision was based on public comments made by Lt. Col. Lohmeier in a recent podcast. Lt. Gen. Whiting has initiated a Command Directed Investigation (CDI) on whether these comments constituted prohibited partisan political activity,” according to the statement.

The “public comments” that he made in a podcast were likely in reference to the spread of Marxist ideology within the military, which was detailed in Lohmeier’s recently self-published book, “Irresistible Revolution: Marxism’s Goal of Conquest & the Unmaking of the American Military.”

Lohmeier had appeared on the podcast “Information Operation” to promote his book, and during the show, he criticized Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin’s agenda. After Austin’s confirmation, he ordered a “stand down” to deal with alleged extremism within the ranks of the U.S. military coming after the Jan. 6 Capitol breach.

“I don’t demonize the man, but I want to make it clear to both him and every service member this agenda—it will divide us. It will not unify us,” Lohmeier said, adding that Austin is promoting “diversity, inclusion, and equity,” which he and others have said are “rooted in critical race theory, which is rooted in Marxism.”

Critical race theory, which draws heavily upon Marxist and postmodernist theories, denounces U.S. and Western culture as a form of oppression. Critics have said its proponents apply the Marxist tactic of “class struggle” to divide people along lines of race, gender, and ethnicity to label them “oppressors” and the “oppressed.”

In recent days, a number of GOP-led states have barred schools from using curriculum based on critical race theory or The New York Times’ “1619 Project,” which critics have denounced as ahistorical and inaccurate. Recently, White House press secretary Jen Psaki defended both the 1619 Project and critical race theory.

“What you see happening in the U.S. military at the moment is that if you’re a conservative, then you’re lumped into a group of people who are labeled extremists, if you’re willing to voice your views. And if you’re aligned with the left, then it’s OK to be an activist online because no one’s gonna hold you accountable,” Lohmeier also said, according to the Washington Examiner.

Space Force officials didn’t immediately respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment.

University of California System Will No Longer Consider SAT and ACT Scores for Admissions
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The nine campuses of the University of California system will no longer consider standardized testing scores as part of the admission process beginning in the fall of 2021.

The change is the result of a legal settlement (pdf) of a lawsuit brought by groups that claimed that the traditional SAT and ACT tests are racist.

Under the settlement, the university, which enrolls some 225,000 undergraduate students, said it won’t consider SAT or ACT scores sent along with admissions applications until 2025. The university further stated that it had no current plan to consider the scores after 2025.

The settlement specifies that the university can still use SAT and ACT scores to determine course placement after the students are accepted. But the nine campuses will no longer use the test scores to determine how to award scholarships.

The lawsuit was filed against the university on Dec. 10, 2019, by several students and groups, including Chinese for Affirmative Action, College Access Plan, College Seekers, Community Coalition, Dolores Huerta Foundation, and Little Manila Rising. The Compton Unified School District filed a similar lawsuit on the same day. The two cases were subsequently merged.

On Aug. 31, 2020, the Superior Court of the State of California, County of Alameda, ordered the university to stop using the SAT and ACT test results for admissions or scholarship decisions while the lawsuit was pending. The university appealed the decision and the appeal remains unresolved.

As part of the settlement, the University of California system will pay $1.25 million in attorney fees to the lawyers who represented the plaintiffs.

“The SAT itself is not a racist instrument. Every question is rigorously reviewed for evidence of bias, and any question that could favor one group over another is discarded,” College Board, the maker of the SAT test, told The Epoch Times.

“Today’s SAT is an achievement test that measures what is taught in school and what students need to know to be prepared for college. Performance differences across groups of students reflect an unequal K–12 system. That’s why the SAT should only be considered in the context of where students live and go to school, and an SAT score should never be a veto on a student.”

ACT didn’t immediately respond to requests by The Epoch Times for comment.

Test scores from the SAT and ACT tests have been a mainstay of the college admissions process for decades. Opponents of the tests’ use for admission argue that students of certain races score lower on average than other races. Proponents say standardized tests offer an equal playing field, since all students take the same test.

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Audit of voting machines in New Hampshire town may have far-reaching implications

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When something didn't add up about the vote in tiny Windham, New Hampshire, a chain of events unfolded that resulted in an audit of the town's voting machines beginning last week.

As New Hampshire Public Radio noted, the core issue is that there was roughly a 400-vote difference between the vote totals that separated two candidates for state representative on election night and the totals that emerged after a state-operated recount took place a week later.

“This fact pattern seems unusual, if not unprecedented,” Mark Lindeman, one auditor on the team overseeing the review of the machines and totals, said Tuesday.

The AccuVote optical scanning machines in New Hampshire use Global Election Management software and were made by Unisyn and then by Global Elections Systems Inc., which is no longer in operation, according to Patch.

The intellectual property of the AccuVote machines and its election management system is now owned by Dominion Voting Systems, which has been involved in election-related disputes in other states. Dominion did not make the machines.

The audit went smoothly on its first day, but on Wednesday, a failure of the livestream cameras that had been broadcasting the audit process left 90 minutes of dark time on screen. That meant that on Thursday, an inspection of machines was redone so that anyone watching could see the process was working, according to Just The News.

Former President Donald Trump has signaled that he is watching the process.

"Congratulations to the great Patriots of Windham, New Hampshire for their incredible fight to seek out the truth on the massive Election Fraud which took place in New Hampshire and the 2020 Presidential Election. The spirit for transparency and justice is being displayed all over the Country by media outlets which do not represent Fake News," Trump said in a statement posted on his website.

"People are watching in droves as these Patriots work tirelessly to reveal the real facts of the most tainted and corrupt Election in American history. Congratulations Windham -- look forward to seeing the results."

According to Just The News, because AccuVote machines are the only approved vote-counting machines in New Hampshire, if there is a technological issue with just one machine found, it could impact all of the state's election results.

The state went for Democratic candidate Joe Biden in the 2020 presidential race, giving him 52.9 percent of the vote while Trump received 45.5 percent of the vote.

The audit was triggered because of what happened to Democratic state House candidate Kristi St. Laurent. As of election night, she was short by 24 votes of winning a seat.

But when the recount was held, she was 420 votes short.

How did that happen?

St. Laurent's initial total had been overcounted, according to the recount, while the Republicans who finished ahead of her were undercounted in the initial tally. Each Republican picked up about 300 votes in the recount.

Windham Election Moderator Betty Dunn has said she did nothing wrong.

 “Until and unless it is proven that the town officials made a mistake, I think with all the time and effort and support and the number of public officials who you all put your faith and trust in, we ought to begin with the premise that we did our jobs, and did it well," she said.

So far, the audit has found that on one of the four machines used in the small town, the totals recorded for Democrats are in the general vicinity of totals counted for Republican candidates on the other machines.

The audit is scheduled to wrap up on May 27.

St. Laurent called the difference in votes a "bizarre and massive discrepancy," according to Patch.

In a petition to the state Ballot Law Commission seeking a review of the ballots, she said, "Either the machines were programmed to reflect unwarranted adjustments in multiples of 100 to the totals of all Republicans and the top voter receiver among Democrats or a significant number of ballots were double-counted during the (recount) process."

However, she noted, double-counting "doesn't explain to any degree why my count would drop by 99."

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When the state of California gifted the city of Los Angeles 1,300 trailers to house the homeless last year during the peak of the COVID-19 outbreak, there was hope that some of the 66,000 people experiencing homelessness in the county would have shelter.

But a year later, many trailers are sitting empty and unused in parking lots next to the Los Angeles Zoo and Dodger Stadium, according to a local news report.

“It’s upsetting to see all of those trailers sitting there in parking lots empty, when you know you have a humanitarian crisis playing out on the streets,” Daniel Conway, an adviser for the LA Alliance for Human Rights, told The Epoch Times. “It’s just hard to kind of make sense of it.”

The trailers were bought from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)—and cost taxpayers $50 million—to provide temporary shelter for the homeless in cities that need them the most. More than 100 parked and unused trailers were confirmed in an investigative report by CBS Los Angeles earlier this month, which said they cost more than $40,000 each.

According to Conway, L.A. city officials said the trailers failed due to their expensive nature: They require connection to sewage lines and need constant maintenance.

But he added that the officials “seem to kind of be inconsistent about that—because at the same time, they build affordable housing projects where they can cost $700,000 a unit,” referring to how the city’s Proposition HHH funds are being spent to build permanent supportive housing units.

Conway said L.A. County is “not good at producing housing” because it’s done “very slowly and very expensively.”

“So for a decade plus now, we’ve had this commitment to permanent supportive housing as kind of the answer to homelessness. But we’ve never actually been able to figure out how to turn that into like an actual operational scalable model,” he said.

Soledad Ursua is chairwoman of the Venice Beach Neighborhood Council, a community organization dealing with a significant homeless problem on its residential streets. She said she took a wrong turn while driving in L.A. recently and saw the trailers locked up in a yard next to the Griffith Park Observatory.

“It’s just very frustrating to see that there’s trailers empty and we have, you know, thousands of unhoused homeless people on the streets,” she said.

Conway said he thinks the city should give the trailers back to the state so they can be used in other communities. However, it’s not clear if anyone would want them.

The state’s trailer program also suffered setbacks in Northern California. In San Jose, local news reported that some trailers sat unused in the city, costing $1.3 million. Only 37 trailers were used—with each unit costing $54,000 per person—before the city rescinded the program, citing increasingly high costs for upkeep.

‘Financially Negligent’

The LA Alliance for Human Rights includes business owners, social workers, and Skid Row residents. Last year, the group filed a federal lawsuit against the city and county to require them to take responsibility for “their legal obligations to maintain a safe and healthy environment for all—housed and unhoused.”

Earlier this month, U.S. District Court Judge David O. Carter, who is overseeing the case, rejected the county’s bid to be dismissed from the lawsuit. The county argued it should be immune from the lawsuit because Skid Row is within the city’s limits; Carter determined the county’s pleas don’t apply to some of the plaintiff’s allegations.

Ursua has been a vocal critic of the city’s handling of the homelessness crisis in Venice Beach. She said the trailer situation is a great example of why the legal system should be brought into play.

“We need Judge Carter involved, because he could be somebody to manage the assets,” she said.

Ursua said she thinks the county is acting in a “financially negligent” manner with the resources they have. “Judge Carter needs to step in and work it out, to oversee everything,” she said.

Last month, Carter ordered the city of Los Angeles to place $1 billion in escrow for homeless funding, and ordered the city and county to offer shelter to the homeless people living on Skid Row within six months.

During Mayor Eric Garcetti’s State of the City address last month, he announced he would dedicate $1 billion to address the homelessness crisis in the city. But Conway said it’s difficult to reconcile Garcetti’s proposed budget, when so much has already been spent on trailers that are not being used.

When contacted for comment, Gov. Gavin Newsom’s Office referred The Epoch Times to Los Angeles County officials.

The County provided legal documents to The Epoch Times, detailing its request to stay Judge Carter’s order requiring that all homeless individuals on Skid Row downtown be housed in temporary facilities within six months and stating the filing reflects the County’s position on the case.

According to the filing, the County “is committed to addressing and improving the lives of people experiencing homelessness,” and cites efforts taken on their behalf to provide services, housing, and shelter.

On May 10, Carter denied the request to dismiss the order.

“We are disappointed but not surprised that the District Court has denied the County’s motion to dismiss. Meanwhile, we will continue to pursue our appeal to the Ninth Circuit of the District Court’s preliminary injunction order,” Skip Miller, the county’s outside counsel in the lawsuit, told The Epoch Times in an emailed statement.

A few days later, on May 13, the Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals issued a stay on the judge’s injunction until June 15, following a hearing on the case that will begin May 27.

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Texas Gov. Abbott Says Intercepted Fentanyl at US Border Saw 800 Percent Increase

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Texas Gov. Greg Abbott stated on May 14 that the amount of fentanyl U.S. border agents intercepted on the Texas–Mexico border increased by 800 percent in April compared to the same month last year.

“I gotta tell you, there’s a new dynamic about what’s going on at the border that Americans need to know about, and that is increased apprehension of fentanyl coming across the border,” Abbott said during an interview with Fox News. “Yes, there may be people coming across, but there are dangerous drugs coming across the border.

“We had almost an 800 percent increase April over April of the amount of fentanyl that has been apprehended by the Texas Department of Public Safety.”

The governor also noted that the amount of fentanyl intercepted is enough to “kill every single person in the state of New York.”

I deployed @TxDPS & @TexasGuard to secure the border.

They’ve apprehended over 30K migrants & 900 criminals.

With the increase in dangerous drugs coming into TX — they’ve apprehended enough fentanyl to kill every person in the state of NY.

Abbott, a Republican, also criticized the Biden administration for appearing clueless about the severity of the crisis, as border agents recently released operational statistics saying they experienced a large increase in encounters with illegal immigrants last month compared to a year earlier.

“On the national level, with regard to the Border Patrol, they apprehended last month—in the month of April—more than 170,000 people,” the governor said. “That is a tenfold increase over the prior April, where they apprehended about 17,000 people.”

The U.S. Customs and Border Protection released statistics in a May 11 statement that showed border agents had encountered 178,622 illegal aliens attempting to cross the southern border last month, representing a 3 percent increase over the previous month and the highest one-month total in two decades.

Fentanyl is 50 times more potent than heroin and 100 times stronger than morphine, according to the FDA, and local law enforcement agencies are confiscating illegal shipments of the drug in record numbers.

The powerful opioid began as a synthetic opiate originally developed and prescribed for the pain management of cancer patients, according to the U.S. Drug Enforcement Agency. But because of the drug’s powerful painkilling properties and inexpensive cost to produce, it was soon diverted into the illegal drug trade.

According to the U.S. National Institute on Drug Abuse, some drug dealers are mixing fentanyl with other drugs—including heroin, cocaine, methamphetamine, and MDMA—also known as ecstasy or molly—because it takes so little to produce a high, making it a cheaper option. Two milligrams of the drug are potentially lethal—5,000 milligrams fit into a teaspoon.

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GOP Chair Elise Stefanik: Justice Department Is ‘Trying to Block’ Maricopa County Audit
BY JACK PHILLIPS
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Rep. Elise Stefanik (R-N.Y.), who was recently elected as the House Republican Conference chair, said the Department of Justice’s questions about the Maricopa County, Arizona, audit of the 2020 election may be unconstitutional.

On May 5, the Justice Department sent a letter to Arizona Senate leader Karen Fann, a Republican, inquiring about the custody of the ballots under review by a group of private contractors, alleging that the group’s other processes—including the canvassing of addresses—could be considered “voter intimidation.”

“I support that audit,” Stefanik said after being asked about it in a Fox Business interview on May 16. “Transparency is good for the American people. And again, this should be a nonpartisan issue, whether you are Republican, Democrat, independent, or conservative, transparency is important, and the audit was passed by the Arizona state Senate.”

Stefanik later said that the “Biden Department of Justice is trying to block that audit,” which, she said, “is unconstitutional from my perspective.”

“Our states, constitutionally, are responsible for writing states’ constitution law,” she said.

Pamela Karlan, principal deputy assistant attorney general with the Justice Department’s Civil Rights Division, wrote to Fann that “the proposed work of the audit raises concerns regarding potential intimidation of voters.”

Fann replied that the plan by election auditors to verify the validity of certain voters had been placed on hold.

“If and to the extent the Senate subsequently decides that canvassing is necessary to the successful completion of the audit, its vendor will implement detailed requirements to ensure that the canvassing is conducted in a manner that complies fully with the commands of the United States Constitution and federal and state civil rights laws,” Fann wrote earlier this month.

Stefanik’s comments on May 16 came just days after Dominion Voting Systems and Maricopa County officials said they wouldn’t provide passwords for election machines in Maricopa County. Dominion said it would comply with the audit, but that Cyber Ninjas—the company hired by the Arizona state Senate—isn’t accredited by the U.S. Election Assistance Commission.

The Department of Justice didn’t respond to a request for comment by press time.

Stefanik was approved last week in a vote by House Republicans to become the Republican Conference chair—the party’s No. 3 position in the House. She took over after GOP lawmakers voted to remove Rep. Liz Cheney (R-Wyo.), a frequent critic of former President Donald Trump, from the position.

Stefanik received support from Trump as well as other House GOP leaders.

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A top official within the U.S. Marshals Service reported that 387 missing children—a record high number—were recovered by the agency in 2020.

Speaking to journalist Sharyl Attkisson, Chief Inspector Floriano Whitwell, who heads the U.S. Marshals’ sex offender investigations, said: “Last year, we recovered 387 missing children, and that was the most we’ve ever recovered, almost 100 more than the previous year.

“But I would also emphasize that, in my opinion, we’re barely scratching the surface.”

According to the FBI, the number of reported missing children was 421,394 in 2019 and 365,348 in 2020, with the majority of cases being considered “endangered runaways.”

“I personally was extremely concerned by the lack of spotlight, the lack of resources, and just simply the lack of children being recovered across our country, knowing now how big of an epidemic it was,” Whitwell said. “And so I decided to make that my focus.”

In recent months, the U.S. Marshals Service has carried out a number of operations in states including Oklahoma, Iowa, Ohio, Louisiana, Virginia, Tennessee, Pennsylvania, and Georgia.

Operation Volunteer Strong in Tennessee yielded its largest recovery of children—150—last year.

“Many people don’t realize this, but hundreds of children go missing in our state every month,” Tennessee Bureau of Investigation Director David Rausch said in a statement in early March. “From runaways that may leave their home out of desperation or despair, to those entangled in a custody battle, every single one of them deserves a fighting chance, and that’s why they also deserve our best work to help them.”

And recently, 21 missing children were rescued in Iowa by the agency as part of Operation Homecoming.

According to the federal law enforcement agency in a news release in March, the children were between the ages of 4 and 17, and were “some of the most at-risk and challenging recovery cases in the area, based on indications of high-risk factors such as exposure to narcotics, child exploitation, physical or sexual abuse, and medical or mental health conditions.”

Donald Washington, director of the U.S. Marshals, said in October 2020 that about 1,300 missing children have been found since the 2016 fiscal year.

“There are a lot of them in the country at any given time,” he said in a Fox News interview. “For example, today I looked at the number, and we have 21,000 active missing persons under 18 cases open today. So there are a lot of them.”

Washington noted that some missing children “may be in the middle of gang affiliations or in the midst of drug abusers,” as well as other potentially harmful situations.

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Portland police-union president warns city is on precipice of a deadly all-out gang war
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Amid what one law enforcement official has called a "seemingly indiscriminate cycle of violence," the police union in Portland, Oregon, has a dire prediction for the city.

"We are on the precipice of a gang war," Daryl Turner, Executive Director of the Portland Police Association, posted Thursday on the union's Facebook page.

"Right now, our community has a sense of hopelessness. They have resigned themselves to the fact that things will get worse, not better. Residents are moving out of the City, businesses are being forced to relocate, and good, hard-working police officers are leaving the Bureau to work for other agencies," he wrote.

Turner said Portland politicians cannot hide from the truth any longer.

"Our elected leaders can no longer turn a blind eye and blame it on the pandemic. The surge in gun violence is directly related to the defunding of police—the Portland Police Bureau (PPB) is catastrophically understaffed, our specialty units have been disbanded, and our response time to calls for service has understandably increased," he wrote.

"In the past 24 hours, there have been 8 instances of gunfire on the streets of our City, and 3 people were shot. Tragically one person was killed, and two others are in the hospital with life-threatening injuries; each victim is a person of color."

Because of the spike in shootings. police and FBI units were conducted high-visibility patrols over the weekend.

“Enough is enough. Portland is not supposed to be this way,” Keiran Ramsey, special agent in charge of the FBI in Oregon, said, according to KOPB-TV. “Our biggest hope with this overt effort is that we can stop the seemingly indiscriminate cycle of violence.”

“There are random, innocent victims who did nothing more than be in the wrong place at the wrong time,” Ramsey said.

Turner noted in his Facebook post that Portland has experienced over 350 shootings this year after more than 900 last year.

"Often these violent crimes are happening in broad daylight -- indiscriminate violence with hundreds and hundreds of bullets in our neighborhoods," he wrote.

"City Council prides itself on prioritizing social justice and racial equity. Yet, just this year, over 65% of the victims of gun violence are BIPOC. Where is justice and equity for the victims and their families?"

Turner said Portland's politicians "only use data when it serves their political agendas."

"The increase in gun violence is directly related to the loss of the Gun Violence Reduction Team (GVRT). To ignore this data and continue to shift blame is unacceptable. The GVRT proactively policed with a holistic approach, building partnerships and relationships to get illegal guns off the street. It’s obvious to everyone except for City Council that more guns and increased gang activity mean more violence," he wrote.

Turner said that the council's effort to cut the police budget will make the city less safe, saying that the solution is to properly fund police and social services.

"Forcing us to choose one over the other is short-sighted. Social services and alternatives resources are not a replacement for police officers and common-sense public safety infrastructure," he wrote.

COVID cases in India drop after government promotes 'Trump drugs'

Hundreds of studies confirm effectiveness of hydroxychloroquine, ivermectin

India has become the center of the novel coronavirus pandemic, but a drop in cases has coincided with the national health ministry's promotion of ivermectin and hydroxychloroquine treatments.

The India Ministry of Health and Family Welfare updated its guidelines on April 28 for treating the asymptomatic and those with mild symptoms of COVID-19

Since then, the data show cases have plunged in some areas, reported a leading promoter in the United States of ivermectin as a treatment for COVID-19, Dr. Pierre Kory, the COVID blog reported.

On Monday, Indian officials announced the country's daily COVID-19 cases fell below 300,000 for the first time in 25 days.

Kory, the chief medical officer of the Front Line Covid-19 Critical Care Alliance, is known for his congressional testimony about the effectiveness of ivermectin. In a live Zoom conference May 13, he showed the promising data from various states in India in the two weeks since ivermectin has been promoted.

Was President Trump right about the COVID-fighting drugs?
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India's health agency is urging asymptomatic patients to consider taking 200 mcg/kg of ivermectin once a day on an empty stomach for three to five days. And caregivers of patients in quarantine are advised to "take Hydroxychloroquine prophylaxis as per protocol and as prescribed by the treating medical officer."

Hydroxychloroquine has been dismissed by establishment media and government officials, particularly since it was promoted by President Trump. Last week, the Canadian Global Television Network called ivermectin and hydrochloroquine "two drugs that conspiracy theorists say cure COVID-19 and that scientists say are useless at treating the disease," the COVID blog noted.

But there are 219 peer-reviewed studies indicating the effectiveness of hydroxychloroquine as a treatment and prophylaxis against COVID-19. And 54 peer-reviewed studies show the effectiveness of ivermectin as treatment and prophylaxis against COVID-19.

In February, a peer-reviewed study found that invermectin reduces coronavirus infections, hospitalizations and deaths by about 75%.

Ivermectin, in more than 30 trials around the world, causes "repeated, consistent, large magnitude improvements in clinical outcomes’ at all stages of the disease," according to the study, which was published in the U.S. journal Frontiers of Pharmacology.

The evidence is so strong, the researchers believe, the anti-parasitic drug should become a standard therapy everywhere, hastening global recovery.

"The data is overwhelming – we are in a pandemic, and this is an incredibly effective way to combat it. If we use ivermectin widely, our societies can open up," said study co-author Professor Paul Marik, director of emergency and pulmonary care at Eastern Virginia Medical School.

A previous study by Professor Andrew Hill of Liverpool University also found ivermectin cuts death rates by about 75%.

'Inaction in front of mounting evidence'
In a Senate hearing in December, Kory presented evidence that ivermectin prevents infection and saves lives.

"Although we, like many, are extremely encouraged by the apparent successes in developing effective vaccines, we also are dismayed at the near complete absence of guidance and research on effective early, at-home, or preventative treatment options apart from vaccines, a reality we find unconscionable," he said in his statement.

Kory said he and his colleagues are "worried that if our call to action is not followed through, confidence in our health care leaders and agencies will be irreparably tarnished."

"Inaction in front of mounting evidence of safety and effectiveness during a catastrophic pandemic may also compromise widespread vaccination support," he warned.

"We will look back to the impact that actions versus inaction had on the U.S. and the globe two months from now," Kory said. "If we do nothing, the present trend will continue. History will judge."

See testimony of a life saved by ivermectin:

Politicization of treatments
Dr. Harvey Risch, a professor of epidemiology at the Yale School of Public Health and Yale School of Medicine, is one of many health experts who decry the politicization of COVID-19 treatments such as ivermectin and hydroxychloroquine.

"You can hardly believe what anybody says anymore," Risch said in an interview in December with Fox News' Laura Ingraham. "We've lost 300,000 lives in the United States because our government has basic told everyone to go home, stay home, and if you can't breathe, go to the hospital."

That's not a form of treatment, he said, "it's what we call therapeutic nihilism."

He said the federal government, through the FDA, CDC and National Institutes of Health, have misrepresented the benefits of the drugs.

"These are drugs that everywhere else in the world they are being used very effectively," he said.

Risch contends the COVID-19 mortality rate is five times lower in the Third World "because that's all they can afford to do."

"And we're here twiddling our thumbs and telling everyone to stay home. It's absurd," he said.

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House GOP Leader Says He Won’t Support Pelosi-Backed Deal for Jan. 6 Commission

House Republican Leader Kevin McCarthy (R-Calif.) on Tuesday said he opposes a bipartisan agreement that was announced last week to create an independent commission with subpoena power to investigate the Jan. 6 Capitol breach.

The GOP leader said that House Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-Calif.) is not negotiating in good faith and is trying to politicize the commission.

Meanwhile, the proposed commission—which would see a vote in the House this week—should investigate other politically motivated violent acts in recent years, he said. McCarthy and other Republicans have argued that the Black Lives Matter riots and Antifa incidents over the past year throughout U.S. cities warrant just as much, if not more, consideration than the Jan. 6 Capitol breach, which lasted several hours.

“Given the political misdirections that have marred this process, given the now duplicative and potentially counterproductive nature of this effort, and given the Speaker’s shortsighted scope that does not examine interrelated forms of political violence in America, I cannot support this legislation,” McCarthy said in a statement.

The 9/11-style commission was announced last week by the Republican and Democrat lawmakers on the House Homeland Security Committee. The commission was proposed days after the Jan. 6 incident but has been delayed for months, while Pelosi told reporters during several previous news conferences that she wanted it to go forward.

McCarthy added that “while the Speaker has wasted time playing political games, numerous Congressional and intergovernmental agency efforts have picked up the slack,” referring to bipartisan investigations by the Senate Homeland and Senate Rules committees as well as the sweeping Justice Department investigation following the breach.

And, he noted, “the renewed focus by Democrats to now stand up an additional commission ignores the political violence that has struck American cities, a Republican Congressional baseball practice, and, most recently, the deadly attack on Capitol Police on April 2, 2021,” according to his statement.

The commission legislation is likely to pass in the House but it could face significant hurdles in the Senate, which requires 60 votes.

Pelosi on Tuesday, in response to McCarthy’s statement, told reporters that it is “disappointing but not surprising that the cowardice on the part of some on the Republican side not to want to find the truth.”

The proposed legislation for the commission, meanwhile, has prompted concerns about how much power it might wield—as it has the power to issue subpoenas to carry out its mission. The 10-person commission will be evenly split between Republicans and Democrats, according to the House Homeland Security Committee.

Ten House Republicans voted with Democrats to impeach former President Donald Trump, accusing him of inciting the Jan. 6 breach. Trump has denied the allegations, and the former president noted that he had told protesters during his Jan. 6. speech to be peaceful.

The Epoch Times has contacted Pelosi’s office for comment.

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New Asian American Gun Group Seeks to Influence Democrats

A new group for Asian American gun owners is seeking to gather liberal-minded folks to influence President Joe Biden and other Democrats.

AAPI GO, or Asian American and Pacific Islander Gun Owners, was founded by Scott Kane, a self-described classically liberal California resident who has voted for Democrats since 2004.

“It’s easy for Democrats and more liberal folks to write off the NRA and the existing gun lobby because they’re so ultra-conservative,” Kane told The Epoch Times.

“But what if there’s a liberal gun owning group out there full of people of color who just recently purchased firearms? Estimates are around something like 4 million new firearm purchases last year, a good chunk of that, according to NSSF, is from minorities, so what if we banded together to show strength in numbers and show the Biden administration that if you ban assault weapons, that’s going to disproportionately affect a good chunk of your voting base,” he added.

“You really want minorities to be put in jail because they legally purchased an AR-15 last year? I think the answer is no.”

The Biden administration has put forward a number of gun control proposals, with some being enacted through executive action. Last month, Biden called for a ban on so-called assault weapons, asserting that “there’s no reason someone needs a weapon of war.”

Gun purchases skyrocketed in the United States during the COVID-19 pandemic. Background checks for guns and gun permits hit a record-high of 4.7 million in March. Some 8.4 million Americans bought guns for the first time last year, according to a National Shooting Sports Foundation (NSSF) analysis of federal data. Women accounted for 40 percent of sales, and purchases by minorities shot up.

The lockdowns and other measures imposed during the pandemic, and the rise in violent crime, contributed to the jump in first-time gun buyers, experts say.

Kane, whose wife is from Dalian, China, recalled walking down the street in San Jose last year when he and his family were harassed by a group in a vehicle. The group said things like “go back to China.” That set him to start thinking about protecting his wife and child, so he went through the lengthy process of getting a gun in California.

Kane ultimately obtained a gun, but not before jumping through hoops, especially after Santa Clara County was locked down and gun stores were deemed unessential.

Kane decided to start a group encouraging safe, responsible gun ownership in the Asian American community. The group will also focus on advocating against policies that members feel are too restrictive.

“I want to make sure that the voices of the AAPI community are heard on this really important issue, especially in a time of crisis where crime is happening every day,” Kane said.

The new group is seeking members and has recently rolled out a new website, with efforts including a podcast that goes over new developments in the gun world and shares stories from gun owners in the Asian American community. Another piece is translating popular videos that break down different aspects of gun ownership and use into various languages, like Chinese, so people who don’t have a good grasp of English can access the information.

AAPI GO describes itself as “liberally partisan.” Kane said he wants people from the left to join, though he’s open to some conservatives becoming part of the group.

Kane also recently formed, in addition to AAPI GO, a political action committee that will lobby for all minority gun owners.

“I’m hoping to organize with not just Asian American gun owners but also black and Latino and any other gun owning groups that are out there,” he said, “and just kind of organize under a political action committee and drive change.”

Giuliani lawyers: Feds treat him like drug boss or terrorist

NEW YORK (AP) — Attorneys for Rudy Giuliani say a covert warrant that prosecutors obtained for his Apple iCloud account in November 2019 and a raid last month by agents who seized his electronic devices show they are treating him more like a drug kingpin or terrorist than a personal lawyer to former President Donald Trump.

In a letter to a federal judge in Manhattan, the lawyers said that by secretly seizing Giuliani’s cloud data files in 2019, investigators had improperly intruded on private communications with the president.

The seized files, they wrote, likely included “material relating to the impending impeachment, the welfare of the country, and to national security.”

They asked the judge to unseal affidavits in support of the Nov. 4, 2019, search warrant. Reviewing the affidavits, the lawyers said, will help them expand their argument “that this unilateral, secret review was illegal” and that any evidence gathered from it should be suppressed.

The letter was sent to a Manhattan federal judge who is considering whether to appoint a “special master” to protect attorney-client privilege during a review of evidence gathered from raids on Giuliani’s residence and office in April.

It was initially sent last week. A redacted version was made public Monday.

A spokesperson for prosecutors declined comment.

Federal prosecutors in New York are examining Giuliani’s interactions with Ukrainian figures and whether he violated a federal law that governs lobbying on behalf of foreign countries or entities without registering with the U.S. government.

Any warrant issued in 2019 as part of that inquiry, or any other investigation, would have been approved by a neutral judge.

Giuliani, a Republican and former New York City mayor who represented Trump in the special counsel’s Russia investigation, has not been charged with a crime.

He has said his activities in Ukraine were conducted on behalf of Trump. At the time, Giuliani was leading a campaign to press Ukraine for an investigation into Joe Biden and his son Hunter before the Democrat was elected president.

Some Ukrainians who dealt with Giuliani as he campaigned against the Bidens were also looking for his help with matters of their own, including arranging meetings with U.S. officials or pressuring the Trump administration to oust the U.S. ambassador to Ukraine.

Giuliani’s lawyers have argued that the early morning April raids on his home and office were not necessary because he had made clear in 2019 that he would answer any questions without restrictions, except for privileged matters, as long as his lawyers knew what subjects would be discussed.

They said prosecutors instead “simply chose to treat a distinguished lawyer as if he was the head of a drug cartel or a terrorist, in order to create maximum prejudicial coverage of both Giuliani, and his most well known client – the former President of the United States.”

In addition, the lawyers wrote, the original warrant for Giuliani’s iCloud account contained a non-disclosure order based on an allegation made to a judge that Giuliani might destroy evidence or intimidate witnesses if he knew the warrant existed.

“Such an allegation, on its face, strains credulity. It is not only false, but extremely damaging to Giuliani’s reputation. It is not supported by any credible facts and is contradicted by Giuliani’s efforts to provide information to the Government. We should be allowed to question the Government as to what basis it had, if any, to make that assertion,” they said.

Giuliani attorney Robert Costello said prosecutors have another week to respond to the letter.

In a separate letter dated last week but filed publicly Monday, lawyers for Victoria Toensing — a Washington lawyer whose phone was seized last month as part of the same investigation — asked a judge to order the Justice Department to return her cell phone as well as information collected from her iCloud and Google accounts from what they described as “covert warrants” in 2019.

Given the breadth of the warrants, the lawyers wrote, “it is virtually certain that the materials the Government received included substantial privileged and confidential information concerning clients and criminal matters that have nothing to do with this investigation, privileged and confidential information concerning unrelated other matters that are actively before the DOJ, and privileged and confidential information that is the subject of the warrants.”

The defense lawyers said the government has so far declined to reveal what materials a specialized filter team has acquired, reviewed or turned over to the investigative team.

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Basic principles such as freedom of assembly and freedom of worship guaranteed by the Constitution are being violated in the United States amid the COVID-19 pandemic, says constitutional attorney Rick Green.

In an interview with The Epoch Times’ “Crossroads,” Green criticized the restrictions on churches imposed by Democratic Govs. Andrew Cuomo in New York and Gavin Newsom in California, as well as in other blue states.

Such restrictions violate the First Amendment’s Free Exercise Clause guaranteeing the right to practice religion and assemble for its expression without government interference, said Green, a former Texas state representative and co-founder of the Patriot Academy.

“We probably both would have thought 15-16 months ago that this conversation would never happen in our lifetime—that we would even be talking about the fact that governors have actually said to people you cannot sing at church, or that you cannot meet in your home and gather with people for a Bible study or for worship,” said Green.

“I would have never thought that was going to happen in my lifetime in America,” the attorney continued. “Tell me that’s happening in another country? Yeah, I would believe it, but not in America. And whether they use COVID-19, or whatever method they want to use to do that, it is absolutely a violation of those basic principles.”

During the onset of the pandemic last spring, jurisdictions nationwide imposed stringent restrictions on houses of worship, such as attendance limitations of varying degrees depending on the local severity of the surge, social distancing measures, and the wearing of masks, while some imposed outright indoor worship bans.

Churches, many of them in California, filed lawsuits arguing that such limits on communal worship violate religious freedom.

Now, as churches gradually begin to reopen, the majority still operate with virus-related precautions in place, according to data from Pew Research Center. The research notes that just 12 percent of respondents say their congregation is open and operating as usual—just as they were before the pandemic hit the country.

The U.S. Supreme Court, Green said, has failed Americans “miserably”over the last year in responding to lawsuits that attempted to reverse some of these stringent restrictions on houses of worship. 
“I thought all of these restrictions on churches meeting, on businesses opening up, would be over very quickly last year, because there’s just not what we would call in constitutional law a compelling interest for government to intervene. But the courts have absolutely ignored it, they’ve all been afraid to act,” said Green.

Only in December 2020 did the Supreme Court side with a California church in ruling that Newsom’s ban on indoor worship amounted to unconstitutional religious discrimination. 
Green suggested that the government should have to prove a “compelling interest” in imposing restrictions that violate the American Constitution.

“The more [the] government gets involved in those things, whether it’s in the name of public health, like they’ve done for the last year, and even then from a constitutional perspective, if you want to tell people they can’t meet at church, you ought to have to prove a compelling interest.”

“If there’s an Ebola outbreak and 50 percent of people are dying from it, you could argue that OK, at that particular church where Ebola broke out, we should be able to stop it,” Green explained. “But to take something like what we’re dealing with, with COVID-19, and say that every church cannot meet like they’ve done in California—there’s no compelling interest there.”

Green added: “There’s no evidence, there’s no proof, there’s no due process. It’s absolutely a violation of that freedom of religion.”

House Republicans Aim to Stamp Out Critical Race Theory in Military Training
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Some Republican lawmakers, concerned about critical race theory being introduced in the U.S. military, are seeking to amend a defense spending bill in a bid to stamp out the promotion and teaching of leftist bias.

“My Republican colleagues and I hear regularly from active duty and retired service members that even holding conservative values is now enough to endanger a service member’s military career,” said Rep. Mike Rogers (R-Ala.), the ranking Republican member of the House Armed Services Committee.

Rogers said in a statement that the issue needs to be addressed in the 2021 National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA)—which typically garners bipartisan support—and that he’ll work with “any free-speech-minded Democrats interested in joining our cause.”

In the Senate, Sen. Tom Cotton (R-Ark.) suggested that Republicans may have to hold up NDAA spending to ban training that involves critical race theory (CRT) within the military. The quasi-Marxist theory claims that the United States is a fundamentally racist country, with a continuing power struggle between “oppressors” and “oppressed” based on skin color.

Cotton, in response to a Fox News question about legislation proposing to remove CRT-related training in the military, said that holding up funding “may be a step we have to take … but I wouldn’t say that we can’t get that passed either.”

“Remember, the defense bill passes every year. It has passed every year for 60 years,” Cotton told Fox on May 18, referring to the NDAA. “We have an open amendment process in the committee and on the floor. I think there may be one or two Democrats who don’t think that we should be teaching our troops that the most important thing about them is the color of their skin, rather than their ability to help save the lives of the men and women to the right and to their left.”

The comments from Rogers and Cotton followed a report from the left-leaning online publication The Intercept that the Defense Department plans to scrutinize military members’ social media accounts for so-called extremist political material. The report, which cited internal Pentagon documents reviewed by the publication, as well as a source claiming direct knowledge of the situation, said the department would rely on a private firm for the surveillance program.

Pentagon spokesman John Kirby responded, telling media outlets that “there’s no pilot program being run by [senior Pentagon official Bishop] Garrison or the extremist working group to examine social media.”

Kirby said he’s “not aware” of a Pentagon contract with any private firm to surveil service members’ social media accounts.

“Certainly, there is no such contract being led by Mr. Garrison’s program,” he said.

A Space Force commander, Lt. Col. Matthew Lohmeier, was relieved of duty after he self-published a book that details the alleged spread of Marxism and CRT teachings in the military, claiming that the Pentagon has shown videos that “taught that the country was evil, that it was founded in 1619 and not 1776, and that whites are inherently evil.”

Sen. Rick Scott (R-Fla.), a member of the Senate Armed Services Committee, told the Washington Examiner he would look into the claims.

“I’ve still got to get more details, but we do have freedom of speech in this country. So, we’ve got to, we’ve got to allow people to express their opinions,” he said.

In an interview with Epoch TV’s “American Thought Leaders,” Nomani said she was “horrified” by the months-long “assault on Asian American families” at the county’s Thomas Jefferson High School for Science and Technology, one of the nation’s top-achieving schools, where her son was a senior.

“It just all began with an email in June 2020,” Nomani told host Jan Jekielek. In that email, which was sent to mostly immigrant families, the school’s principal said they need to check their “privileges” in the wake of George Floyd’s death.

“And we were just shocked, because this was a woman who has gone to our Lunar New Year celebrations and our Diwali parties, and she knows that we are families from all across the world,” said Nomani, whose Muslim family immigrated to the United States from India when she was four years old. “They are amazing, amazing families who have endured a lot to get to America, and the fact that our kids go to this school doesn’t put us in this vaulted category of the privilege of society.”

“We were just normal people trying to make ends meet, trying to keep our kids healthy, trying to make sure that they get a good night’s rest. It was like a knife to the heart,” she continued. “I just thought to myself, ‘Wow, like, overnight we just lost our humanity.’ That really made me angry, because that’s not OK.”

The Fairfax County school board, according to Nomani, has since proceeded to introduce a series of changes, such as replacing a so-called “colonial” mascot, dropping the name of Thomas Jefferson, and replacing the race-blind admissions process with race-based lotteries and quotas in an effort to make the demographics of the student population better match that of the county.

“It was racial demographics,” she said. “It was that we didn’t have enough underrepresented minorities, meaning blacks and Hispanics, and we had too many Asians.”

Parents need to be clear that those changes are implemented to indoctrinate young children with critical race theory, Nomani warned, dismissing a narrative that there is no critical race theory outside colleges, where it is only taught from a legal perspective.

“Do you think we’re that stupid? We know that you’re not teaching the pedagogy of critical race theory. What you’re teaching is the end product—that there’s oppressed and oppressors, that we have a hierarchy of suffering, and you have to find yourself on this,” she explained. “It’s propaganda, flat out propaganda.”

“This is not just theory,” she added. “This has now become worksheets in classrooms, where kids literally have to fill out their oppression, where they fit on the oppression scale. They get segregated—can you just imagine? It’s this 21st century and we are now segregating children based on race.”

Nomani, who identifies as a liberal, urged parents, regardless of their political affiliation, to join forces against the indoctrination effort she describes as racist and inhumane.

“This is my liberal community that’s pushing out this racism, and I’m going to really call them out on it, because they’re just doing something that is so wrong and immoral,” she said. “We have to keep as our North Star, whether you’re liberal, conservative, independent, whatever, wherever you are, our North Star of humanity, and to stay focused on that.”

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Oregon Counties Vote to Secede Into Idaho
In a long-shot bid, 5 counties approved measures telling officials to take steps to change the border
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Several counties in Oregon on May 18 voted to consider joining the state of Idaho, which is part of a long-shot movement to break away from the state that has long been dominated by politicians in Portland.

Voters in Malheur, Sherman, Grant, Baker, and Lake counties approved various measures that require county officials to take steps to look into moving the Idaho border west to incorporate the counties.

The grassroots group Move Oregon’s Border for a Greater Idaho is aiming to have the eastern counties—which are mostly rural—join Idaho because they believe they would be better off with Idaho’s more conservative political leadership.

“This election proves that rural Oregon wants out of Oregon,” lead petitioner Mike McCarter said in a statement to local media outlets on May 18. “If Oregon really believes in liberal values such as self-determination, the Legislature won’t hold our counties captive against our will. If we’re allowed to vote for which government officials we want, we should be allowed to vote for which government we want as well.”

McCarter told the Oregonian last year that the bid to join Idaho is more of a “lifestyle/values judgment” that separates rural and urban residents.

Oregon’s Jefferson and Union counties already approved measures last year to promote a move to Idaho. Move Oregon’s Border for a Greater Idaho petitioners also want to absorb some counties in Northern California, which are also mostly rural.

Idaho Gov. Brad Little, a Republican, told Fox News last year that some Oregonians are “looking at Idaho fondly because of our regulatory atmosphere” and “our values.”

The bid, however, appears to be a long shot as it would require a formal vote in the Democratic-controlled Oregon legislature. If that goes through, Oregon and Idaho would have to come up with a deal, which would then have to be ratified by the U.S. Congress.

Throughout the history of the United States, changing state lines has been a rare occurrence—all taking place before the 20th century. In 1792, Kentucky was created from Virginia’s territory, Maine was created from Massachusetts in 1820, and West Virginia in 1863 was admitted into the United States when Union states and counties separated themselves from the Confederate ones during the Civil War.

Voters in Oregon’s Harney and Douglas counties will hold a vote on similar measures in upcoming elections.

McCarter told media outlets that Idaho state Reps. Barbara Ehardt and Judy Boyle, both Republicans, are planning to introduce a bill about a possible relocation of the Idaho–Oregon border in January 2022.

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House Intelligence Republicans Point to Wuhan Lab as CCP Virus Origin
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Republican lawmakers in the House Intelligence Committee said that the CCP virus was more likely to originate from a Chinese lab than from an animal, according to their interim report published on Wednesday.

“There is overwhelming circumstantial evidence … to support a lab leak as the origination of COVID-19,” stated the report, which was led by Rep. Devin Nunes (R-Calif.), the ranking member on the committee.

“By contrast, little circumstantial evidence has emerged to support the PRC’s [People’s Republic of China] claim that COVID-19 was a natural occurrence, having jumped from some other species to humans,” the report added.

COVID-19, a disease caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, first appeared in China’s central city of Wuhan in late 2019, when a cluster of cases was linked to a local wet market. More than a year later, the origins of the virus remain unknown; and yet the focus now has been on the theory that the virus was leaked from a laboratory at China’s Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV).

WIV is home to China’s only P4 lab, the highest level of biosafety, and it is located not far from the wet market. A State Department fact sheet released in January stated that the WIV had been conducting experiments on bat coronavirus starting in at least 2016. The institute also carried out “laboratory animal experiments” for the Chinese military since at least 2017.

More importantly, the department said it had reason to believe that “several researchers inside the WIV became sick in autumn 2019, before the first identified case of the outbreak, with symptoms consistent with both COVID-19 and common seasonal illnesses.”

The Chinese regime has vehemently denied that the virus origin was linked to the WIV and has thrown its weight behind a natural zoonotic hypothesis—that the virus was transmitted to humans from an animal host. However, Beijing has so far failed to identify the original animal species that allegedly passed on the virus to people.

According to the report, Beijing tested more than 80,000 animals and still couldn’t identify the original species.

The report cited several findings in the State Department fact sheet as circumstantial evidence, including the WIV’s existing research into coronavirus and how researchers there were sick with COVID-19-like symptoms in autumn 2019.

Additionally, the report also pointed to previous lab leaks in China, including one in the capital Beijing in 2004.

The 2004 leak involved China’s National Institute of Virology where researchers were carrying out experiments using SARS coronavirus. The incident came following the 2002 SARS epidemic, which infected 2,769 and killed 425 people outside of mainland China, according to data from the World Health Organization (WHO). Experts say the numbers inside China are likely much higher than officially reported.

There were also existing safety concerns regarding the WIV. According to the report, health and science experts from the U.S. Embassy in Beijing warned Washington about a possible “new SARS-like pandemic,” after multiple visits to the WIV between late 2017 to March 2018. The experts identified “grave safety concerns” associated with the WIV’s practices that could lead to accidental leaks.

Beijing’s decisions to cover up the outbreak also served as circumstantial evidence to the lab leak theory. According to the report, these moves included failing to acknowledge that the CCP virus was contagious until Jan. 20, 2020, and the decision to close down a WIV virus database.

Beijing also silenced whistleblower doctors in late December last year when they tried to warn the public of an “unknown pneumonia” outbreak in Wuhan.

“The WIV and the Chinese government stymied and manipulated the World Health Organization’s 28-day review of COVID-19’s origins,” the report stated as another example of China’s cover-up.

The World Health Organization (WHO) led a mission to Wuhan earlier this year in an effort to trace the origins of the virus. Its findings, presented in a report released in late March, concluded that the lab leak theory was “extremely unlikely” while the zoonotic hypothesis was a “possible-to-likely pathway.”

Critics have slammed the WHO investigation as lacking independence. Earlier this month, 18 medical experts in biology, epidemiology, immunology, and virology signed a joint letter calling for a “proper investigation” into the virus origins, including examing the lab leak theory.

“To protect American citizens from future pandemics, the U.S. Government must place more pressure on China to allow full, credible investigations of the source of the COVID-19 pandemic and to allow probes of the likelihood that it resulted from a lab leak,” the report concluded.

Seattle Loses Almost 20 Percent of Police Officers Amid Anti-Police Sentiment

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The Seattle Police Department (SPD) has lost almost 20 percent of its police force in the past year and a half, according to a law enforcement officer.

SPD officer Clayton Powell, who has been with the department for nearly 27 years, told CBS News that some 260 officers have left in that time frame, and that he’s also retiring early although he previously planned to leave when he hit three decades with the force.

“The support that we had in my generation of policing is no longer there,” he told the news outlet.

The death of George Floyd in May 2020 and the protests and riots that followed prompted a wave of police reforms in dozens of states, from changes in use-of-force policies to greater accountability for officers.

“When you see businesses get destroyed and families lose their livelihood because of that destruction and we can’t do anything about it. We’re not allowed to intercede,” Powell said.

Powell said that during riots last year, some officers had objects including rocks and bottles thrown at them, and they had to “stand there and take it.”

Elsewhere, in New York more than 5,300 police officers resigned or retired last year—a sharp increase of 75 percent over the previous year—as morale fell following widespread unrest and calls to defund the police.

Resigning officers in the state accounted for 15 percent of total officers leaving their posts.

According to the Law Officer website, between May 25 and June 24, 2020, 272 police officers resigned from the New York Police Department.

On March 25, 2021 the New York City Council voted to pass various reform bills to abolish the qualified immunity provision for police, opening the way for citizens to sue police over claims of excessive use of force and unreasonable searches and seizures.

Qualified immunity is a judicial doctrine created 50 years ago that shields government officials from being held personally liable for constitutional violations like the right to be free from excessive police force under federal law, so long as the officials did not violate “clearly established” law.

New York saw a rise in murders in 2020, an increase some experts pinned on the defunding movement. As of May 9, the number of murders in the city is up 27 percent from 2020.

And in Washington state this week, Democratic Gov. Jay Inslee signed a dozen law enforcement police reform measures into law  claiming they will boost accountability in policing and address “systemic racism” in the state. He called it a “moral mandate.”

The package of bills signed by Inslee includes outright bans on police use of chokeholds, neck restraints, and no-knock warrants, and also requires police officers to intervene if a colleague engages in excessive force.

It also requires the establishment of an independent office to review the use of deadly force by law enforcement officers. Police must also use “reasonable care,” such as deescalation tactics, in carrying out their duties.

The legislation restricts the use of tear gas and car chases, and makes it easier to sue officers when they cause injury.

According to a Rasmussen Reports survey released last month, 63 percent of approximately 1,000 likely U.S. voters are worried that anti-police rhetoric, which is often pushed by progressive Democrats, will result in a shortage of law enforcement officers and endanger public safety.

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Dominion Responds After Pennsylvania Election Officials Report ‘Coding Error’ With Voting Machines
Republican and Democrat voters report issues in Luzerne County
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Election officials in Luzerne County, Pennsylvania, reported issues with voting equipment at polling places on Tuesday, prompting a response from Dominion Voting Systems saying that there was a ballot screen error regarding the viewing screen’s header.

Dominion Voting Systems told The Epoch Times that “Luzerne County’s election director has confirmed that there is a ballot screen error that is confined to the header on the viewing screen of the machine, and that all ballots are printing correctly with the Republican header and the Republican primary election races.”

The firm then noted that Luzerne County officials have assured the public that “all ballots will be correctly counted,” adding: “We regret any confusion this has caused.”

It came after voters told PAHomepage and local officials that they reported incorrect labeling on electronic ballots in Luzerne County, located in the northeastern part of the state.

Luzerne County Director of Elections Bob Morgan told local media that coding on the Dominion Voting Systems machines triggered the problem.

According to some voters and officials, speaking to WNEP, when Republican voters approach the machine to vote, the introduction page says, “Official Democratic Ballot.” A polling place in Kingston Township confirmed to the news outlet that it was forced to pause voting on Tuesday due to the issue.

“We want to assure everybody that what happens is when you are a registered Republican, we have a specific code for that ballot. And once we punch that code in, even though the header says something like ‘Democratic ballot,’ it’s actually for the races that are in the Republican party,” Morgan said, adding that the votes will be counted correctly.

Matthew Vough, a Democrat running for a county council term, told the Times Leader that voters told him that his name didn’t appear on their ballot. He said that some Democrats got the Republican ballot.

“Who knows how many Democrats voted for Republican nominees? Who knows how many votes I lost as a result? This error didn’t just affect Republicans,” Vough said.

Vough added to the paper he would suggest that Luzerne County end its contract with Dominion during the next council meeting.

Morgan, meanwhile, explained to PAHomepage that “there is no evidence of any of this problem on the mail-in ballots which were produced from that file” and added that the county is “still working with Dominion to get an explanation as to how this coding error occurred. They were as surprised about it as we were.”

When asked if there was any way it was the fault of the county, Morgan said, “No.”

“We’re doing signs, we’ve contacted each of the judges of elections. We’ve asked them to place a sign at their voting place. We’re giving Republican voters the opportunity to vote by provisional or emergency ballot if they choose.”

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Georgia Gov. Urges Educators Not to Teach Critical Race Theory’s ‘Dangerous Ideology’
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Georgia Gov. Brian Kemp (R) on Thursday wrote a letter to the state Board of Education opposing the teaching of Critical Race Theory (CRT) and its “dangerous ideology” in public schools.

“This divisive, anti-American agenda has no place in Georgia classrooms,” the Republican governor said in a statement on Twitter.

He urged educators in his letter “to take immediate steps to ensure that Critical Race Theory and its dangerous ideology do not take root in our state standards or curriculum.”

Kemp said that parents, students, administrators, and educators in Georgia have come to him in recent weeks with concerns about the teaching of CRT in state schools.

“Like me, they are alarmed this divisive and anti-American curriculum is gaining favor in Washington D.C. and in some states across the country.”

CRT has gradually proliferated in recent decades through academia, government structures, school systems, and the corporate world. It redefines human history as a struggle between the “oppressors”—white people—and the “oppressed”—everybody else—similar to Marxism’s reduction of history to a struggle between the “bourgeois” and the “proletariat.” It labels institutions that emerged in majority-white societies as racist and “white supremacist.”

Like Marxism, CRT advocates for the destruction of institutions, such as the Western justice system, free-market economy, and orthodox religions, while demanding that they be replaced with institutions compliant with the theory’s ideology.

Proponents of CRT have argued that the theory is merely “demonstrating how pervasive systemic racism truly is.”

Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis in March denounced critical race theory as hateful, while Republican lawmakers in Arkansas, Georgia, Iowa, New Hampshire, and West Virginia have said that they aim to ban the teaching of critical race theory in schools, workplaces, and government agencies.

Earlier this month, Washington Gov. Jay Inslee signed into law a bill mandating the teaching of CRT in schools, while Oklahoma Gov. Kevin Stitt signed a bill banning its teaching in the state’s public and charter schools.

Meanwhile, the U.S. Department of Education has proposed a grant priority that seeks to promote controversial racial concepts in the classroom. The proposal, known as the “Proposed Priorities: American History and Civics Education,” would incentivize schools to teach the quasi-Marxist critical race theory to its students.

One of the priorities encourages schools to “incorporate culturally and linguistically responsive” teaching approaches that would contribute toward what the department calls an “identity-safe” learning environment.

Referring to the proposal, Kemp said in his letter that it is “ridiculous” that the Biden administration is considering using taxpayer funds to push a “blatantly partisan agenda” in Georgia classrooms.

The state must instead focus on its goal of providing the highest quality education to every child in Georgia “without partisan bias or political influence.”

“Education in Georgia should reflect our fundamental values as a state and nation—freedom, equality, and the God-given potential of each individual,” the governor wrote.

The State Board of Education didn’t immediately respond to a request for comment by The Epoch Times.

Richard Woods, Georgia’s elected Republican state superintendent, said in a May 11 Facebook post for his campaign that the Georgia Department of Education has no current or proposed standards that include “CRT concepts.”

“We will not be adopting any CRT standards nor applying for or accept any funding that requires the adoption of these concepts by our state, schools, or classrooms. We will not provide trainings that seek to promote these teachings to educators and support staff,” he said.

20 Attorneys General Petition Biden Admin to Backtrack on CRT and ‘1619 Project’-Based Education Proposals

A joint letter by 20 state attorneys general directed to Education Secretary Miguel Cardona is asking the Biden administration to retract its education plans that would promote critical race theory (CRT) and The New York Times’ “1619 Project” in schools.

The group’s criticism centers on recent proposals from the Department of Education that detail plans in April to provide grants for a curriculum that teaches diversity and the effects of “systemic marginalization” under American History and Civics Education programs.

The letter (pdf), led by Indiana Attorney General Todd Rokita, claims that the proposed priorities issued by the Education Department are a “thinly veiled” effort to insert CRT and the 1619 Project into American classrooms.

“As the chief legal officers of our respective states, we write to express our deep concerns with the proposed priorities recently issued by the United States Department of Education. The proposed priorities are a thinly veiled attempt at bringing into our states’ classrooms the deeply flawed and controversial teachings of Critical Race Theory and the 1619 Project,” the letter reads.

It further argues that the new education proposals would distort the accuracy of history, rendering it at odds with state and federal law.

“CRT is an ideological construct that analyzes and interprets American history and government primarily through the narrow prism of race. Similarly, the 1619 Project seeks to ‘reframe the country’s history.’ As such, it distorts, rather than illuminates, a proper and accurate understanding of our nation’s history and governmental institutions and, therefore, is fundamentally at odds with federal and state law,” state the attorneys general.

The ideas being put forward by the 1619 Project suggest that the United States was founded on white supremacy and oppression and that these are still fundamental aspects of society.

The letter was signed by attorneys general from Alabama, Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, Georgia, Idaho, Indiana, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, Ohio, Oklahoma, South Carolina, Texas, Utah, and West Virginia.

“The Department should not adopt the proposed rule or, at a minimum, should make clear that grants may not fund projects that are based on CRT, including any projects that characterize the United States as irredeemably racist or founded on principles of racism,” they state.

Ibram X. Kendi’s works are specifically cited in the new priorities that progressive politicians want to implement, with the claim that they would reduce discrimination and racism.

The letter asserts that the biggest issue is the impact of the theories being promoted on students, and urges the department not to embrace the proposed measures.

In criticism of the potential adverse effect on students, the AGs refer to educator and political scientist Frederick Hess:

“Upon closer scrutiny, it quickly becomes apparent just how wholly Kendi’s doctrine is at odds with American traditions of equality, free inquiry, and ordered liberty. Kendi holds that every single thing in the world—every action, idea, thought, and policy—is either ‘racist’ or ‘anti-racist.’”

To illustrate their point, the AGs give an example that demonstrates the unfairness of “equity”—a term that stems from the Marxist idea of absolute egalitarianism.

“Kendi helped lead the opposition against the selection process for the elite Boston Latin School, the Boston Latin Academy, and the John D. O’Bryant School of Math & Science,” the letter reads.

“Relying heavily on a merit-based testing regime, Asian applicants received a disproportionately high number of the scarce 205 available seats. ‘With COVID as a pretext, equity advocates set up a new system to fill the spots based on zip codes and grades, a plan that will result in a 24 percent reduction in Asians, an 18 percent reduction in whites, a 50 percent increase in blacks, and a 14 percent increase in Hispanics.'”

Another notable criticism is aimed at the proposal’s alleged discrimination of students based on “privilege” or “oppressor” status, based only on racial identity.

“Teaching this in a classroom clearly runs afoul of broad non-discrimination provisions adopted by many states to prevent the same sort of separatist teaching that the guidance attempts to integrate into schools through teachers and students,” the letter states.

After attending the programs being put forward, the teachers would be violating Indiana law if they “indoctrinate students” discriminatorily, the coalition of attorneys general said.

The Department of Education told The Epoch Times: “We look forward to receiving the letter and responding directly to the signees.”
